e This weekend marks the 17th and 18th meetings be-
tween the two programs with Notre Dame holding the
9-5-2 advantage after a series split in South Bend back
in December. The teams have split each of the past three
series following a dominating 2017-18 season where the
Irish went 4-0-1 in five games against the Nittany Lions.

¢ Senior classmates Nikita Pavlychev and Nate Sucese
lead all current Nittany Lions with four career goals
against the Irish while senior’s Denis Smirnov and Liam
Folkes along with junior’s Evan Barratt and Alex Limoges
each have three. Senior Brandon Biro leads all Nittany
Lions with 11 points in 14 games against Notre Dame on
a pair of goals and nine assists while Folkes has added
seven points.

* Notre Dame has played spoiler to Penn State the last
two seasons knocking them out of the Big Ten Tourna-
ment in the semifinals in 2018 and in the Big Ten Cham-
pionship last season, both 3-2 setbacks.

HOCKEY VALLEY WHITE RUSH

e Saturday’s series finale will serve as the annual Wear
White game with a twist this season as Penn State will
wear specialty all-white ‘White Rush’ uniforms based off
the Penn State football road uniform and each fan in at-
tendance will receive a commemorative Rally Towel.

e Following the conclusion of the game, all 29 Hockey
Valley White Rush jerseys will be auctioned off online
via the Charity Auction page on GoPSUsports.com.
The auction will run from Friday, January 31st at 5:00PM
through Wednesday, February 12th at 8:00PM. Proceeds
from the jersey auction will benefit Hockey Coaches Care
and Penn State Dance Marathon (THON).

SPECIALTY UNITS

* Penn State has been excellent this season on special
teams and is one of just two teams nationally to have two
top-10 units joining Minnesota State. The Nittany Lion
penalty Kill leads the Big Ten and ranks ninth in the na-
tion at 86.2 percent (81-for-94). Over the last nine games,
Penn State is 29-for-31 on the PK.

e Penn State’s power-play also leads the Big Ten and
ranks third in the nation converting 28 percent of the time
(80-for-107). Last weekend, the Nittany Lions were held
without a power-play tally in a series for the first time this
season as MSU took just two penalties in over 120 min-
utes of action.

¢ |In Big Ten play, Penn State is 15-for-47 (31.9 percent)
with the man-advantage with at least one power-play
goal in 10 of 16 conference games.

ROAD WARRIORS

e The overtime victory at Michigan State last Saturday
ran Penn State’s road record to 7-4-0 this season tying
the program record for most road victories. The Nittany
Lions have had seven road victories twice before in 2015-
16 and 2017-18. Last season, Penn State was just 6-7-1
in games away from Pegula Ice Arena.

e The OT victory on the road also marked the first time
in over three years that Penn State won a road OT game
dating back to Andrew Sturtz's game-winner at Notre
Dame on October 22, 2016.

B1G MAC

® Freshman Connor McMenamin netted the overtime
winner last Saturday giving him three game-winning
goals this season, each coming in the month of January,
to tie for the team lead.

* The rookie is currently on a career-best three-game
point streak and has really found his stride offensively
after being placed on a line with senior Nikita Pavlychev.
In six games as linemates since the start of January, lines
featuring both McMenamin and Pavlychev together have
combined for eight of the 19 goals the Nittany Lions have
scored during those contests.

EXTRA, EXTRA READ ALL ABOUT IT

* Freshman Tyler Gratton potted an extra-attacker goal
late during a 4-2 loss at Michigan State last Friday. The
extra-attacker tally was the third this season for the Nit-
tany Lions and at the time it was also the second-con-
secutive game where Penn State had scored with the
extra-attacker on the ice.

|t was just the second time in program history and the
first since November 25 and December 1 of 2017 that
the Nittany Lions had scored an extra attacker goal in
back-to-back games.

BLUE-LINE BEAUTY

e Junior Cole Hults was named the Big Ten Third Star
of the Week for the second time this season following a
4-point weekend against Michigan State. The junior fac-
tored into all four goals scored by the Nittany Lions last
weekend including the primary assist on each of the two
goals during a 2-1 overtime victory on Saturday.

e Hults currently leads the Big Ten with a +17 rating, a
mark good for seventh nationally, while his 24 points are
also the most among defensemen in the conference and
tied for sixth overall while ranking sixth in the nation for
blue-liners.

* Hults, who hasn’t missed a single-game in his career,
has already set program records this season for points
by a defenseman (72) and assists by a defenseman (58),
a mark that is good for sixth overall at Penn State, while
his 14 goals are the fourth-most all-time by a Nittany Lion
defenseman.

e The junior’'s 72 points are the most among active de-
fensemen in the Big Ten and tied for the 11th most among
active defensemen across the country. Hults is just four
points shy of his single-season career-high achieved last
season and sits only six points back of Vince Pedrie’s
single-season program record for points by a defensem-
en of 30 set during the 2016-17 season.

FEELIN’ 100

* Should he play in both games this weekend, junior Alex
Limoges will become the second player this season to
appear in 100 career games for the Nittany Lions.

® Limoges is also approaching the 100 career points
milestone as his 95 points lead all current juniors in the
Big Ten and rank second nationally among third-year
players and tied for 27th overall.

e The junior is one of six Nittany Lions in the top-8 of
career active point leaders in the Big Ten ranking tied
for sixth. Sucese ranks second in the Big Ten with 132
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SCOUTING NOTRE DAME

* The Irish enter the week-

end coming off a 5-2 victory

over Wisconsin, but have won just
three times since the middle of
November having gone just 3-10-
3 in their last 16 games. However,
ND is currently fourth in the B1G
standings with 23 points just five
points out of the first place spot
shared by Penn State and Michi-
gan State.

* The Irish are still paced by se-
nior goaltender Cale Morris and
even though he hasn’t put up the
earth-shattering numbers as years
past, he still has a .910 save per-
centage and a 2.69 goals against
average, which has only improved
in Big Ten play to the tune of a
.917 save percentage and a 2.38
goals against average. In his ca-
reer against Penn State, Morris is
8-3-1 with a .937 save percentage
and a 2.67 goals against average
with a pair of shutouts. Howev-
er, in the last six regular-season
games against the Nittany Li-
ons, Morris is 3-3-O with a .912
save percentage and a 3.44 goals
against average.

» Offensively Notre Dame is paced
by sophomore Alex Steeves with
nine goals and 12 assists for 21
points while both Mike O’Leary
and Cam Morrison have chipped
in with 19 points each.

* The Irish have struggled on de-
fense this season ranking fifth in
the Big Ten and 36th nationally al-
lowing 2.88 goals per game after
leading the conference and rank-
ing 12th in the nation last season
allowing just 2.27 goals per game.

* Notre Dame scored four of
its nine goals last weekend on
the power-play going 4-for-12
against the Badgers improving its
man-advantage to 20.8 percent
(16-for-77) on the year, a mark
good for third in the Big Ten and
20th nationally. However, its PK
went just 4-for-7 against Wiscon-
sin and have allowed at least one
power-play tally in seven-straight
games. On the year the Irish rank
last in the Big Ten and 57th nation-
ally killing off just 74 percent (57-
for-77) of opponent man-advan-
tage opportunities.

Penn State while his 57 assists are also good for seventh
all-time and his 38 goals are tied for eighth.

BONES JONES

e Senior net-minder Peyton Jones secured his fifth game
this season of 40-plus saves last Saturday and his third
in his last four starts after having just four such games
of 40-plus saves over his first three seasons combined.
Jones is now 4-1-0 in games where he has 40+ saves this
season and 7-2-0 all-time.

e The senior is having a career year this season as his
.923 save percentage and 2.56 goals against average are
the best of his career and rank fourth in the Big Ten and
good for 18th and 39th nationally. Jones’ 15 victories this
season lead the Big Ten and are good for fifth nationally
while his 73 career wins are the most among active goal-
tenders in the nation.

LEADERS OF THE PACK

* Penn State boasts four of the top-10 scorers in the con-
ference with senior Nate Sucese leading the way with 30
points on 10 goals and a conference-best 20 assists. Ju-
nior Evan Barratt is tied for second with 28 points while
Limoges and Hults are tied for sixth with 24 points each.

e Junior Sam Sternschein’s team-leading 11 goals are
good for fourth in the conference while Sucese’s 10 tallies
are tied for fifth and Barratt and Liam Folkes are tied for
tenth with nine.

* In conference only games, Barratt is tied for second
with with 16 points in 16 games on seven goals and nine
assists while Limoges, Sucese and Hults are each tied
for fourth with 15 points. Hults’ 14 assists are the most
during Big Ten games in the conference.

TURN UP THE AUTIO

e During the first period two weeks ago against Michi-
gan, sophomore Oskar Autio set a new Penn State record
for consecutive scoreless minutes, a streak that lasted
167:09 passing Matt Skoff's mark of 151:13 that stood
nearly seven years.

e Autio earned a tie in the game, the first of his career,
moving his record to 2-1-1 this season in four starts. Autio
has compiled a 1.87 goals against average and a .930
save percentage in five total appearances this season.

HOCKEY VALLEY FIVE-0

* A tie against Michigan two weeks ago marked the first
time this season Penn State hasn't finished off a game
when leading after two periods. It also marks the first
non-win for the Nittany Lions in a game they have scored
at least four goals in this season moving to 12-0-1 in such
games.

® The key number for Penn State is five as the Nittany Li-
ons are a perfect 10-0-0 this season when scoring five or
more goals and are an eye-popping 76-1-2 all-time when
reaching five goals.

NATE THE GREAT

e Following a post-game stat correction to the game’s
first goal against Robert Morris three weeks ago, senior
Nate Sucese collected a trio of assists moving him past
David Goodwin ‘17 and into the top spot on the Penn
State all-time points list, a record which now stands at
132. The senior also set the Penn State all-time goals
record earlier this season and recently scored his 60th
career goal, the most among active players in the Big Ten
and second-most nationally, while his 72 career assists
are the second most in program history.

GETTING CROWDED

e Not only is Sucese at the top of the record books, but
six of the top-10 scorers in program history are all current
members of the roster. Led by Sucese with 132 points,
Smirnov (113), Biro (109), Folkes (95), Limoges (95) and
Barratt (89) rank fourth, fifth, tied for seventh and ninth,
respectively.

e Senior Brandon Biro was selected by his peers as the
seventh captain in program history for the 2019-20 sea-
son after serving as an alternate last season. Fellow se-
nior Liam Folkes and Kris Myllari with serve as alternates.

FOUR LAND ON PRESEASON ALL-B1G TEAMS
e Junior classmates Evan Barratt and Alex Limoges were
named First-Team All-Big Ten by the league’s coaches
as part of the preseason awards while junior Cole Hults
landed on the second-team and Kris Myllari was an hon-
orable mention.

e Barratt became just the fourth Nittany Lion to earn first-
team All-Big Ten accolades following the 2018-19 season
scoring 16 goals while adding 27 assists for 43 points,
the third highest single-season total in program history.
Barratt’s 1.34 points per game led the Big Ten and ranked
fourth in the nation setting a new single-season program
record while his 43 points were good for fourth in the Big
Ten and 13th nationally.

e Hults’ 28 points last season were the third-most by a
Penn State defenseman in a single-season and ranked
third in the conference for blueliners. His plus-19 rating
was the second-best mark for defensemen in the Big
Ten while his 68 blocked shots were good for ninth in
the league. Hults enters his junior season seventh on the
Penn State all-time points list for defensemen with 48,
just 12 shy of Luke Juha’s program record of 60.

e Myllari ranked second in the Big Ten and fifth in the na-
tion last season with 90 blocked shots while his 21 points
were the ninth most in the conference for defensemen.
The senior alternate captain set the Penn State career
record for goals by a defenseman last season when he
notched the 17th of his career at Michigan State.

NITTANY LIONS TABBED B1G FAVORITE

e For the first time in program history Penn State was
picked to win the Big Ten by the league coaches in the
Preseason Poll.

e After finishing in the cellar during the inaugural B1G sea-
son in 2013-14, Penn State has finished fourth in three-
straight seasons and four of the last five mixing in a third-
place finish in 2015-16.

* The regular season champion receives home-ice ad-
vantage and a first-round bye in the Big Ten playoffs while
the next three seeds earn home ice in the best-of-three
quarterfinal round.

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MEET COACH GADOWSKY

Guy Gadowsky will guide the Nittany
Lions in his 20th collegiate season at the
helm of an NCAA Division | program during
the 2019-20 campaign and his eighth at
Penn State.

AT PENN STATE

In 2018-19, Gadowsky led Penn State to its
second-highest win total in program histo-
ry with 22, along with becoming the winnin-
giest coach in Big Ten Tournament history,
compiling a 10-6 record over six seasons.
The Nittany Lions returned to the Big Ten
Championship game for the second time
in the past three seasons, but dropped a
tough 3-2 decision at Notre Dame.

Penn State secured its most Big Ten

wins in program history with 11 while its
35 points were also the most in a single
season. The Nittany Lions once again led
the nation in goals per game with a new
single-season record of 4.54 while also
setting single-season records for goals
(177), assists (301) and points (478), each
of which were also tops in the nation.

Gadowsky saw sophomore Alex Limoges
become the first Nittany Lion ever to lead
the nation in points as he set a single-sea-
son program record with 50 while his 23
goals were also a new program standard
and ranked tied for second in the nation.

Sophomore Evan Barratt became just the
fourth player in program history and third
in the last three seasons to earn first-team
All-Big Ten honors. Barratt, along with
teammate Aarne Talvitie, also became the
first Niittany Lions ever to represent their
countries at the IIHF World Junior Cham-
pionship. Talvitie captained Finland to the
gold medal while Barratt helped Team
USA take home the silver.

Despite the win total and records the Nit-
tany Lions fell one spot short of the NCAA
Tournament, finishing the season at No. 16
in the PairWise rankings.

In 2017-18, Gadowsky led his Nittany Li-
ons to their second-straight NCAA Tour-
nament. Penn State was able to take the
short drive down to Allentown, Pennsylva-
nia, as it served as host for the Midwest
Regional. The Nittany Lions’ season was
cut short at the hands of the Denver Pio-
neers, 5-1, in the NCAA Midwest Regional
semifinal.

Earlier in the 2017-18 season, Gadowsky
secured his 100th career victory at Penn
State, which in turn, was the 100th victory
for the program, a 5-1 victory over Min-

nesota on February 23, 2018. That victo-
ry was the start of the first-ever sweep of
the Golden Gophers by the Nittany Lions,
which secured home-ice for Penn State
in the Big Ten Tournament Quarterfinals.
Penn State went on to sweep Minnesota
in two games, clinching the series and its
fourth B1G Semifinal appearance in five
years.

Junior Andrew Sturtz become just the sec-
ond member of the 100-point club at Penn
State in 2017-18 and became the all-time
leading goal scorer in program history.
Sturtz graduated early and signed an NHL
deal with the Ottawa Senators.

Gadowsky also coached Trevor Hamilton
to a Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year
award, the first major conference honor
awarded to a Nittany Lion. Hamilton joined
Casey Bailey and Vince Pedrie as the only
first-team All-Conference members in pro-
gram history.

In 2016-17, Gadowsky led Penn State to
its most successful season ever, compiling
a record of 25-12-2. Penn State won the
2017 Big Ten Tournament and earned its
first-ever NCAA Tournament appearance,
falling one game shy of the Frozen Four.
The Nittany Lions defeated Union 10-3,
tying the record for most goals in a team’s
tournament debut, before bowing out to
eventual national champion Denver, 6-3, in
the Midwest Regional final.

Penn State opened the 2016-17 season
13-1-1 using a program-best 11-game win-
ning streak. The Lions also earned their
first-ever uscho.com No. 1 national rank-
ing on Jan. 17, 2017, with a 16-2-1 record.
Penn State finished the season as the
highest-scoring team in the country, aver-
aging 4.10 goals per game.

The 2016-17 Nittany Lions also set nu-
merous single-season team records on
offense including most goals (160), assists
(265), points (425), shots (1,719), goals/gm
(4.10) and shots/gm (44.1) to go along with
the program-best 25 victories.

Penn State had its first 20-win season un-
der Gadowsky in 2015-16, finishing third in
the Big Ten with a 21-13-4-1 overall record.

Penn State rose to as high as 14th in the
uscho.com National Poll during the 2015-
16 campaign. On February 6, the Nittany
Lions earned their first-ever victory at Min-
nesota’s Mariucci Arena as they defeated
the Gophers 5-3.

PSU secured a 5-2 triumph over Wisconsin
in the Big Ten quarterfinals before bowing
out to eventual champion Michigan 7-2 in
the semifinals.

Of Gadowsky’s 24 players on the 2015-16
roster, eight signed professional contracts
in the off-season ranging from the ECHL,
AHL, NHL and Europe.

His 2014-15 Nittany Lions exceeded ex-
pectations all season, garnering a winning
season in overall action (18-15-4) and Big
Ten play (10-9-1-0), while earning the pro-
gram’s first national ranking. Despite being
picked sixth in the preseason, Gadowsky’s
team was in the hunt for a Big Ten title until
the final weekend of the season.

Under Gadowsky'’s tutelage, junior Casey
Bailey led the Big Ten in scoring and par-
layed his outstanding season into a two-
year contract with the Toronto Maple Leafs,
eventually scoring his first NHL goal in the
season finale. Bailey was an All-Big Ten
first-team honoree, while six other Nittany
Lions earned honorable mention recogni-
tion from the league coaches.

The 2014-15 season also saw Gadows-
ky reach the 200-win plateau in historic
fashion when his Lions knocked off No. 4
UMass Lowell, 4-1 on Nov. 15, 2014. The
program’s rise from its first year in the Big
Ten to its sophomore campaign saw gains
of 10 wins overall and seven wins in con-
ference play.

Penn State earned wins over every Big Ten
team during the 2014-15 season including
a season sweep of perennial power Wis-
consin and a first win over Big Ten champi-
on Minnesota on THON Night.

During the 2013-14 campaign, the bench
boss guided the Nittany Lions during the
Big Ten Conference’s first season of play.
Penn State, which faced seven NCAA
tournament teams and three Frozen Four
participants, capped its season with a 2-1
double-overtime victory against Michigan
in the Big Ten quarterfinals.

Gadowsky led the Nittany Lions to a 13-14-
0 record during their inaugural NCAA Di-
vision | season in 2012-13. He guided the
squad to several marquee victories, includ-
ing wins against three future Big Ten op-
ponents (Michigan State, Ohio State, Wis-
consin). Penn State also topped Vermont
at Wells Fargo Arena in front of the largest
crowd to watch a college hockey game in
an NHL barn (19,529).

In 2011-12, Gadowsky steered Penn State’s
final season in the ACHA, while recruiting
for the future. That team went 29-5-0.
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AT PRINCETON

Before coming to Happy Valley, Gadowsky
served as Princeton’s bench boss for sev-
en seasons. In his first five years as head
coach, the Tigers improved their win total
in each season. In 2008-09, Princeton cap-
tured a program-record 22 victories and
earned its second-straight NCAA tourna-
ment appearance.

Gadowsky, inherited a program that had a
won a combined eight games in the two
seasons prior to his arrival and in 2007-
08 he guided Princeton to both the ECAC
Hockey tournament and lvy League crowns.
The team earned its first NCAA tournament
berth since 1998 and Gadowsky garnered
ECAC Hockey Coach of the Year honors
and was a finalist for the Spencer Penrose
Award, presented to Division | hockey’s top
coach. He was also named Inside College
Hockey National Coach of the Year.

More than 20 Tiger players went on to sign
professional contracts, with Kevin West-
garth playing for the Stanley Cup champion
Los Angeles Kings in 2011-12. Gadowsky
also coached two ECAC and lvy League
Players of the Year as Lee Jubinville (2008)
and Zane Kalemba (2009) each won the
award in their junior seasons.

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AT ALASKA

Gadowsky spent five seasons as head
coach of Alaska (1999-2004), where he
inherited a team that had not won more
than 14 games in any of the previous five
seasons since joining the then-Central Col-
legiate Hockey Association. After two re-
building seasons, the 2002 CCHA Coach
of the Year led the Nanooks, ranked 11th
nationally at the end of the season, to their
only 20-win campaign since joining the
conference. He followed that up with 15
wins in 2002-03 and 16 victories his last
season.

Alaska twice hosted the first round of the
CCHA playoffs in a three-year span, a feat
never accomplished prior to Gadowsky’s
arrival. During his tenure with the Nanooks,
his teams set school records for team
grade-point average, wins and game at-
tendance.

BEFORE COLLEGE COACHING

Before joining the collegiate ranks, Gad-
owsky spent three seasons (1996-99) as
head coach and director of hockey oper-
ations for the Fresno Falcons of the West
Coast Hockey League. He led the squad
to the playoffs in each season and left the
team as the winningest coach in franchise
history. In his first season, Gadowsky post-
ed a 38-win campaign and garnered WCHL
Coach of the Year accolades.

PLAYING CAREER

The Edmonton, Alberta, native played col-
legiately at Colorado College from 1985-
89, serving as team captain as a senior,
while also earning the team’s Rodman
Award, given for outstanding leadership
and sportsmanship. The three-time WCHA
All-Academic team member collected 46
points in 134 career games.

52 goals and 29 assists for the Fresno Fal-
cons in 1995-96. He earned league MVP
and first-team all-star recognition.

Gadowsky also competed with the Canadi-
an National Team and played professionally
in Austria, the Netherlands and Sweden
during the 1993-94 season.
