There is no cost for the clinic and the application fee for certification of $65 covers the
2013-2016 Olympiad. Membership in USATF is required for certification and will pro-
vide liability insurance as an official. Membership is $30.00/year. Bringing these fees

to thezelinic will facilitate the certification process.
