· In the past four years, North Carolina has 
ranked as one of the nation’s most winningest 
NCAA Division I teams both in teams of percent-
age (.672) and total wins (43).

· Six Tar Heels earned Inside Lacrosse All-Amer-
ica status, including sophomore Nicky Galasso, 
who tallied 56 points (24g, 32a) last season. 

Galasso and defender Charlie McComas, who 
collected 30 ground balls and nine caused 
turnovers in 2011, were also named preseason 
All-ACC members by Inside Lacrosse and Face-
Off Magazine.
