The Blue and White will match up against 
Oklahoma State on Saturday, Feb. 11 as well as take on the Tigers for the 
second time in a 5:30 p.m. contest. Penn State will conclude the weekend 
with a neutral site match against McNeese State Sunday, Feb. 12 at 10 a.m.

TRAVELING NITTANY LIONS
Penn State softball will hit the road for 35 of its 52 games, traveling a whop-
ping 12,765 miles in the 2017 season. The Nittany Lions first travel to Ba-
ton Rouge, Louisiana. for the LSU Tournament before heading to Atlanta, 
Georgia for its first appearance in the Big Ten/ACC Challenge.

BIG TEN STANDINGS 2017 NOTES AND HEADLINES
SCOUTING McNEESE STATE
McNeese State enters the 2017 season fresh off an NCAA Regional 
appearance and a 43-14 overall record in the 2016 campaign. First 
year head coach James Landreneau will take the reins this season 
after spending four years as the assistant coach, while the Cowgirls 
return All-American Erika Piancastelli to the lineup for her junior 
season. Piancastelli hit a team-high .428 with 62 hits, including 15 
doubles, one triple and 22 home runs and driving in 49 RBI. The ju-
nior also stole 11 bases on 14 attempts and was named a 2017 Fast-
pitch News Preseason All-American. 
		 Despite returning its top hitters in the 2017 season, McNeese 
State suffered the loss of its top two hurlers in the 2016 campaign. 
However, the Cowgirls return Rachel Smith and Jolie Trahan who 
each made 12 appearances in the circle in the 2016 season. Smith 
posted a 7-2 overall record with four complete games and a 3.02 
earned run average, while Trahan was 2-4 on the year with one com-
plete contest and a 4.42 ERA.

No. 4 LSU LOOKING FOR RETURN TO WCWS
LSU comes into the 2017 season as a top five team in both major na-
tional polls with the NFCA ranking the Tigers tied for fourth and USA 
Softball pinning them at No. 5 to start the campaign. Beth Torina’s 
squad posted a 52-18 overall record in the 2016 season with a run to 
the semifinals of the Women’s College World Series for the second 
consecutive season. 
		 Sahvanna Jaquish returns for her senior season and is poised to 
lead the Tigers as the returning batting leader after tying her own 
season record with 76 RBI in the 2016 season while hitting at a .343 
clip with 69 hits. Jaquish, along with junior hurler Carley Hoover, 
have been tabbed on the USA Softball Player of the Year ‘Watch List’ 
Candidates in the 2017 season. Hoover posted a 22-8 overall record 
in the circle for LSU with 225 strikeouts and holding opponents to a 
.210 batting average.

PEEKING AT OKLAHOMA STATE
The Cowgirls finished the 2016 season with a 32-26 overall record 
under first year head coach Kenny Gajewski. Despite its winning 
overall record and return to the postseason, Oklahoma State strug-
gled in Big 12 play, posting a 6-11 conference record. This season, 
the Cowgirls were picked to finish fourth in the Big 12 as it is their 
highest pick since the inception of the poll in 2000.
		 Oklahoma State returns All-American Vanessa Shippy, who start-
ed all 53 games with a .425 batting average including 76 hits and 31 
RBI en route to Big 12 Player of the Year accolades. Furthermore, 
Shippy stole 21 bases on 24 attempts and also slugged four home 
runs. Also returning for the Cowgirls is Taylor Lynch, who ranked 
second on the team with a .391 batting average with 40 RBI.
		 In the circle, Shea Coats will look to take the reins of the pitching 
staff as a right-handed senior in the circle. Coats tossed 70 innings 
in the 2016 season with 19 appearances and nine starts. 
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Amanda Lehotak at a Glance

Amanda Lehotak enter her fourth 
season as the Penn State softball head 
coach in 2017.

Lehotak led Penn State to its most 
successful season since the 2011 
campaign with a 30-24 overall record 
and a fourth-place 14-9 record in the 
Big Ten Conference, breaking three of-
fensive records in the process. The 2016 
Nittany Lions posted a record-breaking 
.314 batting average with 468 hits that 
included 75 doubles. The Blue and White 
got off to its best start in conference 

action in the history of the program with an 11-3 record before 
winning a program-best five conference series and sweeping 
three B1G series in 2016. Penn State carried an 11-game win 
streak at Nittany Lion Softball Park and Beard Field, sweeping 
two conference series at home. The Blue and White secured 14 
wins in 2016, which ranks second in program history and earned 
10 wins for just the eighth time in program history. Further-
more, the Nittany Lions reached its 10 conference victories in 
fewer games than any other team as it took just 13 conference 
contests. The Nittany Lion offense had 23 games with 10-or-
more hits and scored 10-or-more runs on nine occasions. After 
the conclusion of conference play, the Blue and White paced the 
conference with 457 hits, while ranking third with a .317 batting 
average and a .969 fielding percentage.

In 2016, senior Macy Jones broke the Penn State career RBI re-
cord and walk record with 137 career RBI and 100 career walks 
donning the Blue and White. Furthermore, under Lehotak’s 
tutelage, Jones ranks in the top-10 in six single season batting 
categories and nine career batting categories at Penn State. 
Senior Lexi Knief also closed out her career in the top-10 of sev-
en career batting categories for the Nittany Lions. Sophomore 
Alyssa VanDerveer tied the single game RBI record, driving in 
seven against Fordham and broke the single season RBI record 
with 50. VanDerveer found her name in the career batting record 
book four times after her sophomore campaign, ranking fourth 
in home runs with 24 after two seasons. The Nittany Lions also 
saw two other single game career records in 2016 with Jones 
tying the single game home runs record with two against Michi-
gan State and Tori Dubois knocking three doubles against Mich-
igan State. Finally, juniors Shelby Miller and Kristina Brackpool 
both found their names in the Penn State career record books 
with Miller ranking in the top-15 in batting average and RBI and 
Brackpool ranking in the top-10 in career home runs.

Defensively, Penn State finished the season ranked third in 
the Big Ten with a .969 fielding percentage, while senior Reina 
Furuya tied for third all-time in single game assists with eight 
against Saint Francis. In the circle, Marlaina Laubach estab-
lished herself as the ace for Lehotak, tying for third in Penn 
State season history with 41 appearances and ranking fourth 
with 29 starts. Laubach also ranks 15th in innings pitched, toss-
ing 165.2 for the Nittany Lions in the 2016 campaign.

The Blue and White advanced to the Big Ten Tournament 
semifinals for just the third time in program history with three 
student-athletes earning First Team All-Big Ten honors. Seniors 
Macy Jones and Lexi Knief and sophomore Alyssa VanDerveer 
earned the honor, marking the first time since 2013 that Penn 
State has had a first team honoree and the second time in 
program history that the Nittany Lions have had three first team 
nods. VanDerveer and Shelby Miller notched Big Ten All-Tour-
nament team honors with VanDerveer knocking a grand slam 
in the quarterfinal and Miller being solid both offensively and 
defensively. Jones capped off her career as a NFCA All-Great 
Lakes Region First Team honoree and Knief earned third team 
honors for the second-straight season. In the classroom, 13 
players earned Academic All-Big Ten honors for the Blue and 
White in the 2015-16 academic year.

NITTANY LIONS COMING OFF HUGE 2016 SEASON
Lehotak led Penn State to its most successful season since the 2011 
campaign with a 30-24 overall record and a fourth-place 14-9 re-
cord in the Big Ten Conference, breaking three offensive records 
in the process. The 2016 Nittany Lions posted a record-breaking 
.314 batting average with 468 hits that included 75 doubles. The 
Blue and White got off to its best start in conference action in the 
history of the program with an 11-3 record before winning a pro-
gram-best five conference series and sweeping three B1G se-
ries in 2016. Penn State carried an 11-game win streak at Nittany 
Lion Softball Park and Beard Field, sweeping two conference se-
ries at home. The Blue and White secured 14 wins in 2016, which 
ranks second in program history and earned 10 wins for just the 
eighth time in program history. Furthermore, the Nittany Lions 
reached its 10 conference victories in fewer games than any oth-
er team as it took just 13 conference contests. The Nittany Lion of-
fense had 23 games with 10-or-more hits and scored 10-or-more 
runs on nine occasions. After the conclusion of conference play, the 
Blue and White paced the conference with 457 hits, while ranking 
third with a .317 batting average and a .969 fielding percentage.

PSU TO PLAY 17 HOME CONTESTS IN 2017
The Nittany Lions will play 17 of its 52 scheduled games in the 
friendly confines of the Nittany Lions Softball Park and Beard Field. 
Last season, Penn State played 20 regular season games at Beard 
Field, posting an 14-9 overall record. The Blue and White also hosted 
the Big Ten Softball Tournament for the first time in school history 
where it picked up a win over Nebraska and fell in the semifinals to 
Michigan. Penn State has posted a 54-51-1 overall record at Beard 
Field in its six year existance which is good for a .514 winning per-
centage.

Penn State will see a slew of representatives from several different 
conferences this season, taking on teams from 16 different leagues 
in 2017. The Nittany Lions will take on teams from the Atlantic Coast 
Conference (Georgia Tech, Pitt, Virginia Tech), Big Sky Conference 
(Idaho State), Big South Conference (Campbell), Big 12 (Oklahoma 
State),  Horizon League (Cleveland State), Mid-American Conference 
(Buffalo), Mountain West Conference (Colorado State), Northeast 
Conference (Robert Morris, Saint Francis), Ohio Valley Conference 
(Morehead State), Pac 12 (Washington), Patriot League (Bucknell), 
Southeastern Conference (LSU), Southland Conference (McNeese 
State), Summit League (South Dakota), Sun Belt Conference (Coast-
al Carolina) and Western Athletic Conference (Seattle).
