FIRST SERVE

» Penn State kicks off the 2014 Big Ten slate with a midweek matchup on the road at No. 5
Wisconsin. Meeting for the first time since the 2013 NCAA national finals, the Nittany Lions
and the Badgers square off Wednesday, Sept. 24 at 7:30 p.m. ET at UW Fieldhouse.

» The Nittany Lions are presently on a nine-match winning streak that dates back to a straight
set victory against UCLA on the road in Palo Alto, Calif. at the Big Ten/Pac-12 Challenge. This
past weekend’s undefeated mark at home featured 3-0 wins against Eastern lllinois, DePaul,
UIC and East Carolina.

» In conjunction with Penn State’s 50 years of Women in Sport celebration, all four the op-
posing head coaches in the Penn State Alumni Classic were former Nittany Lions, including:
Eastern lllinois (Kate Price '08), DePaul (Nadia Edwards '01), University of lllinois-Chicago
(Katie Schumacher-Cawley '02) and East Carolina (Julie Torbett '90).

» Redshirt junior Aiyana Whitney earned Penn State Alumni Classic All-Tournament MVP ac-
colades, while senior Dominique Gonzalez earned a spot on the All-Tournament team. The
all-tourney recognition marks the second of the 2014 season for the two.

» Penn State served up 15 aces in a straight set victory against DePaul this weekend to match
a PSU program record. The Nittany Lions originally set the record for the most amount of aces
in a three set match in 2002, posting 15 aces against Fairfield Sept, 7th. PSU's 2.10 aces per
set in 2014 presently ranks fifth nationally and first in the conference.

» Senior Micha Hancock earned her second consecutive Big Ten Setter of the Week award for
her performances last weekend. The Penn State all-time career aces leader notched 22 aces
last weekend to mark the second straight week she’s recorded at least 21 aces.

» With four victories this weekend, head coach Russ Rose moved into first place on the NCAA DI
all-time list with 1,137 career wins. He passed current Hawaii head coach Dave Shoji (1,136)
for the top spot this weekend. With the two coaches still active, they’ll continue to go back and
forth for the top positioning.

» Averaging 1.17 aces per set, senior Micha Hancock enters the week as the national leader in
the category, with 49 aces on the year. She matched a season-high mark twice last weekend
with eight aces against DePaul and East Carolina.

» As a team, the Nittany Lions'.395 overall hitting percentage ranks first nationally and leads
the Big Ten. Additionally, four PSU attackers are hitting at .358 or higher, led by senior Nia
Grant's .525 hitting clip, which ranks second in the nation and leads the conference. Penn
State's 14.71 kills per set on the year also ranks fifth nationally and second in the league.

» Penn State remains No. 3 in the AVCA Top 25 Coaches Poll for the third consecutive week.
Prior to the No. 3 positioning, the Nittany Lions were slotted No. 1 overall for two weeks.

» PSU has matched up or will soon square off against a total of 10 teams represented in the
AVCA Top 25 Coaches Poll, including eight matches against teams in the top 25 and two re-
ceiving votes.

» The Nittany Lions are among six teams from the Big Ten to be featured in the AVCA Top 25
Coaches Poll and one of three within the top 10.

» Penn State was voted No. 1 in the Big Ten Preseason Coaches' Poll for the second consecu-
tive year, with three Nittany Lions earning preseason All-Big Ten honors.

» Penn State improved to 30-6 all-time in season-openers, having swept TCU in the first match
of the Penn State Classic. The win against the Horned Frogs marked the Nittany Lions' third
consecutive season-opening victory.

» In his 36th season at the helm of the program, five-time AVCA DI National Coach of the Year
Russ Rose returns four starters and 11 letterwinners from last year's NCAA national champi-
onship squad.

» The Nittany Lions welcome a highly talented class of eight newcomers in 2014, featuring four
state Gatorade Player of the Year honorees. PrepVolleyball.com tabbed PSU's incoming class
No. 1 nationally.

HANCOCK EARNS SECOND STRAIGHT B1G SETTER OF THE WEEK HONOR
Following and undefeated weekend at home, senior Micha Hancock earned her second con-
secutive Big Ten Setter of the Week honor. Hancock shares her 13th career Setter of the Week
award this week with Wisconsin’s Lauren Carlini.

Hancock directed the Nittany Lion offense to a .490 overall team hitting percentage over the
weekend as Penn State picked up wins against Eastern lllinois, DePaul, UIC and East Carolina
to earn the Penn State Alumni Classic title. Totaling at least 21 aces for the second straight
week, Hancock highlighted the weekend with two or more aces in every match this weekend.
Averaging 1.83 aces per set with 22 aces on the week, she matched a season-high mark with
eight aces against both DePaul and East Carolina.

WHITNEY, GONZALEZ NAB PSU ALUMNI CLASSIC ALL-TOURNEY HONORS
Redshirt junior Aiyana Whitney and senior Dominique Gonzalez earned Penn State Alumni
Classic all-tournament honors this weekend. Whitney was selected as the most outstanding
player while Gonzalez earned a spot on the all-tournament team.

Whitney posted a team-high .600 hitting clip during the undefeated weekend, registering a
career-high two aces against DePaul and a squad-best 13 Kills on 18 errorless swings against
UIC. Gonzalez continued her steady play from the backrow, averaging a team-high 2.50 digs
per set across four matches. She highlighted the weekend with 10 digs against UIC.

GRANT, HANCOCK EARN BIG TEN WEEKLY HONORS
After helping PSU claim the Villanova Classic title, senior Nia Grant was selected as the Big Ten
Player of the Week, while senior Micha Hancock was tabbed Setter of the Week.

Grant powered the Penn State offense with a team-high .618 hitting percentage during the
undefeated weekend on the road. She posted double-digit kills in three-of-four matches, re-
cording errorless hitting performances in back-to-back matches against Villanova and Yale. In
addition to Villanova Classic All Tournament team honors, Grant also set a career-high mark
with an .846 hitting efficiency against the Bulldogs.

Hancock directed the Nittany Lions to a .351 team hitting clip during the week, averaging
11.60 assists per set. On her way to Villanova Classic Most Outstanding Player honors, she
logged 21 service aces in the tournament, highlighting the event with a season-high eight aces
against American. Averaging 1.62 aces per set for the week, she also tallied six aces against
both Villanova and Kansas.

MORE BIG TEN WEEKLY HONORS FOR FRANTTI

Following a weekend of team-high performances in Palo Alto, Calif., freshman Ali Frantti was
tabbed the Big Ten's Freshman of the Week for the second consecutive week. She opened the
weekend with her first collegiate double-double against then-No. 2 Stanford, posting a match-
high 22 kills on .405 hitting, adding 11 digs and two blocks. The next evening, she returned
to the court to lead the offense with her fourth double-digit kill performance of the season,
putting down 14 kills on .619 hitting, adding five digs in a straight set victory against UCLA.

WEEK 5: AVCA TOP 25 COACHES POLL UPDATE

Following a 4-0 weekend at home, Penn State remained No. 3 in the latest AVCA Top 25
Coaches Poll for the third consecutive week. Prior to the No. 3 positioning, PSU spent two
consecutive weeks ranked No. 1 overall.

BUST OUT THE BROOMS

Penn State has earned 11 of its 12 (92%) victories this season in straight sets. Within those
11 sweeps, PSU has held five teams (lona, William & Mary, Eastern lllinois, DePaul, East Car-
olina) to less than 40 total points scored in a single match. Last season, the Nittany Lions
earned 23 of their 34 victories in 3-0 sweeps.

NITTANY LIONS ON TV

As one of the nation’s top volleyball programs, Penn State has earned regional and national
exposure. This year, the Nittany Lions will be on television at least nine times between the Big
Ten Network, ESPN and Pac-12 networks. All other matches will be streamed live on GoPSUs-
ports.com via All-Access or on BigTenNetwork.com.

NITTANY LIONS MONTH - BY- MONTH

Penn State is 40-5 (.889) all-time during the month of August, after notching a trio of victories
against TCU, lona and William & Mary last weekend. The Nittany Lions' first two losses came
during the inaugural NACWAA in 1995 when Nebraska swept PSU, and in the 1999 NACWAA
when Florida outlasted Penn State, 3-2, in the opening round. The Nittany Lions have not
dropped a season opening match since losing to Oregon in 2011.

Penn State is 367-57-4 (.866) all-time during the month of September. The Lions are 192-18
(.914) during September dating back to the 1995 season and 50-9 (.847) within the last six
years.

PSU is 386-67 (.852) all-time during the month of October. Penn State has posted an 86-11
(.887) mark in October across the last 10 seasons, and a record of 50 -3 (.943) in the last five
years and did not lose a match during the month from 2007 to 2010.

Penn State is 285-57 (.833) all-time during the month of November, including a 87-8 (.916)
mark across the last 10 seasons. The Nittany Lions posted a six-year streak from 1995-2000
where they did not lose a match in the month, and in the last five seasons, Penn State has a
45-3 (.938) mark in November.

In 2013, the Nittany posted unblemished records in three months, going 2-0 in August, 8-0 in
October and 10-0 in November. Despite registering an 8-2 mark in the month of September,
Penn State has lost a match since dropping a close five-setter to Michigan State on Sept. 27th.

QUICK SETS

From Oct. 16, 1996 to Nov. 9, 2001, Penn State won 139 consecutive matches when taking a
2-0 lead. Since joining the Big Ten in 1991, Penn State has played in 780 total matches, win-
ning 723. Across the last seven years, Penn State has earned 163 of its 213 victories in three
sets (77%), including 37-0f-38 (98%) in 2008 and 32-0f-38 in 2009 (84%).

In the last 15 years, the Lions have only lost 59 matches. And of those 22 teams that defeated
the Lions - BYU, Florida, lllinois, Indiana, Long Beach State, Michigan, Michigan State, Min-
nesota, Nebraska, Northwestern, Ohio State, Oregon, Oregon State, Purdue, USC, Stanford,
Temple, Tennessee, Texas, UCLA, Washington and Wisconsin - only nine of these teams (Ne-
braska, Stanford, Ohio State, lllinois, Wisconsin, UCLA, Minnesota, Michigan State and Florida)
have been able to beat Penn State a third time. The Lions have compiled a 278-57 mark in the
last 15 years versus these teams.

FORCE OF THE FROSH
Six freshman have made their collegiate debuts for Penn State in the last three weeks, includ-
ing Ali Frantti, Heidi Thelen, Simone Lee, Lainy Pierce, Haleigh Washington and Skylar Dykstra.

All ranked within PrepVolleyball.com’s top 10, Frantti, Lee and Washington are already making
solid contributions this season. Averaging 3.44 Kills per set on .358 hitting, Frantti has played
every match for the Nittany Lions this season. Lee ranks fifth on the squad with 78 kills on the
year, averaging 2.23 per set on .297 hitting. Despite missing the first two weeks of the season,
Washington’s averaging 3.12 kills per set on .537 hitting, having played in eight sets.

Frantti's highlight of the season came with a double-double performance at then-No. 2 Stan-
ford with 22 kills and 11 digs. Lee capped off a productive weekend in Palo Alto, Calif. as well
with her second double-digit kill performance of the season with 11 kills against UCLA. Pierce
saw time on the court during key points of the match against the Cardinal, tallying her first col-
legiate ace. Washington made her rookie debut in the Villanova Classic, finishing third on the
team with six kills on .545 hitting against Yale, while also adding a solo stuff. In four matches,
Washington's averaging 3.17 kills per set on .533 hitting with just three errors on the year.

HANCOCK NOMINATED FOR 2014 ESPY AWARD

Penn State’s Micha Hancock was one of two PSU student-athletes to be nominated for a 2014
ESPY Award, presented by ESPN. Hancock was nominated for Best Female Collegiate Athlete.
Hancock’s nomination marks the third time a PSU women’s volleyball student-athlete has
been up for an ESPY. Megan Hodge earned a nomination in 2010, following the '09 season,
while Blair Brown was selected in 2011 following the 10 season.

1 SCREAM, YOU SCREAM, ICE CREAM!

Earlier this summer Penn State's renowned Berkey Creamery unveiled a new "hall of fame" ice
cream flavor named after legendary Nittany Lion women's volleyball head coach, Russ Rose.
For the first time in more than 20 years, the flavor, Russ "digs" Roseberry, joins the creamery's
lineup of "hall of fame" permanent flavors. The ice cream variety is made with black raspberry
puree, red raspberry sauce and pure Wilbur's chocolate in a strawberry base.

NITTANY LIONS EARN TOP RANKING IN AVCA PRESEASON POLL
Penn State women’s volleyball earned the No. 1 overall ranking in the 2014 AVCA Preseason
Coaches’ Poll. This year’s poll features more Big Ten teams than any other conference, with
the Nittany Lions among seven other leauge teams to be ranked within the top 25 and one
of four to be within the top 10. Since 2004, Penn State has been ranked within the top five in
every AVCA preseason poll, having earned a top-ranking five times (2008-11 & 2014).

Earning 32 of a possible 60 first-place votes, PSU claimed the top spot ahead of No. 2 Texas,
No. 3 Stanford, No. 4 Washington and No. 5 USC. The Big Ten is also well represented in the
lower half of the top 10 rankings with Wisconsin, Nebraska and Purdue in spots six through
eight, consecutively. BYU and Florida rounded out the last spots at No. 9 and No. 10.

NEW YEAR, NEW STAFF

Fresh faces on the court are not the only new additions this year, as a new staff joins Rose
for the 2014 season. Following the departure of five-year assistant coach Kaleena Davidson,
Stevie Mussie joins Penn State as an assistant coach after serving as in the same role at the
University of Virginia. Penn State women'’s volleyball gained more momentum shortly after
Mussie's hiring as former All-American and Nittany Lion assistant coach Salima Rockwell re-
joined the staff as associate head coach after spending the past five seasons at Texas.

PACKING REC HALL ONCE AGAIN

Penn State was among the national leaders in attendance in 2013, ranking sixth in the
country with an average of 2,952 fans per match on the year behind Nebraska, Hawaii,
Missouri, Minnesota and Wisconsin. (Figures provided by the NCAA.)

Penn State captured its sixth NCAA national cham-
pionship in program history in the first-ever all Big
Ten NCAA national title match. Leading the match
2-1, a clutch serving performance from Micha Han-
cock propelled the Nittany Lions to a 25-23 win in
the fourth frame to secure the win.

Trailing by three, 22-19, in set four, PSU rallied with
a 4-1 run featuring two aces from Hancock to knot
the frame, 23-23. Penn State followed with another
ace from Hancock and a kill from four-time senior
All-American Deja McClendon to lock up a 25-23
win in the set for the victory.

Nov. 15, 2013 - (25-23, 27-25, 25-16)
PSU 3, WIS 0 - Madison, Wis. - UW Fieldhouse

Megan Courtney led then-No. 2 Penn State to a
straight-set victory with her fourth double-double
of the 2013 season the last time that the Nittany
Lions and the Badgers squared off in Madison.
Courtney put down 15 kills and 11 digs in the win,
while Micha Hancock also notched a double-dou-
ble with 32 assists and 12 digs.

After capturing a 25-23 win in set one, Penn State
and Wisconsin battled back and forth throughout
the entire second set.

With the Badgers looking to even the match, 24-23,
Katie Slay and Nia Grant put down a pair of back-
to-back kills to lift Penn State to set point, 25-24.
A PSU attack error halted the attempt, but a Wis-
consin attack error following a kill from Ariel Scott
secured a 27-25 win. PSU put away a 25-16 win in
set three to complete the sweep.

The Nittany Lions have won the last five consecu-
tive matchups vs. the Badgers since falling short
in a 3-2 decision in 2011. Hancock dished out 60
assists and 13 digs, while Grant tallied six blocks.

WHO’S BACK

Two-time first team AVCA All-American Micha Hancock leads a solid group of four starters from
last year's NCAA national championship squad. Hancock directed the Nittany Lion offense to a
.305 hitting clip in 2013, which concluded the season ranked fifth nationally.

AVCA Honorable Mention All-America Nia Grant and starting outside Megan Courtney are two
of Hancock’s top attackers who return to the court. Having ranked within the top of the Big
Ten and national standings throughout the season, Grant’s .350 hitting clip closed out the
year ranked second best on the team and fifth in the final conference standings. Courtney,
who picked up 2014 Preseason All-Big Ten honors, finished the year with 297 Kills, averaging
2.47 per set on .272 hitting. Her 2.51 digs per frame and 0.73 blocks per set ranked third on
the squad.

Defensively, the Nittany Lions also return two-year starting libero Dominique Gonzalez, who
has proved to be a steady leader in the back row. Averaging 3.28 digs per set in 2014, she
amassed 416 digs on the year, posting double-digit digs in 23-0f-36 matches in 2013.

EXPERIENCED SENIOR CORE

Comprised of four, this year’s senior class features Lacey Fuller, Dominique Gonzalez, Nia
Grant and Micha Hancock. Together, the four have a combined record of 92-13 (.876), and a
54-6 mark in Big Ten matches. Along with back-to-back Big Ten titles in 2012 and 2013, the
veteran class holds a 12-2 (.857) mark in post season play, with two consecutive NCAA nation-
al semifinal appearances in 2012-13 as well as the 2013 NCAA national title.

SPOTS TO FILL

Penn State has entered the 2014 season without a trio of standout student-athletes who were
instrumental in the Nittany Lions’ fifth national crown in the last seven years. 2013 Graduating
seniors Deja McClendon, Katie Slay and Ariel Scott combined for 10 AVCA All-America honors
during their four-year careers on the court, guiding both the 2010 and 2013 teams to a pair
of NCAA national titles.

McClendon highlighted the 2013 All-America class as the only player to be honored as a four-
time All-American. A true multi-faceted student-athlete, The Nittany Lions will have to replace
McClendon’s ability to pass, block, defend and attack. PSU will also need to replace Scott,
a three-time AVCA All-American opposite who consistently served as the Nittany Lions’ go-to
hitter. Defensively, Slay departs Penn State as one of the most prolific blockers in program
history, having earned three consecutive All-America honors to go along with her 627 career
blocks, which ranks sixth all-time.

FRESHMAN INFLUENCE

Regarded by PrepVolleyball.com as “a class that rivals the best ever,” Penn State’s incoming
freshman class features eight newcomers who will all be competing for spots on the court in
2014. Along with four state Gatorade Player of the Year honorees, five Nittany Lion newcomers
were ranked within PrepVolleyball’s top 15 in the nation, while three ranked among the top
three.
