The Nittany 
Lions look to build on a hot start to the season after knocking off No. 19 Kentucky 
and No. 20 South Florida at ITA Kickoff Weekend.  Penn State came back from 
down 3-0 to defeat the Wildcats, 4-3, and earned a 4-1 win against USF.

Penn State Moves Up in ITA Poll: After a big weekend, the Nittany Lions moved 
up 10 spots in the ITA Poll to No. 16.  The ranking ties the highest in program his-
tory.  Penn State was 16th on April 8, 2014.

Hanzlik Earns 50th Career Win: Senior Tomas Hanzlik (Prague, Czech Republic) 
completed a huge comeback against Kentucky with a 3-6, 6-4, 6-3 victory at No. 
6 against Jake Stefanik.  The win not only clinched the match point, but was also 
Hanzlik’s 50th career win.  

Barry Has Perfect Weekend: Junior Matt Barry (Lido Beach, N.Y.) won both of 
his singles and doubles matches last weekend.  Barry earned a 6-4, 6-4 win at 
No. 4 against Kentucky’s Kevin Lai and a 5-7, 6-4, 6-2 win against USF’s Oliver 
Pramming at No. 3.
