« No. 1 seed Notre Dame hosts No. 4 seed Penn State in a Big Ten Tournament semifinal
game at 5:30 p.m. on Saturday March 10 as playoff hockey returns to the Compton
Family Ice Arena.

« By virtue of winning the 2017-18 Big Ten Reqular Season Championship (clinched on
Feb. 9), the Irish had a bye last weekend, while Penn State is coming off a weekend
home sweep of Minnesota in the quarterfinals.

- Notre Dame has won three previous conference tournament championships including
(CHA Tournament titles in 2007, 2009 and 2013.

« The Fighting Irish went 3-0-1-1 (shootout win) against Penn State during the 2017-18
regular season.

- (ale Morris played all four games against the Nittany Lions, posting a 1.96 goals
against average and a .957 save percentage (stopping 176 of 184 shots).

« Al four of senior forward Bo Brauer’s goals this season have come against the Nittany
Lions, including a two-goal game (Feb. 2) and a pair of game winners.

- Additional offensive season leaders against Penn State include Andrew Oglevie (4 GP;
2-3-5) and Bobby Nardella (4 GP, 1-3-4).

QUICK HITS

- Jake Evans (2-3-5), Cam Morrison (2-1-3) and Jack Jenkins (0-2-2) each have active
two-game point streaks heading into Saturday’s semifinal game.

« Evans (39-91-130) now ranks tied for 25th all-time in program history for career points
and 16th in program history for career assists.

- Evans has skated in 125 consecutive games dating back to his freshman season.

- Dennis Gilbert is the only defenseman in the country with multiple shorthanded goals
this season (2).

« Andrew Oglevie and Evans are tied for 12th in the country with four game-winning
goals apiece.

« The Fighting Irish are tied for eighth in the country in scoring defense with a 2.18 goals
against per game mark and their penalty kill ranks second (89.1).

«Jordan Gross, who has played in all 153 games of his Irish career, leads all active
defensemen with 115 career points on 33 goals and 82 assists (Mark Auk of Michigan
Tech is second with 83, while Louie Belpedio of Miami and Jimmy Schuldt of St. Cloud
State are tied for third with 81).

«The rish are 12-6-2 against ranked opponents this season.

RECORD SETTING WIN STREAK

- Earlier this season, Notre Dame set a program record with 16 consecutive victories.

- Therecord setting streak began with a 5-4 win over Omaha on Oct. 27, with win No.
16 then coming on Jan. 19, 2018 with a 4-2 victory over Wisconsin.

- Notre Dame earned that program record setting win at the Compton Family Ice
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Arena in front of a record setting crowd (5,630).

- The streak tied for the 16th-longest winning streak in NCAA DI men’s hockey history.

- Dating back to the 1993-94 season, Notre Dame is just the third team with a winning
streak of at least 16 games, joining Boston College in 2011-12 (19 wins) and Harvard in
2016-17 (16 wins).

« The span between Notre Dame’s losses bookending the 16-game winning streak was
87 days.

- Theonly other time Notre Dame won at least 15 games in a row occurred during the
1983-84 season from Nov. 4, 1983 - Jan. 21, 1984 (the Irish competed under club
status for the 1983-84 season).

- Notre Dame’s previous longest winning streak under coach Jackson was 10 games
from Feb. 13 - March 21, 2000.

- The Fighting Irish also became the first Big Ten team to go undefeated through the
first 13 games of the conference season and the second Big Ten team to go undefeated
through 10 games (Minnesota started 2013-14 with an 8-0-2-0 record).

- Jackson’s previous longest career winning streak came with Lake Superior when his
team won 15 consecutive games from Jan. 19 - March 9, 1991 as part of a 28-game
unbeaten stretch by the Lakers.

« The Hobey Hat Trick will then be announced on March 29 and the Hobey Baker Me-
morial Award will be presented to the winner on April 6, 2018 during the NCAA Frozen
Four Championship in St. Paul, Minnesota.

- Notre Dame was ranked No. 1in both the USCHO.com and the USA Today/USA Hockey
Magazine polls most recently on Monday, Feb. 12.

« It marked the sixth week this season Notre Dame has been ranked No. 1in at least one

of the polls.

« Prior to this season, Notre Dame was last ranked No. 11in the USCHO.com preseason
pollreleased on Sept. 27, 2011.

- The number one ranking this season marks the seventh time in program history that
the Irish have been ranked at the top for at least one week during a given season.

- During the 2006-07 season, Notre Dame was ranked No. 1 for seven straight weeks
from Feb. 5 to March 25.

« During the 2008-09 campaign, the Irish were No. 1from Dec. 110 Jan. 26, a span
covering seven weeks.

- Notre Dame was also No. 1for one week during the 1976-77 season.

- The Irish were the first Big Ten team to achieve the top ranking since Penn State was
ranked No. Tin the Jan. 16, 2017 polls.

EVANS A SPENGLER CUP CHAMPION

- Over the semester break, senior captain Jake Evans (Toronto, Ontario) helped Team
(anada capture the 2017 Spengler Cup Championship in Davos, Switzerland.

- Evans played all four games for Team Canada, which recorded preliminary wins over
Mountfield HK (5-3) and HC Davos (4-1) and then posted a 5-2 win in the semifinals
over Mountfield HK (Dec. 30) and followed with a 3-0 championship game victory over
Team Switzerland (Dec. 31).

- It marked Canada’s third consecutive Spengler Cup Championship and 15th overall.

« The Spengler Cup, widely considered the oldest invitational hockey tournament in
the world, dating back to 1923 and the 2017 version marked the 91t edition of the
tournament.

- Hockey Canada officials were using the Spengler Cup as an evaluation tool to help
determine their roster for the upcoming XXIII Olympic Winter Games in PyeongChang,
South Korea (Feb. 9-25, 2018).

- Evans was one of four NCAA players to make Canada’s roster as he was joined by the
Northeastern duo of Jeremy Davies and Dylan Sikura as well as Boston University’s
Brandon Hickey.

« The tournament marked Evans' first appearance with the Canadian National Team
(senior) and it was his first time suiting up for his country since playing in the World
Junior A Challenge (2013/14).

PEEKE HELPS TEAM USA TO BRONZE

- Sophomore defenseman Andrew Peeke helped Team USA earn the bronze medal at the
2018 IIHF World Junior Championship in Buffalo, N.Y. (Dec. 26, 2017 - Jan. 5, 2018).

«Inthe bronze medal game, Peeke and Team USA downed the Czech Republic, 9-3, on
Jan. 5.

- Peeke became the sixth Notre Dame player to medal at the prestigious event.

- Peeke played in all seven Team USA games, totaling a goal and an assist for two points.

- Current Boston Bruins forward Anders Bjork was the most recent Irish player to make
Team USA's World Junior Championship team (2015-16).

- Dating back to 1997, 19 Notre Dame players have now taken part in the lIHF World
Junior Championships.

- Notre Dame’s other medalists include Anders Bjork (bronze in 2015), Mario Lucia (gold
in 2013), Kyle Palmieri (gold in 2010 and bronze in 2011), Kyle Lawson (bronze in 2007)
and Ben Simon (silver in 1997).

BURKE BREAKING OUT

- Forward Cal Burke is putting together a strong sophomore season for the Irish.

- After scoring three goals and adding eight assists for 11 points in 35 games as a fresh-
man, Burke has 13 goals and nine assists for 22 points in 32 games as a sophomore.

- Burke, who sustained an injury at the end of the reqular season during his freshman
season and was forced to miss the playoffs, registered his first career hat trick in Notre
Dame’s 6-2 win at Wisconsin to close out the first semester (Dec. 9).

- Notre Dame (15-3-1to start the year) won 15 of its first 19 games for the first time
since the 2006-07 season when the Irish also got off to a 15-3-1 start (15th win came
on Dec. 30, 2006).

- Thelrish also last won 15 of their first 20 games in 2006-07 (16-3-1).

- Last season, Notre Dame’s 15th win of the year came in game 28 (Feb. 4, 2017 vs.
Vermont).

- On Saturday, Nov. 18, Notre Dame (10-3-1) and Clarkson (10-3-1) became the first two
teams in the country to reach 10 wins on the season.
