OPENING TIP

Indiana University is in its 120th season of competition in men’s basketball
and will play its lone home game in a stretch of 4 of 5 on the road when it
hosts Penn State on Sunday. The Hoosiers are coming off a 68-56 win at
Minnesota, while Penn State fell 62-56 at home to lllinois. PSU won the
first meeting between the two teams 64-49 on January 29. The Hoo-
siers are tied for 4th in the country with 4 wins over nationally ranked
teams (Florida State, Ohio State, Michigan State, lowa).

THE COACHES
Indiana Coach Archie Miller is in his third season of guiding the Cream and
Crimson. He is 191-102 in eight-plus years as a head coach, which includes
six years at the University of Dayton. His Flyer teams made NCAA Tourna-
ment appearances in each of his last four seasons, including a trip to the
Elite Eight in 2014. He is 52-40 at IU. Pat Chambers is in his 9th year and is
147-146 with the Nittany Lions.

NEWS & NOTES

Freshman Trayce Jackson-Davis has been named Big Ten Freshman of the
Week four times this season and is coming off a career-high 27-point, 16
rebound performance at Minnesota. His 16 rebounds were the most by an
IU freshman since Jarred Jeffries had 17 against Penn State in 2001. He is
averaging a team-best 14.0 points and 8.0 rebounds. He is just one of four
freshman nationally (Vernon Carey, Jr. - Duke, Zeke Nnaji - Arizona and Isiah
Stewart - Washington) to lead his team in scoring, rebounds, field goal per-
centage, free throws made and free throws attempted and blocked shots.
In the Big Ten, Jackson-Davis is the top freshman scorer overall and in
conference games (13.4). He also leads in overall and conference play
in field goal percentage (60.1 and 55.8), blocked shots (1.9 and 1.9),
free throws made (105 and 57) and attempts (149 and 80). He is sec-
ond overall and in league games in rebounding (8.0 and 7.6). He is 10th
in the B1G in scoring, 9th in rebounding, 2nd in field goal percentage
and 6th in blocked shots.

Redshirt sophomore and Minnesota native Race Thompson played a ca-
reer-high 25 minutes against Minnesota and had 9 points and a career-best
10 rebounds. Senior Devonte Green is averaging 10.7 ppg., and leads the
team in 3FG% at 38.5%. He had 11 against Minnesota and has made 113'sin
his last 3 games. Senior De’Ron Davis tied a school record by making all 9
of his field goal attempts against Michigan (Will Sheehey, 2013 vs. Purdue).
Junior Aljami Durham tied his season-best effort in scoring in Big Ten play
(Wisconsin) with 17 points at Michigan. Sophomore Rob Phinisee is shoot-
ing 37.3% from long range and leads the team with 63 assists. Junior Justin
Smith is averaging 10.8 points and leads the Hoosiers with 26 steals.

0DDS AND TRENDS
For the 3rd time this season, IU rallied from a 10-point deficit to win a game
(UConn, Northwestern, Minnesota). IU posted its best defensive effort in
B1G play holding the Gophers to 56 points on 34.4% shooting from the field
and a 16.0% effort from long distance. The Hoosiers have shot a B1G high
607 free throws. IU is shooting 40.0% from 3FG-range in last 5 games.

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A MAGICAL MOMENT

BLOOMINGTON, Ind. - Once a coach, always a coach.

Bob Knight, the legendary former head coach of Indiana bas-
ketball, the man who helped the Hoosiers to three of their five
national championships and won nearly twice as many games

as any other basketball coach in Indiana University history,
returned to Simon Skjodt Assembly Hall following a near 20-year
absence to the thunderous adoration of a sell-out crowd.

During a ceremony at halftime of the Hoosiers' battle with rival
Purdue, former players from the 1979-80 Big Ten championship
team and throughout the decades were honored, but it was
Knight's appearance that was the highlight. Knight's former play-
ers were announced, then a video presentation helped introduce
the coach who is, for many, Indiana basketball.

He didn't speak to the crowd. He didn’t have to. Everyone else
was happy to speak for him.

“I think this is one of the great days in college sports history,”
said Quinn Buckner, a star during his days at IlU and an anchor
on Knight's undefeated 1975-76 team.

Buckner was joined by another former U star, Randy Wittman, in
the hallway after halftime. The grown men were emotional. Their
coach had finally returned home.

“Randy was very instrumental and led the charge,” Buckner
said. “We all pitched in to try to get him here to see the reaction
from the people who appreciate not only Indiana basketball, but
Coach Bob Knight. We thought that was really important. Get
him in and let him really enjoy it. We really think he did. Did you
see him get fired up?”

Knight enjoyed the warmth of the crowd and plenty of hugs with
his former players, but on Branch McCracken Court once again,
Knight couldn’t help himself.

He pumped his first. He yelled “Play defense!” to the student
section, drawing another roar from the crowd.

Again, once a coach, always a coach.

It's almost difficult to put into words how important Knight's
return to Assembly Hall was to much of the Indiana fanbase. The
building Knight built into one of the most intimidating in all of
college basketball chanted “Bobby! Bobby! Bobby!" as Knight
walked onto the court, escorted by his son, Pat Knight, Buckner,
former IU player Steve Green, and former IU star Scott May.

Knight's departure from IU in 2000 was controversial, and

echoes of Knight's dismissal still resound with some fans today.
There were many who feared the man they called “The General”
would never come back to Bloomington let alone Assembly Hall.

IU has reached out to Knight repeatedly over the years, but old
wounds can take a while to heal. The time that has passed, the
reasons why it took so long for Knight to come back, ultimately
are irrelevant.

“We have to be realistic about today,” Buckner said. “We had a
historic day. The only thing that matters is that coach came back
to Bloomington, and he came back to IU. What was here before
is gone.”

Director of Athletics Fred Glass welcomed Knight back with open
arms.

“Over the course of his Hall-of-Fame career, | don’t think any-
thing meant more to Coach Knight than the relationships he
developed with his players,” Glass said. “It's great that he is able
to enjoy this moment with so many of them. We are very pleased
to welcome him back to Simon Skjodt Assembly Hall.”

Wittman wasn't shy about his feelings.

“I am emotional,” Wittman said. “He’s a big part of who | am
and who we are. | came here as a kid and left here as a man.
What I've done in my life was in a big part owed to him. It's very
emotional.”

Knight was emotional as well. He had tears in his eyes as the
cheers washed over him, and he clearly enjoyed spending time
with his players. But the spark is always there.

He embraced former guard Keith Smart, the kid who drained a
floating jumper with :04 seconds left to bring the Hoosiers their
1987 national championship. Knight hugged Smart, grabbed his
shoulders, and shook him for a second. Smart immediately re-
sponded by breaking down into a defensive stance and moving
his feet, recreating a drill that he had run thousands of times for
Knight during his IU days.

It all made for a special moment in Indiana basketball history,
the brightest spot in what has been a roller-coaster year. The
2019-20 Hoosiers fell to Purdue, but for those in attendance, the
day wasn't about the present. It was about the past and dream-
ing of a brighter future.

“As Quinn said, | don't know if there's going to be a bigger day,”
Wittman said. “Hopefully we'll win a couple more national cham-
pionships before long, but to have our coach go back to Indiana
and let these fans and the state of Indiana show their apprecia-
tion... and he showed his appreciation for them.”

Knight visited with ESPN analyst Dick Vitale on the court, joking
that he wanted the headset. Knight then led the crowd in a
fist-pumping chant of “De-fense! De-fense!” again before mak-
ing his way off the court with Pat Knight, Smart, and former star
Mike Woodson in tow.

But then Knight stopped. He stood just short of the tunnel he
had entered countless times before. He raised his hands to the
student section, most of whom weren’t even born when he last
coached at |U. It didn't make a difference. They understood the
impact of the man, the importance of the moment. The students
roared one more time, and Knight stood with his head down.

He remained in place for 17 seconds, savoring the moment. The
IU band broke into the final five notes of the IU fight song, and
when the fans screamed the traditional “I-U!" to close the song,
The General once again began marching, this time out of the
spotlight.

Knight may return again in the future. He may not. It doesn’t
make a difference. The chance for Knight to walk on the court
one more time, to bask in the roars of the crowd, has been an-
ticipated for years. Now it has happened, and it's a moment that
will provide closure for many.

Woodson was clear why he felt it was important for Knight to
finally return to Assembly Hall.

“He made all his marks right here at Indiana University,” Wood-
son said. “This is home.”

The IU Bicentennial medalis awarded to organizations and individuals who, through their personal, professional, artistic, or philanthropic
efforts, have broadened the reach of Indiana University around the state, nation, and world. Recipients have enlarged the footprint of IU,
or have helped put IU on the map in unique ways, and should be seen as models for future students, faculty, alumni, and organizations
to emulate as IU enters its third century.

Fischer clearly reaches that intentionally high bar. Since first coming onto the IU scene in 1973 as the play-by-play voice of Indiana
Football, he's been the person that millions of Hoosier fans have trusted to share what unfolds on the field and the court for their
beloved Indiana Hoosiers. He's been behind the microphone for many of the truly great moments in U Athletics history, including three
of Indiana’s five NCAA men'’s basketball championships. His longevity is exceeded only by his excellence at his craft, as he has been
honored as the National Sports Media Association’s Indiana Sportscaster of the Year 26 times.

Dr.Rink is in his 40th season with the Indiana Basketball program. He initiated cardiovascular testing on IU players in 1980 and is considered
a pioneer in this area and is a founding member of the Sports Cardiology Division of the American College of Cardiology. Dr. Rink practices
cardiology and sports medicine in Bloomington. He is a graduate of the Indiana University School of Medicine and completed his internal
medicine residency and cardiovascular fellowship at IU. He is currently a clinical professor of medicine with the IU School of Medicine.
Dr.Rink served as the Medical Director for IU Sports Medicine Program in Bloomington for many years. He now serves as Executive Director
of the Dr. Lawrence D. Rink Sports Medicine and Technology Center in our athletic complex. He is the recipient of the Distinguished Alumnus
Award from the IU School of Medicine and has an Honorary “I” Men Association appointment.

President and Director of Athletics Fred
Glass.

» Miller has delivered on his promise to
build the program from the inside out,
with six Hoosier natives in his first two
recruiting classes including McDonald'’s
All-Americans and Indiana Mr. Basketball
winners Romeo Langford (2018) and
Trayce Jackson-Davis (2019).

+ Last season, the Hoosiers earned their
first national ranking under Miller and
were rated as high as 21st in the country
in early January. IU earned nationally
ranked wins over Michigan State (twice),
Marquette (Gavitt Games) and Wisconsin
and notched triumphs against Louisville
and Butler (Crossroads Classic).

+ U finished with 19 wins and won two
post season games in the NIT. Senior
Juwan Morgan and Langford would go on
to earn All-Big Ten honors and Langford
was named to the USBWA All-District
team. Morgan would finish his career 24th
on the IU all-time scoring list and also
finished eighth in career blocks and 10th
in career rebounds. The Hoosiers also
improved to 32nd in adjusted defense
after finishing 65th in 2017-18. IU also
finished 36th in the country in blocked
shots.

+ In his first season at IU, Miller saw the
Hoosiers improve dramatically during
his first season. After seeing IU allow
76 points per game on 45.9 percent
shooting and 41.7 percent accuracy from
3-point range in the month of November,
IU limited teams to 65.4 points on 41.3
percent shooting from the floor and 33.1
percent from long distance in the month
of February.

+ |U posted a two-win improvement in the
Big Ten from 2016-17 to 2017-18.

» He saw junior forward Juwan Morgan
emerge as the most improved player in the
Big Ten adding more than 10 points per
game scoring in Big Ten play during the
2017-18 season. Morgan earned second-
team All-Big Ten honors and was named
All-District by the USBWA and NABC in
2018. Senior Rob Johnson averaged a
career-best 14.0 points per game earned
honorable mention All-Big-Ten honors his
senior year.

» Regarded as one of the top young
coaches in the country, Miller is a tireless
recruiter, noted developer of talent, and a
gifted tactician whose teams are known
for their stout defense and efficient
offense. His 2018 recruiting class at
IU was ranked 7th in the nation after a
successful haul of players from the Big
Ten footprint.

+ The 4l-year old native of Beaver
Falls, Pennsylvania, came to IU after
serving six seasons as head coach at
the University of Dayton, where he won
Atlantic 10 Conference regular season
championships in 2016 and 2017.

* He guided the Flyers to a 139-63 record
(69.8) and a 68-34 mark (66.7) in the
Atlantic 10. He took Dayton to the NCAA
Tournament each of the last four years
with the Flyers advancing to the Elite
Eight in the 2014 Tournament. UD was
nationally ranked in three of Miller's six
seasons (2013-14, 2014-15 and 2015-16).

* During their elite eight run, UD topped
Ohio State (60-59), Syracuse (55-53) and
Stanford (82-72) before falling to Florida
(62-52) in the regional finals. In 2015,
they defeated Boise State (56-55) and
Providence (66-53) and were eliminated
by Oklahoma (72-66) in the Sweet
Sixteen. In 2016, they were defeated by
Final Four participant Syracuse (70-51)
in the second round and by Wichita State
(64-58) in their first tournament game
this season.

« Miller is one of five active coaches
who had at least five NCAA wins in his
first four seasons. The others are Mark
Few, Thad Matta, Shaka Smart and Roy
Williams. With three NCAA wins in 2014
and another two in 2015, Dayton was one
of just six teams to have at least five NCAA
tournament wins in those two years. The
others were Arizona, UConn, Kentucky,
Michigan State and Wisconsin.

« For his efforts during the 2016-17
season, he was named Atlantic 10 and
NABC District Coach of the Year. He led
UD to perform at a championship level
despite playing a 2016-17 campaign where
the team'’s top six scorers missed a total
of 32 games during the year due to injury.
He also was a finalist for the 2015 Jim
Phelan National Coach of the Year Award.

* He comes from a family of coaches with
his father, John, having guided Archie
and his brother Sean at Blackhawk High
School in Beaver Falls. His brother Sean
has been the head coach at the University
of Arizona and also was the head coach
at Xavier University. John was one of the
country’s top high school coaches when
he retired in 2005, with 657 wins in a 35-
year coaching career. Archie, Sean and
their sister Lisa all played Division | college
basketball.

+ Miller is regarded as a top recruiter
- Arizona's 2011 recruits were a Top 10
class — and game strategist — he was the
architect of the Wildcats upset of eighth-
ranked Texas to get them to the Sweet 16.
He was reunited with his brother during
the summer of 2015 on the coaching
staff of USA Basketball's U19 World
Championship. When Sean was elevated
to the team’s head coach, he turned to
his brother to help USA basketball win
the gold at the 2015 FIBA U19 World
Championship that was held June 27-July
5in Heraklion, Crete, Greece.

* He was a four-year letterwinner at North
Carolina State from 1998-2002. A point
guard, he is currently third at NC State
in career FT% (.846, 165-195), sixth in
career 3-pt. FG% (429, 218-509), and
fourth in career threes (218). As a senior,
he helped lead the Wolfpack to the finals
of the ACC championship game and was
named to the all-tournament team. That
season was coach Herb Sendek's first
NCAA team at NC State.

+ As anassistant, Miller coached in the Big
Ten, Pac-12 and ACC, where he honed his
craft under some of the most respected
coaches in the country. He began his
coaching career at NC State, serving as
a coaching intern under Sendek in 2002-
03. Miller then went to Western Kentucky
as a full-time member of Darrin Horn's
staff for one season. He returned to
NC State, first as Director of Basketball
Operations (2004-05), and then as a full-
time assistant coach (2005-06). When
Sendek went to Arizona State in 2006-
07, Miller remained on his coaching staff
before joining Thad Matta at Ohio State
for two seasons (2007-09). As a coach,
he has been part of 20-plus win and NCAA
seasons at NC State (2005-06), Ohio
State (2008-09), Arizona (2010-11), and
Dayton (2013-14, 2014-15, 2015-16 and
2016-17).

« In April, 2015, he joined his father and
brother in the Beaver County Sports
Hall of Fame. Other greats in the Beaver
County Hall include Mike Ditka, Tony
Dorsett, Terry Francona, Pete and Press
Maravich, Joe Namath, Babe Parilli and
Norm Van Lier.

« Miller earned his bachelor's degree in
Parks, Recreation and Tourism from NC
State in 2002. He was born October 30,
1978. He is married to the former Morgan
Nicole Cruse and they have a 15-year old
daughter, Leah.
