NITTANY LIONS FACE HOOSIERS IN BEAVER STADIUM

The Nittany Lions return home for their final two games, starting with a visit from Indiana in Leaders
Division clash. Penn State is finishing the season with two home games for just the third time in its 20 seasons
of Big Ten play (1994 and 2008).

Penn State is coming off a 32-23 loss at No. 18 Nebraska and the Hoosiers are coming off a home
loss to Wisconsin.

Sophomore wide receiver Allen Robinson will re-write the Penn State single season receptions record
with his next grab, breaking a tie at 63 catches with All-Americans O.J. McDuffie (1992) and Bobby Engram
(1995). Robinson leads the Big Ten in receptions, yardage, yards per game and touchdown catches.

Sophomore running back Zach Zwinak enters the contest with four 100-yard rushing efforts in the last
six games, topped by a career-high 141 yards and 178 all-purpose last week vs. the Huskers.

Senior Matt McGloin has thrown a TD pass in every game this season and needs just 328 yards
passing to take over the top spot on the single season charts. His 41 career TD passes are just two away
tying Daryll Clark’s Penn State record. McGloin is atop the Big Ten charts in passing yardage, completions
and passing touchdowns.

Indiana has the No. 3 scoring offense in the Big Ten at 31.2 points per game and is just ahead of Penn
State as the top passing team at 293.2 yards per game entering the contest.

INDIANA COAGH KEVIN WILSON

Kevin Wilson is in his second season at the helm of
the Hoosiers after spending nine seasons as offensive
coordinator at Oklahoma. Wilson won the 2008 Frank
Broyles Award - awarded to the nation’s top assistant
coach - and helped Oklahoma to national championship
game appearances in 2003, ‘04 and ‘08.

Wilson is a 1984 graduate of North Carolina.

LAST GAME

Indiana lost to Wisconsin in its home finale last
Saturday to fall to 4-6 overall and 2-4 in Big Ten play.

The Badgers grabbed a 17-0 lead behind a rushing
touchdown from RB Montee Ball, a scoring strike from
QB Curt Phillips and a 24-yard field goal from Kyle
French.

Indiana quarterback Cameron Coffman had 233
yards passing and threw two touchdowns and two
interceptions. Cody Latimer had five catches for 62
yards and Shane Wynn grabbed six balls for 48 yards.

SCOUTING THE HOOSIERS

Indiana enters the week with games at Penn State
and Purdue left on the schedule.

Indiana has the No. 3 scoring offense in the Big Ten -
44th in the nation - at 31.2 point per game. The Indiana
defense leads the Big Ten in tackles for loss at 7.30 per
contest, placing them 17th nationally in that category.

Most of the Hoosiers’ offensive production has come
through the air, but the running game also has been
effective.

The air attack averages nearly 300 yards per game
(293.2) and Cameron Coffman has thrown for the bulk
of that. The sophomore is 183 of 295 passing for 1,932
yards. He has thrown 12 TD passes to six interceptions
this season. Nate Sudfeld has also seen significant
snaps, tossing seven touchdown passes to just one
interception on 51 of 82 passing for 632 yards.

Nine receivers have 10-plus catches on the year,
while 14 have hauled in at least on pass, led by Shane
Wynn’s 51 grabs. Wynn has 463 receiving yards and six
touchdown catches, while Cody Latimer leads the team
with 707 yards on 44 catches and five touchdowns.

Stephen Houston leads the ground game with 583
yards on 129 carries (4.5 ypr) and nine touchdown runs.
D’Angelo Roberts (274) and Tevis Coleman (231) have
each topped the 200-yard mark this season, as well.

A host of Hoosiers lead the defensive charge, with
seven players recording five or more tackles for loss and
12 players with at least one sack.

Safety Greg Heban has a team-high 72 tackles
- seven TFL - and leads the squad with eight pass
breakups and two interceptions. David Cooper has
logged 71 tackles from his linebacker spot and has eight
TFL and two sacks. DT Larry Black and Adam Replogle
both have nine tackles for loss apiece.

LAST MEETING

The Penn State defense forced two turnovers and
kept Indiana out of the end zone until late in the game, as
the Hoosiers fell, 16-10, on Oct. 1, 2011 in Bloomington
in the first Big Ten Leaders Division game.

The Nittany Lions controlled the ball and the clock
against Indiana’s no-huddle offense, running 86 plays
and gaining 464 yards while holding the ball for 37:27.
The Hoosiers gained 256 yards, with 120 coming in the
fourth period, and had the ball for just 22:33. Penn State
recorded 10 tackles for loss, led by Jordan Hill's career-
high 3.0 TFL, and limited IU to 5 of 20 on third down
conversions.

Derek Moye made six receptions for a career-high
1568 yards, with a 74-yard touchdown catch from Matt
McGloin to go with a 40-yard reception.

NITTANY LIONS FROM INDIANA

Two players on the Nittany Lion roster hail from
the Hoosier State, junior punter Alex Butterworth
(Indianapolis) and sophomore placekicker Sam Ficken
(Valparaiso).

Butterworth prepped at Heritage Christian School
and his grandfather, Duff McKenzie (baseball), and two
uncles, Jim and John McKenzie (football), played their
respective sports at Purdue. Butterworth was an all-state
kicker as a senior.

Butterworth delivered his best career game last week
at Nebraska, punting three times for a 47.7 yard average,
with a long of 56 yards.

A standout at Valparaiso High School, Ficken was
an all-state first team 5A pick as a senior. His cousin,
Robbie Hummel, was an all-conference basketball player
at Purdue.

Ficken is coming off his best career game, hitting all
three of his field goal attempts, including a season-long
38-yarder, at Nebraska. Ficken also had five touchbacks
on his six kickoffs. For the season, he leads the Nittany
Lions with 62 points, hitting 10 of 17 field goals and 32
of 34 PAT attempts.

ON NFL ROSTERS

Twenty-nine former Penn State players were on
the rosters of 19 National Football League teams for
Kickoff Week. Penn State traditionally is among the
top 15 schools nationally in producing current NFL
players.

Since the season began, wide receiver Derek
Moye was signed to the Pittsburgh Steelers’ practice
squad.

The Oakland Raiders feature a league-high three
former Nittany Lions on its roster, including second-
year starting center Stefen Wisniewski and rookies
Jack Crawford and Nate Stupar. Stupar is on the
practice squad.

Six NFL teams have two former Nittany Lions on
their opening day rosters: Arizona, Cleveland, Dallas,
Indianapolis, Miami and the New York Jets.

Bryan Scott is the elder statesman of former
Nittany Lions in the NFL, as the Buffalo Bills safety/
outside linebacker is entering his 10th professional
season. Originally a second round draft choice of
the Atlanta Falcons, Scott then played with the New
Orleans Saints for one year before spending the last
five in Buffalo.

Chicago Bears All-Pro plackicker Robbie Gould is
next among Penn Staters in NFL longevity, entering
his eighth season.

Three former Nittany Lion offensive linemen
made NFL rosters with new teams: Dennis Landolt
(Jets), Rich Ohrnberger (Arizona) and A.Q. Shipley
(Indianapolis).

A total of 329 Nittany Lions have been selected
all-time in the NFL Draft, including 36 in the first
round. In the 2012 NFL Draft, Penn State had at least
four players selected for the 39th time in NFL Draft
history.

Penn State has had at least one alumnus on a
Super Bowl team for 41 of 46 title games. Thirty-
four former Nittany Lions have earned a total of 51
Super Bowl rings as players, including tackle Kareem
McKenzie and defensive tackle Jimmy Kennedy with
the New York Giants for Super Bowl! XLVI.

Penn State’s Andrew Quarless helped the Green
Bay Packers win Super Bowl XLV and former Nittany
Lions Sean McHugh and Scott Paxson helped the
Pittsburgh Steelers win Super Bow! XLIII.

Gash (Detroit Lions), John McNulty (Arizona Cardinals), Jeff Nixon (Miami Dolphins), Darren Perry (Green Bay

Packers), and Michael Zordich (Philadelphia Eagles).

Former Penn State assistant coach Greg Schiano (1991-95) is in his first season as head coach of the
Tampa Bay Buccaneers and former Nittany Lion assistant coach Jim Caldwell (1986-92) is in his first year as
quarterbacks coach for the Baltimore Ravens after serving as head coach of the Indianpolis Colts.

Bill O’Brien is 6-4 in his first season as the leader
of the Penn State football program. He was named
the 15th head coach in the Nittany Lions’ 126 years of
varsity football on January 6, 2012.

O’Brien was the offensive coordinator/quarterbacks
coach with the New England Patriots during the 2011
season, helping the Patriots to their second Super Bowl
during his five years on the coaching staff.

Like his predecessor, Hall of Fame coach Joe
Paterno, O’Brien graduated from Brown University,
where he played linebacker and defensive end from
1990-92. O'Brien coached at Brown (1993-94),
Georgia Tech (1995-2002), Maryland (2003-04) and
Duke (2005-06) before joining the Patriots’ staff.

As a member of Bil Belichick’s Patriots’ staff,
O’Brien coached the wide receivers in 2008 and was
the quarterbacks coach his final three seasons. O'Brien
was the Patriots’ offensive coordinator in 2011 and was
instrumental in New England leading the AFC in scoring
(32.1 ppg) and ranking No. 2 in the NFL in total offense
(428.0 ypg) and passing offense (317.8 ypg) en route to
winning the AFC Championship and a berth in Super
Bowl XLVI.

Born in Dorchester, Mass., O'Brien was raised
in Andover, a Boston suburb. O’'Brien and his wife,
Colleen, have two sons, Jack and Michael.

O’BRIEN IN ELITE COMPANY

AMONG BIG TEN FIRST-YEAR COACHES

When Penn State won its third straight Big Ten road
game at Purdue on Nov. 3, head coach Bill O'Brien
etched his name into some elite company in Big Ten
history.

By defeating lllinois, lowa and Purdue away from
Beaver Stadium, O'Brien became just the fifth Big Ten
coach since 1950 to win his first three road games,
joining: Jim Valek (lllinois, 1967), Earle Bruce (Ohio State,
1979), Hayden Fry (lowa, 1979) and Urban Meyer (Ohio
State, 2012).

Bruce is the only first-year Big Ten coach since
1950 to win his first four conference road games.

O’BRIEN TIES CONSECGUTIVE WINS

RECORD FOR FIRST-YEAR HEAD COACH
With Penn State’s fifth straight win, 38-14 at lowa,
Bill O'Brien became just the third Nittany Lion head
coach to win five consecutive games in his first season.
O’'Brien joined George Hoskins (1892) and Dick
Harlow (1915) as the only first-year coaches to win a
school record five consecutive games.

FIVE NATIONAL CGHAMPIONSHIP COACHES

Five members of the Penn State coaching staff
have been members of national championship staffs,
including three with Bowl Championship Series title
teams in the past 10 years:

FOUR LIONS EARN ACADEMIC ALL-DISTRICT®

Four Penn State student-athletes were selected to
the Capital One Academic All-District® Football Team
as selected by CoSIDA. The quartet will be eligible for
consideration for the Academic All-America® Team.

Penn State's four honorees are: defensive end Brad
Bars (Nashville, Tenn.), linebacker Ben Kline (Seven Valleys),
defensive end Pete Massaro (Newtown Square) and guard
John Urschel (Williamsville, N.Y.). Massaro and Urschel
have already earned their degrees.

Penn State’s four Capital One/CoSIDA Academic All-
District® honorees are tied for the most among all Football
Bowl Subdivision (FBS) institutions with Duke, Nebraska
and Northern lllinois. The quartet of honorees are the most
for the Nittany Lions since having four in 2009.

The Capital One Academic All-District® Football Team
was selected by the College Sports Information Directors
of America (CoSIDA). To be eligible, a student-athlete must
be a varsity starter or key reserve, maintain a cumulative
GPA of at least 3.30 on a scale of 4.00 and have achieved
sophomore athletic eligibility.

The Nittany Lion football team has had a least one
first-team Capital One/CoSIDA Academic All-American®
in seven of the past eight seasons. Penn State leads the
nation with 15 Academic All-Americans® over the past six
years (13 first-team selections), including a program record
five in 2008.

Penn State’s 49 Academic All-Americans® all-time
rank No. 3 in the nation among Football Bow! Subdivision
programs.

NITTANY LIONS STARTING FAST

Penn State has out-scored the opposition, 83-6, in
the first quarter this season, and 157-39 in the first half.
The Nittany Lions have allowed the fewest first quarter and
first half points in the nation.

The Nittany Lions have not allowed a first quarter
touchdown this season.

It took nine games, but Purdue snapped the Penn
State streak of 122:01 without giving up a first quarter
score with a field goal to open the scoring on Nov. 3 with
Nebraska also kicking a first quarter field goal last week.

The Nittany Lions allowed just three, first half field
goals in their first five games before Northwestern tallied a
pair of touchdowns during the second quarter on Oct. 6.
Ohio State scored a touchdown in the final seconds of the
second quarter on Oct. 27, while Purdue (11/3) kicked a
first quarter field goal and Nebraska (11/10) had a pair of
first half field goals.

The Nittany Lions have put points on the scoreboard
in the first quarter in nine games, scoring a least one
touchdown in the first quarter of their first five games and
eight overall. The Blue and White had a field goal versus
Northwestern and had a pair of touchdowns against
Navy, at lllinois and at lowa. A field goal and a touchdown
run at Purdue added ten more points for PSU

The Nittany Lions scored touchdowns on their
initial possessions at Virginia, vs. Navy and at Nebraska
and saw their first drive vs. Ohio end with a fumble after
marching 67 yards in 11 plays. Penn State scored a
touchdown on its third possession vs. the Bobcats for a
7-0 first quarter lead. The Nittany Lions also scored on
their third possession vs. Temple, as Matt McGloin hit
Allen Robinson on a 41-yard scoring strike with :06 left in
the opening period.

Penn State scored a touchdown on its second

possession at lllinois and at lowa and a 21-yard field goal
by Ficken opened the scoring in the first quarter against
Northwestern. Ficken's 27-yard field goal knotted the
score at 3-3 versus Purdue, before Michael Zordich broke
the goal line to lift the Blue and White to a 10-3 lead.

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A big reason for the solid opening quarter is the time
of possession. Penn State controls the ball for an average
of 8:46 in the initial quarter to just 5:12 for the opposition.

The Blue and White allowed their first points of the
opening quarter on a field goal at Purdue on Nov. 3. The
points snapped a stretch of 122:01 elapsed first quarter
time through nine games. Nebraska kicked a field goal in
the opening quarter of the Nov. 10 contest to account for
the only first half scoring of the season against PSU.

Utah State has also allowed just six first quarter points
allowed.

Only 39 points have been scored on Penn State in the
opening half and they have gone into the locker room after
30 minutes of play with the lead in eight of their 10 games.

In terms of first half scoring, Penn State’s 39 total
points allowed are one better than Boise State’s 40
for fewest points allowed in the FBS during the first 30
minutes.

SACK ATTACK

Penn State’s defense is second in the Big Ten to
Nebraska (27) with 26 sacks. The 26 sacks are good for
a total loss of 168 yards, which is second to only Ohio
State (194).

The Nittany Lions have three or more sacks in six
games. Penn State recorded three sacks at Virginia, vs.
Temple and at lllinois. The Blue and White boasted four
sacks against Navy, at lowa and vs. Ohio State.

NITTANY LION FOOTBALL TEAM POSTS RECORD
91 PERCENT NCAA GRADUATION RATE

The Penn State football team broke its program record
for the second consecutive year with a Graduation Success
Rate of 91 percent accordng to date released in October
2012 by the NCAA.

The Nittany Lions posted a Graduation Success
Rate (GSR) of 91 percent, tied with Rutgers for the No. 7
graduation rate among all 120 Football Bow! Subdivision
(FBS) teams. The national average was 68 percent. The
record 91 percent GSR figure was second-highest to
Northwestern among all Big Ten gridiron teams.

The 2005-06 entering class for the Nittany Lion football
team earned a record 93 percent graduation rate, which
was No. 2 among Big Ten teams (Northwestern, 95%).

Penn State football student-athletes earned a four-year
federal graduation rate of 84 percent, second in the Big Ten
and No. 5 among all FBS teams.

The Nittany Lions posted a then-record 87 percent
Graduation Success Rate in the NCAA's 2011 Graduation

The NCAA's annual study of institutions nationwide
revealed that Penn State student-athletes at the University
Park campus earned a Graduation Success Rate (GSR)
of 88 percent compared to the 80 percent average for
all Division | institutions for students entering from 2002-
03 through 2005-06. The 88 percent figure was third
to Northwestern (97) and llinois (89) among Big Ten
Conference institutions.

GOING THE DISTANCE

The Nittany Lions have marched down the field on
17 scoring drives of 70-yards or longer in 2012. Eleven of
those scoring drives have covered 80-plus yards, including
a pair of 90-yarders.

Sixteen of the 17 drives have ended in a touchdown,
with Sam Ficken capping a 73-yard drive with a field goal
versus Ohio State on Oct. 27.

Penn State has gone on at least one scoring trek of
longer then 70 yards in each of their 10 games this season,
with a season-best three against Northwestern and Ohio
State.

On their third scoring drive versus Navy, Matt McGloin
capped a 90-yard trek with a touchdown pass to Allen
Robinson for the first 90-plus yard drive since the Nittany
Lions went 99 yards against Indiana in 2010.

The Blue and White's offense has bested the 2011
total of 16 scoring drives of longer than 70 yards, but stil
has some work to do if they are going to eclipse the 2010
total of 21, which included three, 90-plus yard scoring
drives.

(SOPH)MORE CATCHES THAN ANY OTHER

With his second catch of the night versus Ohio State
on Oct. 27, sophomore Allen Robinson set the Penn State
sophomore record for catches in a season.

After catching just three passes as a true freshman,
Robinson has emerged as one of the premier pass
catchers in the country and his 19-yard reception in the
second quarter against the Buckeyes broke the record of
48 that was held by Bobby Engram (1993) and Deon Butler
(2006).

Robinson has 63 catches this season and will eclipse
the single season record for catches, held by All-Americans
Engram (‘95) and O.J. McDuffie (92), with his next catch.

The Penn State defense has been stout, entering the
11th week of the season. The Blue and White are ranked
No. 4 in the conference and No. 20 nationally in scoring
defense at 18.6 points per game.

Six opponents have scored 17 points or less.

The Nittany Lions have been leaving opponents black
and blue when on defense, sitting 30th in the FBS in total
defense, allowing just 344.9 ypg. A big reason for the
limited points per game is their Red Zone defense.

Penn State has allowed opponents to convert just 68
percent (23 of 34) of their red zone chances this season,
which leads the Big Ten and is No. 10 nationally.

Penn State is No. 2 in the conference in turnover
margin (+0.80) and sacks (26) and is fourth in time of
possession (31:05). The Lions also allow the fifth fewest
first downs per game in the Big Ten.

ROAD WARRIORS

Penn State’s fifth-year seniors finished their careers
with a 15-5 on-field record in Big Ten away games. Since
2008, the Nittany Lions have won at least one game in
10 of the 11 Big Ten stadiums, with Nebraska the lone
exception.

NO. 7 in NATION IN FOURTH DOWN SUCCESS

Penn State is No. 7 in the latest NCAA rankings in
fourth down conversion percentage among teams that
have run at least 25 fourth down plays.

The Nittany Lions are 16 of 31 (561.6%) on fourth
down. Memphis (73.0%) and Louisiana-Monroe (72.2%)
are the top two teams, while West Virginia (51.7%) and
Army (53.8%) are just in front of the Nittany Lions.

Penn State’s 16 successful fourth down conversions
are No. 6 in the NCAA and are more than the number of
fourth down attempts for 11 of the 12 Big Ten teams this
season.

TURNOVER TURNAROUND: LIONS NO. 2
IN BIG TEN IN TURNOVER MARGIN

Penn State has made a dramatic turnaround in
turnovers since losing three turnovers and not gaining
any in the season opener vs. Ohio.

The Nittany Lions No. 2 the Big Ten and rank No. 18
nationally with a +0.80 turnover margin, having gained 19
and lost 10 through 10 games. Penn State’s 19 turnovers
forced are No. 2 in the Big Ten (lowa, 20).

The Nittany Lions forced four turnovers against both
Virginia and Navy and three tumovers at llinois for 11
in a four game stretch. Penn State forced one turnover
against Northwestern, Ohio State and at Purdue, while
gaining two at No. 18 Nebraska and three more at lowa
for a total of 19 on the season (12 fumbles, 7 INT).

McGLOIN LEADS BIG TEN IN PASSING;
CONTINUES MOVE UP PSU CHARTS

Senior Matt McGloin threw for a career-best 327
yards vs. Ohio State and went over 200 yards passing at
Purdue and Nebraska to push his streak to eight straight
games with 200-plus yard passing to set a new school
standard.

The senior leads the Big Ten in passing yardage,
passing average and completions, while sitting tied for the
lead in touchdown passes.

McGloin is 229 for 377 (60.7) for 2,676 yards (career-
best), with 19 touchdowns and just four interceptions,
which are the fewest among the conference’s Top 10
passers. He was the first Big Ten signal-caller to hit 1,000
passing yards this season and is averaging 267.6 ypg,
more than 50 yards per-game more than the closest Big
Ten passer.

Nebraska’s Taylor Martinez is tied with McGloin with
19 TD passes. McGloin has set his single season career-
high of 19 scoring strikes, having thrown 14 in 2010.

Versus Ohio State, McGloin threw for a career-best
327 yards and tossed two scoring strikes. He completed
27-0f-45 passes and threw touchdown passes of 20 and
two yards to Kyle Carter and Matt Lehman, respectively.

McGloin has 41 career touchdown passes, good for

a tied in the No. 2 slot at Penn State. Daryll Clark holds
the career record with 43. (See page 11 for Penn State
season and career passing lists).

McGloin has had a hand in 24 of Penn State’s 34
offensive touchdowns this season, as well as 35 of the 39
long plays from scrimmage (20 yards or longer).

With two touchdown passes against Purdue, McGloin
has now tallied at least a pair of TD throws in seven of his
ten starts this season, including four of his last five games.
He tossed a career-high four against Navy and threw one
TD strike versus Temple, at llinois and at Nebraska.

McGloin led Penn State to 506 yards of total offense
at Purdue, its highest total since gaining 528 in 2 2010 win
over Northwestern, and moved the offense to 504 yards
at lowa.

The former West Scranton High School standout was
18 of 30 for 211 yards in the Big Ten opening win at lllinois
and followed that up with a school-record 35 completions
against No. 24 Northwestern in a 39-28 victory, with a pair
of touchdown passes and a running score.

During the 2011 season, McGloin started the last
five regular season games (played in all 12) and threw
for 1,671 yards and eight touchdowns, completing 54
percent of his passes.

McGLOIN POSTS EIGHTH CONSECUTIVE 200-YARD
GAME; TIED ATOP CHARTS CAREER WITH 16

Matt McGloin’s threw for 321 at Purdue to collect
his fifth career 300-yard passing game, third this season,
moving past Kerry Collins for the Penn State career
record.

The effort vs. the Boilermakers was McGloin's
seventh consecutive 200-yard passing game, also
moving his past Collins’ school mark, and he added to
that with 240 more passing yards at Nebraska for his
eighth straight 200-plus passing effort in a row.

That now gives McGloin 16 in his career, tying Kerry
Collins and Zack Mills for the most in a career.

The senior has also thrown at least one TD pass in all
10 games this season.

ROBINSON No. 1 AMONG BIG TEN RECEIVERS;

LEADS WITH EIGHT TD CATCHES

Sophomore  WR  Allen  Robinson  (Southfield,
Mich.) has established himself as one of the Big Ten’s
premier receivers and sits atop the conference charts in
receptions, receiving yards and touchdowns catches.

The former Orchard Lake St. Mary’s Prep standout
has tied the single season Penn State record with 63
receptions for a 12.5 average. Robinson’s 786 receiving
yards sit a top the the Big Ten, while his 78.6 yards per
game average is and eight touchdown catches are both
No. 1 in the Big Ten, as well.

A candidate for the Biletnikoff Award, the Penn State
sophomore has already set the season receptions record
by a sophomore and will break the all-time season mark,
which he is currently tied for with O.J. McDuffie (1992)
and Engram (1995), with his next catch. Engram was the
inaugural winner of the Biletnikoff Award in 1994.

Robinson’s eight touchdown catches are good for a
tie for No. 7 on the school season list (see page 8).

In the 34-7 win over Navy, Robinson posted his first
career 100-yard receiving game with 136 yards, with
three touchdowns grabs to re-write another career high.
Robinson hauled in a pair of career-long 45-yard catches
vs. the Mids.

Robinson’s three touchdown receptions on the day
marked the most for a Penn State receiver since Graham
Zug grabbed three in a win at Michigan in 2009.

Robinson recorded his first career touchdown
reception on a diving 30-yard grab from Matt McGloin
early in the fourth quarter at Virginia, making 10 catches
for 89 yards. He became the first Nittany Lion to post
double-digit receptions in a game since Derrick Williams
had 10 vs. Purdue in 2007.

BEAVER STADIUM SEES IMPROVEMENTS

Penn State fans are enjoying several significant upgrades to Beaver Stadium during the past two years.

The most significant changes to the venerable facility include:

- WiFi is available throughout the stadium;

- Credit and debit cards will be accepted at all concession stands;

- Waterproofing of the south upper deck seating areas;

- A camera has been installed on the south goalpost for the in-house videoboards;

- A new entry gate - Gate F - on the East side of the stadium near Gate A;

- More than 100 new locations for ADA patrons and companion seating on the East and West sides;

- Paving work on the field level concourse in the East, West and North sides of the stadium will provide
a smoother and level surface for fans;

- A total of eight new restroom facilities, which are ADA-accessible, have been constructed in the East,
West and North sides on the field level concourse;

- Improved drainage in seating areas

The changes and improvements to Beaver Stadium began as soon as the 2010 season ended and were
completed in two phases, according to Associate Athletic Director Mark Bodenschatz. The first phase ended the
week prior to the 2011 Blue-White Game and the second phase wrapped up in time for Football Eve on Sept. 2,
2011, and the Nittany Lions’ 125th season opener the next day.

The new entry — Gate F — is located near Gate A on the East side of the stadium. Designed to accommodate
6,000-8,000 patrons, Gate F will be a tremendous asset on gamedays, allowing some fans who sit on the East
side and previously have entered at Gate E, a smoother entry into the stadium. Penn State students will continue
to enter Beaver Stadium at Gate A.

The most noticeable changes inside the stadium have occurred in the lower sections of the East, West and
North seating areas. In the East and West, the first three rows of seats from goal line to goal line were removed
and replaced with five large, pre-cast sections that will permit additional ADA spectators and companions to
watch the Nittany Lions from a great vantage point. The pre-cast sections are approximately eight feet wide, to
allow spectator traffic flow with the new ADA and companion seating.

Also in the East and West stands, vomitory ramps have been improved to allow for increased and easier
access by ADA patrons to the new seating areas.

Fans will also notice significant changes on the North side of the stadium. The Section NF vomitory ramp has
been modified with a gentler slope to permit ADA spectators to enter the North field level seats from Section NF,
rather than the visiting team tunnel. A total of eight new ADA-accessible restroom facilities have been constructed
in the East, West and North sides on the field level concourse.

Bodenschatz said 101 new ADA seats, as well as 101 companion seats, will be available for the upcoming
season. With the ADA improvements, the Beaver Stadium capacity is 106,572, the nation’s second-largest
stadium.

Additional work has been done in a number of areas in the stadium, according to Bodenschatz. The work
includes new storm water lines, allowing rain to be captured and re-directed at higher points in the stadium.
Trenches, some 8-10 feet deep, were dug in the lower concourse to house the storm water drainage, as well as
new water and sanitary lines. With the new lines in place, approximately 50 percent of the field level concourse
surface area has been repaved since the end of last season.

Another completed stadium project includes consolidating the storage areas for the field maintenance staff
and stadium concessions with new facilities in the North end of the stadium. Electrical work, painting of the east
side seats in rows 1-60, new carpeting in the Penn State locker room and painting in the press box on the west
side of the stadium also has been completed.

TIGHT ENDS MAKING MAJOR IMPACT;
LEAD NATION WITH 72 RECEPTIONS

Coach Bill O’Brien indicated before the season that the
tight ends would play a vital role in the Penn State offense
and they certainly have throughout the campaign.

Entering this week, Penn State leads nation with 72
receptions by tight ends. Stanford ranks No. 2 with 66
tight end catches. Among Big Ten teams, Michigan State is
second with 31 receptions by its tight ends.

A tight end has caught at least one touchdown pass
in eight of the team’s 10 games thus far in 2012. Thirty-two
percent of Penn State receptions have been made by tight
ends and nine of the 19 receiving TDs have been hauled in
by tight ends this season.

Redshirt freshman Kyle Carter ranks second on the
team with 36 catches for 453 yards (12.6) and grabbed
his first touchdown pass at Virginia. Carter re-set his career-
high with 85 yards on six catches in the 38-14 win at lowa
to earn Big Ten Freshman of the Week honors.

Carter is in range of the Penn State season record for
tight end receptions of 41, set by Andrew Quarless in 2009.

Junior Matt Lehman made a career-high five catches
for 70 yards at llinois, including a 21-yard touchdown
pass. He is fourth on the team with 19 receptions for 228
yards, including four grabs of 20 yards or more and three
touchdowns.

Junior Garry Gilliam has six catches for 60 yards and
true freshman Jesse James had a career day at lowa with
three catches for 52 yards and a 31-yard touchdown grab
to open the scoring. On the year, James has 11 catches
for 144 yards (13.1) and is second on the team with four
touchdowns.

ZWINAK IN ELITE RUSHING GROUP WITH INITIAL
BACK-T0-BACK 100 YARD GAMES

Sophomore running back Zach Zwinak became the
85th Nittany Lion to rush for 100 yards in a game when he
gained 100 yards on 19 carries and scored two touchdowns
in the 35-7 win at lllinois.

After piling up 100 yards versus the lllini, Zwinak joined
an even more elite group, as he became just the eighth
Nittany Lion to deliver his first two 100-yard rushing efforts
in consecutive games in the 39-28 win over Northwestern.

Zwinak broke his career-high for the third consecutive
game by rushing for 121 yards on a career-best 28 carries,
including a one-yard touchdown run. He also set career-
bests with six catches for 52 yards for a career-high 173
all-purpose yards, the highest total by a Nittany Lion this
season.

Zwinak joined the following Nittany Lions with their first
two 100-yard rushing efforts in consecutive games: Ki-Jana
Carter (1993), Tom Donchez (1974), D.J. Dozier (1983),

EARN 88 PERCENT

GRADUATION SUCCESS RATE

Penn State student-athletes continue to graduate well above their peers nationwide, earning
record-setting academic performances, according to statistical information released in October 2012 by
the National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA).

The NCAA’s annual study of institutions nationwide revealed that Penn State student-athletes at
the University Park campus earned a Graduation Success Rate (GSR) of 88 percent compared to the 80
percent average for all Division | institutions for students entering from 2002-03 through 2005-06. The 88
percent figure was third to Northwestern (97) and lllinois (89) among Big Ten Conference institutions.

The Penn State football team broke its program record for the second consecutive year with a
Graduation Success Rate of 91 percent, tied with Rutgers for the No. 7 graduation rate among all 120
Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) teams. The national average was 68 percent.

The Nittany Lion basketball (92 percent) and Lady Lion basketball (100) teams also earned
Graduation Success Rates at least 15 percent higher than the national average.

The superlative graduation data comes amidst a fall sports season that has four Penn State
teams leading, or tied for the lead, in their respective Big Ten standings, with the women’s soccer team
having already clinched a 15th consecutive Big Ten Championship. Three teams are ranked in the Top 5
nationally: women’s volleyball, women’s soccer and field hockey.

This is the 22nd annual release of institutional graduation rates since national “right-to-know”
legislation was passed in 1990. In 2005, the NCAA Division | Committee on Academic Performance
implemented the initial release of the team GSR data.

The GSR is the NCAA's more inclusive calculation of student-athlete academic success. The
NCAA rate is more accurate than the federally mandated methodology because it includes incoming
transfers and students enrolling in the spring semester who receive athletic aid and graduate, and deletes
from the calculation student-athletes who leave an institution and were academically eligible to compete.
The federal rate does neither.

In addition to releasing each institution’s overall four-year Graduation Success Rate, the NCAA
also released the federal graduation rates for students and student-athletes.

The four-year federal graduation rate average for University Park student-athletes was 78 percent,
second to Northwestern (88) among Big Ten schools, and significantly above the 64 percent Division |
average. The four-year average for University Park students was 85 percent, also far exceeding the 63
percent rate for all students nationwide.

Among the 2005-06 entering freshman class, 80 percent of Penn State student-athletes earned
degrees within six years, the same as 2011, and well above the 65 percent average for all Division |
institutions. The graduation rate for all Penn State students was 87 percent in the entering class of 2005-
06.

The NCAA data revealed that student-athletes from five Penn State squads earned a Graduation

Success Rate of 100 percent -- Lady Lion basketball, field hockey, softball, men’s tennis and women’s
tennis —and 10 additional teams were at 90 percent or higher for a total of 15. Nineteen of Penn State’s 25
teams (track/cross country teams combined) earned a Graduation Success Rate at or above the national
GSR average of 80 percent.
- The 2005-06 entering class for the Nittany Lion football team earned a record 93 percent graduation
rate, which was No. 2 among Big Ten teams (Northwestern, 95%). The record 91 percent GSR figure for
the Penn State football program also was second-highest to Northwestern among all Big Ten gridiron
teams. Penn State football student-athletes earned a four-year federal graduation rate of 84 percent,
second in the Big Ten and No. 5 among all FBS teams.

Senior standouts Gerald Hodges and Michael Mauti
have been selected semifinalists for the 2012 Butkus
Award, presented to the nation’s top linebacker.

Penn State is the only school in the nation with multiple
players selected among the 12 Butkus Award semifinalists.

ZWINAK AMONG GREATS WITH FOUR 100 YARD

RUSHING GAMES IN 2012

With his fourth 100-yard rushing game of the season
on Saturday at No. 18 Nebraska, sophomore Zach Zwinak
joined some elite company in the Penn State record books.

Just 21st player in Lions history to run for 100 yard in
four games in the same season, the sophomore has also
set a new career-high in each effort.

The Frederick, Md. native hit the 100-yard mark on the
dot in a victory over lllinois on Sept. 29 and followed that
with 121 yards on a career-best 28 carries the next week
against Northwestern on Oct. 6.

He piled up 134 yards on the ground at Purdue on
Nov. 3 and followed that with 141 yards on 21 totes with
a touchdown against the No. 18 Huskers in Memorial
Stadium. Zwinak also made two catches for 37 yards at
Nebraska, giving him a career and team season-high 178
all-purpose yards.

Presented annually since 1985, “Linebacker U.” All-
Americans LaVar Arrington (1999) and Paul Posluszny
(2005) are former winners of the Butkus Award. Nittany
Lions Shane Conlan (1986), Andre Collins (1989), Brandon
Short (1999), Posluszny (2006) and Dan Connor (2007)
were finalists for the Butkus Award.

Hodges was selected a 2012 first-team pre-season
All-American by Lindy’s and recently was named a Mid-
Season All-American by Phil Steele’s College Football.
He also is on the Watch Lists for Bednarik, Award and
Nagurski Trophy. Hodges is 7th in the Big Ten with 90
tackles and has 7.5 TFL, one sack, one interception, one
forced fumble, a fumble recovery and a team-high six pass
break-ups. The former Paulsboro High School standout
has started all 22 games the past two seasons.

Mauti recently was selected a 2012 second-team Mid-
season All-American by Sl.com and Phil Steele’s College
Football and also is a Bednarik Award candidate. He also
was named ESPN.com, BTN.com and Athlon Sports’ Mid-
season Big Ten Defensive MVP.

A two-time Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week
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honoree this season (three career), Mauti leads the team
with 93 tackles (48 solo). He also has 4.0 TFL, 2.5 sacks,
a team-high three interceptions, three forced fumbles,
one fumble recovery and two pass break-ups. The former
Mandeville High School standout is No. 6 in Big Ten in
tackles, is tied for No. 3 with three interceptions and is tied
for No. 2 with three forced fumbles.

BUTKUS AWARD SEMIFINALISTS HODGES
AND MAUTI AMONG BIG TEN TACKLE LEADERS

Penn State senior linebackers Gerald Hodges
(Paulsboro, N.J.) and Michael Mauti (Mandeville, La.) are two
of the Big Ten’s top defensive players and are among the
conference’s tackle leaders.

Both players are Butkus Award semifinalists.

The two-time Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week
(Sept. 17 & Oct. 1), Mauti is sixth in the Big Ten at 9.3
tackles per game. He also has 4.0 tackles for loss (minus-31)
yards, 2.5 sacks (minus-25), three interceptios, three forced
fumbles, a fumble recovery and two pass break-ups.

A first-team pre-season Al-American, Hodges is
seventh in the Big Ten with 9.0 stops per game. He also has
7.5 TFL, one sack, one interception, a forced and recovered
fumble and owns six pass break-ups.

STANDING TALL ON THIRD DOWN

After allowing their first two opponents to convert over
60-percent of their third down plays, the Nittany Lions
defense was stout on third down during their five game
winning streak. Ohio and Virginia combined to convert 22
of 36 third down plays, but during the five-game swining
streak, the Blue and White defense left opponents Black
and Blue on third down.

Penn State held their counterparts to just 16-for-66
on third down, a 24-percent conversion rate. No team
converted more than four third downs in one game since
the loss to Virginia and Penn State limited lowa to just
2-for-12 on third down.

Northwestern started the game 0 for 6 on third down,
while lllinois was 0 of 9 on third downs in the game before
earning its first conversion late in the third quarter.

For the season, Nittany Lion opponens are 62 of 157
(39.5%) on third down conversions.

PENN STATE NO. 5 IN HOME ATTENDANGE

Through 10 weeks of the season, Penn State
continues to rank as one of the nation’s home attendance
leaders, ranking No. 5 among the 120 Football Bowl
Subdivision institutions.

A sellout, Penn State WhiteOut crowd of 107,818 fans
created an electric atmosphere that was featured on the
cover of the Nov. 5 issue of Sports lllustrated.

Their overall attendance of 493,245 sits tenth in the
country, while the Nittany Lions are fifth nationally with
an average of 98,649 fans entering Beaver Stadium
during their five home games, three of which were non-
conference contests. Indiana and Wisconsin will visit Penn
State on the final two weeks of the season.

Penn State has finished in the Top 5 of the NCAA’s
annual home attendance survey every year since adding
the 10,000-seat North deck for the 1991 season.

SEVENTEEN NITTANY LIONS HAVE
EARNED FIRST START THIS SEASON

Seven Nittany Lions earned their first career start vs.
Ohio. RB Derek Day earned his first start at Virginia and
RB Curtis Dukes and T Adam Gress started vs. Navy to
increase the total to 10.

In the win over Temple, freshman TE Jesse James and
DE C.J. Olaniyan earned their first career starts to push the
total to 12. Freshman tight end Kyle Carter and junior tight
end Matt Lehman each earned their first career starts at
llinois to move the total to 14.

Versus the Buckeyes, Alex Kenney and Trevor Williams
each earned their first starts of the season to push the
number of first-time starters to 16.

At Purdue, Zach Zwinak lined up at tailback on the
opening possession for his first career start.

Penn State’s 17 first-time starters this season were
tied for No. 6 in the nation (through Nov. 10).

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MCGLOIN AMONG ELITE NITTANY LION PASSERS

Senior Matt McGloin has had his fair share of success under center for the Nittany Lions, but he is enjoying one
of the finest seasons a Penn State quarterback has ever had in 2012. A daunting task awaited McGloin when Bill
O’Brien took over the program in January, 2011 when he had to learn the complex playbook, new terminology and
adjust to the pace of play in O’Brien’s offense after three years in a different offense.

The competitor in McGloin came out when faced with these obstacles and he has been one of the top
quarterbacks in the Big Ten. The senior became the 15th player to pass for 2,000 yards in a season and eclipsed
Kerry Collins for the most 300-yard passing game in a career (5). He has at least 200 yards passing in eight straight
games - also a school record - and needs just 328 yards to become the top single season passer in Penn State
history and just the second PSU quarterback to ever throw for 3000 yards in a season (3,003 - Clark, 2009).

He already owns the school record for completions in a game and his assault on the record books continues with
two games left in his career. He is among the top ten in all four major career passing categories and his superb senior
season has propelled him into the single season charts, as well. He is within striking distance for the top spot on the
career touchdown charts and has a chance to complete the most passes in a single season by a PSU passer.

Big Ten selection, Hodges eamned fourth-team All-America
accolades from Phil Steele’s College Football at the halfway
point of the season.

Mauti (Sept. 17 & Oct. 1) and Hodges (Oct. 8) earned
three Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week honors during a
five-week span, giving both “LinebackerU.” standouts three
career weekly conference honors.

After six games, Mauti led the team and was No. 4 in
the Big Ten with 57 tackles (32 solo). He'd recorded 2.5
tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks, two interceptions, two forced
fumbles, one fumble recovery and two pass break-ups.
Mauti grabbed two interceptions in the 35-7 win at llinois,
returning one a school record 99 yards en route to Big Ten
weekly honors.

A candidate for the Bednarik and Butkus Awards, Mauti
was tied for first in the Big Ten with two forced fumbles and
tied for second in interceptions after seven weeks.

A candidate for the Bednarik & Butkus Awards and the
Nagurski Trophy, Hodges was second on the team and
10th in the Big Ten with 50 tackles through six games. The
2011 first-team All-Big Ten selection also had 2.5 tackles

for loss, 1.5 sacks, one interception, one forced fumble, one
fumble recovery and a team-high three pass break-ups at
the midway point of 2012.

CARTER NAMED TO JOHN MACKEY AWARD
MID-SEASON WATCH LIST

Redshirt freshman Kyle Carter was named to the Mid-
season Watch List for the 2012 John Mackey Award, an
honor presented annually to the nation’s best collegiate
tight end.

A product of Bear, Del., Carter is the only freshman
among the 26 Mackey Award candidates. He is among
four Big Ten players who are candidates.

Carter has played in nine of ten games this season for
Coach Bill O'Brien’s Nittany Lions. He is second on the
team with 36 catches for 453 yards (12.6) and has two
touchdowns. Carter made a season-high six receptions
vs. Ohio (74 yds), at lowa (85 yds) and against Ohio State
(77 yds) and has at least three catches in seven of Penn
State’s ten games. He made five catches for 70 yards in
the win over Temple and made his first career touchdown
catch at Virginia. Carter has four catches for 20 yards or
longer.

The award, which is presented by the Nassau County
Sports Commission, honors Pro Football Hall of Fame
member John Mackey. In 10 NFL seasons with the
Baltimore Colts (1963-71) and the San Diego Chargers
(1972), Mackey revolutionized the tight end position.
He twice compiled season averages of more than 20
yards a catch, and his 10-year career average of 15.8 is
considered remarkable for a tight end. Mackey also was
the first president of the NFLPA.

The award recipient is selected by vote of the John
Mackey Award Selection Committee and the 2012 award
winner will be announced live on ESPN on Dec. 6 at the
Home Depot College Football Awards Show.

CARTER & HILL HONORED BY BIG TEN
AFTER HELPING SPARK BIG WIN AT IOWA

Senior defensive tackle Jordan Hill (Steelton) and
redshirt freshman tight end Kyle Carter (Bear, Del.) earned
Defensive and Freshman of the Week, respectively, from
the Big Ten Conference for their efforts in Penn State’s
38-14 win at lowa on Oct. 20.

Hill and Carter each earned their respective awards for
the first times in their careers.

Hill's selection marked the fourth time in a six week

span that a Nittany Lion was selected the conference’s
top defensive player. Senior linebacker Michael Mauti
earned the honor after the wins over Navy (Sept. 15) and
llinois (Sept. 29) and senior linebacker Gerald Hodges
was honored following the win over Northwestern (Oct.
6). Carter was the second Nittany Lion to earn Big Ten
Freshman honors this season, joining defensive end
Deion Barnes (Navy).

Hill led another stellar Penn State defensive
performance in the thumping of the Hawkeyes, as he
recorded a season-high nine tackles (seven solo), with 2.0
TFL, a sack for minus-nine yards and a quarterback hurry.

Hill led a Penn State defense that held lowa to season-
lows in total yards (209), rushing yards (20) and first
downs (14). The Nittany Lions forced three turnovers and
limited the Hawkeyes to 2 of 12 on third down and only
21:52 in time of possession.

Carter made his second career start in the win over
Hawkeyes and responded by delivering a season-high
85 receiving yards and tying his season-high with six
catches. He made a career-long 34-yard catch on a
fourth down conversion in the first quarter to set-up Matt
McGiloin’s touchdown pass to Allen Robinson.

DEFENSE SHUTS DOWN IOWA OFFENSE

Penn State’s defense has been one of the toughest
units to score on in the nation this season, as lowa found
out in a 38-14 prime time loss to the Nittany Lions.

The defense allowed just one offensive touchdown,
which came with 4:11 left in the game and held the
Hawkeyes offense to just 209 total yards of offense.

The 209 yards allowed was a season-low for the Blue
and White’s defensive unit and they held the lowa ground
game to just 20 yards rushing on 23 carries (0.9 ypc). The
limited ground game was thanks in part to four sacks -
which tied a season-high - for minus-23 yards.

Penn State didn'’t allow a rushing touchdown for the
fourth time this season and forced three lowa turnovers in
the game (two INT, 1 fumble). The Blue and White limited
the Hawkeyes to just 21:52 time of possession.

BELTON BREAKS OUT VERSUS HAWKEYES

The stars shine their brightest at night and on Oct. 20
at lowa, sophomore Bill Belton showed his ability to shine
with a 103-yard, three touchdown effort.

Belton entered the IOwa game with 133 rushing yards
on 33 attempts for a 3.9 yards per carry average, but
those carries were during three day games.

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When the lights came on in lowa City, Belton reeled
off a career-high 103 yards on 16 carries, which tied his
career-best effort, and averaged over six yards per carry.

The sophomore also scored his first career rushing
touchdown versus the Hawkeyes, crossing the goal line
three times in the game. It was the first three-TD effort by
a Lions running back since Evan Royster did so versus
Oregon State in 2008.

ZWINAK POSTS BACK-T0-BACK 100-YARD EFFORTS

Sophomore running back Zach Zwinak had gained
just seven yards on three carries in his two seasons on
campus. He suffered a torn ACL during his first season
and racked up all seven yards versus Eastern Michigan
in2011.

This season, Zwinak has seen his workload gradually
expand through the first six games. The Frederick, Md.
native had just three carries over the first three games -
all coming at Virginia - but due to injury found his role
increased against Temple.

He piled up a then career-high 94 yards on 18 carries
versus the Owls, but a week later he broke out for his
first career 100-yard rushing effort. Versus the lllini he
delivered his second consecutive career performance in
the 35-7 win, gaining 100 yards on 19 carries and scoring
twice.

Zwinak became the first Nittany Lion to eclipse 100
rushing yards since Silas Redd gained 137 yards vs. the
lllini on Oct. 29, 2011.

Just seven day later, Zwinak again eclipsed his career
mark for rushing yards in a game. The sophomore toted
the ball 28 times for 121 yards and a touchdown in the
39-28 victory over #24/22 Northwestern on Homecoming
in Happy Valley.

His one-yard touchdown run gave the Nittany Lions
a 10-0 lead in the second quarter, but his 46 yards in
the fourth quarter that kept the Wildcats defense on the
field and enabled the Blue and White to complete their
comeback and collect the win.

OFFENSE ON RECORD PACE VERSUS WILDCATS

The record books needed some new ink after
the Nittany Lions finished off their 39-28 victory over
Northwestern on Oct. 6.

As a team, Penn State ran 99 offensive play, matching
a school record that was set on Oct. 22, 1966 in a 38-6
victory over West Virginia. The 99 plays are the second
most run by a Big Ten team this season, just one behind
Northwestern’s 100-play afternoon versus Boston College
on Sept. 15.

Penn State’s 30 first downs versus Northwestern were
the most for the Lions since posting 35 in a 44-14 victory
over Minnesota in 2005. It marks only the Lions third game
with 30 or more first downs since 1995. The school record
for first downs in a game are 38 vs. West Virginia in ‘62.

Matt McGloin set a Penn State record with 35 pass
completions, breaking the previous mark of 33 set by Wally
Richardson in 1995 vs. Wisconsin. McGloin also had a
career-high 51 pass attempts on the day tying Rashard
Casey (51 vs. lowa in 2000) for the second-most all-time at
Penn State. Kerry Collins holds the record with 55 attempts
at BYU in 1992.

HODGES EARNS BIG TEN DEFENSIVE PLAYER OF
THE WEEK FOR WIN OVER NORTHWESTERN

Senior linebacker Gerald Hodges led a superlative
defensive effort Oct. 6 in handing then No. 24
Northwestern its first loss and has earned his third career
Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week honor.

A candidate for the Butkus and Bednarik Awards
and the Nagurski Trophy, Hodges’ selection marks the
third time in the past four weeks a Nittany Lion has been
selected the conference’s top defensive player, with
fellow linebacker Michael Mauti earning the honor after
the Navy and lllinois games.

Hodges led another stellar defensive performance
in the 39-28 comeback win over Northwestern. He
recorded a season-high tying 11 tackles, with 1.5 TFL,
a forced fumble and two pass break-ups. Hodges ended
any comeback hopes by the Wildcats late in the game
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by forcing a fumble that was recovered by freshman
cornerback Da’Quan Davis.

Hodges led a Penn State defense that held the
Wildcats to season-lows in total yards (247), rushing yards
(112) and first downs (14), one week after the Wildcats
logged a school record 704 yards of total offense.
Led by Hodges, the Nittany Lions forced four straight
Northwestern three-and-outs to start the game (six total )
and the Wildcats went 4-of-13 on third down on the day.
Penn State became the first team to keep Northwestern
off the scoreboard in the first quarter this season.

Hodges previously earned the conference’s weekly
honor last season, earning consecutive Defensive Player
of the Week accolades following the Northwestern and
llinois games.

MAUTI SELECTED WALTER CAMP & BIG TEN
DEFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Senior linebacker Michael Mauti delivered a record-
setting performance in Penn State’s 35-7 win at llinois
and was selected the Walter Camp Football Foundation’s
National Defensive Player of the Week.

Mauti also was named Big Ten Defensive Player of
the Week for the second time in three weeks and the third
time in his career for his efforts versus the lllini.

A candidate for the Butkus and Bednarik Award,
Mauti also earned a helmet sticker from ESPN’s College
Football Final program via fans on social media. West
Virginia quarterback Geno Smith earned Walter Camp’s
offensive honor for Week 5.

Mauti led a dominant Penn State defensive
performance, by recording two interceptions, six
tackles (four solo) and combining on a sack. With the
lini threatening to become the first team to score a
touchdown against Penn State in the first half, Mauti
grabbed a Nathan Scheelhaase pass at the goal line and
raced up the near sideline with a convoy of blockers. He
avoided several would-be tacklers, but was tripped up at
the llinois one-yard-line. The 99-yard interception return
broke the school record for longest interception return,
a 98-yard effort by Wayne Berfield at Boston University
in 1958.

Mauti made his second theft near midfield late in the
third quarter to set-up a Zach Zwinak’s second touchdown
run of the game for a 35-7 lead early in the fourth quarter.
Also in the third period, the former Mandeville High School
All-American and defensive end Deion Barnes combined
on a seven-yard sack of Scheelhaase.

Led by Mauti, the Nittany Lions forced three turnovers
and held lllinois well below its season average of 26.5
ppg, 0 for 3 in the Red Zone, and an 0 of 9 start on third
down conversions until late in the third quarter. Before the
final lllini drive of the game, Penn State allowed just one of
13 lllinois drives to extend longer than six plays.

FOUR DIFFERENT LIONS LEAD RUSHING ATTACK
TO OPEN 2012 SEASON

Penn State had a different rushing leader in each
of the initial four games, with injuries giving five running
backs an opportunity to carry the ball and bolster the
team’s depth.

Sophomore Bill Belton led the Nittany Lions with 53
yards on 13 carries in the opener vs. Ohio, but suffered
a sprained ankle and has missed the last three games.
Senior Derek Day earned his first career start at Virginia
and gained 47 yards on 18 attempts, but suffered a
shoulder injury and missed the next two contests.

Senior Michael Zordich, who had 15 carries in 2011,
gained a team-high 50 yards on 11 carries in the win over
Navy. Junior Curtis Dukes made his first career start and
gained 47 yards on 11 attempts, but missed the Temple
game after sustaining a thigh injury.

In the Sept. 22 win over Temple, sophomore Zach
Zwinak set then-career-highs with 18 carries for 94 yards
(5.2). Zoridch re-wrote his career bests with 15 attempts
for 75 yards (5.0), including a team season-long 16-yard
run. He left the game after taking a hit to his left knee.
Behind Zwinak and Zordich, Penn State gained a season-
high 173 rushing yards on 42 carries (4.1) and also set
season bests for first downs (27) and time of possession

(36:52).

MAUTI & BARNES EARN BIG TEN HONORS

Senior linebacker Michael Mauti and redshirt freshman
defensive end Deion Barnes were honored Sept. 17 by the
Big Ten Conference for their efforts in Penn State’s 34-7
win over Navy.

Mauti was selected Big Ten Defensive Player of the
Week for the second time in his career and Barmes was
named the conference’s Co-Freshman of the Week for the
first time.

At least one Penn State linebacker has earned Big Ten
Defensive Player of the Week every season since 2004,
including senior Gerald Hodges (Paulsboro, N.J.), who
was honored for the Northwestern and lllinois games last
year. Penn State two-time All-America linebacker Paul
Posluszny is the conference’s all-time leader in career
weekly Defensive honors with five.

Mauti led a defensive effort that resulted in forcing
four turnovers, including one defensive touchdown, and
holding Navy to just seven points and 4 of 15 on third down
conversions.

Mauti posted a game-high 12 tackles (seven solo) for
his fifth career game with 10 or more tackles and second
this season. The Butkus Award semifinalist also recorded
his first sack of the season and had two tackles for loss
(minus-26 yards). He led an effort that resulted in season
highs of four sacks and nine TFL.

Playing in his third career game, Bamnes shared his
first Big Ten honor with Indiana quarterback Nate Sudfeld.
Making his second start, Barnes made a season-high five
tackles (three solo), including his third sack of the young
season. He forced his second fumble of the year on a sack
on a Navy fourth down play from the PSU 31-yard-line early
in the third quarter with the Nittany Lions leading 20-0.

NITS AT NIGHT

The Nittany Lions defeated lowa, 38-14, under the
lights of Kinnick Stadium and fell to Ohio State at Beaver
Stadium, 35-23, in their two night games this season.

Penn State played back-to-back night games for the
first time since hosting Rutgers and visiting Maryland in
consecutive games in 1993.

In October 2008, the Nittany Lions played a night
game at Wisconsin, hosted Michigan in a 4:30 p.m. kick
and played a night game at Ohio State.

Penn State has played at least one regular season
night game in 13 consecutive seasons.

Penn State and lowa played a night game for the
third time in the past four years, with the 2010 contest in
Kinnick Stadium also in prime time.

The Lions’ 22 night games over the past 13 seasons
include: lowa (2012); Northwestern (2011); Alabama,
lowa and Michigan (2010); lowa (2009); llinois, Wisconsin
and Ohio State (2008); Notre Dame, Ohio State and
Texas A&M (2007), Michigan (2006), lllinois, Ohio State
and Florida State (2005), Minnesota and Boston College
(2004), Nebraska (2002 and ‘03), Miami (Fla.) (2001) and
Indiana (2000).

PENN STATE’S 20th BIG TEN SEASON

After 106 years as an independent in football, Penn
State began play in the Big Ten Conference in 1993 and is
playing its 20th year in the conference. The Nittany Lions
were Big Ten Champions in 1994, beating Oregon to win
the 1995 Rose Bowl, and played USC in the 2009 Rose
Bowl.

The Nittany Lions will begin Big Ten play at Leaders
Division foe llinois on Sept. 29 and finish the regular
season with home games against division rivals Indiana
(Nov. 17) and Wisconsin (Nov. 24). Penn State also
hosts Leaders Division foe Ohio State (Oct. 27) and visits
Purdue (Nov. 3).

Penn State will annually play Nebraska (Nov. 10) from
the Legends Division and also plays at lowa (Oct. 20)
and hosts Northwestern (Oct. 6 - Homecoming) from the
Legends Division this year.

In 2013 and ’'14, Michigan and Minnesota will
replace the Hawkeyes and Wildcats on the Nittany Lions’
schedule. Michigan State and lowa retumn to the Penn
State slate in 2015.

Pete Massaro and Michael Mauti graduated last
December. Evan Lewis, Ty Howle, Matt McGloin and
John Urschel, who graduated in three years with a perfect
4.0 grade-point average, joined them as graduates in
May.

James Terry, Michael Yancich and Michael Zordich
graduated in August.

FIVE TRUE FRESHMEN MAKE DEBUT vs.
OHIO0; BENCH BECOMES SIXTH TO PLAY

Five Penn State true freshmen made their debut
against Ohio in the season opener: CB Da’Quan Davis,
TE Jesse James, Saf Jordan Lucas, LB Nyeem Wartman
and WR Trevor Williams.

Quarterback Steven Bench became the sixth true
freshmen to see action when he entered the Virginia game
in the second quarter. Bench completed his first collegiate
pass attempt with a 7-yard completion to Allen Robinson.
He finished 2-of-7 for 12 yards on the day. Bench also
gained 18 yards on three carries, including a 15-yard run
for a first down.

Bench s the third true freshman to play at quarterback
for Penn State in the last eight years, joining Anthony
Morelli (2004) and Rob Bolden (2010).

Wartman blocked an Ohio punt at the Bobcats’
25-yard-line in the second quarter that Penn State
converted into a 14-yard touchdown pass from Matt
McGloin to tight end Matt Lehman for a 14-3 lead.
Wartman also had one solo tackle.

1982 NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP TEAM
RETURNS FOR TEMPLE GAME

The 1982 Nittany Lions, one of the outstanding teams
in Penn State’s glorious football history, were honored at
halftime of the Temple game.

The ‘82 Nittany Lions won Penn State’s first National
Championship by defeating No. 1 Georgia, 27-23, in the
Sugar Bowl. Penn State earned a last second 27-24 win
over No. 2 Nebraska in late September and rebounded
from a 42-21 loss at Alabama in early October to win its
last six games and earn a shot at the unbeaten Bulldogs
for the title.

More than 50 members of the 1982 squad are
attended the Temple game, including one of the team
captains, Ken Kelley. All-Americans Scott Radecic and
Curt Warner, a member of the College Football Hall of
Fame, also attended.

Among some of the other Nittany Lions who attended
the team’s 30th reunion are: Mark Battaglia, Bill Contz,
Dean DiMidio, Dan Delligatti, Massimo Manca, Carmen
Masciantonio, Mike McCloskey, Brian Siverling, Bob
White and Mike Zordich, Sr.

THIRTY LETTERWINNERS RETURNED

Penn State returned 28 lettermen from last season —
12 on offense and 16 on defense. Two letterwinners from
the 2010 season who were injured and did not play last
year also return — tight end Garry Gilliam and defensive end
Pete Massaro - bringing the total to 30 returnees.

Penn State returned six starters from the 2011 squad,
along with 13 additional players who had made at least one
start prior to this season. Two starters are back on offense
(C Matt Stankiewitch and QB Matt McGiloin) and four on
defense (LB Glenn Carson, DT Jordan Hill, LB Gerald
Hodges, DE Sean Stanley).

Among the 13 additional returning players that had
made starts prior to 2012, seven are on offense and six
are on defense. The 13 players have a combined total of
56 career starts, led by CB Stephon Morris (13), DE Pete
Massaro (11), LB Michael Mauti (11) and Saf Malcolm Willis
6).

NITTANY LIONS BEAT NAVY FOR
O’BRIEN’S FIRST CAREER WIN

Penn State scored on its initial three possessions
and kept Navy off the scoreboard until the fourth quarter
to post a 34-7 victory on Sept. 15 and give Coach Bill
O’Brien his first career victory.

Sophomore wide receiver Allen Robinson recorded
career-highs with 136 receiving yards and three
touchdowns on five receptions and senior quarterback
Matt McGiloin tied his career high with four touchdown
passes. McGloin was 13 of 21 for 231 yards and was
not intercepted for the second consecutive game, as
he delivered his ninth career 200-yard passing game.
Freshman tight end Jesse James’ first career catch
resulted in a two-yard touchdown catch to cap the Nittany
Lions’ opening drive of the game. The Nittany Lions did
not have a turnover for the second straight week.

The Penn State defense forced four turnovers (three
fumbles) for the second consecutive game, boosting the
Nittany Lions to the Big Ten lead in turnover margin (+1.67
tpg).

Early in the fourth quarter, sophomore linebacker
Mike Hull scooped up a fumble and sprinted 74 yards for
a touchdown. The Nittany Lions also recorded season-
highs with four sacks and nine tackles for loss. Senior
linebacker Michael Mauti recorded a game-high 12
tackles to earn Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week
accolades for the second time in his career.

Defensive end Deion Barnes forced a fumble for the
second straight week and recorded his third sack in the
past two games to earn Big Ten Co-Freshman of the
Week accolades.

Penn State senior Matt Stankiewitch is on the Watch
List for the Rimington Trophy, presented to the nation’s
top center. All-American A.Q. Shipley won the 2008
Rimington Trophy.

A starter in every game last season, Stankiewitch will
anchor the offensive line and is the unit’s only returmning
starter. He was instrumental in helping Penn State lead
the Big Ten in fewest sacks allowed last season (14 in 13
games) and gave Penn State a 1,000-yard rusher for the
seventh consecutive season.

NUMEROUS NITTANY LIONS HAVE FAMILY
TIES TO PENN STATE FOOTBALL

- Junior Nate Cadogan’s brother, Gerald, lettered at
tackle for the Nittany Lions from 2006-08;

- Senior kick snapper Mike Furhman is the son of
Chet Fuhrman, former Penn State Football strength and
conditioning coach;

- Redshirt sophomore linebacker Mike Hull’s father,
Tom, lettered for the Nittany Lions from 1971-73;

- Rich Mauti was a letterman for the Nittany Lions in
1975 and 76 and played eight NFL seasons. One of his
sons, Michael Mauti, is a fifth-year senior linebacker and
another son, Patrick, was a senior in 2009;

- Freshman Jonathan Warner’s father, Curt, was a
first-team All-America tailback in 1981 and ‘82, and was
instrumental in the Nittany Lions winning their first National
Championship in 1982. Curt Warner was inducted into

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FULLBACK BYERS ACTIVE DUTY

MEMBER OF NAVY OFFICER PROGRAM

Senior fullback P.J. Byers had a remarkable path en
route to earning a spot on the Penn State squad as a
walk-on in 2010. An active duty member of the United
States Navy’s officer program, Byers went 18 years
between introductions with the late Joe Paterno. In
1992, his father, Patrick, Sr., interned under Paterno at
the annual Big 33 Classic. Paterno signed a program for
P.J., who was seven years old, with the inscription, “I'll
be waiting.”

A 2003 graduate of Penn Trafford High School,
Byers enlisted in the Navy, but was put on delayed entry
and enrolled at Marietta College. At Marietta, he played
football and was a member of the track and field team in
2003-04 before heading to boot camp, where he hoped
to launch his career as a Navy SEAL. But, Byers’ eyesight
did not pass the necessary requirements and he shifted
his career to becoming a Navy dive specialist. After being
stationed in Connecticut and Florida, Byers was assigned
to the Pearl Harbor Naval Station, where he learned to
do underwater submarine repairs and demolition of
explosives, during his three years in Hawaii. He then spent
two years in San Diego, where he continued his diving
education, including training dolphins to find mines.

During his time at Pearl Harbor and in San Diego,
Byers was able to continue his dream of playing football
in military-sponsored leagues. When Byers was selected
for the Navy’s officer program, he was able to choose any
college or university he wished to attend, in order to earn
a degree, which is a requirement for the officer program.
Having attending games in Beaver Stadium during his
youth, becoming a Nittany Lion was his first choice.

Once Byers graduates, if pro football does not work
out, he aspires to become an Navy Explosive Ordinance
Disposal (EOD) officer, where he would be on the frontline,
disarming explosive devices and disposing of them.

Byers made his Penn State debut last year with
a carry against Eastern Michigan. He is on schedule to
graduate in May 2013, owned a grade-point average
above 3.0 following the spring semester and is a potential
Academic All-Big Ten candidate.

A total of 20 Penn State football student-athletes
earned Academic All-Big Ten honors last fall for owning at
least a 3.0 grade point average and being a letterwinner.
A total of 280 Nittany Lions have earned Academic All-Big
Ten honors since 1993, including 39 the past two years.

NEARLY 35 FOOTBALL STUDENT-ATHLETES
EARN 3.0 GPA IN SPRING SEMESTER

2012 NITTANY LION FOOTBALL
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The Penn State football team produced another
outstanding academic performance during the spring
2012 semester, with 34 squad members earning at least
a 3.0 grade-point average.

Among the 34 Nittany Lions above a 3.0 GPA, 15
earned Dean’s List recognition by posting a 3.5 GPA or
higher this past semester.

The superlative academic performance brought to 37
the total number of Penn State football student-athletes
with a cumulative 3.0 or higher GPA through the spring
semester.

Four additional Nittany Lions who are not using their
fifth-year of eligibility also earned a 3.0 or higher during the
spring semester: Andrew Goodman (Philadelphia), J.D.
Mason (Philipsburg), Kenny Pollock (Dallas, Pa.) and Ryan
Scherer (Avon Lake, Ohio). Goodman earned Dean’s
List recognition and graduated in May with Mason and
Scherer. Pollock is on schedule to graduate in December.

Redshirt junior guard John Urschel (Williamsuville,
N.Y.) posted a perfect 4.0 GPA for the sixth consecutive
semester and graduated in May, earning his degree
in mathematics in three years.

Broke Penn State record with 35
completions to lead Nittany Lions from 11-point
deficit in fourth quarter to a 39-28 win over No.
24 Northwestern. The previous mark was 33
by Wally Richardson vs. Wisconsin (1995). His
51 pass attempts were tied for second-highest
in school history. He threw for 282 yards, his
fourth straight game above 200 yards, and two
touchdowns, with no interceptions. McGloin
threw 8 and 6-yard touchdown passes to Allen
Robinson, the second one coming on 4th-and-4
to draw PSU within 28-25. He was 8 of 9 for 61
yards on the 18-play, 82-yard drive. McGloin
gave Penn State a 32-28 lead with his five-yard
touchdown run with 2:37 to play, completing 6
of 7 passes for 49 yards on the 15-play, 85-yard
drive. McGloin led the Nittany Lions to 24-0
halftime lead en route to a 38-14 win at lowa
for team’s fifth consecutive win. Was 26 of 38
for 289 yards, with two touchdowns and no
interceptions. Also ran for career-high 26 yards
on five attempts, giving him 315 yards of total
offense. Posted his fifth consecutive and 13th
career 200-yard passing game in the win at
lowa. Threw for a career-high 327 yards vs. Ohio
State, going 27 of 45 for two touchdowns, with
one interception, earning fourth career 300-yard
passing games. Had another superb game in
leading Penn State to season-high 506 yards in
34-9 win at Purdue. Was 22 of 36 for 321 yards,
with two touchdowns and no interceptions. His
321 yards were second-highest of his career,
coming in consecutive games, and he ran for
18 yards to give him a career-best 339 yards of
total offense. Threw a 41-yard scoring strike to
Brandon Moseby-Felder and a 12-yard TD pass
to Jesse James. Broke ties with Kerry Collins by
posting his fifth career 300-yard passing game.
Had six completions of 20 yards or more vs. the
Boilermakers. Delivered his eighth consecutive
200-yard game (record-tying 16th in career)
at No. 18 Nebraska. Tied Kerry Collins and
Zack Mills’ school record for career 200-yard
games. Was 18 of 37 for 240 yards, wth one
touchdown and one interception. Threw an 11-
yard touchdown pass to Jesse James and led
team to 20-6 halftime lead.

12 - STEPHON MORRIS, CB

Has started every game this season and his 23
career starts are No. 4 on the team. Is the most
experienced player in the secondary. He is fifth
on the team with 46 tackles (29 solo) and has 5.0
TFL (minus-22), 1.5 sacks and four pass break-
ups. Made four stops and had a pass break-
up in 39-28 win over Northwestern. Made one
solo tackle in helping hold lowa to 209 yards
in 38-14 win. Made two solo stops and one
pass break-up vs. Ohio State. Made season-
high six solo hits, with a TFL for minus-5 yards,
and a pass break-up in 34-9 win at Purdue.
Tied his career-high with nine tackles at No. 18
Nebraska, including 2.0 TFL and a sack.

85 - BRANDON MOSEBY-FELDER, WR

Has played in every game this season, starting
six contests. He is third on the team with 26
receptions for 385 yards (14.8). Ranks fifth in Big
Ten with 353 receiving yards in six conference
games. Made a then career-high three catches
in the 35-7 win at lllinois. Made a career-best
five catches for 34 yards in the win over No. 24
Northwestern. Made a 13-yard yard reception
to the NU 6 on 4th-and-2 to keep PSU’s go-
ahead touchdown drive alive. Gained a career-
high 60 yards on four receptions in 38-14 win at
lowa. Hauled in career-long 42-yard catch on
Penn State’s first play of second half to set-up
a short touchdown run for 31-0 lead. Broke his
career-high for second consecutive game with
70 yards on four catches vs. Ohio State. Tied his
career-long with a 42-yard catch and run for the
second straight contest. Delivered finest career
game to date in 34-9 win at Purdue, setting
career-highs with six catches for 129 yards,
including a 41-yard touchdown grab. Made a
42-yard catch in the third consecutive game,
setting-up a six-yard Michael Zordich run on
next play for a 10-3 lead over the Boilers. Made
one catch for 23 yards at No. 18 Nebraska
on Penn State’s first possession, leading to a
touchdown.

7 - STEPHEN OBENG-AGYAPONG, SAF

Has started at safety in every game this season,
recording 30 total tackles. Has two tackles for
loss (minus-six), a forced fumble and returned a
fumble 20 yards at Virginia. Is tied for second on
team with four pass break-ups. Made a career-
high nine tackles in the 34-7 win over Navy.
Made one solo stop and had a pass break-up
in helping hold lowa to 209 yards in 38-14 win.
Made one stop and two pass break-ups vs.
Ohio State. Made four hits at No. 18 Nebraska.

8 - ALLEN ROBINSON, WR

A candidate for the Big Ten’s Richter-Howard
Receiver of the Year Award. Biletnikoff Award
candidate. Has 63 receptions to tie Penn State
season record, held by O.J. McDuffie (1992)
and Bobby Engram (1995). Leads the Big Ten
in catches (63), receptions per game (6.3),
receiving yards (786, 78.6) and touchdown
catches (8). Owns the Penn State sophomore
record with his 63 receptions. Is second on
team with 48 points. Has started every game.
Robinson made a then career-high nine catches
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vs. Ohio and eclipsed total with 10 catches for
89 yards at Virginia, including a diving TD catch.
Had five catches for career-high 136 yards and
three touchdowns in the win against Navy, with
a pair of career long 45 yard receptions. Made
game-high nine catches for 85 yards and two
touchdowns in 39-28 comeback win over No.
24 Northwestern. Made a 8-yard TD catch in
third quarter and a diving 6-yard grab in back
of the end zone in the fourth quarter to help
erase 11-point deficit in final period. Made
six catches for 39 yards in 38-14 win at lowa,
including eight-yard TD catch for 14-0 lead in
first quarter. Made five catches for 68 yards
vs. Ohio State, incl. 37-yard effort. Made five
catches for 58 yards in 34-9 win at Purdue,
including a leaping 27-yard catch and run to
set-up a second quarter score. Moved into a
tie for first in Penn State season receptions (63)
with game-high six catches for 97 yards at No.

74 - DONOVAN SMITH, T

Was the starting left tackle for the first two
games of the season, but suffered a sprained
ankle at Virginia. He missed the Navy and
Temple games and returned to the field in the
35-7 win at lllinois. Returned to the starting
lineup in the 39-28 win over Northwestern and
has started the last five games.

54 - MATT STANKIEWITCH, C

Has been the starting center in all 23 games
the past two seasons and is second on team
with 25 career starts. Is on the Watch List for
the Rimington Trophy, presented to the nation’s
top center. Owns a 3.42 grade-point average
and was nominated for CoSIDA Academic All-
America consideration.

90 - SEAN STANLEY, DE

Has started nine games this season, missing
the Temple contest with a minor back injury. He
has 29 tackles, is third on team with 7.0 TFL
(minus-32), has 2.0 sacks (minus-21), a forced
fumble and a fumble recovery. Made a career-
high seven tackles (four solo) vs. Ohio State,
with 1.5 TFL and 0.5 sack. Made two hits in
34-9 win at Purdue with a sack for minus-13
yards and forced a fumble. Made four tackles at
No. 18 Nebraska, including 2.0 TFL.

Ran for a team season-
high and career-best 134 yards on 21 carries
(6.4) in 34-9 win at Purdue. Had career long
carry of 18 yards vs. the Boilers, helping Penn
State gain season-high 506 yards. Re-wrote
his career rushing high for the fourth time this
season with 141 yards on 21 carries (6.7) and a
touchdown at No. 18 Nebraska. On fourth play
of the game, Zwinak burst 50 yards for a score,
Penn State’s longest play from scrimmage this
season. Zwinak also made two catches for 37
yards, including a career long 31-yard effort. He
gained a career and team season-high 178 all-
purpose yards vs. the Huskers.
