» Penn State hits the road this weekend traveling to the state of Indiana for a pair of Big Ten
conference matchups. The Nittany Lions square off against No. 14 Purdue Friday, Oct. 17 at
8 p.m. ET before heading to Indiana to take on the Hoosiers Saturday, Oct. 18 at 7 p.m. ET.

» Friday's matchup against the Boilermakers will broadcast live on the Big Ten Network with
Mike Wolf and Audrey Flaugh on the call.

» PSU went 1-1 last weekend, opening competition with its 14th straight-set victory of the sea-
son Wednesday evening, knocking off then-No. 24 Northwestern to earn its fourth win of the
2014 season against a ranked opponent. The Nittany Lions fell short on Saturday, dropping a
four-set decision to then-No. 15 lllinois.

» PSU will square off against its eighth ranked squad of the season when it takes on the Boil-
ermakers. Penn State is 4-3 against teams ranked in the AVCA Top 25 in 2014.

» Averaging 1.05 aces per set, senior Micha Hancock has once again secured herself as the
nation's leader in the category for the fifth consecutive week. With more aces than anyone
in the NCAA standings (66) in 2014, she's matched a season-high mark twice this year with
eight aces against DePaul and East Carolina. Her 1.05 aces per set ranks first in the Big Ten.

» As a team, Penn State is averaging 1.95 aces per set, which ranks second nationally and
leads the conference. Earlier this season, Penn State served up 15 aces in a straight set vic-
tory against DePaul to match a PSU program record. The Nittany Lions originally set the record
for the most amount of aces in a three set match in 2002, posting 15 aces against Fairfield
Sept. 7th

» Penn State's .352 hitting percentage leads the nation and ranks first in the Big Ten. Addition-
ally, two PSU attackers are presently hitting at .374 or higher, led by senior Nia Grant's .473
hitting percentage, which ranks fourth nationally and leads the Big Ten. Redshirt junior Aiyana
Whitney's .374 clip rounds out the duo, ranked sixth in the Big Ten. As a team, Penn State is
out-hitting its opponents .352-.143.

» The Nittany Lions opened the 2014 Big Ten slate with four consecutive matches on the road.
Penn State went 3-1 overall with a pair of wins against top-20 teams (No. 5 Wisconsin, No. 17
Minnesota). PSU dropped a four-set decision on the road at No. 8 Nebraska, snapping an 11-
match winning streak. The Nittany Lions bounced back with a three-set sweep at lowa.

» Penn State moved to No. 7 in the AVCA Top 25 Coaches Poll after spending last week ranked
fifth. Prior to the No. 5 positioning the Nittany Lions spent four consecutive weeks ranked third.

» PSU has matched up or will soon square off against a total of nine teams represented in
the AVCA Top 25 Coaches Poll, including seven matches against teams in the top 25 and two
receiving votes.

» The Nittany Lions are among seven teams from the Big Ten to be featured in the AVCA Top
25 Coaches Poll and one of two within the top 10.

» With 1,141 wins, head coach Russ Rose is presently in possession of first place on the DI
NCAA all-time wins list ahead of current Hawaii head coach Dave Shoji (1,140). The two active
head coaches have traded the top spot throughout the season. Both Rose and Shoji are the
only two NCAA DI head coaches to have more than 1,000 career wins. The two are also one
of just three active NCAA head coaches in all three divisions to have more than 1,100 career
wins.

» Penn State was voted No. 1 in the Big Ten Preseason Coaches' Poll for the second consecu-
tive year, with three Nittany Lions earning preseason All-Big Ten honors.

» In his 36th season at the helm of the program, five-time AVCA DI National Coach of the Year
Russ Rose returns four starters and 11 letterwinners from last year's NCAA national champi-
onship squad.

against then-No. 5 Wisconsin, before following with a season-high mark of 26 digs in a 3-1 win
at No. 17 Minnesota. Having broke into the conference standings two weeks ago, she present-
ly leads the squad with 3.71 digs per frame, which ranks 10th in the Big Ten.

ROSE TOPS THE NCAA DI ALL-TIME WINS LIST

With 1,141 wins, head coach Russ Rose is atop the NCAA DI all-time wins record, having pre-
viously tied current Hawaii head coach Dave Shoji for first on the all-time list earlier last week.
The two active head coaches have traded the top spot throughout the season. Both Rose and
Shoji are the only two NCAA DI head coaches with more than 1,000 career wins. The two are
each one of three active NCAA head coaches in all three divisions to have more than 1,100 ca-
reer wins. Additionally, Rose owns the all-time record for NCAA DI career winning percentage,
having posted a career clip of .864 in the past 35 seasons.

In 2013, head coach Russ Rose earned his 1,107th victory with a straight-set win at North-
western, moving him into sole possession of second place on the NCAA DI career wins list.
With the triumph, he passed former UCLA head coach Andy Banachowski, who previously
owned the record.

THE BEST SERVE IN THE NATION

After posting seven aces in a 1-1 weekend at home, senior Micha Hancock is presently aver-
aging 1.05 aces per set in 2014. Her mark ranks first nationally for the fifth consecutive week,
while also ranking atop the Big Ten conference standings. Hancock closed out the last two
weeks of the non-conference slate with back-to-back weeks featuring at least 21 aces.

Averaging 0.65 aces per set in 2013, Hancock finished last year ranked second nationally in
aces per set. Her final tally also ranked first in the Big Ten. The impressive serving set a new
program record. With four aces against Eastern Kentucky, she notched her 200th career ser-
vice ace. Building on the mark throughout the season she moved into sole possession of first
place on the Penn State all-time list with 254 aces to surpass Ellen Hensler, who previously
set the record in 1986. With 66 aces in 2014, Hancock has improved her mark to 320 aces
all-time to keep a firm hold on her all-time record.

GONZALEZ, HANCOCK PICK UP BIG TEN WEEKLY HONORS

After opening the 2014 conference slate with wins against two top-20 teams, seniors Micha
Hancock and Dominique Gonzalez both collected Big Ten weekly accolades. Hancock was
selected as the Big Ten Setter of the Week while Gonzalez was tabbed the Defensive Player of
the Week. Gonzalez earns her first career Big Ten Weekly honor while Hancock's is the 14th
Setter of the Week nod of her career.

Gonzalez led the team with 6.71 digs per set in a 2-0 week on the road that featured wins
against fifth-ranked Wisconsin and No. 17 Minnesota. She posted back-to-back 20-dig perfor-
mances during the week. After logging 21 digs in a straight set win against the Badgers, she
set a season-high mark with 26 digs in the victory against the Gophers, marking the fourth
match of the season that she's recorded 20 or more digs.

Hancock guided the Nittany Lions to a .273 overall hitting clip during the week, averaging
12.57 assists per set. Individually, she hit .542 during the week without a single attack error.
Hancock put down a career-high nine kills on 12 perfect swings for a .750 hitting clip against
the Badgers, while also tallying a double-double with 38 assists and 10 digs.

All ranked within PrepVolleyball.com’s top 10, Frantti, Lee and Washington are already making
solid contributions this season. Averaging a team-high 3.30 kills per set on .319 hitting, Frantti
has started every match for the Nittany Lions in 2014. Lee ranks fifth on the squad with 111
kills on the year, averaging 2.18 per set on .242 hitting. Frantti and Lee have each recorded
more than 100 kills in their rookie campaigns. Despite missing the first two weeks of the sea-
son, Washington’s averaging 2.73 Kills per set on .507 hitting, having played in 15 sets.

Frantti's highlight of the season came with a double-double performance at then-No. 2 Stan-
ford with 22 kills and 11 digs. Lee capped off a productive weekend in Palo Alto, Calif. as well
with her second double-digit kill performance of the season with 11 kills against UCLA. Lee
followed that with a team-high 12 kills in the Big Ten opener against Wisconsin. Washington
recently posted a career-high performance with 14 kills on .583 hitting, while also tallying a
team-high seven blocks against then-No. 15 lllinois.

NITTANY LIONS MONTH - BY- MONTH

Penn State is 40-5 (.889) all-time during the month of August, after notching a trio of victories
against TCU, lona and William & Mary last weekend. The Nittany Lions' first two losses came
during the inaugural NACWAA in 1995 when Nebraska swept PSU, and in the 1999 NACWAA
when Florida outlasted Penn State, 3-2, in the opening round. The Nittany Lions have not
dropped a season opening match since losing to Oregon in 2011.

Penn State is 369-57-4 (.866) all-time during the month of September. The Lions are 194-18
(.915) during September dating back to the 1995 season and 52-9 (.852) within the last six
years.

PSU is 388-69 (.849) all-time during the month of October. Penn State has posted an 88-13
(.871) mark in October across the last 10 seasons, and a record of 52 -5 (.912) in the last five
years, without losing a match during the month from 2007 to 2010.

Penn State is 285-57 (.833) all-time during the month of November, including a 87-8 (.916)
mark across the last 10 seasons. The Nittany Lions posted a six-year streak from 1995-2000
where they did not lose a match in the month, and in the last five seasons, Penn State has a
45-3 (.938) mark in November.

In 2013, the Nittany posted unblemished records in three months, going 2-0 in August, 8-0 in
October and 10-0 in November.

QUICK SETS

From Oct. 16, 1996 to Nov. 9, 2001, Penn State won 139 consecutive matches when taking a
2-0 lead. Since joining the Big Ten in 1991, Penn State has played in 786 total matches, win-
ning 727. Across the last seven years, Penn State has earned 166 of its 217 victories in three
sets (76%), including 37-0f-38 (98%) in 2008 and 32-0f-38 in 2009 (84%).

In the last 15 years, the Lions have only lost 61 matches. And of those 22 teams that defeated
the Lions - BYU, Florida, lllinois, Indiana, Long Beach State, Michigan, Michigan State, Min-
nesota, Nebraska, Northwestern, Ohio State, Oregon, Oregon State, Purdue, USC, Stanford,
Temple, Tennessee, Texas, UCLA, Washington and Wisconsin - only nine of these teams (Ne-
braska, Stanford, Ohio State, lllinois, Wisconsin, UCLA, Minnesota, Michigan State and Florida)
have been able to beat Penn State a third time. The Lions have compiled a 278-61 mark in the
last 15 years versus these teams.

Hancock’s nomination marks the third time a PSU women’s volleyball student-athlete has
been up for an ESPY. Megan Hodge earned a nomination in 2010, following the '09 season,
while Blair Brown was selected in 2011 following the 10 season.

NITTANY LIONS EARN TOP RANKING IN AVCA PRESEASON POLL
Penn State women'’s volleyball earned the No. 1 overall ranking in the 2014 AVCA Preseason
Coaches’ Poll. This year’s poll features more Big Ten teams than any other conference, with
the Nittany Lions among seven other league teams to be ranked within the top 25 and one
of four to be within the top 10. Since 2004, Penn State has been ranked within the top five in
every AVCA preseason poll, having earned a top-ranking five times (2008-11 & 2014).

Earning 32 of a possible 60 first-place votes, PSU claimed the top spot ahead of No. 2 Texas,
No. 3 Stanford, No. 4 Washington and No. 5 USC. The Big Ten is also well represented in the
lower half of the top 10 rankings with Wisconsin, Nebraska and Purdue in spots six through
eight, consecutively.

WHO’S BACK

Two-time first team AVCA All-American Micha Hancock leads a solid group of four starters from
last year’s NCAA national championship squad. Hancock directed the Nittany Lion offense to a
.305 hitting clip in 2013, which concluded the season ranked fifth nationally.

AVCA Honorable Mention All-America Nia Grant and starting outside Megan Courtney are two
of Hancock’s top attackers who return to the court. Having ranked within the top of the Big
Ten and national standings throughout the season, Grant’s .350 hitting clip closed out the
year ranked second best on the team and fifth in the final conference standings. Courtney,
who picked up 2014 Preseason All-Big Ten honors, finished the year with 297 Kills, averaging
2.47 per set on .272 hitting. Her 2.51 digs per frame and 0.73 blocks per set ranked third on
the squad.

Defensively, the Nittany Lions also return two-year starting libero Dominique Gonzalez, who
has proved to be a steady leader in the back row. Averaging 3.28 digs per set in 2014, she
amassed 416 digs on the year, posting double-digit digs in 23-0f-36 matches in 2013.

EXPERIENCED SENIOR CORE

Comprised of four, this year’s senior class features Lacey Fuller, Dominique Gonzalez, Nia
Grant and Micha Hancock. Together, the four have a combined record of 105-15 (.875), and
a 56-7 mark in Big Ten matches. Along with back-to-back Big Ten titles in 2012 and 2013, the
veteran class holds a 12-2 (.857) mark in post season play, with two consecutive NCAA nation-
al semifinal appearances in 2012-13 as well as the 2013 NCAA national title.

SPOTS TO FILL

Penn State has entered the 2014 season without a trio of standout student-athletes who were
instrumental in the Nittany Lions’ fifth national crown in the last seven years. 2013 Graduating
seniors Deja McClendon, Katie Slay and Ariel Scott combined for 10 AVCA All-America honors
during their four-year careers on the court, guiding both the 2010 and 2013 teams to a pair
of NCAA national titles.

McClendon highlighted the 2013 All-America class as the only player to be honored as a four-
time All-American. A true multi-faceted student-athlete, The Nittany Lions will have to replace
McClendon’s ability to pass, block, defend and attack. PSU will also need to replace Scott,
a three-time AVCA All-American opposite who consistently served as the Nittany Lions’ go-to
hitter. Defensively, Slay departs Penn State as one of the most prolific blockers in program
history, having earned three consecutive All-America honors to go along with her 627 career
blocks, which ranks sixth all-time.

FRESHMAN INFLUENCE

Regarded by PrepVolleyball.com as “a class that rivals the best ever,” Penn State’s incoming
freshman class features eight newcomers who will all be competing for spots on the court in
2014. Along with four state Gatorade Player of the Year honorees, five Nittany Lion newcomers
were ranked within PrepVolleyball’'s top 15 in the nation, while three ranked among the top
three.
