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THIS WEEK’S MATCHUP

e This marks the 23rd meeting all-time between the two
programs with Notre Dame holding the 13-6-3 advan-
tage including an 8-3-1 mark at Compton Family Ice Are-
na. The Irish won the season series this year three games
to one following last weekend’s sweep.

¢ 12 of the 22 games in the series have been decided by
a goal or less with 17 of the 22 decided by two or less
goals and seven games needing overtime. Last week-
end’s 7-1 setback in the series finale marked the largest
margin of victory by a team since Penn State’s 9-1 win
back on December 8, 2018. The seven goals scored by
the Irish also match their most-ever against Penn State
dating back to the first-ever matchup between the two
teams on October 16, 2015, a 7-4 victory by Notre Dame.

e Alex Limoges leads all current Nittany Lions with five
goals and two assists for seven points in 16 games in-
cluding the overtime game winner in the opening game
of the season series back in January. Sam Sternschein
has added three goals in 15 games while Aarne Talvitie,
Tyler Gratton and Mason Snell have each added a pair in
seven and five games, respectively.

e The 34-day layoff between games that Penn State
faced leading into last weekend is tied for the longest
in-season stretch without a game for the Nittany Lions
since an identical 34 days between contests during the
2016-17 holiday season.

e This marks the third time in the past five seasons that
the Nittany Lions will open the Big Ten Tournament
against the team it ended the regular season against. If
you count last season when Penn State was set to battle
Minnesota in the Big Ten Semifinals it would make it four
of the past five seasons. Penn State is 2-0 in the previous
two instances.

e This also marks the third time in the last three tourna-
ments that were completed where Penn State and Notre
Dame have met with the Irish securing the previous two
victories, a 3-2 semifinal win in 2018 and a 3-2 champion-
ship victory in 2019. The Nittany Lions are now just 2-8-0
in their last 10 games inside Compton Family Ice Arena.

ONE YEAR LATER

¢ One year to the day that Penn State was scheduled to
play Minnesota in the 2020 Big Ten Tournament semifi-
nals they will begin its quest for the 2021 championship
crown against Notre Dame.

e Penn State has advanced to five-straight tournament
semifinal games and six overall in the first seven years of
the conference marking the second most semifinal ap-
pearances in league history behind only Ohio State who
has appeared in all seven semifinal rounds.

e With 16 games played in the Big Ten Tournament, The
Nittany Lions are tied with Ohio State for the most since
the league’s inception prior to the 2013-14 season with
each team having identical 10-6 records, the most wins
in tournament history. PSU is 8-3 in its last 11 Big Ten
Tournament games dating back to the 2016-17 season
including sending home a pair of college hockey blueb-
loods twice during that stretch with a 3-0 record against
Minnesota and a 3-1 record against Wisconsin.

® Senior Alex Limoges ranks second all-time in tourna-
ment history with 12 points on six goals and six assists in
eight games. Limoges has registered at least one point in
six of his eight Big Ten Tournament games with five multi-
point games. Limoges’ six goals in five games during the
2018-19 Big Ten Tournament were a single-tournament
record while his nine points was second to Liam Folkes
‘20 as both players landed on the All-Tournament Team.
Folkes graduated last May as the Big Ten’s all-time tour-
nament leader in goals, assists and points with a 8-8-16
stat line in 11 career postseason games.

* Penn State enters this season’s Big Ten Tournament
a little less experienced than a year ago having lost 91
games of experience either to graduation or early sign-
ings. The 10 players Penn State lost last offseason com-
bined for 25 goals and 34 assists for 59 points while
going 8-3-0 in 11 Big Ten Tournament games during a
three-year stretch from 2017-2019.

e This year’s version of the Nittany Lions has just 38
games of experience and have totaled nine goals and 15
assists for 24 points with half of those points and two-
thirds of the goals coming off the stick of Limoges.

® Penn State is 4-0 all-time in overtime games during the
Big Ten Tournament including having played in the three
longest games in tournament history.

A REAL C.L.A.S.S. ACT

e Nittany Lion Senior Alex Limoges was named one of
10 finalists for the 2021 Senior CLASS Award last week
after being recognized as an initial candidate back in
February.

® The Senior CLASS Award is presented annually to an
individual who excels on the field, in the community and
in the classroom all while having strong leadership qual-
ities. To be eligible for the award, a student-athlete must
be classified as an NCAA Division | senior and have nota-
ble achievements in four areas of excellence: community,
classroom, character and competition.

e CLASS is an acronym which stands for “Celebrating
Loyalty and Achievement for Staying in School” while the
award takes a focus on the total student-athlete and his
performances on and off the ice.

* Limoges is the fifth Nittany Lion all-time to be selected
as a candidate and he is now the fourth to be named a
finalist joining David Glen who won the award in 2016
as well as 2017 finalist David Goodwin and 2019 finalist
Chase Berger.

e Not only has Limoges has only missed five games in
his entire Penn State career he currently ranks tied for
third among all active players in the NCAA with 120 ca-
reer points, a mark good for the most in the Big Ten while
his 50 career goals are also tied for third among active
players and tops in the Big Ten.

* Limoges currently ranks third all-time on the Penn State
scoring list with his 120 points while his 50 goals and 70
assists are both good for fourth all-time. The senior’s 13
power-play tallies are also tied for the program record
shared with four other individuals.

SCOUTING NOTRE DAME

+ Notre Dame swept both
Michigan State and Penn
State to conclude the regular-sea-
son and are ranked No. 19 in the
latest uscho.com poll. The Irish are
6-3-1in their last ten games.

The Irish are 9-2-1 on the road
this season, and now just 5-10-1 at
home and 3-8-1in Big Ten games
at Compton Family Ice Arena and
were 0-6-1in their last seven con-
ference games on home ice prior
to last weekend’s sweep of the
Nittany Lions.

» Junior Alex Steeves leads an Irish
offense that ranks fourth in the
Big Ten averaging 2.89 goals per
game with 31 points on 15 goals
and 16 assists. His 31 points are
good for the fourth most in the
Big Ten and sixth nationally while
his 15 goals rank third in the Big
Ten and tied for fifth in the nation.
Steeves is currently riding a six-
game point streak and has nine
goals and 10 assists for 18 points
N his last 13 games.

* Freshman Landon Slaggert has
added eight goals while brother
Graham and senior Colin Theisen
have each added seven. Graham
Slaggert has a team-best 18 as-
sists and ranks second on the
team with 25 points.

» Senior Dylan St. Cyr has raised
his save percentage nearly 30
points since the end of January
while going 6-2-1 with a league
leading .949 save percentage and
1.69 goals-against average over
his last nine games. His six wins
are the most in the Big Ten since
January St. Cyr was brilliant two
weeks ago against the Spartans
collecting back-to-back shutouts
stopping all 56 shots he saw. St.
Cyr currentlﬁ ranks fourth in the
Big Ten with his .925 save per-
centage and 2.30 goals-against
average.

* The Notre Dame powerplay
improved slightly over the past
month up heading into last week-
end’s series, but sputtered against
the Nittany Lions who went a per-
fect 4-for-4 on the PK including
killing off the entirety of a five-min-
ute major which began with a full
two minutes of 5-on-3. The lIrish
are now converting at just 17.1 per-
cent (12-for-70), good for sixth in
the Big Ten and 35th nationally.

FIRST TIME FOR EVERYTHING
e For the first time in program history, Penn State secured
the Big Ten regular-season championship in 2019-20 and
No. 1 overall seed entering the conference tournament.
Penn State’s 12 victories and 41 points in conference play
last season were both program highs.

BIG PHILLI STYLE

¢ In the first game of the series against Notre Dame at
the end of January, senior Clayton Phillips scored just his
third goal of the season, but it marked the first time in
his career he had scored in back-to-back games. Phillips
added an assist on Limoges game-winning goal in over-
time marking his first multi-point effort of the season and
just the fifth of his career.

e Phillips is currently second on the team in defenseman
scoring with three goals and four assists for seven points.
Jimmy Dowd Jr. leads all Nittany Lion defensemen with
nine points on a pair of goals and seven assists.

BREAK THE WALL DOWN

e Sophomore Kevin Wall has been one of the most im-
proved players in the entire nation so far this season and
is tied for the team with a career-best 17 points on eight
goals and nine assists. 16 of his points have come in 18
Big Ten games.

e The sophomore had four multi-point efforts in eight
games prior to Penn State’s 34-day pause and now has
six for his career. Wall has registered at least one point in
six of his last 10 games with five goals and five assists for
10 points during that span.

FINNISH FLARE

e Junior Aarne Talvitie tied his career-high with three
points in a victory over Wisconsin back in January along
with securing his second multi-goal game this season.

e Talvitie ranks tied for fourth on the team with 13 points
on seven goals and six assists and has four goals and
four assists for eight points in his nine seven games.

e The junior’s seven goals this season are a new ca-
reer-high.

SATURDAY NIGHT’S ALRIGHT FOR HOCKEY!

e Penn State has played a game every day of the week
this season, but has played just three on Saturday having
won both contests prior to last weekend’s 7-1 loss.

¢ Historically Saturday has been the most successful day
for Penn State. Over the past five seasons the Nittany Li-
ons are now 40-22-6 in games played on Saturday. PSU
went 10-4-1 on Saturday last season including a 6-1-1
mark during the second half.

¢ Over the past four seasons, Penn State has won the Big
Ten Tournament on a Saturday, won it’s first-ever NCAA
Tournament game on a Saturday and last season came-
from-behind to defeat Minnesota, 3-2 on a Saturday in
a game that became a defacto Big Ten regular-season
championship game.

* After playing two more overtime games in the series
against the Irish it marked the eighth time in program his-
tory that Penn State has played in back-to-back overtime
games and just the fourth time both games of a series
have gone into an extra session.

e The Nittany Lions’ first-ever NCAA Division | series
against AIC in 2012 saw both games decided in overtime
with Penn State splitting the series with the Yellow Jack-
ets while a 2016 non-conference series also in South
Bend needed extra time in both games with the Nittany
Lions tying the opening game before winning the series
finale against the Irish on an Andrew Sturtz ‘20 goal.

e Penn State is now 19-10-22 all-time in overtime con-
tests including a 5-2-2 mark in three-on-three overtime
games. The Nittany Lions are just 4-8 in games that ad-
vance all the way to a shootout.

® Penn State had scored just 10 goals in its first five
games of the season before erupting for nine goals in a
9-5 victory over No. 7 Michigan on December 3.

* The nine goals tie the third most in a single-game in
program history and tie the most-ever scored against a
conference opponent. Penn State defeated No. 5 Notre
Dame 9-1 nearly two years to the day on December 8,
2018.

e The Nittany Lions have now scored seven or more
goals 24 times, including 16 times in the past three-plus
seasons, and are a perfect 24-0-0 when doing so.

* Penn State will look a little different when they hit the
ice this season after graduating the largest senior class in
program history and arguably one of the most decorated
throughout the nation as well as having two juniors leave
early after signing entry-level NHL contracts.

* The 2020 senior class accounted for 85 victories over
their four years, just one shy of the most-ever by a single
class, a distinction held by the class of 2019 with 86 wins.

featured Peyton Jones, the most decorated goalie in pro-
gram history who holds nearly every single goaltending
record Penn State.

® The 2020 senior class played in a total 1,142 games
scoring 634 points on 258 goals and 376 assists and had
four 100-point scorers.

e The Nittany Lions are also without the services of Evan
Barratt and Cole Hults after the pair inked entry-level NHL
contracts with the Chicago Blackhawks and the Los An-
geles Kings back in April.

e Barratt ranked ninth on the all-time points list and tenth
on the goals list at Penn State with 95 and 39, respec-
tively, while Hults held nearly every single record for de-
fensemen at Penn State and led the entire Big Ten with a
plus-23 rating last season.

THE GREAT GADOWSKY

e Head Coach Guy Gadowsky was named a finalist for
Big Ten Coach of the Year last season after leading the
Nittany Lions to their first-ever B1G regular-season title.
The Bench Boss secured the seventh 20-win season of
his collegiate coaching career and his fourth with the Nit-
tany Lions with a 3-2 victory over Minnesota to close out
the regular season.

e Gadowsky registered his 150th career victory at Penn
State in his 300th game as Nittany Lion head coach on
January 9th at Ohio State. After a split last weekend
against Wisconsin, Gadowsky is now 154-131-23 all-time
behind the Penn State bench.

e The 2014-15 Big Ten Coach of the Year registered his
300th career victory in 2019-20 and currently ranks 75th
all-time throughout all divisions with 327 victories. Among
Division | coaches all-time, Gadowsky ranks 43rd with his
327 wins and is currently 13th among active NCAA Divi-
sion | coaches.

MEET COACH GADOWSKY

Guy Gadowsky guides the Nittany Lions
in his 21st collegiate season at the helm of
an NCAA Division | program and his ninth
at Penn State in the 2020-21 campaign

AT PENN STATE

This past year, Gadowsky led Penn State
to its first-ever Big Ten regular-season
championship with a single-season pro-
gram record 12 conference victories and
41 points. The Penn State bench boss
was named a finalist for the 2019-20 Big
Ten Coach of the Year award while lead-
ing the Nittany Lions to the Big Ten Tour-
nament semifinals for the sixth time in the
seven-year history of the conference. Penn
State earned a first-round bye straight to
the semifinals.

Gadowsky secured his seventh career 20-
win season and his fourth in the past five
years at Penn State in 2019-20 becoming
one of just two Big Ten programs to have
four 20-win seasons over the past five
years. He also had the Nittany Lions in line
for their third NCAA Tournament appear-
ance before the postseason was canceled
due to the Covid-19 pandemic with Penn
State finishing the season No. 7 in the final
PairWise rankings marking the highest fin-
ish in program history.

Gadowsky registered his 300th career vic-
tory in October and currently ranks tied for
78th all-time throughout all divisions with
318 victories. Among Division | coaches
all-time, Gadowsky ranks 45th with his 318
wins and is currently 13th among active
NCAA Division | coaches.

In 2019-20 he coached Penn State’s
first-ever CCM/AHCA All-Americans as
both Cole Hults and Nate Sucese land-
ed on the Second-Team West while also
being named First-Team All-Big Ten. Hults
earned Penn State’'s first-ever Big Ten
Player of the Year honors while also gar-
nering Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year
while Sucese took over as the program’s
all-time leader in goals (61) and points (140)
during the 2019-20 season.

At the conclusion of the season the Nittany
Lions saw four players sign NHL entry-lev-
el contracts while three others signed AHL
deals.

In 2018-19, Gadowsky led Penn State to
its second-highest win total in program
history with 22, and became the winnin-
gest coach in Big Ten Tournament history,
compiling a 10-6 record over six seasons.
The Nittany Lions returned to the Big Ten
Championship game for the second time
in the past three seasons, but dropped a
tough 3-2 decision at Notre Dame.

Penn State secured its most Big Ten

wins in program history with 11 while its
35 points were also the most in a single
season. The Nittany Lions once again led
the nation in goals per game with a new
single-season record of 4.54 while also
setting single-season records for goals
(177), assists (301) and points (478), each
of which were also tops in the nation.

Gadowsky saw sophomore Alex Limoges
become the first Nittany Lion ever to lead
the nation in points as he set a single-sea-
son program record with 50 while his 23
goals were also a new program standard
and ranked tied for second in the nation.

Sophomore Evan Barratt became just the
fourth player in program history and third
in the last three seasons to earn first-team
All-Big Ten honors. Barratt, along with
teammate Aarne Talvitie, also became the
first Niittany Lions ever to represent their
countries at the IIHF World Junior Cham-
pionship. Talvitie captained Finland to the
gold medal while Barratt helped Team USA
take home the silver.

Despite the win total and records the Nit-
tany Lions fell one spot short of the NCAA
Tournament, finishing the season at No. 16
in the PairWise rankings.

Gadowsky led his Nittany Lions to their
second-straight NCAA Tournament in
2017-18. Penn State was able to take the
short drive down to Allentown, Pennsylva-
nia, as it served as host for the Midwest
Regional. The Nittany Lions’ season was
cut short at the hands of the Denver Pio-
neers, 5-1, in the NCAA Midwest Regional
semifinal.

Earlier in the 2017-18 season, Gadowsky
secured his 100th career victory at Penn
State, also the 100th victory for the pro-
gram, a 5-1 win over Minnesota on Feb-
ruary 23, 2018. That victory was the start
of the Nittany Lions first-ever sweep of the
Golden Gophers, which secured home ice
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for Penn State in the Big Ten Tournament
quarterfinals. Penn State went on to sweep
Minnesota in two games, clinching the se-
ries and its fourth B1G Semifinal appear-
ance in five years.

Junior Andrew Sturtz became just the sec-
ond member of the 100-point club at Penn
State in 2017-18 and the all-time leading
goal scorer in program history. Sturtz grad-
uated early and signed an NHL deal with
the Ottawa Senators.

Gadowsky also coached Trevor Hamilton
to a Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year
award, the first major conference honor
awarded to a Nittany Lion. To that point,
Hamilton joined Casey Bailey and Vince
Pedrie as the only first-team All-Conference
members in program history.

In 2016-17, Gadowsky led Penn State to its
most successful season ever, compiling a
record of 25-12-2. Penn State won the 2017
Big Ten Tournament and earned its first-ev-
er NCAA Tournament appearance, falling
one game shy of the Frozen Four. The Nit-
tany Lions defeated Union 10-3, tying the
record for most goals in a team'’s tourna-
ment debut, before bowing out to eventual
national champion Denver, 6-3, in the Mid-
west Regional final.

Penn State opened the 2016-17 season 13-
1-1 using a program-best 11-game winning
streak. The Nittany Lions also earned their
first-ever uscho.com No. 1 national rank-
ing on Jan. 17, 2017, with a 16-2-1 record.
Penn State finished the season as the high-
est-scoring team in the country, averaging
410 goals per game.

The 2016-17 Nittany Lions also set nu-
merous single-season team records on
offense, including most goals (160), assists
(265), points (425), shots (1,719), goals/gm
(4.10) and shots/gm (44.1) to go along with

the program-best 25 victories.

Penn State had its first 20-win season un-
der Gadowsky in 2015-16, finishing third in
the Big Ten with a 21-13-4-1 overall record.

Penn State rose as high as 14th in the us-
cho.com National Poll in the 2015-16 cam-
paign. On February 6, the Nittany Lions
earned their first-ever victory at Minneso-
ta’s Mariucci Arena as they defeated the
Gophers 5-3.

PSU secured a 5-2 triumph over Wisconsin
in the Big Ten quarterfinals before a loss to
eventual champion Michigan in the semi-
finals.

Of Gadowsky’s 24 players on the 2015-16
roster, eight signed professional contracts
in the off-season ranging from the ECHL,
AHL, NHL and Europe.

His 2014 15 N|ttany L|ons exceeded ex-
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cord in overall action (18-15-4) and Big Ten
play (10-9-1-0), while earning the program’s
first national ranking. Despite being picked
sixth in the preseason, Gadowsky’s team
was in the hunt for a Big Ten title until the
final weekend of the season.

Under Gadowsky'’s tutelage, junior Casey
Bailey led the Big Ten in scoring and par-
layed his outstanding season into a two-
year contract with the Toronto Maple Leafs.
Bailey was an All-Big Ten first-team hon-
oree, while six other Nittany Lions earned
honorable-mention recognition from the
league coaches.

The 2014-15 season also saw Gadows-
Ky reach the 200-win plateau in historic
fashion when his Lions knocked off No. 4
UMass Lowell, 4-1 on Nov. 15, 2014. The
program'’s rise from its first year in the Big
Ten to its sophomore campaign saw gains
of 10 wins overall and seven wins in con-
ference play.

Penn State earned wins over every Big Ten
team in 2014-15 including a season sweep
of perennial power Wisconsin and a first
win over Big Ten champion Minnesota on
THON Night.

During the 2013-14 campaign, the bench
boss guided the Nittany Lions in its first
season of Big Ten Conference play. Penn
State faced seven NCAA tournament
teams and three Frozen Four participants,
and capped its season with a 2-1 dou-
ble-overtime victory against Michigan in the
Big Ten quarterfinals.

Gadowsky led the Nittany Lions to dou-
ble-digit wins (13-14-0) during their inaugu-
ral NCAA Division | season in 2012-13, with
several marquee victories, including wins
against three future Big Ten opponents
(Michigan State, Ohio State, Wisconsin).
Penn State also topped Vermont at Wells
