The Penn State men’s soccer team looks to add to four-game win
streak with a conference victory against Indiana on Saturday, Oct.
7. Kick off at Jeffrey Field is set for noon and will be nationally
televised on the Big Ten Network.

Penn State swept Big Ten weekly awards for the second time this
season last week, earning six out of the 12 conference honors so
far this season. Kris Shakes earned his third Defensive Player of
the Week nod.
