All-Time Series vs. Michigan
State: Penn State trails the Spartans
in all-time series, winning 33
games and losing 41. Last season
the Nittany Lions took one out of
three games against MSU. The last
time Penn State swept Michigan
State was during the 2010 season,
as Penn State won each of the three
games by eight runs or more. The
Blue and White is 17-21 against
the Spartans in games played in
Happy Valley. Five of the last nine
matchups between the two sides
have been decided by one run or
less.

Spartans at a Glance: Michigan
State comes into the final weekend
of play on a bit of a losing skid,
having lost its last four contests
and seven of its last nine games.
However, MSU has been very
competitive during this stretch, as
all seven losses have been by three
runs or less. The Spartans’ recent
losses have come at the hands of
Illinois, Nebraska and Central
Michigan, all quality opponents.

MSU at the Dish: As a team, the
Spartans have a batting average of
.269 this season, placing the team
in the middle of the pack in the Big
Ten. The Green and White averages
4.5 runs per game. That number is
aided by the squads agressiveness on

(>

the bases, as Michigan State is third
in the conference in steals with 72
in 2014. MSU’s offense features a
dynamic duo of Blaise Salter and
Jimmy Pickens. Both players are
hitting over .320 with at least 30
RBIs and 29 runs scored.

MSU on the Mound: Michigan
State’s biggest asset is its pitching
staff. The team has postecF a 3.15
ERA through 50 games, ranking
second in the Big Ten. Opposing
hitters are batting just .248 against
the Spartans. MSU’s Justin Alleman
and Mick VanVossen have served
as inning eaters for the Green and
White. Alleman leads the team
in innings pitched with 88 and
VanVossen is right behind with 85.
Both pitchers have ERAs under
3.10 and have held opposing hitters
to averages under .230. Alleman
and VanVossen have a combined
record of 11-5 on the season.

Last Series vs. Michigan State:
The Nittany Lions ang Spartans
Flayed in the regular season finale
ast season in Happy Valley and
the Spartans escaped with a series
victory, winning two of the three
Eames.

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the rubber match with a narrow 2-1 win
to take the series.

Last Time Out: Penn State got back
in the win column with a hard-fought
5-4 victory over Villanova on Tuesday
afternoon. The Nittany Lions received
a solid start from junior Geoff Boylston
who matched his career high in innings
pitched with 5.2 and allowed just one
run on five hits while striking out four
for his second win of the year. The
offense produced 11 hits with Alex
Malinsky and Greg Guers each driving

in two runs.

Boylston’s Best: Starting pitcher Geoft
Boylston had his best perfl?)rmance as a
Nittany Lion on Tuesday evening, tossing
5.2 innings of work, while allowing one
run on five hits en route to his second
victory of the season. The junior now has
a season ERA of 3.42, second best on the
team, and a record of 2-1 in four starts.

Getting it Dunn: Senior pitcher Tim
Dunn has gone from starting the season
coming out of the bullpen to now serving
as the Friday starter for the Nittany
Lions. The senior has an overall ERA of
just 2.68 and has held opposing hitters
to a batting average against of .250 in
50.1 innings of work. In his last outing
in April, Dunn tossed his first career
complete game, going eight innings at
Minnesota while allowing just five hits
and two earned runs.

B1G Double Plays: Despite being tied
for playing the fewest amount of Big Ten
games thus far this season, the Nittany
Lions rank first in amount of double
plays turned in 2014 conference play
with 26. Over the last three weekends
Penn State has combined to complete
13 double plays with six coming at
Minnesota and four at Nebraska. The
next closest team to PSU in Big Ten
double plays is Northwestern, which has
turned 22 in Big Ten action.

The Steve Snyder Show: Senior
outfielder Steve Snyder is among the
Big Ten’s Best in a number of individual
categories. 'The senior’s .328 batting
average places the senior 11th in the
conference. Snyder’s on-base percentage
of .403 also ranks 12th in the Ll)eague.

The outfielder is also making his mark
in the Penn State history boo%(s, moving
into the top five in career hits this season.
Snyder’s 59 hits in 2014 have moved
him into fifth place on the all-time list
and the senior is just four hits shy from

Guers Goes Yard: Redshirt sophomore
Greg Guers blasted his first career home
run as a Nittany Lion last Friday night
with a two-run shot in the top of the
fourth inning. The left hander turned
on a pitch and launched it over the wall
in right center. With the home run,
Guers joins J.J. White and James Coates
as the only Nittany Lions to record a
homer in 2014. The blast is Guers™ fifth
as a collegiate player, as the sophomore
recorded four with USC-Upstate in
2012.

Best Home Start in 35 Years: Penn
State started the 2014 season a perfect
8-0 in games played at Medlar Field at
Lubrano Park, wlZich tied the program’s
best start to its home schedule since the
1979 season. Over the eight games, the
Nittany Lions outscored the opposition
66-23, for a margin of victory 5.4 runs
per game. The pitching staff stood out
in the eight games, posting a team ERA
of 1.93 and holding opposing hitters
to a .238 batting average. The hitters
performed just as admirably, posting a
team average of .345 and a staggering
on-base percentage of .460.

Persevering at Purdue: Penn State
traveled to West Lafayette over the
weekend and claimed a series win over
the Boilermakers for the first time since
the 2007 season, when the Nittany Lions
won three out of four games at home.
Saturday’s doubleheader sweep marked
the first time the Blue and White was
victorious in a series in West Lafayette in

over a decade, as the last time Penn State
pulled off the feat was March of 2003.

Big Ten accolade in his collegiate career.
Haley achieved the honor by Eitting .500
in the three-game series against Purdue.
The freshman turned in two multi-
hit performances in West Lafayette,
propelling the Blue and White to its first
series win over the Boilermakers since
2007. The Upper Darby native posted
an on base percentage of .583 against
Purdue. Haley delivered PSU the win in
game one at Purdue, coming up with a
two-out RBI double to score what ended
up being the game-winning run in the
seventh inning.

Coates Crushes First HR of Career:
Sophomore James Coates hit his first
home run of his career in game two of
Saturday’s doubleheader at Purdue. With
two runners on and two outs in the
second inning, Coates launched a shot
over the right field fence to give Penn
State a 6-0 [ead. The home run proved to
be vital, as the Lions went on to win 6-5.

Cooper Claims 300th Career Win:
First year head coach Rob Cooper won
his 300th game as a collegiate head
coach on Saturday, taking game one of
the doubleheader at Purduegby a score of
2-1. 286 of his now 303 victories came
while Cooper was the skipper at Wright

State for nine seasons.

Break out the Brooms: By winning both
games in the shortened two-game series
against Northwestern, the Nittany Lions
recorded its second sweep of the season,
with the first coming earlier in March,
going 2-0 against NYIT. The sweep over
the Wildcats marks the first in Big Ten

play since Penn State went 3-0 against
Illinois in May of 2012.

Lions Running Wild: Penn State ran
rampant on the base paths againts NYIT,
swiping 15 bases in the two game series.
The Nittany Lions stole seven bases in
game one and then eight in game two on
an encore. The eight steals in the 8-0 win
are the most Penn State has recorded in
2014.
Seven-Straight Strikeouts: In Saturday’s
game one 7-2 win over Bucknell, senior
reliever Tan Parvin tossed four innings of
hitless baseball out of the bullpen. Parvin
ended the game in incredible fashion,
unching out the last seven consecutive
gatters to secure the victory. The seven
strikeouts mark a career high for the
senior. Parvin finished with a %ine of four
innings pitched, no hits, no runs, one
walk and seven strikeouts, while facing
the minimum 12 batters.

Allowing the Bear Minimum: With
the 8-0 shutout victory over the NYIT
Bears on Wednesday, the Nittany Lions
recorded their first shutout of the
2014 season. Five Penn State pitchers
combined in the effort, with Taylor
Hedge throwing three innings, Dakota
Forsyth tossing three and Tim Dunn,
Ryan Harper and Tom Mullin each
chipping in three in the scoreless effort.
The shutout was the first since the Ma
17,2013 win over Michigan State, whicz
PSU won 9-0.

Triple Play by the Bay: The Nittany
Lions pulled off a rare f’e,at in Saturday,
March 15th’s game at Santa Clara,
turning a triple play in the bottom of

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the fourth inning. The Broncos led off
with two-straight singles to put runners
on first and second with no outs. The
next batter lined out to Jim Haley at
shortstop on a hit-and-run play. Haley
then flipped the ball to Taylor Skerpon
at second, who threw to J.J. White at
first to complete the triple play to end
the inning.

J.J.’s Jolt of Power: Junior J.J. White
recorded two three-run home runs in
California, one at Fresno State and one
at Santa Clara. The two bombs, were the
first of his Penn State career and the first
two by a Nittany Lion all season. White
turned on both pitches and recorded two
towering shots over the left field walls.
With the two blasts, White is tied for
fourth in the Big Ten for the category.

Coming up Clutch at GWU: In each
of Penn State’s two victories the Nittany
Lions have won in dramatic fashion. In
the opener J.J. White ripped a double
to deep right field in the ninth inning
with the bases loaded to plate two runs
and give the Nittany Lions a 5-3 lead
in a game where they would go on to

win 6-4.

On Sunday, the third and final game of
the series, the Blue and White’s back was
up against the wall, as GWU had the
bases loaded in a tie game with no outs
in the bottom of the ninth. Sophomore
reliever Jack Anderson escaped the jam
by inducing a 3-2-3 double play and
then punching out a Bulldog hitter to
keep the game tied. The Nittany Lions
then manufactured a run in the top of
the 10th and Ryan Harper pitched a
perfect bottom of the frame to seal the
victory.

Owning the Openers: Historically
Penn State has thrived in the first game
of the season. With the 6-4 win over
Gardner-Webb in this season’s first
game, the Nittany Lions improved their
overall record to 78-48 (.619) in season
openers.

Last season the Blue and White defeated
East Tennessee State by a score of 6-4 to
start the season 1-0. The Nittany Lions
have won three of their last four first
games of the year, picking up wins over
ETSU in 2013, Seton Hall in 2011 and
Cincinnati in 2010.

New Era of PSU Baseball: Head Coach
Rob Cooper was named head coach of
the Nittany Lion baseball program on
August 9, 2013, becoming the 14th

coach in Penn State history. Cooper
has nine years of experience as a skipper
with Wright State prior to this season,
where he compiled a record of 286-
230, with three trips to the NCAA
Tournament. Joining Cooper on staff is
pitching coach Brian Anderson, hittin
coach Ross Oeder and outfield coac
Blake Beemer.

Fresh Faces: Penn State welcomes 11
newcomers to the 2014 roster, consisting
of eight freshmen, two sophomores
and a junior. The eight new freshmen
include Jim Haley, Jake Prbanic,
Jake Pilewicz, Dakota Forsyth, Steve
Robinson, Nick Riotto, Schuyler
Bates and Tom Mullin. The two new
additions for sophomores are Tim

Scholly and Alex Malinsky. Christian

Marcin is the lone incoming junior.
