• Michigan State offi  cially opens the 2024 porƟ on of its schedule with a series on the road at 
No. 20/19 Penn State.  MSU trails in the all-Ɵ me series by a 17-21-6 margin, but is currently 
riding a fi ve-game unbeaten streak against PSU, its longest in series history.  The two teams 
met back in November in East Lansing, with the NiƩ any Lions rallying from a 3-0 defi cit in the 
fi rst game to forge a 3-3 Ɵ e (and win the shootout), before the Spartans rebounded with a 5-3 
Saturday victory.  

•  MSU welcomes the return of four players who competed in the IIHF World Junior Cham-
pionships. Winning a gold medal for team USA was goalie Trey AugusƟ ne and forward Isaac 
Howard, with Howard scoring twice in the gold medal game and earning Player of the Game 
honors.  Slovakian blueliner Maxim Štrbák and Finnish forward Tommi Männistö  each were 
named top-three performers for their naƟ onal teams in the tournament.

•  At 13-4-3, the Spartans are off  to their best start since the 2000-01 season when MSU went 
14-1-4 prior to the new calendar year.   MSU is 7-1-2 in Big Ten play and its only loss came in 
overƟ me, and is currently second in the B1G standings (25) points, fi ve points behind Wisconsin 
with two games in hand on the Badgers.

•  The all-sophomore line of Karsen Dorwart centering Isaac Howard and Daniel Russell is nearly 
Ɵ ed as MSU’s highest-producing trio on the season, with a combined 20-35-55 in 18 games.  
The all-newcomer line of Gavin O’Connell-Red Savage-Joey Larson has 26-30-56 in 20 games.  
Larson earned a spot on the Great Lakes InvitaƟ onal All-Tournament Team with a pair of goals in 
the championship game, and leads all Spartans with a 11-11-22 scoring line.

•  MSU regularly skates four freshmen defensemen (Artyom Levshunov, Maxim Štrbák, Patrick 
Geary, and AusƟ n Oravetz) and has two freshmen goaltenders, Trey AugusƟ ne and Luca Di 
Pasquo.  Senior anchor Nash Nienhuis (+15) owns a career-best six goals and his 15 points is 
rapidly approaching his career-best 19 he had as a junior.  He is paired with Levshunov on the 
blueline, and the duo are the only two defensemen among the double-digit point scorers on 
MSU’s roster.   Levshunov averages just under a point per game (5-14-19)  - second naƟ onally 
in scoring among freshmen defensemen.   He is a team-best +17 (second B1G/sixth naƟ onally).  

• Di Pasquo played in both games of the GLI, earning a win and a Ɵ e with a 1.92 GAA and .923 
save percentage.  He stopped 48 of 52 shots against.   AugusƟ ne missed the GLI with his USA 
Hockey obligaƟ ons for the World Juniors.  He has started 17 games this season, with a .916 
save percentage, 2.97 GAA, and 11-3-2 record.  He has yet to lose a regulaƟ on Big Ten game 
(7-1-2), with a 2.55 GAA and .929 save percentage in conference contests.

the nittany lions series   
•  Penn State enters the weekend with a 10-7-3 
overall record, and began 2024 with a come-from 
-behind victory (7-6) over Army last weekend.  The 
NiƩ any Lions are 2-5-3 in Big Ten play through 10 
games, and sit in sixth place with 11 points.   

•  MSU trails in the all-Ɵ me series by a 17-21-6 
margin, but is currently riding a fi ve-game un-
beaten streak against PSU, its longest in series 
history.  MSU is 3-0-2 in that stretch - all under 
head coach Adam NighƟ ngale.  MSU is 1-1 at 
Pegula Ice Arena under NighƟ ngale.  

•  The two teams met back in November in East 
Lansing, with the NiƩ any Lions rallying from a 3-0 
defi cit in the fi rst game to forge a 3-3 Ɵ e (and win 
the shootout), before the Spartans rebounded 
with a 5-3 Saturday victory.  Six diff erent NiƩ any 
Lions scored their goals on the weekend, while 
Noah Grannan (32 saves) and Liam Souliere (23 
stops) each played a game in the PSU crease. 

•  In the November series, freshman Gavin 
O’Connell had a pair of goals while Isaac Howard
and Artyom Levshunov each had a goal and two 
assists in the series.  Trey AugusƟ ne allowed six 
goals in the two games, stopping 71 of 77 shots 
against (.922).  Three of the Spartans’ goals in 
the series came via special teams - two on the 
power play and one shorthanded marker by 
Patrick Geary.   

• The NiƩ any Lions are scoring 3.95 goals per 
game (third in the B1G/sixth naƟ onally), but just 
3.10 in B1G games.  By comparison, MSU is averag-
ing 4.15 overall (fi rst B1G/third naƟ onally), but is 
averaging 4.20 in conference contests.

•  MSU most recently skated to a 5-2 exhibiƟ on 
victory over the US NaƟ onal Team Development 
Program last Friday at Munn.  The Spartan goals 
were scored by AusƟ n Oravetz, Karsen Dorwart, 
Joey Larson, Gavin O’Connell, and Daniel Russell; 
one of the two USNTDP goals was scored by MSU 
commit AusƟ n Baker.  Luca Di Pasquo made 17 
saves in 50 minutes before making way for senior 
Jon Mor, who made three stops in 10 minutes.  

•  At 13-4-3, the Spartans are off  to their best start 
since the 2000-01 season when MSU went 14-1-4 
prior to the new calendar year.   

•  MSU is 7-1-2 in Big Ten play and its only loss 
came in overƟ me.  This is the Spartans’ strongest 
start in B1G play since the start of the conference 
a decade ago. MSU has won more B1G conference 
games than it did in all but four previous seasons:  
the Spartans won 11 B1G games in 2014-15 and 
2019-20, and won 10 games a year ago, and cap-
tured eight wins in 2018-19.     

•  MSU has scored 83 goals, Ɵ ed for the second-
most of any team in the country behind Denver 
(94).   Its 4.15 goals per game is fi rst in the Big 
Ten and third naƟ onally; the Spartans also lead 
the league and rank second naƟ onally in assists 
(151) and points (234). 

•  With 83 scores through 20 games, MSU is well 
on its way to surpass the 107 goals it scored in 
38 games a year ago.  Last year, the Spartans sur-
passed the 100-goal plateau for the fi rst Ɵ me since 
2011-12.  MSU has scored fewer than three goals 
just twice  this season: once at Boston College (5-1 
L) and in its second win over Notre Dame (2-1).  

•  MSU ranks in a tie for fourth nationally in 
shorthanded goals (5), which is its most since 
the 2016-17 campaign (5).  Three of the Spar-
tans’ shorthanded markers have been scored by 
defensemen.     

•  The Spartan penalty kill went 3-for-4 in the 
Great Lakes InvitaƟ onal, and MSU’s kill is at .819 
(68-of-83), which is second in the Big Ten.

•  The Spartans took just two minor penalƟ es in 
each of the two games at the GLI, which is the 
fewest in any game for MSU this season.  

•  MSU’s power play is operaƟ ng at .281 (16-of-57) 
on the year (second B1G, sixth naƟ onally).  The 
Spartans have a power play goal in 12 of 18 games.

•  Opposing goalies have posted 50 or more saves 
twice this season:  Notre Dame’s Ryan Bischel 
made 51 on Dec. 8 (a 5-3 MSU win) and Tech’s 
Blake PieƟ la made 54 in a 3-3 Ɵ e in the GLI fi nal.

• MSU maintains the No. 8 slot in both the USCHO 
and USA Hockey polls.  MSU has been ranked 
between No. 7 and No 12 in each of the nine 
polls this season.   

•  The Spartans accomplished two rare feats in the 
fi rst month of Big Ten play.  In the opening B1G se-
ries at Ohio State, MSU swept its fi rst conference 
road series since Feb. 19-20, 2016 at Wisconsin.  
That was MSU’s only previous road sweep in Big 
Ten play.  With its sweep of No. 1 Wisconsin (Nov. 
17-18), it was the Spartans’ fi rst sweep of a No. 
1 team since 1974.  

•  MSU has swept 12 all-Ɵ me B1G series at home, 
as well as one home-and-home series with Michi-
gan.  Three of MSU’s 15 all-Ɵ me weekend sweeps 
in Big Ten play came during the 2022-23 season, 
and the Spartans have matched that three so far 
in the fi rst 10 games of B1G acƟ on. 

•  All 24 Spartan skaters have played at least 
two games, 21 players have scored at least two 
points, and MSU has three players averaging a 
point per game.  

• MSU completed its non-conference schedule 
with a 6-3-1 overall record, and its schedule in-
cluded two games at No. 3/3 Boston College and 
RV Michigan Tech in the GLI.  MSU went 6-4 in 
non-conference games a year ago.       

• MSU owns a 9-0-1 record at home this season 
with 14 countable games at Mason Rink on the 
schedule (plus one exhibiƟ on, which it won).  The 
Spartans are one of just two teams who remain 
unbeaten at home (Maine is 7-0-2 at Alfond 
Arena).   

•  MSU ranks ninth naƟ onally in total aƩ endance 
(64,302) and average aƩ endance (6,430). 

•  Through the fi rst semester,  MSU has sold out 
nine of 10 home games this season and 17 of its 
last 18 home games daƟ ng back to the start of 
2023.  With the recent Munn renovaƟ ons, seat-
ing capacity was established at the current 6,117 
with a SRO capacity of 6,555.  The Spartans have 
had just one crowd below 6,000 this season- MSU 
had 5,992 in the building for the Thursday game 
(10/19) vs. Canisius. MSU also had a sellout crowd 
for the USNTDP exhibiƟ on on Jan. 5.

•  Three Spartan forwards are averaging a point 
per game, and 17 players have at least one 
mulƟ ple-point game.  

•  MSU continues to spread out its scoring 
throughout the lineup, as the Spartans had fi ve 
diff erent goal scorers and 14 players with at least 
one point in the GLI, where the Spartans had a 
combined seven goals.   

•  The all-sophomore line of Karsen Dorwart
centering Isaac Howard and Daniel Russell is 
nearly Ɵ ed as MSU’s highest-producing trio on the 
season, with a combined 20-35-55 in 18 games.  
The all-newcomer line of Gavin O’Connell-Red 
Savage-Joey Larson has 26-30-56 in 20 games.  
Howard’s return from World Juniors reunites him 
with Dorwart and Russell. 

•  Joey Larson earned a spot on the Great Lakes 
InvitaƟ onal All-Tournament Team with a pair of 
goals in the championship game.  

•  Larson’s 11-11-22 scoring line puts him atop 
MSU’s staƟ sƟ cal sheet in both goals and points, and 
his +10 is second among forwards.  He ranks fourth 
in the Big Ten in goals (0.55 gpg, fourth B1G), is Ɵ ed 
for third in the B1G in points, and leads the league 
in power play goals (5).   He leads the Spartans in 
power play points (5-2-7).

•  Larson’s 86 shots on goal is third in the Big Ten 
and fourth naƟ onally. Howard is 10th naƟ onally 
and seventh in the B1G with 63 SOG.

•  Savage centers O’Connell and Larson, and owns 
a 7-13-20 scoring line on the season.  He is third 
on the team in assists (Ɵ ed for seventh in the B1G) 
and second in points, (T-eighth, B1G).  He leads 
all forwards with a +12.   

•  Savage has surpassed his previous  career best  
in all three off ensive categories previously set at 
Miami. He has points in 13 of 20 Spartan games, 
and seven of them were mulƟ ple-point eff orts - 
Ɵ ed for the third-most mulƟ ple-point eff orts in 
the Big Ten. 

•  O’Connell is Ɵ ed for second on the team in goals 
(eight, T-10th B1G), and his eight goals is Ɵ ed for 
second among league freshmen.  He boasts an 8-6-
14 scoring line, and ranks seventh in the Big Ten in 
shot percentage - his eight goals have come in 43 
shots on net (.186).  

•  O’Connell, Tanner Kelly, and captain Nash 
Nienhuis have a team-best three game-winning 
goals, the second-highest total in the Big Ten and 
sixth naƟ onally.  

•  Isaac Howard’s most recent games for MSU 
came against Notre Dame (12/8-9) where he 
contributed a goal and a pair of assists.  He owns 
the team lead in assists (15, third B1G/T-15th 
naƟ onally). His 20 points is Ɵ ed for eighth in the 
B1G, and his 1.11 points per game is Ɵ ed for sixth 
in the league.    

• Howard has surpassed his freshman year total 
for assists and points at Minnesota-Duluth (35 
GP, 6-11-17).  He ranks 19th naƟ onally and third 
in the Big Ten in assists per game (0.83), and has 
points in a team-best 15 of 18 games.   

•  Dorwart and O’Connell are Ɵ ed for second on 
the team in goals (8), and Dorwart is just below a 
point per game average with an 8-11-19 scoring 
line.   The sophomore also is Ɵ ed for third among 
Spartans in power play points (1-4-5).

•  Dorwart posted 10 goals and 17 assists as a 
freshman and is closing in on that goal-scoring 
mark as the calendar turns to 2024.  

•  Russell owns a 7-9-16 scoring line overall, and is 
one goal shy of his freshman season total of eight.     

•  The veteran line of Reed Lebster-Nicolas Müller-
Jeremy Davidson features the three oldest forwards 
on the roster.  They have combined to play 396 col-
legiate hockey games at MSU and UMass.  Davidson 
and Lebster were freshmen teammates in Amherst 
(2019-20) and reunited this season in East Lansing 
when Lebster joined MSU as a graduate transfer.   

• FiŌ h year senior Müller is one of six Spartans 
with double-digit assists (12) and owns a 4-12-16 
scoring line. Müller skated in his 150th career 
game on Nov. 18 against Wisconsin. 

•  Among acƟ ve B1G players, Muller ranks fi rst in 
career assists (52), eighth in career points (71) and 
fourth in total faceoff  victories (665).

•  Seven of Müller’s 16 points have been on special 
teams - a goal and four assists on the power play 
and two shorthanded assists.  

•  Graduate transfer Lebster owns a 3-6-9 scoring 
line in 17 games.  Among his goals is one game-
winner (against Lake Superior State), one power-
play goal (at Air Force), and a shorthanded marker 
(against Canisius). He is a +6 on the season. 

• Davidson joined Larson with a two-goal game  
at the GLI, scoring twice against Ferris State.  He 
currently owns a stat line of 5-6-9.  He is on a line 
with Müller for the second straight season. Last 
season, all 10 of Davidson’s goals and 18 of his 21 
points came aŌ er Nov. 19; so far in 2023-24, four 
of his fi ve goals have come aŌ er the same date.    

•  Adam NighƟ ngale had been quick to praise the 
play of his fourth line over the fi rst porƟ on of B1G 
play.  That trio consists of Tiernan Shoudy center-
ing Tommi Männistö and Tanner Kelly.  

• Kelly moved up to the top line in the absence 
of Howard, and had a goal in the GLI semifi nals 
vs. Ferris State. He has seven points in his last 11 
games and has matched his sophomore season 
total of four goals.  He owns a 4-4-8 scoring line 
in 20 games (+6)

• Shoudy leads the team in faceoff  winning per-
centage (.555, 127-102). He has points in each of 
the fi rst fi ve B1G series, and added an assist in 
the GLI semifi nals.  He leads all forwards with 14 
blocked shots.

•  Four of the fi ve points for Tommi Männistö on 
the season (1-4--5) have come in Big Ten play, and 
he returns to the lineup aŌ er his sƟ nt with Team 
Finland for World Juniors.  

•  With the absence of two forwards due to the 
World Junior Championships, MSU played all its 
available skaters during the GLI.  Griffi  n Jurecki
played in both games and picked up his fi rst colle-
giate point, while Owen Baker saw acƟ on against 
Ferris State and Gavin Best played in the GLI Ɵ tle 
game against Michigan Tech.  

player notes - defensemen   
• Senior blueliner Nash Nienhuis is the 78th 
Spartan to wear a C on his jersey.  Nienhuis also 
served as an alternate captain as a junior.  

•  Nienhuis (+15) owns a career-best six goals and 
his 15 points is rapidly approaching his career-
best 19 he had as a junior.  Eight of his 15 points 
have come in the second game of a series.  He 
has a shorthanded goal and three game-winners, 
which is Ɵ ed for second in the Big Ten and sixth 
naƟ onally.   

•  Nienhuis is paired with Artyom Levshunov 
on the blueline, and the duo are the only two 
defensemen among the double-digit point scorers 
on MSU’s roster. Levshunov has points in 14 of 20 
games, while Nienhuis has a point in 12. 

•  MSU has skated four freshmen defensemen in 
each of its previous six B1G games (Levshunov, 
Maxim Štrbák, Patrick Geary, and AusƟ n Ora-
vetz).  Levshunov has played in all 20 games on 
the top pair, while the three others have all played 
in at least 14 games.  

•  Levshunov averages just under a point per 
game, and owns a 5-14-19 scoring line. He is 
second naƟ onally in scoring among freshmen de-
fenseman, behind only Zeev Buium from Denver 
(5-20-25).   He is a team-best +17 (second B1G/
sixth naƟ onally).

•  Levshunov is MSU’s top-scoring freshman 
defenseman since Zach Osburn had 19 points in 
the 2015-16 season.  MSU’s record for points by 
a freshman defenseman is 37, shared by Jason 
Wooley (1988-89) and Pat BeƩ erly (1974-75).  

• Levshunov is the third-youngest player in col-
lege hockey this year.  With an October ‘05 birth 
date, only Zeev Buium (Denver, December ‘05) 
and Macklin Celebrini (BU, June ‘06) are younger.

•  David Gucciardi was named to the GLI All-
Tournament Team along with forward Joey Lar-
son.   Gucciardi missed six games in November, but 
owns a 1-4-5 scoring line with 17 blocked shots 
(+7) in 14 games.  

• Basgall leads the Spartans with 33 blocked shots  
(seventh, B1G).  He owns a 0-8-8 scoring line and 
is MSU’s least-penalized defenseman, with just 
one minor penalty in 18 games.   

•  Geary has skated on a pair with Basgall over the 
last 11 games.  He was one  of the fi nal cuts from 
Team USA for the World Junior Championships.  
The draŌ -eligible freshman owns a scoring line of  
3-3-6 in 14 games.  

• Štrbák has skated in 15 of 20 MSU games, miss-
ing three with injury and the GLI due to the WJC.  
He ranks second on the team behind Basgall in 
blocked shots (19) and has a 1-4-5 scoring line. 
He skated in his third WJC this winter, and is sƟ ll 
eligible to play in the 2025 event. 

•  Freshman AusƟ n Oravetz has played in every 
game aŌ er making his collegiate debut at Air 
Force.   He had an assist in his fi rst collegiate game 
and owns four assists for the season (+5) with 12 
blocked shots.

player notes - goaltenders   
• Michigan naƟ ve Luca Di Pasquo played in both 
games of the GLI, earning a win and a Ɵ e with a 
1.92 GAA and .923 save percentage.  He stopped 
48 of 52 shots against.    

•  Di Pasquo has appeared in four games this 
season, and owns a 2.41 GAA and .910 save 
percentage with a 2-1-1 record.   He also played 
50 minutes of the exhibiƟ on game against the 
USNTDP, making 17 saves.  

•  AugusƟ ne missed the GLI with his USA Hockey 
obligaƟ ons for the World Juniors.  He has started 
17 games this season, with a .916 save percent-
age, 2.97 GAA, and 11-3-2 record.  He has yet 
to lose a regulaƟ on Big Ten game (7-1-2), with 
a 2.55 GAA and .929 save percentage in confer-
ence contests.   

•  Augustine youngest netminder in Division 
I hockey (2005 birth year) and is one of three 
freshmen who has played double-digit games 
this season.  

•  AugusƟ ne ranks second in the Big Ten in both 
saves (534, eighth naƟ onally) and goaltender wins 
(11, eighth naƟ onally).  He comes in fi rst in the 
B1G in saves per game (31.41) and third in save 
percentage.  He ranks sixth naƟ onally in goalie 
winning percentage (.750), and third in minutes 
played among fi rst-year backstops (990:08).  

•  AugusƟ ne has not had fewer than 25 saves in 
any complete game this season, and has fewer 
than 30 only once in Big Ten play (28 vs. Wisconsin 
on Nov 18). His career best was 44 at Minnesota 
on Nov. 24.   

•  Senior Jon Mor played his fi rst collegiate min-
utes in the exhibiƟ on game against the USNTDP, 
making three saves in 10 minutes of acƟ on.

•  Adam NighƟ ngale is the third consecuƟ ve alumnus to 
guide the program.  He is a 2005 graduate of MSU and a 
two-year leƩ erwinner and captain. 

• NighƟ ngale is one of 23 head coaches in Division I 
hockey coaching at his alma mater.  

•  NighƟ ngale is one of 10 coaches with NHL coaching 
experience in Division I hockey, and he is also among the 
nine to serve as an NHL assistant coach.   

• NighƟ ngale was a Big Ten Coach of the Year fi nalist in 
his fi rst season behind the bench (2022-23) and guided 
MSU to 18 wins, the third-most for any fi rst-year coach in 
program history and the most for a Spartan squad since 
2011-12. He also led MSU to its fi rst-ever victories in the 
Big Ten postseason tournament.  

• MSU was selected third in the Big Ten preseason coaches 
poll, Ɵ ed for its highest-ever ranking in the conference’s 
pre-season survey - the 2015-16 team was also picked 
third.  

•  Michigan State earned a pre-season ranking in both 
naƟ onal polls for the fi rst Ɵ me since the 2008-09 season 
(11th USCHO, 12th USA Hockey).  MSU’s pre-season 
rankings are its highest since 2007-08, when MSU was 
picked second in the USA Hockey poll and third in the 
USCHO survey.  

• Michigan State welcomed 15 new players for 2023-24:  
10 freshmen and fi ve transfers (two grad transfers).  MSU 
will roster 27 players this season: 15 forwards, nine defen-
semen, and three goaltenders.   MSU’s 15 new players is 
Ɵ ed for the most in the Big Ten with Ohio State.  

•  Senior Nash Nienhuis becomes the 78th Spartan to be 
named captain.  He was an alternate captain as a junior.  

•  2023-24 alternate captains are fi Ō h-year senior Nico-
las Müller and sophomores MaƩ  Basgall and Karsen 
Dorwart.   

•  In 2022-23, MSU boasted two Collegiate Sports Com-
municators (CSC) Academic All-District honors: Nash 
Nienhuis and Erik Middendorf.  A total of 12 hockey 
players earned Academic All-Big Ten kudos, with a 3.0 
cumulaƟ ve GPA or beƩ er, six were named Krampade 
AHCA All-America scholars with at least a 3.75 grade-
point average in both semesters, while two earned Big 
Ten DisƟ nguished Scholar kudos, with a 3.7 cumulaƟ ve 
GPA in the 2022-23 academic year. 

•  Several Spartans have fathers who played collegiate 
hockey. Daniel Russell’s father, Kerry, played for MSU 
in 1987-91, Nash Nienhuis’ father, Kraig won a NaƟ onal 
Championship at Rensselaer, Gavin O’Connell’s father, 
Mike, was a St. Cloud leƩ erwinner, and Red Savage’s
father Brian was a collegiate standout at Miami.  

•  Several players had parents who also competed 
in sports other than hockey collegiately:  Both Trey 
AugusƟ ne (YveƩ e, Drake) and Daniel Russell’s (Molly, 
Central Michigan) mothers played collegiate basket-
ball, Owen Baker’s mother, Audra and Joey Larson’s
mother Kristen were collegiate swimmers at UNLV and 
Northern Michigan, respecƟ vely. 

•  Spartans dads in the NHL connecƟ ons:
   • Kraig Nienhuis played for the Boston Bruins (1985-
88) and also played professionally in Europe.  
  • Brian Savage played 674 games in the NHL (1993-06) 
for Montreal, Phoenix, St. Louis, and Philadelphia and 
also played for the Canadian NaƟ onal Team (1992-94).  
Red Savage has four uncles who played in the NHL, 
including great uncle Larry Hillman, who won six 
Stanley Cups with Detroit (1955), Toronto (1962, 1963, 
1964, 1967) and Montreal (1969) and WHL AVCO Cup 
Championships with the Winnipeg Jets (1976, 1978).
  • MarƟ n Štrbák played in the NHL for the LA Kings 
and PiƩ sburgh, and also represented Slovakia in the 
Vancouver Olympics in 2010.  He captured Ɵ tles in Slo-
vakia, Czechia, and Russia in addiƟ on to a gold, silver, 
and bronze medal in World Championships.

•  Tiernan Shoudy’s twin brother, Travis, is a sopho-
more at Ferris State and is on the Bulldog hockey team.  
The two faced off  in December in the GLI.  

• There is just one player from the 1990 NHL DraŌ  sƟ ll 
skaƟ ng in the league - Spartan defenseman (1990-93) 
and current NHL referee Wes McCauley (Eighth round, 
150th overall - DET). McCauley (#4) has been an NHL 
referee since 2007, has worked nine of the last 10 
Stanley Cup Finals, and more than 1,000 games.

• Rod Brind’Amour, who played at Michigan State in 
the 1989 season, won the Jack Adams Award as the 
NHL’s Coach of the Year in 2021.  He is starƟ ng his 
sixth season as the head coach of the Carolina Hur-
ricanes.  Brind’Amour is one of four former Spartans 
coaching in the NaƟ onal Hockey League in 2022-23.  
On Brind’Amour’s staff  in Carolina is goaltending de-
velopment coach Jason Muzzaƫ   (1987-91), Newell 
Brown (1980-84) is an assistant in Anaheim, and Bob 
Essensa (1983-87) is in his 19th season as the goaltend-
ing coach in Boston.   

•  Three Spartans were on opening-night NHL rosters 
for the 2023-24 season:  Mason Appleton (Winni-
peg), Torey Krug (St. Louis) and Jeff  Petry (Detroit).  
Seven former Spartans played in the NHL in 2022-23 
-  Appleton (2015-17, SeaƩ le),   Petry (2007-10, PiƩ s-
burgh), Krug (2009-12, St. Louis), Derek Grant (2009-
11, Anaheim), Mackenzie MacEachern (2013-16, St. 
Louis), and Taro Hirose (2016-19, Detroit).

• A total of 36 Spartans played professional hockey in 
2021-22, in three North American leagues (NHL, AHL, 
and ECHL) and in 10 diff erent leagues abroad.  

• Ten former Spartan icers have been inducted into the 
MSU AthleƟ cs Hall of Fame: coaches Ron Mason and
Amo Bessone and players Mike Donnelly (1982-86), 
Kip Miller (1986-90), Ryan Miller (1999-02), Weldon 
Olson (1951-55), Tom Ross (1972-76), Ron ScoƩ  (1980-
83) Doug Volmar (1964-67), and Mike York (1994-99).

• Michigan State and Boston University have the most 
alums (5) to have played in at least 1,000 NHL games 
(Rod Brind’Amour - 1,484; Duncan Keith - 1,256; 
Bryan Smolinski - 1,056; Kelly Miller - 1,048; Shawn 
Horcoff  - 1,008).

• The ice surface at the Clarence L. “Biggie” Munn 
Ice Arena was offi  cially dedicated in honor of 
legendary hockey coach Ron Mason prior to the 
opening game of the season on Oct. 7, 2023.  
Mason guided the Spartans for 23 years (1979-
2002) and won 924 men’s college hockey games 
over a 36-season head coaching career at Lake 
Superior State (1966-73), Bowling Green (1973-
79) and Michigan State (1979-2002).

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Adam NighƟ ngale, a Spartan alumnus with hockey 
experience at the internaƟ onal, professional, col-
legiate and youth levels, was named the eighth head 
coach in Michigan State hockey history in May 2022 
and had an impressive fi rst season at the helm in 
2022-23.

Nightingale’s coaching trajectory includes qual-
ity experience at every level of compeƟ Ɵ ve hockey.  
Whether at the top high school for developing young 
talent (ShaƩ uck-St. Mary’s), the United States NaƟ onal 
Team Development Program (USNTDP), collegiately at 
Michigan State, and with experience as both a video 
and bench coach in the NHL, the Spartan mentor has 
built a reputaƟ on of excepƟ onal player development.  
At every steo of his career, NighƟ ngale has developed 
strong recruiƟ ng Ɵ es and professional relaƟ onships 
through all levels of hockey, helping him idenƟ fy, 
coach, and develop young talent to reach their goals 
both on the ice and for life beyond hockey.    

NighƟ ngale’s goal to recreate a culture of winning 
hockey within the Spartan program took a huge step 
forward in his fi rst season.  Winning 18 games – the 
third-most for a fi rst-year head coach in program 
history – the Spartans fi nished in fi Ō h place in the 
Big Ten standings aŌ er being selected seventh in the 
pre-season coaches poll.  The squad posted a six-win 
improvement from the 2021-22 campaign, which was 
also the most victories for a Spartan team in more than 
a decade. In the postseason, Michigan State earned 
its fi rst-ever Big Ten Tournament victory over Notre 
Dame, and went on to defeat the Irish in the best-of-
three quarterfi nal series to earn their way into the 
semifi nals against top-ranked Minnesota.  NighƟ ngale 
was one of three fi nalists for Big Ten Coach of the Year 
at season’s end. 

While asking his charges to focus on process and 
improvement, nine Spartans posted career-best of-
fensive numbers during NighƟ ngale’s fi rst season, 
including two seniors – Nicolas Müller and Jagger 
Joshua – who more than doubled their three-season 
career totals.  Joshua and graduate transfer Dylan St. 
Cyr (who also far surpassed his previous career bests 
in all staƟ sƟ cal categories) both earned postseason 
All-Big Ten honors. 

The summer of 2023 yielded a pair of NHL draŌ  picks 
-  MSU had two picks in the top two rounds of the same 
draŌ  for the fi rst Ɵ me since 2006.  Trey AugusƟ ne (41st 
overall, Detroit Red Wings) and Maxim Štrbák (45th 
overall, Buff alo Sabres) went just four picks apart in 
the second round.

Prior to coming back to his alma mater, NighƟ ngale 
served as head coach at the US NaƟ onal Team Devel-
opment Program in Plymouth, Mich. Guiding some 
of the top talent in world in the age group, he led his 

team to a silver medal at the U.S. Under-18 Men’s 
World Championships in 2022.  His roster boasted 22 
Division I commitments.   

NighƟ ngale has supported seven U.S. teams on the 
internaƟ onal stage, which includes his head coaching 
duƟ es with the U18’s in 2022 and as a coach for the 
bronze medal-winning 2021 U.S. Men’s World Cham-
pionship Team.  Previously, he was video coach for 
the U.S. Men’s NaƟ onal Team three consecuƟ ve years 
(2017-19), including for the bronze medal-winning 
2018 squad. He was also the video coach for the 2015 
U.S. NaƟ onal Junior Team.

Prior to his Ɵ me with the USNTDP, the Cheboygan, 
Michigan, naƟ ve spent four seasons on NHL staff s. 
From 2017-20, he was a member of the Detroit Red 
Wings organizaƟ on. As an assistant coach in 2019-20, 
he was responsible for player development, pre-scout-
ing opponents and running the penalty kill. He worked 
as the video coach for his fi rst two years in Detroit, 
a role he also held for the Buff alo Sabres in 2016-17.

Before joining the pro ranks, NighƟ ngale served as 
head coach of the ShaƩ uck-St. Mary’s 14U (Bantam) 
Team in Faribault, Minnesota for two seasons (2014-
16), leading the team to a naƟ onal championship in 
2016 as well as two years (2008-10) as the head coach 
of the ShaƩ uck midget AA squad.  

Between his stints at Shattuck, Nightingale was 
the director of hockey operaƟ ons at Michigan State, 
serving at his alma mater overseeing all team video 
as well as team travel. 

  Adam NighƟ ngale  While he began his collegiate 
career at Lake Superior State, (2000-02), the fi nal 
two seasons of NighƟ ngale’s collegiate playing career 
came at Michigan State (2003-05). Over a combined 
118 games, he totaled 37 points (18g-19a). At MSU, 
he served as alternate captain for both of his playing 
seasons, and won the Spartan Fitness Award in 2004. 
NighƟ ngale then went on to play parts of four seasons 
in the ECHL with the GwinneƩ  Gladiators, Greenville 
Grrrowl and CharloƩ e Checkers.

NighƟ ngale’s family includes his wife, KrisƟ n, and 
three children, Trevor, Emmerson and Keeton.  His 
older brother, Jason, is the Assistant Director of 
Amateur ScouƟ ng for the Buff alo Sabres, while his 
younger brother, Jared, is also a Spartan alumnus 
and is currently the assistant coach for the Rockford 
Ice Hogs of the AHL.
