in the Be The Match-facilitated
Match4Kim Drive, which was held in
support of Penn State men’s lacrosse
player's Drew Roper’s mother, on
campus November 2012. Glen does
not know the identity of who will
receive the donation.

e According to Be The Match, the
five-day peripheral blood stem cell
(PBSC) donation is a non-surgical
procedure and is one of two methods
of collecting blood-forming cells for
bone marrow transplants. A 7-10 day
timetable is typical for recovery for
most PBSC donors and mild bone
pain can result due to the excessive
stem cell crowding within the bone
marrow.
