ALL-TIME RECORDS
•	 This is the 39th season in Purdue Women’s Basketball history. The Boilermakers are 757-

402 all-time.
•	 Purdue is 171-83 under head coach Sharon Versyp, who is in her eighth season with the 

Boilermakers. She has a career record of 288-148. 
•	 The Boilermakers are 350-178 all-time against Big Ten Conference opponents.
•	 Purdue is ranked for the 80th time in their last 83 games, sitting 21st in the AP Poll and 

20th in the ESPN/USA Today Coaches’ Poll.
•	 Purdue is 241-216 all-time on the road, including a 148-117 mark against Big Ten 

opponents.
•	 The Boilermakers are 205-121 all-time in the month of January, including an 86-79 

record on the road and a 6-4 mark on Jan. 12. 
•	 Purdue is 27-11 all-time in its 15th game of the season.
•	 Both teams have been ranked in 24 of the 43 all-time meetings, with Penn State holding 

a 14-10 advantage under the circumstances. The Lady Lions have been the higher-
ranked squad 16 times, winning 10 of those matchups, including six times in University 
Park. 

GAME NOTES
•	 The Boilermakers have lost their first two Big Ten Conference games of the season for 

just the fifth time in school history. 
•	 Purdue has lost consecutive games just three times in the last two seasons, all three 

times coming in conference play.
•	 The Boilermakers open conference play with three straight road games for just the 

second time in school history, follwing a three-game trip to start the 1992 Big Ten 
schedule. 

•	 Senior Courtney Moses is closing in on her 200th career three-point field goal, heading 
into Sunday's game with 193, good for third all-time at Purdue. She's made 44 percent 
of her attempts from behind the arc this season, and is ranked 26th in the nation (1/10 
NCAA Stat Update).

•	 Senior KK Houser is off to a quick start in conference play, sitting fifth in the Big Ten with 
19.0 points per game and leading the conference with 4.5 three-point field goals per 
game. 

•	 Camille Redmon posted her first career double-double on Thursday, finishing with 14 
points and 11 rebounds at Northwestern.

More Notes

• Purdue has the Big Ten's largest home attendance numbers so far this season, 
averaging 7,807 per game, including a high mark of 8,144 against Central Michigan 
on Dec. 28. The next highest is 6,124 over seven games at Michigan State. 

Purdue grabbed a season-high 52 rebounds at Northwestern on Jan. 9, including 25 
offensive rebounds. The offensive rebounding count matched the eighth-highest single-
game total in school history, last hit against Nebraska on Feb. 2, 2012. 

•The Boilermakers' 109 points against Central Michigan were the fourth-highest total in 
school history, while their 15 three-point field goals tied the highest single-game total at 
Purdue, and their most ever in Mackey Arena. 

• Purdue's 49-45 victory at Green Bay its last time out was just the 61st time in school 
history that the Boilermakers scored fewer than 50 points, and just the third time they 
have prevailed under the circumstances. 

• Courtney Moses' 13 field goals against Toledo are the most in one game by a Big Ten 
player this season. 

• Purdue is one of 37 teams in NCAA Division I Women's Basketball to earn 750 
program victories, securing the mark on Nov. 17 at Toledo and just the third Big Ten 
team to accomplish the feat following Ohio State and Penn State. 

• Courtney Moses was named to the Naismith Award Trophy Early Watch List, becoming 
one of 50 players nationwide to be recognized, and one of just four players in the Big 
Ten.

• Purdue set a single-game school record at the free throw line against Ball State, hitting 
all 17 fouls shots. It was the first time a Boilermaker squad has been flawless at the line 
with at least 15 attempts in the game.

• Courtney Moses was named consensus preseason All-Big Ten by the coaches and 
media, marking her second straight year on the coaches’ preseason team. Moses was 
also named second team all-conference by College Sports Madness, while KK Houser 
earned third team honors. 

• Purdue has won more Big Ten Tournament Championships than any other conference 
team, taking home nine titles including the last two in a row. 

• The Boilermakers have five former Miss Basketball honorees on their bench, including 
head coach Sharon Versyp who was the first Indiana Miss Basketball to play at Purdue 
and Courtney Moses who is the eighth. KK Houser was Nebraska’s Miss Basketball as 
a senior, Hayden Hamby was named Miss Basketball in Alabama as a junior and Ashley 
Morrissette earned Ohio’s Miss Basketball crown as a senior in 2013. 

• The Boilermakers earned Purdue’s Provost Award this spring, given to the team with 
the most improved grade point average. 

• The Sharon Versyp Radio Show is held most Mondays from 7:10 to 8 p.m. ET at Buffalo 
Wild Wings on Brown Street in West Lafayette. The show is broadcast live on 95.3 BOB-

	 Sharon Versyp, a former Boilermaker point 
guard, has led Purdue to four Big Ten Tournament 
championships and two NCAA Tournament Elite 
Eight appearances in her seven seasons as the 
head coach at her alma mater. At Purdue, she has 
averaged 23 wins per season, including a 25-9 record 
in the postseason. Versyp signed a contract extension 
that will secure her presence on the Boilermaker 
sidelines through the 2016-17 season.  
	 Versyp’s impact on basketball in the Hoosier state 
was recognized on April 24, 2010, when she was 
inducted into the Indiana Basketball Hall of Fame 
in her first year of eligibility, an honor that includes 
Larry Bird and John Wooden.
	 The Mishawaka, Ind., native is known for her 
prowess in team defense, game preparation, 
individual player development and team building. 
Recruiting is a key to success and Versyp and her 
staff have proven that they can attract elite players to 
Purdue. Versyp’s first six signing classes were ranked 
in the top 15, and the most recent class of student-
athletes earned a No. 23 ranking. 
	 Equally impressive to the on-court accolades are 
the team’s academic achievements under Versyp’s 
guidance. For three-straight years, the Boilermakers 
earned a team GPA of 3.10 or better and last 
season, Brittany Rayburn earned Academic All-
America accolades. Two players in the Versyp era are 
in medical school - Lauren Mioton is at Vanderbilt 
and Chelsea Jones is at Arkansas, while Rayburn is 
in her second year in Purdue’s School of Veterinary 
Medicine. 
	 The Boilermakers have posted back-to-back Big 
Ten Tournament Championships in 2012 and 2013, 
increasing their conference-best mark to nine 
conference tournament titles. Purdue tied for third in 
the Big Ten in the regular season and advanced to 
the second round of the NCAA Tournament before 
being ousted by red-hot NCAA Runners-up Louisville 
on the Cardinals home floor and finishing the season 
25-9 for the second straight year.  Four Boilermakers 
collected Big Ten postseason honors as Drey Mingo, 
Sam Ostarello, Courtney Moses and KK Houser 
received all-conference nods, while Mingo was 
named the Big Ten Tournament Most Outstanding 
Player and Moses and Houser joined her on the all-
tournament team. 
	 Versyp returned to her alma mater as Purdue’s 
eighth head coach on April 10, 2006. As a player 
Versyp, a former Boilermaker point guard, led her 
teams to three consecutive winning seasons when 
the program had enjoyed only one winning campaign 
in the previous 10 years. 

	 In her first year as head coach at Purdue, Versyp 
compiled a 31-6 record that included a second-
place finish in the Big Ten regular season, a Big Ten 
Tournament title and an appearance in the NCAA 
Elite Eight. Versyp was named the 2007 WBCA 
Region VI Coach of the Year. 
	 Versyp’s win percentage in 2006-07 of 83.8 
percent (31-6) was tops for a first-year coach. The 31 
wins equals the second-most in school history and 
Versyp is the only first-year head coach to achieve a 
30-win record.
	 Versyp was the head coach at Indiana prior to 
Purdue, where she led her team to a 19-14 season, 
9-7 in the Big Ten and the quarterfinals of the post-
season WNIT. The nine-game improvement was the 
second largest turn-around in school history for a 
first-year head coach. 
	 Prior to her stint with the Hoosiers, Versyp was 
the head coach at Maine for five seasons where she 
amassed a 98-51 record, including a 67-19 America 
East Conference record. Versyp’s teams won three 
straight America East regular season championships 
(2003, 2004, 2005) and in 2004 also won the 
America East Tournament title earning an NCAA 
Tournament berth.
