All of NYIT’s games have been played on the road,
as the Bears are 0-10 in true road games and 0-1 in a neutral site game against
Manhattan. At the plate, NYIT has two main offensive threats this season in
Robert Fiato and Joe Daru. Fiato leads the team in batting average with a mark
of .409 and has hit the team’s only home run of the season. Daru is the Bears’ top
run producer, driving in eight runs on the season off 13 hits.

break. The Blue and White p ayeg
three games against Saint Mary’s,
two versus Fresno State and then
wrapped up the trip with a three
game set at Santa Clara. The team
went 2-6 over the stretch, winnin

one game against Saint Mary’s an

one game versus Santa Clara.

Snyder’s Sensational Start: Senior
outfielder Steve Snyder is off to a
great start to the 2014 season. Snyder
is hitting .387 on the season, ranking
fifth in the Big Ten. The senior’s
24 hits tie Snyder for sixth in the
conference in the category and his on
base percentage of .474 is the third-
highest mark in the league, just .005
points away from the top spot. Snyder
is a perfect 5-for-5 on stolen base
attempts and has recorded a hitting
streak of 11-straight games already
this season, matching his previous
career high for consecutive hits.

Coates Cruising Along: Dating back
to the 2013 season, James Coates has
reached base safely in 28 consecutive
games. The sophomore has recorded
hits in 24 of the 28 games during
the streak, seven of which have
been muld-hit performances. The

sophomore’s improved patience at
the plate has aided his current streak,
as Coates has drawn 15 walks in 16
games played in 2014, equaling the
amount of hits he has recorded.

Walk This Way: Since Rob Cooper
has taken over the Penn State baseball
program the team’s plate discipline
has greatly improved. The Nittany
Lions have drawn 79 walks through
17 games to lead the conference in
the category. The next closest team
to the Blue and White is Iowa,
who has drawn 72 free passes this
season. Leading the way for Penn
State is sophomore James Coates,
who has reached base 15 times via
the base on balls. The sophomore’s
15 walks ties him for first in the Big
Ten in the category with Michigan’s
Jacob Cronenworth. Steve Snyder is
another Nittany Lion in the top 10 in
the league, ranking tied for sixth with
10 free passes.

Triple Play by the Bay: The Nittany
Lions pulled off a rare feat in Sunday,
March 15th’s game at Santa Clara,
turning a triple play in the bottom of
the fourth inning. The Broncos led
off with two-straight singles to put
runners on first and second with no
outs. The next batter lined out to Jim
Haley at shortstop on a hit-and-run
play. Haley then flipped the ball to

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Taylor Skerpon at second, who threw to
J.J. White at first to complete the triple
play to end the inning.

J.Js Jolt of Power: Junior J.J. White
recorded two three-run home runs in
California, one at Fresno State and one at
Santa Clara. The two bombs, were the first
of his Penn State career and the first two
by a Nittany Lion all season. White turned
on both pitches and recorded two towering
shots over the left field walls. With the two
blasts, White is tied for fourth in the Big
Ten for the category.

Anderson for the Win: Sophomore
Jack Anderson is tied for the Big Ten
lead in games won this season with four
victories in eight appearances. Anderson
has remarkably recorded all four victories
out of the bullpen. The sophomore sports
the second lowest ERA in the conference
with a mark of just 1.06 and is tied for the
lead of earned runs allowed with two. The
sophomore is tied for the conference’s best
in walks allowed with just five on the year.
Impressively, three of the five free passes
came as intentional walks.

Snyder, Skerpon and Smith Shine Down
South: Steve Snyder, Taylor Skerpon
and Ryky Smith all had great weekends
offensively in the three game series in
Tampa against USE Each player recorded
three hits and a batting average of .333 or
higher. All three players recorded two RBIs
apiece, totaling six of the team’s 12 RBIs,
and added a walk. The trio also combined
to score four runs over the weekend.

Coming up Clutch at GWU: In each
of Penn State’s two victories the Nittany
Lions have won in dramatic fashion. In the
opener J.J. White ripped a double to deep
right field in the ninth inning with the
bases loaded to plate two runs and give the
Nittany Lions a 5-3 lead in a game where
they would go on to win 6-4.

On Sunday, the third and final game of
the series, the Blue and White’s back was
up against the wall, as GWU had the bases
loaded in a tie game with no outs in the
bottom of the ninth. Sophomore reliever
Jack Anderson escaped the jam by inducing
a 3-2-3 double play and then punching out
a Bulldog hitter to keep the game tied. The
Nittany Lions then manufactured a run
in the top of the 10th and Ryan Harper
pitched a perfect bottom of the frame to
seal the victory.

5 NGAA College World Series Appearances _

Owning the Openers: Historically Penn
State has thrived in the first game of the
season. With the 6-4 win over Gardner-
Webb in this season’s first game, the Nittany
Lions improved their overall record to 78-
48 (.619) in season openers.

Last season the Blue and White defeated
East Tennessee State by a score of 6-4 to
start the season 1-0. The Nittany Lions
have won three of their last four first games
of the year, picking up wins over ETSU in
2013, Seton Hall in 2011 and Cincinnati
in 2010.

New Era of PSU Baseball: Head Coach
Rob Cooper was named head coach
of the Nittany Lion baseball program
on August 9, 2013, becoming the 14th
coach in Penn State history. Cooper has
nine years of experience as a skipper with
Wright State prior to this season, where
he compiled a record of 286-230, with
three trips to the NCAA Tournament.
Joining Cooper on staff is pitching coach
Brian Anderson, hitting coach Ross
Oeder and outfield coach Blake Beemer.

PSU Players to Watch: The Nittany
Lions placed three players on the Big Ten
Preseason Players to Watch List this week,
as Alex Farkes, James Coates and Greg
Guers cach received the recognition.
Farkes is coming off a 2013 campaign in
which he earned a career-high 32 starts and
played in 37 games. The catcher hit .259
last year with 12 RBIs and 18 runs.

A season ago, Coates impressed at the dish,
hitting .295 for the season, while leading
the team in runs scored with 27. Coates
finished the season on fire, recording a
seven-game hitting streak that will carry
into the start of the 2014 season.

Guers, who will be making his Penn State
debut after sitting out last season due to
NCAA rules after transferring from USC-
Upstate, started 42 games and batted .309,
while compiling 37 runs, 36 RBIs and four
home runs as a freshman with the Spartans.

Fresh Faces: Penn State welcomes 11
newcomers to the 2014 roster, consisting
of eight freshmen, two sophomores and
ajunior. The eight new freshmen include
Jim Haley, Jake Prbanic, Jake Pilewicz,
Dakota Forsyth, Steve Robinson,
Nick Riotto, Schuyler Bates and Tom
Mullin. The two new additions for
sophomores are Tim Scholly and Alex
Malinsky. Christian Marcin is the lone

Rob Cooper was selected as the 14th head coach in Penn State

history on August 9, 2013. He comes to Happy Valley after nine Cooper's PSU Record When

seasons as the manager at Wright State. Playing at Home

Since joining the Penn State family, Cooper has already achieved

great success in the coaching world. Shortly after Cooper accepted
the PSU head coaching position, the California native traveled to
Taichung, Taiwan to serve as the head coach of USA Baseball’s 18U
National Team at the IBAF U18 World Cup. Cooper steered Team
USA to an 8-1 record in World Cup play, including seven consecutive
victories to win the gold medal.

Not long after the triumph in Taiwan, Cooper received one of
the highest honors bestowed in the profession, as he was announced
as the Rod Dedeaux USA Baseball Coach of the Year. With the honor,
Cooper became just the 16th individual in the award’s history to
receive the accolade, joining the likes of Scott Brosius, Davey Johnson
and Tommy Lasorda.

Prior to arriving in Happy Valley, Cooper took over a Wright
State team that had six losing seasons in a seven-year span. Cooper
methodically built Wright State into a perennial contender in the
Horizon League with seven 30-win seasons, two Horizon League
regular-season titles, three Horizon League Tournament crowns and
six Horizon League Championship game appearances. In nine seasons,
Cooper accumulated a 286-230 record as the Wright State manager.
Over the course of his career at Wright State, he guided the Raiders to
a pair of wins over No. 1-ranked opponents in Virginia (3/5/10) and
Georgia (3/24/09).

During his tenure with the Raiders, Cooper has seen 47 players
earn all-conference accolades and 18 garner all-newcomer honors. He
has also produced five Horizon League Players of the Year, one Pitcher
of the Year, three Relief Pitchers of the Year and two Newcomers of
the Year. Additionally, Cooper has found success for his players on a
professional level, with 21 WSU players signing professional contracts,
including seven Major League Baseball Draft picks.
