Scouting the Gaels: Saint Mary’s
has gotten off to a 5-7 start to the
2014 campaign. The Gaels fell to
San Jose State in their latest game
on Tuesday, March 4 by a final of
10-0. Santa Clara is just 1-3 since
the calendar has turned to March,
with the lone victory coming in
a 2-0 win at San Diego State.
Anthony Gonsolin leads the Gaels
at the plate, sporting an average of
.357 on a team-high 15 hits, six
of which are for extra bases. Jacob
Valdez and Ryan Brockett lead the
pitching staff, both having ERAs
3.50 or under.

All-Time Series vs. Fresno
State: The Bulldogs won the only
meeting between Penn State and
Fresno State. The two teams met
in the Pepsi/Johnny Quik Classic
in Fresno on March 3, 2003. The
Bulldogs came away with a 7-2
victory.

Scouting the Bulldogs: Fresno
State is one of the hottest teams in
the country at the moment (as of
March 4), winners of six-straight
games, including a sweep of No. 18
Texas A&M. Against the Aggies, the
Bulldogs recorfed two shutouts and
outscored Texas A&M 12-5 over
the course of three games. Each of
the Bulldogs’ two losses have been
by two runs or less. The offense is
led by Taylor Ward, who is hitting
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.386 on the season and leads the
team with 12 RBIs. On the mound
FSU has three starters in Jordan
Brink, Garrett Mundell and Tim
Borst who have sub-2.00 ERAs.

All-Time Series vs. Santa Clara:
Penn State and Santa Clara will
meet for the first time in both
program’s history on Thursday,
March 13. The two teams will play
three games over the final tEree
ames of the Nittany Lions’ spring
%reak trip.

Scouting the Broncos: As of
March 5, Santa Clara is 6-7 on the
season and winners of one of its last
four, due to playing some tough
competition in the stretch. Tie
Broncos were shutout by a ranke
Cal Poly team in their most recent
outing, losing by a score of 6-0.
The last Bronco win came against
Manhattan at the College Baseball
Classic in Surprise, Ariz. by a final
of 10-2. Santa Clara’s best hitter as
of Thursday is Greg Harsis, who is
batting .375 on the season with five
doubles, two home runs and seven
RBIs. The Broncos ace is Peter
Hendron, who has an ERA of 1.31
in 20.2 innings pitched over three
starts on the season. Hendron leads
the team in wins with two.

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Last Time Out: After dropping the first
two games of the series, Penn State’s
offense came to life to score a season-
high 10 runs in the 10-4 victory over
Hofstra in North Carolina. The Blue and
White bats registered 15 hits, the most
thus far in the 2014 campaign. Eight
different hitters recorded at least one%iit
and all nine batters in the lineup reached
base. The Lions™ Patton Taylor turned in
a solid outting on the mound, picking
up his first win of the season. The junior
tossed 6.1 innings and recorded four
strikeouts.

Snyder’s Sensational Start:  Senior
outfielder Steve Snyder is leading the Big
Ten in batting average through March
5 with a mark of .469. Snyder is coming
off a remarkable weekend against Hofstra,
where over the three game series the senior
combined to go 9-for-12 at the plate. The
outfielder recorded two four hit games in
the series and has now posted three multi-
hit performances this season. Snyder also
carries a five-game hitting streak into the
spring break trip.

Coates Cruising Along: Dating back to
the 2013 season, James Coates has reached
base safely in 21 consecutive games. The
sophomore has recorded hits in 19 of
the 21 games during the streak, seven of
which have been multi-hit performances.
The outhielder failed to register a hit in the
season opener at Gardner-Webb but drew
two walks to keep the streak alive. Since
then, Coates has recorded a hit in eight-
straight games to push his average to .323
on the season.

Setting the Table: Through nine games,
Penn State’s leadoff hitter of the inning has
reached base at a clip of .395, over .100
points higher than the opposition who
have had their leadoff man on .269 percent
of the time. Steve Snyder and James Coates
are a huge reason for the team’s success in
this category, as the duo has combined to
reach safely 13-0f-25 times.

Skerps On at the Plate: Junior Taylor
Skerpon has been on fire at the plate ever
since a rough opening day doubleheader
performance. In his last seven games, the
infielder has hit for an average of .417,
picking up 10 hits over the stretch. The
highlight of the last seven games came
in his most recent outting, picking up a
career-best four hits in the win over Hofstra
on Sunday, March 2. Skerpon has an active
hitting streak of eight games, the longest of
his Nittany Lion career.

Snyder, Skerpon and Smith Shine Down
South: Steve Snyder, Taylor Skerpon
and Ryky Smith all had great weekends
offensively in the three game series in
Tampa against USE Each player recorded
three hits and a batting average of .333 or
higher. All three players recorded two RBIs
apiece, totaling six of the team’s 12 RBIs,
and added a walk. The trio also combined
to score four runs over the weekend.

Coming up Clutch at GWU: In each
of Penn State’s two victories the Nittany
Lions have won in dramatic fashion. In the
opener J.J. White ripped a double to deep
right field in the ninth inning with the
bases loaded to plate two runs and give the
Nittany Lions a 5-3 lead in a game where
they would go on to win 6-4.

On Sunday, the third and final game of
the series, the Blue and White’s back was
up against the wall, as GWU had the bases
loaded in a tie game with no outs in the
bottom of the ninth. Sophomore reliever
Jack Anderson escaped the jam by inducing
a 3-2-3 double play and then punching out
a Bulldog hitter to keep the game tied. The
Nittany Lions then manufactured a run
in the top of the 10th and Ryan Harper
pitched a perfect bottom of the frame to
seal the victory.

Owning the Openers: Historically Penn
State has thrived in the first game of the
season. With the 6-4 win over Gardner-
Webb in this season’s first game, the Nittany
Lions improved their overall record to 78-
48 (.619) in season openers.

Last season the Blue and White defeated
East Tennessee State by a score of 6-4 to
start the season 1-0. The Nittany Lions
have won three of their last four first games
of the year, picking up wins over ETSU in
2013, Seton Hall in 2011 and Cincinnati
in 2010.

New Era of PSU Baseball: Head Coach
Rob Cooper was named head coach
of the Nittany Lion baseball program
on August 9, 2013, becoming the 14th
coach in Penn State history. Cooper has
nine years of experience as a skipper with
Wright State prior to this season, where
he compiled a record of 286-230, with
three trips to the NCAA Tournament.
Joining Cooper on staff is pitching coach
Brian Anderson, hitting coach Ross
Oeder and outfield coach Blake Beemer.
