Peter Mangione ranks first in the Big 
Ten in goals and 25th nationally. He has 
also scored a goal in six out of the last 

seven games.

Kris Shakes ranks eighth nationally in 
save percentage (.814) and is tied for 
10th in shutouts (7). He’s earned B1G 
Defensive Player of the Week honors 

three times this season.

Shakes moved into the top-three all-
time at Penn State in career saves 

against Penn (9/8) and Peter Mangione 
moved into the top-15 all-time at PSU 

in goals against Michigan (10/22).

Penn State has outscored its 
opponents 11-2 over the last three

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PENN STATE ADVANCES TO SEMIFINALS OF 2023 BTT
The Big Ten regular season co-champions, Penn State men’s 
soccer earns a spot in the semifinals of the Big Ten Tournament 
and also earns a right to host as the two seed. The Nittany Lions 
face off against Ohio State on Wednesday, Nov. 8. 

Penn State dominated Big Ten postseason awards with Peter 
Mangione as the Offensive Player of the Year, Femi Awodesu as 
Defensive Player of the Year, Krish Shakes as Goalkeeper of the 
Year and head coach Jeff Cook as Coach of the Year. The trio of 
major award winners also earned spots on first team All-Big Ten 
and Caden Grabfelder was named to the All-Freshman Team.

This is the sixth time Penn State will host a semifinal game in the 
Big Ten Tournament, the last time being in 2021, when it won the 
regular season and tournament championship.
