Nittany Lions Host the Bison: After severe weather conditions shut down its April 10

contest, the Penn State baseball team will again welcome Bucknell to Medlar Field at

Lubrano Park for a non-conference, midweek game.

Last Time Out: The Lions dropped a three-game series to Big Ten foe Michigan over the

weekend, falling 5-1, 3-2 and 8-1. Senior Luis Montesinos led Penn State at the plate,

batting .400 with four hits, one double and one run scored.
Junior Alex Farkes, freshman James Coates and sopho-
more Aaron Novak each went 3-for-9 over the weekend
set, combining for two runs and two RBIs, with Novak ex-
tending a six-game hitting streak. Leading the PSU pitch-
ing staff, redshirt sophomore T.J. Jann recorded a fantastic
outing of 7.0 scoreless innings, improving to an ERA of
3.79. Jann allowed just five hits while striking out four. Se-
nior Steven Hill pitched a complete game of 8.0 innings in
the close 3-2 loss on Saturday, allowing eight hits and three
earned runs while striking out four.
