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THIS WEEK’S MATCHUP

e This weekend marks the 56th meeting all-
time between Penn State and Ohio State with
the Buckeyes being the second most common
opponent for the Nittany Lions behind Wiscon-
sin.

e Ohio State holds the 27-23-5 edge, includ-
ing the slim 16-13-2 mark in Columbus after
sweeping the series back in December. Penn
State then secured a shootout win and over-
time win in Hockey Valley back in January.

e The Buckeyes are the most common play-
off opponent for Penn State as this marks the
ninth time the two have met in the postseason
with each side having won four of the previ-
ous eight meetings. This is the third time in the
past four seasons the two teams have met in
the playoffs after matching up in the quarterfi-
nals in both 2022 and 2023. Penn State won in
three games in 2022 with the Buckeyes getting
revenge in 2023 defeating the Nittany Lions in
three games.

e Penn State is 4-3 all-time in postseason play
against Ohio State at Value City Arena with this
contest marking the second time the two sides
have met in the B1G Semifinals in this building.
Penn State won in decisive fashion, 5-1, back
in 2019 knocking off the top-seeded Buckeyes.

e Penn State has won 10 of the last 17 games
between the two schools dating back to the
2022 Big Ten Quarterfinals.

e Excluding empty net goals, 16 of the last 19
meetings between the Nittany Lions and Buck-
eyes have been one goal contests.

e Penn State enters the weekend as the hot-
test team in college hockey having gone 12-2-2
over its last 16 games with the two ties result-
ing in shootout wins. Overall Penn State is 13-
3-4 since the calendar flipped to 2025 with the
13 wins marking the most-ever for the Nittany
Lions post-Christmas.

® The .750 winning percentage in the second
half is also the best showing all-time for the
Nittany Lions.

e Graduate student Jimmy Dowd Jr. leads
all Nittany Lions with 14 points in his career
against the Buckeyes scoring three goals while
adding 11 assists in 21 career games.

e Senior Danny Dzhaniyev has added nine
points in 22 career games against the Buck-
eyes with six goals and three assists while
Aiden Fink has five goals and three assists for
eight points in six career games against the
Buckeyes.

#B1GHOCKEY AWARD SEASON

e Finalists for the five Big Ten major awards
were announced on Wednesday with Penn
State landing a finalist in each category.

e Aiden Fink (Player of the Year), Simon Mack
(Defensive Player of the Year), Arsenii Sergeev
(Goaltender of the Year), Charlie Cerrato
(Freshman of the Year) and Guy Gadowsky
(Coach of the Year) were each named finalists
with the award winners being announced next
Tuesday, March 18.

BRIGHT LIGHTS, B1G STAGE

e After defeating Michigan, Penn State has the
second-most Big Ten semifinal appearances
all-time reaching the final four nine times in the
12-year history of the league, just one shy of
Ohio State and Minnesota with 10 each.

e The Nittany Lions snapped the Wolverines
five-straight semifinal appearances and three-
straight championship showings with their
sweep in Ann Arbor last weekend. The sweep
was the first-ever for a visiting team in a best-
of-three quarterfinal series since the confer-
ence adopted that format for the 2017-18 sea-
son. Penn State was also the first-ever road
team to win a quarterfinal series when they
defeated the Buckeyes in three games back
in 2022.

e The Nittany Lions have played the sec-
ond-most Big Ten Tournament games with 29,
behind only Michigan (30) and Ohio State (31).
Penn State is 16-13-0 all-time in B1G Tourna-
ment contests. The 16 wins are the third-most
Big Ten Tournament wins all-time trailing only
Ohio State (17) and Michigan (20).

e Penn State head coach Guy Gadowsky’s 16
Big Ten Tournament wins are the second-most
all-time one shy of OSU’s Steve Rohlik with 17.

e Following its overtime victory last Friday,
Penn State is 6-1 all-time in overtime games
during the Big Ten Tournament with the lone
loss coming in the 2020-21 semifinal round
against Wisconsin. The Nittany Lions have
also played in the three longest games in tour-
nament history, including their first-ever B1G
Tournament game against Michigan in 2014, a
2-1 double-overtime win.

GO SHORTY

e The Nittany Lions lead the Big Ten with eight
shorthanded tallies on the year, a mark good
for second in the nation juts one shy of UCo-
nn’s nine.

e The eight shorthanded tallies are the most in
a season for Penn State in eight seasons and
are the third most all-time behind the nine in
2016-17 and the 12 recorded during the 2015-
16 season. Entering this year Penn State had
just six shorthanded goals combined over the
past five seasons.
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SCOUTING OHIO STATE ]

* The Buckeyes come into the
weekend after a quarterfinal se-
ries victory over Wisconsin coming
back from an opening game loss to
win the next two and advance to the
semifinal for the third-straight year
and the 10th time overall.

* Ohio State is 23-12-2 this season
with only four losses on home ice all
year, posting an impressive 15-4-1
mark in Columbus.

» Ohio State is paced offensively
by Northeastern transfer Gunnar-
wolfe Fontaine with 37 points on 14
goals and 23 assists. Fontaine has
slowed on the goal front lately scor-
ing just twice in his last 12 games.
Alaska-Anchorage transfer Rile
Thompson paces the Buckeyes wit
17 goals on the year and has added
14 assists for 31 points.

» Davis Burnisde and Max Montes
have added 14 and 13 goals, respec-
tively, for a team averaging 3.16
oals per game, a mark good for
ourth in the Big Ten and 17th na-
tionally.

+ Both Fontaine and Thompson
have scored six powerplay goals
each to pace a struggling man-ad-
vantage unit that has converted at
just 18.1 percent (21-for-116) this sea-
son. Ohio State entered Hockey Val-
ley near the end of January having
scored at least one powerplay goal
in nine-straight games, but since
have converted just four times over
the last 15 games going 4-for-37
(10.8 percent) during that stretch.

» At 18.1 percent for the year with
the man-advantage, Ohio State
ranks last in the Big Ten and 42nd
nationally while each of the other
Big Ten schools rank in the top-23.

+ At the beginning of the season
the Buckeyes had Kristoffer Eberly
and Logan Terness splitting time
between the pipes, however, dat-
ing back to the series against Penn
State in Hockey Valley on January
24-25, Terness has started 11 of the
last 15 games posting a 7-4-0 re-
cord in those 11. Overall, Terness is
11-8-1 this season and boasts the
slightly better numbers with a .926
save percentage and a 2.24 goals-
against average while Eberly is 12-
4-1 this season with a .915 save per-
centage and a 2.28 goals-against
average. Terness leads the BI%
Ten and ranks 12th nationally wit
his .926 save percentage while his
goals-against average is good for
second in the Big Ten and 22nd in
the nation.

* The Buckeye defense has been
very stingy all year long aIIome
just 2.46 goals per game to ran
second in the Big Ten and 16th in
the nation.

>-) WELCOME TO HOCKEY VALLEY
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WE’VE GOT THE POWER

e Penn State has scored at least one power-
play goal in five straight games and eight of its
last nine going 10-for-32 (31.3 percent) during
that stretch pushing its season total to 22.9
percent (30-for-131).

e Taking things a step further, Penn State has
scored at least one powerplay goal in 14 of its
last 17 games.

* While the Nittany Lions rank just fifth in the
Big Ten in powerplay percentage, they rank
19th nationally as six of the top-23 powerplays
reside in the Big Ten.

e Penn State’s 30 PPG’s this season are tied
for the Big Ten lead and rank tied for seventh
nationally while ranking as the fourth-most in a
single-season in Penn State history matching
the 2017-18 team. They are the most man-ad-
vantage tallies in a season for the Nittany Lions
since scoring 33 in 2018-19.

BLOCK PARTY

e Penn State leads the Big Ten in blocks (518)
and blocks per game (14.4) ranking eighth and
sixth in the nation, respectively.

e Freshman Cade Christenson leads the Big
Ten averaging 1.95 blocks per game while his
68 blocks on the season are tied for the Big Ten
best and rank tied for 12th in the nation.

e Christenson had eight blocks last Satur-
day against Michigan and a season-high nine
blocked shots in a 3-2 overtime win against
Ohio State back on January 25. Christenson’s
68 blocks this season are tied for the ninth-
most in a single-season in Penn State history.

e Senior Simon Mack is second on the team
with 58 blocks. Mack moved into eighth on the
Penn State all-time blocks list last weekend
with 171 now for his career.

START FAST, FINISH STRONG

e Penn State has scored first in 22 of 36 games
this season including 13 of its 20 games in the
second half, and seven of its last 10 games.
The Nittany Lions are 15-5-2 when lighting the
lamp first this season.

e The Nittany Lions are also a perfect 18-0-1
when leading after two periods of play with the
only blemish being a tie followed by a shootout
win at Michigan State last month.

GHUCKY - GOOD GUY

e Freshman Charlie Cerrato is having one of the
best rookie campaigns in Penn State history as
his 36 points are tied for the second-most by a
freshman all-time and are tops in the Big Ten
and third in the nation among first-year players.

e Cerrato has 15 goals and 21 assists which
rank first and second in the Big Ten for rookies

His
assists are the second-most in a season by a
Nittany Lion rookie all-time while his 15 goals
tie Aiden Fink’s mark from a season ago for
the fifth-most.

e Cerrato tallied five points on one goal and
four assists in the series sweep of Michigan
last week running his point streak to a ca-
reer-best five games along the way (3-8--11).

e Cerrato’s penalty shot goal on Saturday night
was the second penalty shot attempt for Penn
State this season and the first make for the Nit-
tany Lions since Kevin Wall ‘23 scored against
Niagara on October 22, 2021.

DA-NA-NA, DA-NA-NA
e Freshman JJ Wiebusch sent the hockey
world into a frenzy last Friday with his be-
hind-the-back, between-the-legs overtime
game-winning goal to record a hat-trick in a
6-5 victory over Michigan.

e The goal landed as the No. 1 play on
SportsCenter’s Top-10 that night and was talk-
ed about and reposted throughout the hockey
universe. Wiebusch becomes the third differ-
ent Nittany Lion to grace SportsCenter this
season joining Aiden Fink (January 17) and
John Seifarth (November 27) who landed at
No. 10 and No. 2, respectively.

e The hat-trick was the first of Wiebusch’s ca-
reer and the 15th in Penn State history, sec-
ond this season (Fink). It was also the first-ever
postseason hat-trick scored by a Nittany Lion
and just the third-ever on the road. Wiebusch
added an assist in the game as well for a ca-
reer-best four-point night.

e Wiebusch is currently riding a career-best
five-game point streak (6-4--10) and has goals
in four of those five games. Wiebusch’'s 29
points on the year are good for fifth on the
team and are the fifth-most ever by a Nittany
Lion rookie while his 18 assists and 11 goals
are the sixth and 10th most all-time by a Penn
State freshman.

e Cerrato and Wiebusch have combined for 65
points on 26 goals and 39 assists marking the
most points between a rookie duo since Denis
Smirnov ‘20 and Nate Sucese ‘20 combined
for 83 points on 36 goals and 47 assists during
the 2016-17 season.

WHAT’S UP, DOG?

e Simon Mack is having one of the best sea-
sons statistically for a Nittany Lion defenseman
all-time with career-high totals for points (27)
and assists (24). Those marks rank fifth and
first all-time for Penn State blueliners in a sin-
gle-season and are good for second and first
in the Big Ten and seventh and fifth in the na-
tion, respectively, for defensemen.

e Aiden Fink is just the third Nittany Lion all time
to reach 40 points and 20 goals in the same
season joining Casey Bailey (22-18-40) in 2014-
15) and Alex Limoges (23-27-50 in 2018-19).

e Fink’s 51 points this season lead the nation
and are a new Penn State single-season record
while his 23 goals and 28 assists are each tied
for the Nittany Lion single-season record while
ranking tops in the Big Ten and tied for second
and sixth nationally.

e Fink is the only Nittany Lion to begin his ca-
reer with back-to-back 30+-point seasons
and becomes just the seventh all-time to have
multiple such seasons following his 34-point
freshman campaign. He is also the only Nitta-
ny Lion to record multiple hat-tricks in a career
following his three-goal outing against Canisius
in January.

e The sophomore is a +18 for the season while
his eight powerplay tallies and two shorthand-
ed scores both rank in the top-10 nationally
with his man-advantage total tying his own
PSU single-season record set last year. Fink
leads the team with 15 multi-point efforts on
the campaign and has only been kept off the
scoresheet in eight of the 36 games this sea-
son.

e Fink has 85 points in 70 career games for a
1.21 points per game average, currently the
best mark all-time at Penn State as he sits just
outside the top-10 for goals and points in Nit-
tany Lion history.

e Arsenii Sergeev is also having one of the
best goaltending seasons in Penn State history
posting a 17-7-4 record (.708 winning percent-
age) with a .915 save percentage and a 2.63
goals-against average. The Yaroslavl, Russia
native is 13-3-4 since returning from injury in
January with the 13 wins being the most in the
Big Ten, six better than the next closest, and
second-most nationally over that timeframe to
go along with three shootout wins.

e Sergeev’s 17 wins this season are tied for
the fifth-most in a single-season by a Nittany
Lion net-minder while his save percentage and
goals-against average are currently the fourth
and fifth best.

e While standing just 5’5" and with the dis-
tinction of the shortest player in college hock-
ey, senior Danny Dzhaniyev has played much
bigger than his stature during his four years in
Hockey Valley.

2024-25 PENN STATE HOCKEY
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MEET COACH GADOWSKY

Guy Gadowsky guides the Nittany Lions
in his 25th collegiate season at the helm of
an NCAA Division | program and his 13th
at Penn State in 2024-25. Gadowsky’s 382
victories entering the 2024-25 season rank
35th all-time and are 12th among active
coaches.

AT PENN STATE

This past season, the Nittany Lions won
the first four games of the season for the
second-straight year as Gadowsky led
Penn State to a 15-win campaign including
a trio of victories over top-15 opponents,
No. 12 Michigan, No. 7 Minnesota and No.
14 Michigan. Penn State also secured its
first-ever season sweep of Ohio State fol-
lowing its first-ever sweep in Columbus,
only the third such instance in which the
Nittany Lions have won all four games in a
season against a conference foe and first

since the 2016-17 season. The Nittany Li-
ons also secured their largest comeback in
program history to start the New Year with
five-unanswered goals in a 7-6 victory over
Army West Point after trailing 6-2 midway
through the game.

Gadowsky earned his 200th career victory
as the Nittany Lion Bench Boss, also the
200th for the program, during a 5-3 victory
against No. 12 Michigan at Yost Ice Arena
on November 18, 2023, the first Penn State
victory in Ann Arbor in four years.

Gadowsky saw freshman Aiden Fink land
on the B1G All-Freshman team as the only
unanimous selection becoming the first
Penn State representative in eight sea-
sons. Fink was also an All-Big Ten honor-
able mention and a Hobey Baker nominee
as he led the team with 34 points, the third
most by a Nittany Lion freshman all-time
while his 19 assists and 15 goals were
good for second and fifth, respectively.

Gadowsky also saw junior Dylan Lu-
gris earn the 2024 Hockey Humanitarian
Award as college hockey’s finest citizen.
Lugris became the second HHA recipient
to be coached by Gadowsky as he is now
the only coach to roster multiple Humani-
tarian winners. Lugris is also now just the
second Nittany Lion to receive a national
award joining PJ Musico, the 2015 Derek
Hines Unsung Hero Award winner.

In the classroom Penn State bolstered the
highest grade point average for a men’s
team in Happy Valley during the fall se-
mester with a 3.50 GPA and the Nittany Li-
ons had a Big Ten best nine distinguished
scholars recognized in the spring.

The Nittany Lions once again led the coun-
try in attendance capacity at 110.7 percent
while achieving their three highest attend-
ed games in program history.

In 2022-23, Gadowsky led the Nittany Li-
ons to their third NCAA Tournament ap-
pearance over the past six that have been
played (The 202Q postseason was can-

celed due to the COVID-19 pandemic with
Penn State sitting No. 7 in the PairWise).
Penn State advanced to the Allentown
Regional Final following an 8-0 victory
over Michigan Tech, the largest shutout
in NCAA Tournament history. The Nittany
Lions finished the year 22-16-1 registering
the second-most wins in a single-season
in program history and it was also the fifth
20+-win season over the past eight years
for Penn State under Gadowsky.

Led by goaltender Liam Souliere, Penn
State improved drastically on the defensive
side of the puck lowering its goals-against
average by nearly a half goal per game
from the 2021-22 campaign. Souliere had
one of the best seasons in program his-
tory between the pipes as his 2.43 goals-
against average set a new Penn State sin-
gle-season record while his 19 wins are
the second-most all time and his .917 save
percentage is the third best mark.

Penn State climbed to as high as No. 5
during the 2022-23 season and became
the first team in NCAA history to defeat
separate No. 1 ranked teams in back-to-
back weeks when they defeated No. 1
Michigan and No. 1 Minnesota on consec-
utive weekends in November. The Nittany
Lions finished the year with a No. 8 final
ranking in both national polls to tie their
highest finish all-time.

In 2021-22, Gadowsky led the Nittany Li-
ons back to the Big Ten semifinals for the
seventh-straight season and the eighth
time overall in the nine-year history of the
conference. Both marks tie for the most
all-time.

Penn State became the first road team in
league history to win a best-of-three quar-
terfinal series defeating No. 12 Ohio State
in back-to-back games after starting in a
one-game hole following an opening game
loss.

Throughout the 2021-22 season, Penn
State had marquee wins against No. 6

North Dakota in the first-ever meeting be-
tween the two schools. The Nittany Lions
defeated the Fighting Hawks, 6-4, in front
of a sold-out crowd at Bridgestone Arena
in Nashville, Tennessee during the 2021 US
Hockey Hall of Fame Game. The Nittany
Lions also defeated No. 7 Minnesota on
the road for just the sixth time in program
history.

Gadowsky also saw former captain Bran-
don Biro 20 make his NHL debut as he
suited up for the Buffalo Sabres back in
February becoming the third former Nittany
Lion to lace ‘em up in the show.

In a season unlike any other in 2020-21,
Gadowsky led Penn State back to the Big
Ten semifinals for the sixth consecutive
season and the seventh time overall as he
became the winningest coach in the histo-
ry of the tournament after securing his 11th
victory in B1G tournament play.

The Bench Boss registered his 150th ca-
reer victory at Penn State in his 300th game
as Nittany Lion head coach on January 9,
2021 at Ohio State.

Penn State captain Alex Limoges went on
to sign an AHL contract with the San Diego
Gulls and in just 23 games scored 11 goals
while adding 10 assists for 21 points.

Following the season Aarne Talvitie inked
his entry-level, NHL contract with the New
Jersey Devils while earlier in the season
former Nittany Lion Peyton Jones also put
pen to paper on an NHL contract giving
Penn State six NHL signees in the past two
seasons and 10 overall.

Near the conclusion of the 2020-21 NHL
season former Penn State forward Brett
Murray (2017-18) made his NHL debut with
the Buffalo Sabres becoming the second
Nittany Lions to skate in an NHL contest.

Gadowsky led Penn State to its first-ev-
er Big Ten regular-season championship
during the 2019-20 season with a sin-
gle-season program record 12 conference
victories and 41 points. The Penn State
bench boss was named a finalist for the Big
Ten Coach of the Year award while lead-
ing the Nittany Lions to the Big Ten Tour-
nament semifinals for the sixth time in the
seven-year history of the conference. Penn
State earned a first-round bye straight to
the semifinals.

Gadowsky secured his seventh career 20-
win season and his fourth in the past five
years at Penn State in 2019-20 becoming
one of just two Big Ten programs to have
four 20-win seasons over the past five
years. He also had the Nittany Lions in line
for their third NCAA Tournament appear-
ance before the postseason was canceled
due to the Covid-19 pandemic with Penn
State finishing the season No. 7 in the final
PairWise rankings marking the highest fin-
ish in program history.

Gadowsky registered his 300th career vic-
tory in October against Sacred Heart.

In 2019-20 he coached Penn State’s
first-ever CCM/AHCA All-Americans as
both Cole Hults and Nate Sucese landed
on the Second-Team West while also being
named First-Team All-Big Ten. Hults earned
Penn State’s first-ever Big Ten Player of the
Year honors while also garnering Big Ten
Defensive Player of the Year while Sucese
took over as the program’s all-time leader
in goals (61) and points (140) during the
2019-20 season.

At the conclusion of the season the Nittany
Lions saw four players sign NHL entry-lev-
el contracts while three others signed AHL
deals.

In 2018-19, Gadowsky led Penn State to its
second-highest win total in program history
with 22, and became the winningest coach
in Big Ten Tournament history, compiling a
10-6 record over six seasons. The Nittany
Lions returned to the Big Ten Champion-
ship game for the second time in the past
three seasons, but dropped a tough 3-2
decision at Notre Dame.

Penn State secured its most Big Ten wins in
program history with 11 while its 35 points
were also the most in a single season. The
Nittany Lions once again led the nation
in goals per game with a new single-sea-
son record of 4.54 while also setting sin-
gle-season records for goals (177), assists
(801) and points (478), each of which were
also tops in the nation.

Gadowsky saw sophomore Alex Limoges
become the first Nittany Lion ever to lead
the nation in points as he set a single-sea-
son program record with 50 while his 23
goals were also a new program standard
and ranked tied for second in the nation.

Sophomore Evan Barratt became just the
fourth player in program history and third
in the last three seasons to earn first-team
All-Big Ten honors. Barratt, along with
teammate Aarne Talvitie, also became the
first Nittany Lions ever to represent their
countries at the IIHF World Junior Cham-
pionship. Talvitie captained Finland to the
gold medal while Barratt helped Team USA
take home the silver.

Despite the win total and records the Nit-
tany Lions fell one spot short of the NCAA
Tournament, finishing the season at No. 16
in the PairWise rankings.

Gadowsky led his Nittany Lions to their
second-straight NCAA Tournament in 2017-
18. Penn State was able to take the short
drive down to Allentown, Pennsylvania, as
it served as host for the Midwest Regional.
The Nittany Lions’ season was cut short at
the hands of the Denver Pioneers, 5-1, in
the NCAA Midwest Regional semifinal.

Earlier in the 2017-18 season, Gadowsky
secured his 100th career victory at Penn
State, also the 100th victory for the pro-
gram, a 5-1 win over Minnesota on Feb-
ruary 23, 2018. That victory was the start
of the Nittany Lions first-ever sweep of the
Golden Gophers, which secured home ice

for Penn State in the Big Ten Tournament
quarterfinals. Penn State went on to sweep
Minnesota in two games, clinching the se-
ries and its fourth B1G Semifinal appear-
ance in five years.

Junior Andrew Sturtz became just the sec-
ond member of the 100-point club at Penn
State in 2017-18 and the all-time leading
goal scorer in program history. Sturtz grad-
uated early and signed an NHL deal with
the Ottawa Senators.

Gadowsky also coached Trevor Hamilton
to a Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year
award, the first major conference honor
awarded to a Nittany Lion. To that point,
Hamilton joined Casey Bailey and Vince
Pedrie as the only first-team All-Conference
members in program history.

In 2016-17, Gadowsky led Penn State to its
most successful season ever, compiling a
record of 25-12-2. Penn State won the 2017
Big Ten Tournament and earned its first-ev-
er NCAA Tournament appearance, falling
one game shy of the Frozen Four. The Nit-
tany Lions defeated Union 10-3, tying the
record for most goals in a team'’s tourna-
ment debut, before bowing out to eventual
national champion Denver, 6-3, in the Mid-
west Regional final.

Penn State opened the 2016-17 season 13-
1-1 using a program-best 11-game winning
streak. The Nittany Lions also earned their
first-ever uscho.com No. 1 national rank-
ing on Jan. 17, 2017, with a 16-2-1 record.
Penn State finished the season as the high-
est-scoring team in the country, averaging
410 goals per game.

The 2016-17 Nittany Lions also set nu-
merous single-season team records on
offense, including most goals (160), assists
(265), points (425), shots (1,719), goals/gm
(4.10) and shots/gm (44.1) to go along with
the program-best 25 victories.

Penn State had its first 20-win season un-
der Gadowsky in 2015-16, finishing third in

Gadowsky spent five seasons as head
coach of Alaska (1999-2004), where he
took a team that had not won more than 14
games in any of the previous five seasons
since joining the then-Central Collegiate
Hockey Association. After two rebuilding
seasons, the 2002 CCHA Coach of the
Year led the Nanooks, ranked 11th nation-
ally at the end of the season, to their only
20-win campaign since joining the confer-
ence. He followed that up with 15 wins in
2002-03 and 16 victories his last season.

Alaska twice hosted the first round of the
CCHA playoffs in a three-year span, a feat
never accomplished prior to Gadowsky’s
arrival. During his tenure with the Nanooks,
his teams set school records for team
grade-point average, wins and game at-
tendance.

BEFORE COLLEGE COACHING

Before joining the collegiate ranks, Gad-
owsky spent three seasons (1996-99) as
head coach and director of hockey oper-
ations for the Fresno Falcons of the West
Coast Hockey League. He led the squad
to the playoffs in each season and left the
team as the winningest coach in franchise
history. In his first season, Gadowsky
posted a 38-win campaign and garnered
WCHL Coach of the Year accolades.

PLAYING CAREER

The Edmonton, Alberta, native played col-
legiately at Colorado College from 1985-
89, serving as team captain as a senior,
while also earning the team’s Rodman
Award, given for outstanding leadership
and sportsmanship. A three-time WCHA
All-Academic team member, he collected
46 points in 134 career games.

Upon graduation, Gadowsky embarked
on a seven-year professional career that
included stops with the ECHL's Richmond
Renegades, the IHUs San Diego Gulls
and the AHLs St. John’s Maple Leafs and
Prince Edward Island Senators. Gadowsky
saved his best season for last as he totaled
52 goals and 29 assists for the Fresno Fal-
cons in 1995-96. He earned league MVP
and first-team all-star recognition.

Gadowsky also competed with the Cana-
dian National Team and played profession-
ally in Austria, the Netherlands and Swe-
den during the 1993-94 season.

PERSONAL LIFE

Gadowsky and his wife, Melissa, have two
sons, Mac and Magnus, and a daughter,
Mia.
