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ABOUT THE SCARLET KNIGHTS 

• The Scarlet Knights are back on the road after 
hosting Oregon for a two-game series last week-
end in the first-ever Big Ten match up between the 
two squads. The No. 6 Ducks swept as RU made it 
back-to-back weekends with the new members of 
the conference having played at Washington the 
previous weekend. 

• Against Oregon, freshman Kelsey Hoesktra and 
senior Laurelai DePew got starts in the circle with 
Georgia Ingle and Dezaria Johnson each seeing 
time in both games. DePew collected a trio of 
strikeouts in her 2.1 innings of work.

• At the plate against the top ten Ducks, senior 
Jillian Anderson went 2-for-4, while graduate 
student LA Matthews notched her third home run 
of the season, freshman Allison Amadio swung for 
her first career triple and Jayla Fuller registered an 
RBI double.  

• The Scarlet Knights went .500 in their spring 
break west coast trip the previous weekend. 
During the midweek nonconference portion of  
the trip, RU secured a 4-2 victory at Oregon State 
and a 8-6 win at Portland State before dropping a 
doubleheader at Washington in the first Big Ten 
meeting between the two schools. 

• Freshman right-hander Ella Harrison got the 
start against the Beavers going 4.1 innings, 
allowing no runs and two hits. She racked up six 
strikeouts en route to improving her record to 
10-9 on the year. Senior Laurelai DePew closed 
the game throwing the final 1.1 innings, giving up 
one hit while fanning a trio of Beavers. Graduate 
student LA Matthews, junior Siera Hoekstra and 
Gaelen Kelly all picked up RBIs. Freshmen Riley 
Hwang and Baileigh Burtis were both 2-for-4 with 
Burtis scoring a run.

• Freshman right-hander Kelsey Hoekstra got 
the win to up her mark to 5-7 on the season. She 
totaled 6.1 innings of work giving up three runs 
on five hits while fanning four Vikings. Leadoff 
Jillian Anderson and fellow veteran Scarlet Knight 
LA Matthews were both 2-for-3 with two RBIs. 
Anderson also plated twice. Redshirt sophomore 
Bailey Briggs added an RBI on a sac fly, while 
freshmen Jayla Fuller and Addie Osborne also 
contributed RBIs.

Kristen Butler, a former SEC Player of the Year and record-setting professional softball player in both the United States 
and Japan, enters her seventh season as the Rutgers head softball coach in 2025 with the Scarlet Knights reaching 
historic new heights during her tenure.

The 2024 season was one of the most prolific seasons in recent Scarlet Knight history with the team capturing back-
to-back 30-win seasons for the first time in program history, the most victories in Big Ten play, the most Big Ten series 
victories and the highest Big Ten Tournament seed since joining the league back in 2015. Rutgers saw its first-ever 
NFCA All-American in Morgan Smith along with team records in runs scored and RBIs, individual season records in runs 
and career records in home runs, RBIs, batting average, runs, walks and at-bats. The Scarlet Knights also captured series 
wins over Ohio State, Wisconsin and Minnesota for the first time in Big Ten action.

Altogether under Butler’s guidance, Rutgers has made a pair of National Invitational Softball Championship appear-
ances with Scarlet Knights earning a total of 10 All-Region, nine All-Big Ten, three All-Big Ten Freshman, two All-Big Ten 
Defense, 62 All-Academic Big Ten and 16 Big Ten Distinguished Scholar honors. Scarlet Knights have also earned some 
of the country’s most prestigious honors with Morgan Smith being named First Team All-America by Softball America 
and Second Team All-America by the NFCA in 2024 and Payton Lincavage earning the Rawlings Golden Glove Award 
as the nation’s top defensive third baseman in 2023. With Butler at the helm, RU has also set 14 team, individual and 
career school records including home runs, runs scored, RBIs and strikeouts.

During her tenure, Rutgers softball has also made major facility upgrades including a new all-weather turf field, state-
of-the-art video board, new bullpens, fencing and backstop at the Rutgers Softball Complex, along with a modern, 
high-tech locker room at Jersey Mike’s Arena. Most recently, infrastructure was completed to bring nationally televised 
games to the RU Softball Complex with further upgrades to the home of the Scarlet Knights still planned.

The 2023 Scarlet Knights picked up a 30-win season for the first time since 1994 ending the year at 32-25 overall with 
its best start since 1980, its first top 25 victory since 2012 and a school record 288 runs. The Scarlet Knights opened the 
year at 8-0 for the first time in 43 seasons and finished the nonconference schedule at 23-11. RU returned to the Big Ten 
Tournament behind a victory over No. 18/19 and Big Ten champion Northwestern, along with series sweeps of Illinois 
and Maryland. The Scarlet Knights earned five conference post-season honors with three named Second Team All-Big 
along with nods to the all-defense and all-freshman team. Outfielder/pitcher Morgan Smith and Kyleigh Sand were also 
named All-Region honorees, while third baseman Payton Lincavage was bestowed the prestigious Rawlings Golden 
Glove Award as the nation’s top third baseman having committed only one error during Big Ten play. In addition to 
recognizing RU’s talent on the field, the Scarlet Knights were honored in the classroom with a record 17 Big Ten All-Ac-
ademic accolades and three members of the squad named to the College Sports Communicators Academic All-District 
Team.

The 2022 season saw Butler’s Scarlet Knights qualify for its second National Invitational Softball Championship after 
jumping out to the best start in program history. The year began with RU opening at 10-3 for the best opening for 
the program since 1981, a year in which the Scarlet Knights advanced to the AIAW College World Series. After two 
challenging years due to the COVID-19 pandemic, Rutgers surpassed its win total from the previous season a mere 
three weeks into the year and also put together an eight-game win streak, the longest for the Scarlet Knights since 
1994. Outfielder Gabrielle Callaway and shortstop Kyleigh Sand were named First Team All-Big Ten, RU’s first-ever first 
team honorees since the Scarlet Knights joined the league. The duo were also named First Team All-Great Lakes Region 
marking two Scarlet Knight first team all-region selections for the first time since 1994. As a team, RU finished the 2022 
campaign with the most strikeouts in history (305), fifth in doubles (73), eighth in runs (238) and ninth in RBIs (212).  

In her inaugural season in 2019, Butler led the Scarlet Knights to its best season since 2015 with 29 overall wins and 
11 in conference play in 2019. Rutgers qualified for its first non-conference postseason tournament since 1996 by 
participating in the National Invitational Softball Championship, setting a school record for single-season home runs in 
the process and earning its highest seed in the Big Ten Tournament since joining the conference in 2015. Under Butler’s 
tutelage, three Scarlet Knights were honored in the NFCA All-Region awards, marking just the third time in Rutgers 
softball history that at least three Scarlet Knights have been named to All-Region teams, and the first time since 1999.

Prior to making her way to the state university of New Jersey, Butler spent four years turning around the program as 
head coach at Toledo while earning the 2018 Mid-American Conference Coach of the Year honor. Under Butler’s guid-
ance, the Rockets enjoyed their best four-year stretch since the late 1990s with 104 overall victories. Toledo reached the 
30-win plateau in 2018 for the first time since 1995 and earned a share of the MAC West regular season title with a 16-7 
league record, marking its first such championship since 1992. Butler was subsequently named the MAC Coach of the 
Year.
  
There is a litany of “first since” statements on Butler’s resume at Toledo. After taking over a program that averaged 15.5 
wins per during from 2005-14, Butler skyrocketed Toldeo’s win average to 26 per year between 2015-18. In 2018, the 
team played postseason softball for the first time since 1992 with an appearance in the National Invitational Softball 
Championship, resulting in the Rockets’ first postseason win since 1989. The 2016 Rockets finished the regular season 
on a 13-game winning streak, the longest unbeaten stretch since 1992. Toledo also finished 2016 with its first winning 
MAC record (12-11) since 1997 and highest conference winning percentage (.522) since 1996. Butler also produced 
and mentored a MAC Freshman of the Year, six All-MAC First Team selections, an NFCA All-Region pick and two MAC 
All-Freshman honorees. Following the 2017 season, Toledo had its first player signed to the National Pro Fastpitch 
League as Chandler Rice joined Butler’s former club, the Akron Racers.
 
Championships and honors have been a part of nearly every stop coaching stop Butler has made including being a part 
of the 2014 Charleston Southern team that won the Big South championship and booked a trip to the NCAA Regionals 
and the 2012 Mississippi Valley State program that boasted the Southwestern Athletic Conference Coaching Staff of the 
Year while going undefeated in regular season conference play and through the conference tournament.

The Orlando, Florida native was a four-year starter for the University of Florida from 2003-06, primarily playing catcher. 
Butler, who was named one of the Gators All-Time Greatest Players, was voted the 2006 Southeastern Conference 
Player of the Year after setting a new program single-season home run record and still ranks among the top ten in the 
category. Additionally, she continues to hold the record for most runners picked off (8) and runners caught stealing (22) 
in a season, as well as the career record for most runners caught stealing (61). 
 
Butler joined the professional ranks following graduation as a member of the Akron Racers of the National Professional 
Fastpitch league, where she was named the Defensive Player of the Year in 2008. She continued her pro career in Japan 
with Denso Softball and collected another record as the first player to hit three home runs in a game. Butler then joined 
the Chicago Bandits of the NPF until she retired in 2015 after breaking the  league’s all-time records in both home runs 
and RBIs, and still remains in the Top 5 all-time in both categories.

• Harrison captured three complete-game 
shutouts, including her first career no-hitter, in 
her three appearances at the Bob Heck Memo-
rial Tournament and finished the weekend with 
a 0.00 ERA. She gave up six hits, none for extra 
bases, seven walks while striking out 34. The 
rookie Scarlet Knight has allowed no earned 
runs in her last 33 innings pitched. The right-
hander captured a no-hitter in a 1-0 win over 
North Dakota behind a career-high 16 strike-
outs, the most by an RU pitcher since Jaden 
Vickers' 17 on April 29, 2022 and surpassed 
the 100 season K mark.

• In the second game of the weekend with 
the Ragin' Cajuns, RU came back from a 3-0 
deficit to tie the game up at 3-3 heading into 
the sixth inning before the opposition pushed 
across two more for the win. In the first of two 
meetings on the weekend with McNeese State, 
it was a 2-2 ball game heading into the final in-
ning before the Cowgirls scored the go-ahead 
run on a miscue.
• Rutgers softball closed play on Sunday with a 
season-high in hits and double-digit strikeouts 
in a 7-0 shutout of McNeese State. The Scarlet 
Knights captured 11 hits while freshman 
right-hander Ella Harrison went the distance 
for the seventh time this season for her first 
career shutout, tying her career mark with 11 
strikeouts, including a streak of seven consec-
utive Ks.

Matthews recorded three 
RBIs while Anderson sent home a pair of 
Scarlet Knight base runners. Redshirt sopho-
more Bailey Briggs logged five hits with a pair 
of RBIs.
• Redshirt freshman Hailey Stripling made her 
RU debut and finished out the weekend with 
three RBIs, four runs scored and a pair of sto-
len bases. Stripling was responsible for three 
of RU's six runs in the 6-3 season-opening 
victory over Cleveland State.
Inside the circle, freshman Ella Harrison made 
three appearances with 14.2 innings pitched 
with 15 strikeouts, including 10 in her Scarlet 
Knight debut against MTSU. Her double-digit 
strikeouts marked the most by a rookie hurler 
since Jaden Vickers in 2020.
• Classmate Kelsey Hoekstra got the start and 
the win against Cleveland State and went the 
distance in Sunday's game with Liberty and 
totaled 13.0 innings on the weekend with five 
earned runs allowed.

• The Scarlet Knights set a total of 11 school 
records - six career (Payton Lincavage - at bats; 
Kyleigh Sand - batting average, runs; Katie 
Wingert - home runs, RBIs, walks),  four team 
season (runs, RBIs, walks and total bases) and 
two individual season (Kyleigh Sand - runs & 
Morgan Smith - RBIs) along with 23 career top 
10 entries.
• Former Scarlet Knight Morgan Smith became 
the first RU player to earn NFCA All-America 
distinction with a second-team selection along 
with first-team honors from Softball America, 
in addition to being named ECAC Player of 
the Year. Additionally, three Scarlet Knights 
were named to NFCA All-Region and All-Big 
Ten squads in Smith, Sand and Mattie Boyd. 
After the season Smith and Sand both signed 
professional contracts following the season 
and are currently playing professionally in 
Mexico.

• This season, Rutgers softball boasts a youthful 
squad with 12 newcomers, including Witchita 
State transfer shortstop Siera Hoekstra along 
with 11 true freshman.
