FIGHTING THE FLAMES

o Led by 26-year head coaching veteran Lang Wedemeyer in his ninth season
at the helmin Lynchburg, the Liberty Flames head into Sunday's actionat
Osborne Stadiumboasting a 4-1-2 start to the year. The Flames were surprisingly
excluded from the 2024 NCAA Tournament a year ago after publishinga
dominant 15-2-4 overall record in addition to a C-USA championship appearance.

o The Flames opened the year on a three-match unbeaten streak against
East Carolina, James Madison and Charlotte before dropping a 2-0 fixture
to then-No. 17 Virginia at home in Lynchburg. Liberty has since rebounded
with three-straight unbeaten results, including a tie against then-No. 24
Virginia Tech and back-to-back wins against Old Dominion and Queens.

o Individually, Halle Engle and vy Garner are tied for the teamlead in scoring with
seven points apiece, as Garner leads the squad in goals with three while Engle
boasts a team-high trio of assists and two goals of her own. Between the pipes,
three student-athletes have seen time for the Flames, with Ainsley Lejabooking
the majority of minutes played with 477 and leads the teamin saves with 14.

STORY OF THE SERIES

o Penn State and Liberty prepare for the second all-time meeting of the two
programs this Sunday, with the Blue & White coming away with the only prior
fixture in the inaugural meeting on September 8,2022. PSU and Liberty battled
in University Parkin the first-ever meeting, with the Nittany Lions making the
trek to play amatchinLynchburg, Virginia, for the first time in school history.

o The Nittany Lions will face off against a current Conference USA member
institution for the fifth time in school history this week in Lynchburg. Penn
State has only battled two of the league's 12 member schools previously,
with the one matchup against Liberty joined by three contests against
Delaware. PSU leads the all-time series against Conference USA, 3-0-1.

o The first meeting between the two sides on Thursday, September 8,2022,
saw the Blue & White come away with a hard-fought 2-1result. Penn State
found the back of the net with their earliest goal of the seasonin the third
minute, but the Flames were able to answer back later on. PSU called on Cori
Dyke's first career goalin the 82nd minute toice the victory at Jeffrey Field.

ONTHE ATTACK

o Penn State's attack has been the highlight of the early going in the 2025
season, with the Blue & White managing multi-goal outings against four
of their first six opponents this year. PSU has found the back of the net 12
times, an average of 2.00 goals per match, which ranks sixth in the Big Ten.

o Sophomore forward Aubrey Kulpa has been the spark plug for Penn
State's early offensive success, with the Cromwell, Connecticut, native
singlehandedly responsible for five of PSU's 12 goals to date. Kulpais
currently the Big Ten Conference statistical leader in match winning
goals (two), goals per match (0.83), points per match (1.83), total goals
(five) and total points (11), ranking inside the national top-50 in each of
those statistical categories.

¢ Inthe passing game, redshirt senior midfielder Riley Gleason has been
impressive through the early going, logging a trio of assists against Duke,
Saint Louis and Santa Clara. Her three assists rank third in the B1G and her
0.50 assists per match stand fourth in the league thus far.

and seven on-target attempts. Kulpa also owns an assist on the year,
contributing to her team-high scoring mark.

o The second-year sensation ranks prominently in both the Big Ten
Conference and Division | in multiple statistical categories. Kulpa owns
0.83 goals per match (first in B1G, 26th in DI), five total goals (firstin B1G,
17th in DI), two match-winning goals (first in B1G, 25th in DI), 11 total points
(firstin B1G, 29th in DI), 1.83 points per match (first in BiG, 41stin Dl) and a
shot on target percentage of 63.6%.

o Kulpa has participated in 29 matches at the collegiate level to date,
starting in seven of those opportunities. In that span, she owns 28 total
points split between 12 goals and four assists, all the while maintaining a
dominant .610 shot-on-goal percentage in her pair of seasons at PSU.

o Hailing from Cromwell, Connecticut, Kulpa arrived in Happy Valley as one of
Penn State's premier attacing prospects ahead of the 2024 season. Kulpa
was a 2022 Youth All-American and was named the MVP of the GA U17
National Championship after leading her team to the title in 2022.

Redshirt senior midfielder Riley Gleason has been arevalation for the
Nittany Lions in her fifth and final season with the Blue & White, leading
the PSU roster with a trio of assists on the 2025 campaign. Gleason's trio
of assists rank third in the Big Ten Conference and 47thin college soccer
this year. Additionally, her 0.50 assists per match stand fourthin the
league and 84th in Division .

Gleason, a native of Mission Viejo, California, is in her fifth season of competition
inHappy Valley, redshirting during the 2022 fall campaign. The veteran holding
midfielder has played in 56 total matches with 23 starts to her credit,amassing
14 total points split between a pair of goals and 10 combined assists.

Gleason found the back of the net twice in her career, with one apiece coming
in the 2021and 2023 seasons. In the passing game, Gleason needs one assist
to tie and two to surpass her single-season career-best mark from 2023, in
which she logged four helpers in a career-high six-point scoring season.

MACBEAN'S BALLIN'

Penn State welcomes the return of 2024 leading scorer and United Soccer
Coaches All-American Kaitlyn MacBean this season, with the Excelsior,
Minnesota, native picking up United Soccer Coaches Forward to Watch status
and TopDrawerSoccer Preseason Best Xl Team accolades this summer.
MacBean’s 2024 season featured a single-season career-best 34-point
outburst that marked the highest scoring individual season by a Nittany
Lion since Maya Hayes' 70-point campaign in 2013. MacBean led the
Nittany Lions with 16 goals and a pair of assists. The veteran attacker
started all 25 fixtures for PSU in their run to the NCAA Tournament
National Quarterfinals last season, helping anchor the Nittany Lions with
the third-most points in the B1G and 15th-most nationally.

Last year, she became the 22nd woman in Penn State program history to

be named a United Soccer Coaches All-American. She also extended PSU’s
streak of 31consecutive seasons with at least one First Team All-Big Ten
Conference selection, becoming the program’s 82nd First Team honoree.
MacBean is a two-time All-Big Ten award winner, picking up third team laurels
in 2023, and was also named a Big Ten All-Freshman Team selectionin 2022.

Jordan garnered Freshman of the Week status. Additionally, redshirt
senior midfielder and captain Julia Raich secured TopDrawerSoccer
National Team of the Week accolades.

Highlighted by the program’s trio of weekly honorees, Penn State kicked off
its 2025 home slate two weeks ago with a pair of marquee victories against
then-No. 23 Saint Louis and West Virginia. Penn State kicked off the home
portion of its schedule with aresounding 4-1victory against the Billikens

to mark the third straight winin the all-time series. Later in the week on
Sunday, August 24, PSU toppled the West Virginia Mountaineers by a 3-1
margin to extend the team’s winning streak in the all-time series to sixina
row while remaining unbeaten against WVU in the last nine meetings.

Both Kulpa and Raich impressed with five-point outings in their two combined
starts two weeks ago, while Jordan found the back of the net for her first
tally on Jeffrey Field after starting both matches as an outside back.

o The Nittany Lions saw a trio of student-athletes selected by United
Soccer Coaches as preseason Players to Watch, with the defender pairing
of junior Kaelyn Wolfe and sophomore Bella Ayscue securing the first of
those honors on Tuesday, August 5, in arelease by the organization.

o On Tuesday, August 12, United Soccer Coaches officially named graduate
forward Kaitlyn MacBean as a Forward to Watch ahead of the 2025
campaign, recognizing the veteran star following an All-America campaign

in 2024 that featured 16 goals and 34 total points.

o Penn State last secured multiple United Soccer Coaches Player to
Watch accolades in 2022, when Penelope Hocking and Ally Schlegel each
found their names on the preseason list ahead of PSU’s B1G Tournament
Championship campaign and sixth consecutive run to the NCAA Sweet 16.

TOP OF THE TOPDRAWER

o On an individual basis, graduate forward Kaitlyn MacBean secured a pair
of preseason accolades, earning an appearance on the TopDrawerSoccer
Preseason Best Xl Second Team, the only forward from the Big Ten
Conference recognized by the TDS Best Xl teams.

. MacBean also secured the second-highest ranking of any B1G athletein
the organization’s Preseason Top 100 Player Rankings, landing the No.
18 position nationally. MacBean was the highest-ranked forward in the
league according to TDS and picked up the second-highest overall ranking
in the Big Ten behind Ohio State midfielder Amanda Schlueter.

° On the back line, redshirt junior defender Kayleigh Herr picked up the No. 80 player
ranking to round out PSU’s list of preseason accolades from TopDrawerSoccer.

Jeffrey Field, the home of Nittany Lion soccer, was dedicated on Sept. 29,1972. Located in the heart of the Penn State athletic facilities complex witha
picturesque view of Mount Nittany, the stadium was named in honor of the late Bill Jeffrey, legendary head coach of the men's soccer program from 1926-
52. Jeffrey Field has been the host site for numerous NCAA and conference contests in men’s and women’s soccer. Games are frequently televised from
Jeffrey Field, allowing a nationwide audience to view Penn State in action. Widely regarded as one of the finest grass surfaces in the country, Jeffrey Field
was honored as the 2006 Collegiate Soccer Field of the Year by the SportsTurf Managers Association.

Penn State women’s soccer has placed 17 program alumnae on National Women’s Soccer League rosters
ahead in the league’s 13th season, highlighted by a pair of players from the 2024 Nittany Lion roster who have
already made their professional debuts in Racing Louisville FC rookie Katie Scott, and San Diego Wave FC
first-year pro Jordan Fusco.

The 17 Nittany Lions participating in the highest level of professional women’s soccer on earth extends
the program’s longstanding tradition of professional development, with Penn State boasting the second-
most alumnae in the league among all Division | women's soccer programs. PSU saw 15 alumnae return from
last year’s nationally acclaimed campaign, highlighted by a pair of former Nittany Lions playing for defending
NWSL Champion Orlando Pride FC in Kerry Abello and Cori Dyke. Nittany Lion goalkeeping alumna Katherine
Asman continues her professional career after transferring to the Pride’s roster ahead of the new year for
their 2025 title defense.

League runners-up from 2024, the Washington Spirit, welcome the return of second-year professional
Kate Wiesner to the shores of the Potomac looking to build on an impressive second-place finish in the
league table. Last year’s fourth-place finisher in the Kansas City Current features three Nittany Lions, with
former USWNT skipper Viatko Andonovski’s side welcoming the return of Elizabeth Ball and Ellie Wheeler
to KC, while introducing a marquee offseason signing from the Nittany Lion alumna ranks in national
championship-winning goal-scorer and 2015 MAC Hermann Trophy Award winner Raquel Rodriguez.

The leadership of Penn State women’s soccer head coach Erica Dambach continues to produce incredible success season after
season. While trophies, academic awards and international achievements line the walls as evidence of a championship program, her
impact on Nittany Lion student-athletes stands as the truest testament to her teams’ culture of excellence. Dambach is in the midst
of her 19th season at the helm in University Park during the 2025 campaign, Penn State’s 32nd varsity season.

The numbers that document PSU’s success are staggering. A two-time National Coach of the Year and five-time Big Ten Coach of the
Year, Dambach has led her teams to 18 consecutive NCAA Tournaments, 11 Big Ten regular season titles, five Big Ten Tournament titles
and the 2015 NCAA National Championship. Through 23 years as a head coach and 19 seasons leading the Nittany Lions, Dambach has
accumulated 332 career wins with a.704 winning percentage, one of the most dominant marks in all of college athletics.

Dambach needs just eight wins to reach her 300th career victory at the helm of the Penn State program, with her 292 victories in Blue
& White standing as more than her two predecessors combined. In the 2023 campaign, Dambach collected her 300th career head
coaching victory with a 2-1result on the road against the West Virginia Mountaineers. Vice President for Intercollegiate Athletics, Dr.
Patrick Kraft, as well as Deputy Athletic Director Brandi Stuart presented the Dambach family with a game ball commemorating the
accomplishment prior to Penn State’s next home match against TCU on August 27,2023, a 1-O Nittany Lion win.

The Blue & White published a strong 2024 campaign in Dambach’s 18th season at the helm, lifting the Nittany Lions to the national
quarterfinals of the NCAA Tournament for the 15th time while extending the nation’s longest active streak of Sweet 16 appearances
to six straight. Under Dambach’s tutelage, PSU secured its 30th bid to the NCAA Tournament to mark the second-longest national
postseason streak in women’s college soccer history behind North Carolina. The Blue & White landed their 66th all-time victory in the
national postseason and now boasts a 66-28-3 record in the NCAA Tournament since the program’s initial tournament run in 1995.

Dambach earned her Bachelor of Science degree with a concentration in biology from William & Mary in 19997. The Huntingdon Valley,
Pennsylvania, native holds a United Soccer Coaches Advanced National Degree and a USSF “A” Coaching License.

The former Erica Walsh married Jason Dambach in January 2016, and they currently reside in State College, Pennsylvania. Erica and
Jason have two daughters, Addie and Kylie.

As PSU’s attacking coach in the 2024 season, Cook helped lead the Nittany Lions to the Big Ten
Conference’s statistical championship in total assists (54), total goals (52), total points (158),
assists per match (2.16), goal differential (+30), points per match (6.32), and scoring offense (2.08).
Cook’s offense generated the 10th most goals in the nation and amassed the Tith-most assists and
points, helping the Blue & White excel en route to their second consecutive Elite Eight appearance.

Throughout her time at Penn State, Cook has been involved in the organization Soccer Without
Borders and currently serves as amember of its advisory board. SWB’s mission s to use soccer as
avehicle for positive change in the lives of under-served youth around the world and has project
sitesin the U.S. as well as in Africa and Central America. Cook's primary involvement has been with its
project for girls in Granada, Nicaragua.

A three-time All-American, Cook played for the College of William & Mary from 1993-97. In the mix

for the Hermann Trophy in both 1995 and 1997, she was the 1997 CAA Player of the Year and CAA
Tournament MVP. The Tribe made appearances in the NCAA Tournament quarterfinals two of Cook’s
four seasons and concluded the seasons ranked in the top five nationally.

‘to Happy Valley for his 16th season ahead of the 2025 campaign. Head Coach Erica Dambach named

to mark the second-longest national postseason streak in women'’s college soccer history behind
North Carolina. The Blue & White landed their 66th all-time victory in the national postseason and
now boast a 66-28-3 record in the NCAA Tournament since the program’s initial tournament run
in1995. The Nittany Lions published a 15-7-3 overall record in 2024 and racked up a 5-4-2 finishin
Big Ten Conference regular season action, adding the program’s 41st all-time victory in the BIG
Tournament after reaching the quarterfinals with a win over Minnesota on the road.

Doherty arrived in Happy Valley with a wealth of experience at the professional, collegiate and
academy levels, bothin the United States and his native Northern Ireland. In the collegiate ranks,
Doherty served as a performance analyst for the Louisville women’s soccer program from 2019
102023, helping the Cardinals make an NCAA Tournament appearance in his inaugural campaign
while leading multiple student-athletes to All-ACC accolades. Doherty played akey role in the
development of 2021 ACC Player of the Year and fifth overallNWSL Draft choice Emina Ekic during
his time with the Cardinals, marking both the first ACC Player of the Year and NWSL Draft selection
in Louisville program history.

Doherty, a native of Belfast, Northern Ireland, was the head coach of the Ulster University
Jordanstown women’s team in his native country, leading the squad to a 7-3-1overall record and
aNational League championship in 2013. Doherty, who also played for the Rosario Youth Football
Club before pursuing a coaching career, graduated from Ulster Jordanstownin 2013 with a
degree in sport and exercise science. Doherty also boasts a pair of Master’s Degrees, including a
Master’s in Public Service Administration from the University of Evansville and aMaster’s in Sport
Administration from the University of Louisville.
