UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. -- The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (5-7, 1-4 B1G)
hosts two Big Ten games this weekend at Char Morett Curtiss field. The Nittany Lions
welcome lowa (8-3, 1-2 B1G) to Happy Valley on Friday, Oct. 17, at 5 p.m. Two days
later, Penn State hosts Indiana (5-7, 0-3 B1G) on Sunday, Oct. 19, at 11 a.m.

Penn State is coming off a 4-0 loss at No. 1 Northwestern on Friday, Oct. 10. Sopho-
more keeper Aby Deverka had a season-high 10 assists in the loss. Natalie Freeman
and Joji Purdy lead Penn State with nine points each. Freeman has three goals and
three assists while Purdy has four goals and one assist. Deverka has 47 saves and a
.635 save percentage.

lowa enters the weekend with an 8-3 record, 1-2 in the Big Ten. The Hawkeyes lost a
tough 2-1 game to Maryland on Friday last weekend before bouncing back with a 7-0
win over St. Louis on Sunday. lowa leads the all-time series with Penn State 34-28-1.

Indiana, which is at Maryland on Friday while Penn State hosts lowa, comes in with a
5-7 overall mark, 0-3 in the conference. The Hoosiers dropped a 4-0 game to Rutgers
on Friday last weekend before losing 3-2 vs. Miami, Ohio, on Monday. Penn State leads
the all-time series with the Hoosiers 29-4-0.

Penn State is on the road for two non-conference games next weekend. The Nittany
Lions are at Lock Haven on Friday, Oct. 24, at 3 p.m. Penn State then travels to Princ-
eton on Sunday, Oct. 26, for a 12 p.m. contest.

Penn State Vice President for Intercollegiate Athletics Dr. Pat Kraft named Lisa
Bervinchak Love the head coach of Penn State’s storied field hockey program
on February 20,2023. Bervinchak Love, the long-time associate head coach
for the recently retired Char Morett-Curtiss, became the sixth head coach in
school history.

Bervinchak Love is entering her third season as the head coach in what will
be her 32nd year on the Penn State staff. She began her Penn State coaching
career in 1994, joining Morett-Curtiss’ staff as an assistant coach, was
eventually promoted to associate head coach, and has remained a fixture in
the Penn State community since.

“We are excited to have Lisa take over the reins of the Penn State field hockey
program,” said Kraft upon Bervinchak Love’s hiring. “Lisa has been a huge
part of the program’s success for the last 29 years, working alongside the
legendary Char Morett-Curtiss. Lisa’s fingerprints are all over this program
and she is more than ready to take on the challenge of being a head coach.
Her love for Penn State, this program and these student-athletes is evident
when you talk to her and her passion shines through in every aspect of her
coaching”

Her first season, 2023, saw Penn State finish the campaign with a 9-8 overall
record, 4-4 in the Big Ten. Her team featured two All-Americans (Sophia
Gladieux, first team; Mackenzie Allessie, third team) and the Big Ten Offensive
Player of the Year (Gladieux).

Penn State went 8-9 in her second season with a young and energetic line-
up. Senior Phia Gladieux capped off her stellar career as a first team All-
American and the regional Player of the Year.

“l am truly blessed and honored to be the next head coach for Penn State
Field Hockey,” said Bervinchak Love in February of 2023.“l want to thank Pat
Kraft for giving me this opportunity and Char for all her support, mentoring
and the friendship she has given me over the years. Char has been the heart
and soul of this program for a long time, and | am truly grateful to have been
by her side for 29 of those years. | will do my best to honor Char’s legacy and
the traditions of Penn State Field Hockey. We will continue to play with heart
and strive to be the best both on and off the field. We Are!”

During Bervinchak Love’s time on the Penn State staff, the Nittany Lion
program cemented itself as a national powerhouse. Since her arrival as an
assistant coach, Penn State has achieved national success:

* 23 NCAA appearances

* 3 trips to the national semifinals

* 2 trip to the NCAA title game

* Seven Big Ten Regular-Season Championships

As a player, Bervinchak Love played there years at Penn State after
transferring from Villanova at the conclusion of her freshman year. A three-
year letterwinner (1986-88), Bervinchak Love earned a lengthy list of honors
during her playing career:

Following her graduation from Penn State in 1989, Bervinchak Love
continued to play field hockey at the national level. In 1991, she helped
guide her team to a Silver Medal at the Olympic Sports Festival in Los
Angeles. Bervinchak Love graduated from Penn State with a degree in
health policy and administration. She began her professional career as an
elementary school teacher in Penn Manor School District and assisted head
coaches in field hockey and basketball. She continued teaching in a number

of elementary schools before coming to Penn State as an assistant coach.

She is married to her husband Steve Love. They have two daughters, Taylor
and Kelsey.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (0-1, 0-0 B1G) lost a tough non-conference game
at No. 3 Virginia (1-0) in the 2025 season opener for both teams. The Nittany Lions lost 5-1 to the
homestanding Cavaliers after trailing 2-1 at the half.

Virginia controlled action early in the game, pressuring the Penn State zone in the first five minutes.
Penn State’s defense, anchored by sophomore goalie Aby Deverka, successfully defending an early
penalty corner to keep the game scoreless. Katelyn Strawser and Aubrey Semler worked the ball
into the Virginia circle with just under 10:00 to play, pressuring the Cav cage for the first time. Semler
rocketed a hard shot from the right side at the Cavalier keeper minutes later and Penn State picked
up its first penalty corner shortly thereafter. The Nittany Lion shot off the set slipped wide left with
just over 7:00 left in the period. Virginia returned the ball to Penn State’s side of the field and took
a 1-0 lead when Sloan Davidson scored off a penalty corner with just under 4:00 on the clock. The
Cavaliers added a second goal off a corner with 1:36 on the clock with Caroline Raynes finding the
back of the cage to give the home team a 2-0 lead after the first period. Penn State came out quick
in the second period, forcing a penalty corner just :38 into the stanza. The Nittany Lions got on the
board with Natalie Freeman scoring off a Morgan Snyder assist at 14:16. The Nittany Lions held off a
Virginia press after the goal and worked the clock down under the 10:00 mark. The teams battled in
the midfield over the next few minutes as Virginia maintained its one goal lead. Penn State threatened
with 5:00 on the clock but a Joji Purdy shot at 4:58 hit the left post. Penn State was awarded a penalty
corner on review after the play, but Snyder’s shot was blocked by the Cav defense and Virginia took
over possession with 4:30 left in the half. Penn State’s defense held, and the Nittany Lions went into
the halftime break trailing 2-1.

Virginia upped its lead to 3-1 with a goal early in the third period. The Cavaliers pressed the Nittany
Lion defense through the 9:00 mark and the Lion defense held to keep the margin at two. Penn State
then worked the ball into the Cavalier zone and forced a penalty corner with 6:59 on the clock and
another seconds later, but Penn State’s shots were blocked by the Virginia defense and the clock hit
6:30 with Penn State still trailing 3-1. Penn State withstood a Cavalier offensive burst with a under 2:00
the clock and then quickly moved the ball into the Cav circle to force another corner at :29. Aubrey
Semler’s shot off the Freeman pass was blocked and Penn State trailed by two after three periods.
Penn State’s defense held off an early Virginia burst in the fourth period but gave up a penalty corner
with 12:06 on the clock. The Cavaliers upped their lead after forcing a corner with Amelie Rees scored
off a penalty corner with 11:59 left to put Virginia up 4-1. Penn State eventually worked the ball into the
Cav zone and forced a corner of its own, but Purdy’s solid shot was blocked by the Virginia defense at
9:20. The clock ticked below the 5:00 mark with Virginia threatening the Penn State cage once more.
Virginia forced a penalty corner at the 4:08 mark. Penn State’s defense held, and the game continued
with the Lions trailing 4-1. The home team picked up a late corer at 1:39 and another at 1:29 and a
third at 1:17. The third effort proved effective for Virginia as Lauren Sloan knocked the ball past De-
verka for a goal at 1:09, giving the Cavaliers the final margin of victory, 5-1.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (1-1, 0-0 B1G) downed visiting Delaware (0-3) in the
home opener for head coach Lisa Bervinchak Love’s team. Penn State scored late in the second
overtime period to post a 3-2 (20T) win to even its record at 1-1.

Delaware threatened first, getting off two shots in the 9:00 window that Penn State goalie Aby Deverka
made saves on. The Blue Hens were awarded the game'’s first penalty corner after the second at the
9:26 mark. Sophia Mannino blocked the ensuing shot and Penn State took over possession. The
Nittany Lions moved the ball down into the Blue Hen zone, but Delaware’s defense held as the clock
moved to the 6:00 mark.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (4-1, 0-0 B1G) dominated visiting Kent State (1-4) in
non-conference field hockey action Sunday, wrapping up a string of four straight home games.

Nittany Lion defense held off the Buckeyes once more and the first period ended in a scoreless tie.
Penn State ventured deep into the Ohio State circle to start the second period, pressuring Ohio State
keeper Maddie Stevens for the first time at 13:20. Ohio State was able to regain the ball and moved
action back to the Nittany Lion side of the field a few minutes later. Deverka cleared a Buckeye push
at the 9:00 mark, keeping the game scoreless through the second period’s midway point. Deverka
made a kick save at 5:17 and Ohio State picked up the game’s first penalty corner at 5:12. Deverka
made a stretching kick save on the play and the Nittany Lions took over possession at 4:50. Penn
State worked action into the Ohio State circle, threatening the OSU cage with 3:30 on the clock. But
Ohio State forced a turnover and returned to the Nittany Lion side, picking up a corner at 2:04. The
OSU shot off the set was wide, the Lion defense held off another late Buckeye threat and the game
continued tied 0-0 into the halftime break.

Ohio State got on the board early in the third period. Loryn Jordon scored unassisted at 13:19 to give
the Buckeyes a 1-0 lead. Penn State responded by moving the ball into the Ohio State circle, looking
for its first goal or corner of the contest. But the ball rolled across the baseline with 11:00 on the clock
and Ohio State took control of the ball. The Buckeyes had a shot miss just wide at 7:50. Penn State’s
defense worked to fend off the Buckeyes through the 6:00 mark, keeping the score set at 1-0. Penn
State earned its first penalty corner of the game with 4:42 on the clock in the third period. Ella Jennes’
shot off the set was just wide and Ohio State maintained its one goal lead through 4:00. Penn State
trailed 1-0 heading into the final quarter of play. Anouk Knuvers stopped a quick Ohio State break
two minutes into the final period. Ohio State kept control of the ball and picked up a corner at 12:27.
Mackenna Webster doubled the OSU lead off the corner, scoring with 12:20 left to give the Buckeyes
a 2-0 lead. Ohio State continued to pressure Penn State, picking up a penalty corner shortly thereafter
at 11:39. Penn State defended the corner play, but Ohio State was able to keep control of the ball after
the scramble as the clock moved through 11:00. The teams battled evenly towards the 4:00 mark.
Joji Purdy forced Stevens into a kick save at 4:10 with a nice drive into the Buckeye circle. Penn State
picked up a penalty corner with 3:38 on the clock. The PSU shot of the play missed wide right and the
Nittany Lions continued to trail 2-0 as the clock hit 3:00. Penn State battled in the Ohio State zone for
the final two minutes but could not break through for a goal and the Lions fell 2-0 in Columbus. Ohio
State outshout Penn State 10-3 in the game and had a 4-2 edge in penalty corners. Deverka had two
saves for the Nittany Lions, Stevens one for Ohio State.

The Penn State Nittany Lion field hockey team (5-7, 1-4 B1G) lost a 4-0 road game at No. 1 North-
western (11-0, 3-0 B1G) in Big Ten field hockey action. Nittany Lion goalie Aby Deverka had a season-
high ten saves in the contest. Northwestern picked up a pair of penalty corners early in the game and
the Lion defense pushed the Wildcats back. Northwestern kept the ball on the Penn State side of the
field through the 12:00 mark. Penn State was able to force action down to the NU zone for a bit, but
the Wildcats were able to force a turnover, drive the ball down to the Lion circle and score. Ashley
Sessa scored at the 8:58 mark for Northwestern to give the Wildcats a 1-0 lead. Penn State goalie Aby
Deverka made a save on another NU shot at 6:00. Sessa scored quickly after that, however, getting
a second goal at 4:10. Lara Pyle drove the ball down the field for Penn State as the clock hit 2:00,
forcing the Lions’ first penalty corner of the game at 1:57. Morgan Snyder’s shot off the inbound was
saved by NU keeper Juliana Boon and Penn State trailed 2-0 after one. Sophia Mannino nearly put
the Lions on the board early in the second period, dribbling to the left and launching a backhand that
nearly got by Boon. But the Wildcat keeper was able to tip the ball aside to keep Penn State scoreless.
