Alamodome Access
All media members must enter the Alamodome 
through the media entrance located on the 
east 50-yard line. The entrance and all press 
work areas will open three hours prior to 
kickoff. No media members will be allowed 
to enter the Alamodome through the South 
Loading Dock. A UTSA-issued credential or 
game ticket is required for entrance to all 
home football games.

Press Box Services
The Alamodome press box, located on the 
Mezzanine Level (Level 3) of the east side 
of the facility, will open three hours prior to 
kickoff for all home football games. A UTSA-
issued credential is required for entrance to 
the press box. The media meal will be served 
approximately two hours prior to kickoff. 
Game notes, flip cards, game programs, 
official stats, notes and quotes will be provided. 
Wireless internet access is complimentary for 
working media members. Media members 
who wish to order a dedicated internet 
connection or telephone line must contact 
Jason Bippert of the Alamodome at jason.

3629. Seats will be assigned according to 
UTSA’s credential criteria.

Live Statistics
UTSA will provide live statistics online at 
goUTSA.com for all home events and real-
time statistics to credentialed media through 

a private URL that will be provided on 
football game days.

Photographers/Videographers
Photographers and videographers on 
assignment are welcome to shoot all UTSA 
home events with proper credentials requested 
through the Athletics Communications 
Office. For sideline access at home football 
games, photographers and videographers 
will be required to check in for a photo vest. 
A work room is located in Meeting Room A 
near the northeast tunnel to the field and it 
is equipped with complimentary hard-wired 
and wireless internet access, flip cards, game 
programs and refreshments.

Postgame Interview Rooms
Postgame interview rooms for all home 
football games are located on the east 
side of the Alamodome across from the 
visiting team locker room on the Field Level 
(Level 1). UTSA will hold a postgame press 
conference for head coach Frank Wilson 
and select players after a 10-minute cooling 
off period. Additional requested coaches 
and players will be made available in the 
UTSA interview room following the press 
conference. The UTSA locker room is closed 
and there will be no interviews conducted 
on the field except for the television network 
that is broadcasting the game. The visiting 
team interview room is located immediately 
adjacent to the UTSA interview room in the 
Green Room. All requests should be made 
with the visiting team’s SID. UTSA will provide 
escorts for media to the sidelines with six 
minutes remaining in the fourth quarter and 
to the postgame interview rooms.

Interview Policy
All interviews with UTSA student-athletes 
and coaches must be arranged at least 
24 hours in advance by contacting the 
Athletics Communications Office. Telephone 
interviews are available to the media on a 
“call-back” basis ONLY and at a time that 
is convenient for the interviewee. Contact 
information (i.e., cell phone numbers) for 
student-athletes and coaches WILL NOT be 
provided to the media. 

Football Media Availability
During the season, UTSA head coach 
Frank Wilson will be available on 
Monday mornings at a weekly media 
roundtable. Wilson and student-athletes 
will be available during post-practice on 
Tuesdays and Wednesdays. All requests 
should be made by 5 p.m. on Sunday of 
game weeks to Assistant Athletics Director 
for Communications Kyle Stephens (kyle.

Conference USA begins its 23rd year in 2017-18 as it continues to 
compete and promote the success of its student-athletes. The league 
has adapted to the ever-changing landscape of collegiate athletics 
over its first two-plus decades, but the commitment to excellence, 
integrity, leadership and its student athletes in competition, 
academics and community is unwavering.

Conference USA enjoys a far-reaching fan base with its 14 members: 
Charlotte, FIU, Florida Atlantic, Louisiana Tech, Marshall, Middle 
Tennessee, North Texas, Old Dominion, Rice, Southern Miss, UAB, 
UTEP, UTSA and WKU.

Debuting in 1995, Conference USA teams have combined for 
100 bowl appearances in football, 106 NCAA Tournament 
appearances in basketball, including three Final Fours, 69 NCAA 
baseball appearances including six College World Series berths, 
89 NCAA soccer tournament appearances including four trips to 
the College Cup, and 39 individual national champions in track 
and field and cross country.

Success is not limited to athletic achievement, however, as 220 
Conference USA student-athletes have garnered Academic All-
America honors, 749 have achieved academic all-district laurels 
and thousands of student-athletes have earned a college degree.

Conference USA sponsors competition in 19 sports – nine for 
men (baseball, basketball, cross country, football, golf, soccer, 
tennis, and indoor and outdoor track and field) and 10 for women 
(basketball, cross country, golf, soccer, softball, swimming and 
diving, tennis, indoor and outdoor track and field, and volleyball).

The league promotes the scholar-athlete ideal, honoring 
outstanding academic achievement with numerous conference-
sponsored awards, including the Commissioner’s Honor Roll and 
the Commissioner’s Academic Medal as well as sport-specific All-
Academic teams.

Additionally, Conference 
USA presents a Spirit of Service Award three times each year, 
recognizing student-athletes who excel on the field, in the classroom 
and give back to the community through significant service efforts 
and participation.

In addition to the numerous NCAA Tournament berths, C-USA has 
sent four men’s soccer teams to the NCAA College Cup, three 
softball teams to the Women’s College World Series and three 
volleyball teams to the NCAA Sweet 16. The league has also had 
39 national champions in NCAA track and field competition, one 
national champion in diving, and numerous NCAA individual and 
team competitors in cross country, golf, swimming, tennis, and track 
and field. Overall, Conference USA teams and individuals have 
made more than 2,000 NCAA appearances.  

SUCCESS OFF THE FIELD
C-USA institutions are among the nation’s best in academic 
performance of student-athletes, bolstered by the fact that student-
athletes at league schools have a higher graduation rate than 
the general student population. Among C-USA’s 5,000 student-
athletes, there are champions off the playing field as well. In 22 
years, more than 33,000 student-athletes have been named to 
the Commissioner’s Honor Roll or received the Commissioner’s 
Academic Medal, indicative of outstanding achievement in the 
classroom.

C-USA ON TV
C-USA enjoys significant television exposure through partnerships 
with ESPN, CBS Sports Network, Stadium and beIN SPORTS.  The 
multi-tiered selection process that is rooted in partnering with all four 
networks provides extensive national exposure for football, men’s 
and women’s basketball, and all other conference sports.

C-USA membership include institutions within eight of the Top 
40 media markets and four in the Top 25 according to Nielsen. 
C-USA home markets this year will include more than 13 million TV 
households, a 30 percent increase from four years ago.

CUSA.TV
CUSA.TV officially launched in the Summer of 2016 making all non-
televised team sports available as part of a subscription package.  
The site offers all events in one location so fans can watch home 
and away matchups of their favorite team or season long events 
from their favorite sport.  The site showcases weekly feature stories 
as well as postgame interviews, players of the week highlights and 
other exciting content.

C-USA IN THE COMMUNITY
The conference’s current footprint is concentrated with 14 members in 
10 states and a combined area population of more than 30 million. 
With a commitment to community involvement, the conference 
developed several initiatives to maintain strong ties in C-USA cities, 
as well as with fans and alumni across the country. C-USA schools 
also place a priority on giving back to their communities through 
volunteer service with local and national organizations. Individually, 
student-athletes are recognized each season through the Spirit of 
Service award.

GOVERNANCE
Conference USA has significant representation in the NCAA 
governance structure. The presidents of the member institutions 
serve as the league’s Board of Directors.  

A PROUD HISTORY
Conference USA was formed in 1995 and quickly emerged as one 
of the nation’s top conferences. The conference unveiled its name, 
logo and commissioner April 24, 1995, in Chicago. The league’s 
charter members were Charlotte, Cincinnati, DePaul, Houston, 
Louisville, Marquette, Memphis, Saint Louis, Southern Miss, Tulane, 
UAB and USF. Eleven of the institutions began athletic participation 
in 1995, while Houston joined competition in the fall of 1996.  

The league’s headquarters were established in Chicago and, after 
nine years, relocated to the current office in Irving, Texas. Britton 
Banowsky was named Commissioner in October 2002, succeeding 
Mike Slive, the league’s first Commissioner.  In October 2015, Judy 
MacLeod became the league’s third Commissioner.

C-USA added East Carolina (September, 1996) and the United 
States Military Academy (March, 1997) as football members. ECU 
began league competition in 1997; Army in 1998 and UAB began 
football play in 1999. The league brought in TCU and ECU (1999) 
for all sports and they began competition in 2001. USF started 
C-USA football in 2003. Marshall, Rice, SMU, Tulsa, UCF and UTEP 
became full-time Conference USA members for all sports in 2005.

In 2013, charter member Charlotte returned to C-USA and was 
joined by new members FIU, Florida Atlantic, Louisiana Tech, 
Middle Tennessee, North Texas, Old Dominion and UTSA. WKU 
joined the league on July 1, 2014.

Conference USA will host its 13th football championship game in 2017.

The event is slated for Saturday, December 2, and will be televised by 
ESPN or ESPN 2. The team with the highest league winning percentage 
will serve as host site for the game.

The title game will feature champions from the East and West divisions 
of the league. Seven different schools have hosted the first 12 
championship games. 

WKU became just the second team in league history to win back-to-back 
Conference USA Football Championship Games last season, defeating 
Louisiana Tech, 58-44, in the highest scoring conference championship 
game in FBS history.  In 2015, WKU became the first league school to 
go undefeated in C-USA play and then win the Championship Game, 
defeating Southern Miss, 45-28.  Marshall took its first C-USA title in 
2014 with a triumph over Louisiana Tech in Huntington, W. Va.  In 
2013, Rice won its first C-USA Football title with a victory over Marshall 
at Rice Stadium.  Southern Miss won the 2011 C-USA Championship, 
when the nationally-ranked Golden Eagles defeated previously 
undefeated Houston on the Cougars home field.  Former members East 
Carolina, Tulsa and UCF each won two championship games, while 
Houston claimed one crown.

COLLEGE FOOTBALL PLAYOFF

The Playoff
During the 2014-15 season, college football entered a new era 
when postseason playoffs began. The format is simple: top four 
teams, two semifinals played in bowl games, and a national 
championship game played in a different city each year. Each 
semifinal will be played during the New Year’s holiday with the 
national championship game in prime time on a Monday night at 
least a week later.

The Selection Committee
A selection committee will choose the four teams for the playoff 
based on their performance during the regular season, including, 
strength of schedule, head-to-head results, championships won, and 
other factors. The teams will be seeded so that No. 1 will play No. 
4 in one semifinal and No. 2 will meet No. 3 in the other, with the 
winners advancing to the national championship game.

The Rotation
The semifinals will rotate among six different bowls, extending 
the experience to more fans. In the years when the bowls are not 
hosting semifinals, the bowls will feature eight other teams in four 
compelling matchups.

For the 2017-18 season, the Goodyear Cotton Bowl (Dec. 29), 
Capital One Orange (Dec. 30), Playstation Fiesta Bowl (Dec. 30) 
and Chick-fil-A Peach Bowl (Dec. 31), will host its regular bowl 
games, while the Rose Bowl presented by Northwestern Mutual 
(Jan. 1) and Allstate Sugar Bowl (Jan. 1), will host semifinals.  The 
College Football Championship will be held on Monday, Jan. 8 in 
Atlanta, Ga.

Meet The Staff
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Introduced as UTSA’s second head coach on Jan. 15, 
2016, Frank Wilson guided UTSA to a six-win season and 
its first-ever bowl appearance in his first season at the helm 

of the Roadrunners. The momentum continued into 2017, as 
Wilson and his staff signed the No. 1-ranked recruiting class 
in Conference USA according to Rivals.com.

Armed with more than a decade of coaching experience 
in the Southeastern Conference (SEC) and a proven track 
record as a highly successful high school head coach, the 
New Orleans native has had an immediate impact on UTSA 
in his short time in the Alamo City. Wilson’s debut campaign 
made history, as he led the Roadrunners to the 2016 Gildan 
New Mexico Bowl to tie the NCAA modern startup program 
record by reaching a bowl game in their sixth season.

After leading UTSA to a second-place finish in 
Conference USA’s West Division with a 5-3 league ledger 
that included upset wins 
against Middle Tennessee 
(45-25) and Southern 
Miss (55-32), Wilson saw 
seven of his players earn 
all-conference honors. 
Josiah Tauaefa garnered 
Freshman of the Year, 
first-team all-conference 
and all-freshman team 
accolades at linebacker, 
while defensive end 
Marcus Davenport and 
safety Michael Egwuagu 
were named to the second 
team. Long snapper Matt 
Bayliss, offensive tackle 
Jevonte Domond, safety 
Jordan Moore and wide receiver Josh Stewart all collected 
honorable mention certificates. Additionally, Tauaefa was 
named to the Football Writers Association of America 
Freshman All-America Team, a first for the program.

Wilson came to UTSA after a six-year stint as the running 
backs coach and recruiting coordinator at LSU from 2010-
15, where he also served as associate head coach for his 
final four seasons with the Tigers. He also has been an 
assistant coach at Tennessee (2009), Southern Miss (2008) 
and Mississippi (2005-07).

While at LSU, he was recognized as the nation’s top 
assistant coach at his position in 2011. Wilson also was 
named the 2011 Recruiter of the Year by Rivals.com, the 

2014 NFL.com Top Recruiter in College Football and the 
2015 Scout.com SEC Recruiter of the Year. 

As the recruiting coordinator at LSU, Wilson led the Tigers 
to back-to-back top-five recruiting classes in 2014-15 among 
five total groups that ranked among the top 10 nationally. 
He served as the lead recruiter for a long list of prominent 
players, including Odell Beckham Jr., La’el Collins, Jeremy 
Hill, Jarvis Landry, Tyrann Mathieu, Zach Mettenberger 
and the nation’s No. 1 overall recruit in 2014 in Leonard 
Fournette, a 2014 Freshman All-SEC honoree and consensus 
first team All-American a year later. 

Overall, Wilson has coached or recruited 29 individuals 
who have made it to the NFL. That list includes Beckham Jr., 
Collins, Fournette, Hill, Landry, Mathieu and Mettenberger along 
with Lamin Barrow, Kendell Beckwith, Alfred Blue, Malachi 
Dupre, Ego Ferguson, BenJarvus Green-Ellis, Jerald Hawkins, 
Kenny Hilliard, Anthony Johnson, Deion Jones, Kendrick Lewis, 
Terrance Magee, Ronald Martin, Dexter McCluster, Denarius 
Moore, Eric Reid, Stevan Ridley, Duke Riley, Trai Turner, Mike 
Wallace, Spencer Ware and James Wright.

In six seasons at LSU, Wilson developed six running 
backs that were selected in the NFL Draft, including first-team 
All-SEC performers in Fournette, Hill and Ridley. During his 
tenure, the Tigers posted a 61-17 overall record, captured the 

2011 SEC Championship 
and appeared in the 
National Championship 
Game that same season. 

Under his guidance, 
LSU rushed for at least 200 
yards 39 times, including 
12 300-yard games. 
The Tigers also recorded 
45 100-yard individual 
rushing performances and 
four 1,000-yard individual 
rushers.

Wilson joined the LSU 
staff after spending the 
2009 season at Tennessee, 
where he coached the wide 

receivers under Lane Kiffin. 
Prior to joining the Tennessee staff, Wilson spent the 2008 

season as the running backs coach/recruiting coordinator at 
Southern Miss under Larry Fedora. 

From 2005-07, Wilson served as the running backs/
assistant special teams coach at Mississippi, where he 
recruited prominent future NFL stars Kendrick Lewis and 
Mike Wallace. He also developed a first-team all-conference 
running back in Green-Ellis.

Wilson joined the Rebels’ staff after serving one year as 
director of athletics for the New Orleans Public School System 
after spending three-and-a-half seasons as head football coach 
and offensive coordinator at O. Perry Walker High School.

Frank Wilson was introduced as head coach on Jan. 15, 2016.
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4A championships and the Louisiana Class 4A State 
Championship game in 2002. He was honored by the NFL 
as the 2002 Louisiana Coach of the Year and was voted 
by his peers as the Louisiana Class 4A Coach of the Year. 
Wilson also was a finalist for the 2002 Nike National Coach 
of the Year.

During his head coaching stint at O. Perry Walker, Wilson 
developed 22 players who earned Division I scholarships, 
including 11 in 2002 to rank as the nation’s largest high 
school class of D-I signees. The 2002 team defeated national-
power John Curtis Christian School, 20-0, during the regular 
season, which snapped a 136-game district winning streak 
for John Curtis and marked the first time that team had failed 
to score in 303 consecutive games, a national record.

Wilson spent three years as an assistant coach at Edna 
Karr High School, also in New Orleans, from 1997-2000. 
He served as offensive coordinator at Edna Karr during the 
1999 season in which the team reached the Class 3A state 
finals and recorded its best statistical season on offense in the 
program’s history.

Wilson got his start in coaching as a student assistant 
at his alma mater, Nicholls State, working with the running 
backs while he finished his degree. While in Thibodaux, 
Wilson helped coach the first 1,000-yard rusher in school 
history and was part of the biggest turnaround in NCAA 
history at the time for the Colonels, who improved from 0-10 
in 1995 to 8-2 in 1996.

A three-year letterman at Nicholls State, Wilson earned 
honorable mention all-conference honors as a running back 
his sophomore year. 

Wilson attended Geneva University in Beaver Falls, 
Pa., his freshman season, earning conference Freshman of 
the Year honors as a running back and kick returner. He 
also earned first team all-conference honors and was an 
honorable mention NAIA Division II All-American.

Wilson received his bachelor of arts degree in general 
education from Nicholls State in 1997. 

Wilson and his wife, Tiffany, have three children: Alaina, 
Sabree and Frank IV.

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Jason Rollins is in his second season as UTSA’s associate head 
coach and linebackers coach. 

In his first season with the Roadrunners, he helped guide the 
team to six wins and the program’s first-ever bowl game, the 2016 
Gildan New Mexico Bowl. His linebackers combined for 267 
tackles, 24 tackles for loss, 12 sacks and 12 quarterback hurries. 
Josiah Tauaefa broke UTSA’s single-season record for tackles with 
115 en route to becoming the Roadrunners’ first Freshman All-
American (Football Writers Association of America), Conference 
USA Freshman of the Year and a first-team all-conference selection. 
La’Kel Bass tied the school standard for single-season tackles for loss 
with 11 as part of his 87 total stops.

Rollins came to San Antonio from Tulane, where he spent nine 
seasons as secondary coach, including serving as co-defensive 
coordinator in 2015 and special teams coordinator in 2014. He 
played a key role in the development of three All-Americans and 
four NFL players in draft picks Lorenzo Doss and Taurean Nixon, as 
well as free agents Derrick Strozier and Jordan Sullen.

In 2013, Rollins’ secondary was a big reason why the Green 
Wave made their first bowl appearance since the 2002 season. 
Tulane ranked second nationally in turnovers forced with 35, 
including 19 interceptions with 15 by the defensive backfield. Doss,

an All-America cornerback, picked off seven passes, returning a 
pair for touchdowns, and forced two fumbles. Additionally, Tulane 
allowed just 352.1 yards per game, which ranked 22nd in the 
Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS).

In 2014, Rollins helped lead the secondary to a combined 15 
interceptions, seven fumble recoveries and a pair of forced fumbles, 
as the unit contributed to 22 of the team’s 28 takeaways, which 
ranked 21st nationally. Parry Nickerson led the Green Wave and 
all FBS freshmen with six picks and garnered Freshman All-America 
accolades.

Rollins’ impact on Tulane’s secondary was immediate from the 
time he joined the staff prior to the 2008 campaign. In his first 
season in New Orleans, the group combined for 23 pass breakups, 
five interceptions, five forced fumbles and five recoveries.

During the next four years, his defensive backs combined for 
31 interceptions and 120 pass breakups while helping the Green 
Wave defense consistently rank near the top of Conference USA in 
most major statistical categories.

Prior to his tenure at Tulane, Rollins was co-defensive 
coordinator and secondary coach at his alma mater, McNeese 
State, for two seasons (2005-06). He helped the Cowboys to a 
23-10 record, two Southland Conference championships and a 
Football Championship Subdivision (FCS) playoff appearance in in 
his final season.

Rollins got his coaching start as an assistant coach for the 
defensive backs at McNeese State in 1997-98. He was an assistant 
coach in the Texas prep ranks at Galveston Ball (1999-2000) and 
La Marque (2001).

He spent three seasons (2002-04) as the defensive backs 
coach at Northwestern State, where he helped the Demons to the 
2004 Southland title on the strength of the top defense in the FCS.

Rollins was an all-state and all-district performer at Newton 
(Texas) High School and he went on to play safety at McNeese 
State in 1994-96.

Rollins earned his bachelor’s degree in health and human 
performance from McNeese State in 1996.

Ricky Brumfield is in his second season as UTSA’s special teams 
coordinator and tight ends coach. 
In his first season with the Roadrunners, he helped guide the team to 

six wins and the program’s first-ever bowl game, the 2016 Gildan New 
Mexico Bowl. His special teams set several school records, including 
season marks for touchbacks (27, Daniel Portillo), points (79, Victor 
Falcon), extra points (43, Falcon) and punting average (42.0, Yannis 
Routsas). Long snapper Matt Bayliss garnered honorable mention All-
Conference USA accolades. Brumfield’s tight ends combined to catch 
20 passes for 231 yards and three touchdowns while helping to pave 
the way for an offense that piled up 2,104 rushing yards.

Brumfield came to UTSA from Western Kentucky, where he spent 
three seasons as special teams coordinator and cornerbacks coach. He 
helped the Hilltoppers to a combined 28 victories, including a pair of 
bowl wins, during his tenure.

In 2015, WKU won the Conference USA title and capped off 
a 12-2 season with a 45-35 victory against USF in the Miami Beach 
Bowl, while finishing the season with a No. 24 final ranking. Garrett 
Schwettman, the school’s career record holder for points, extra points 
and field goals, earned first-team all-conference honors, while kick 
returner Kylen Towner made the second team and cornerback Prince 
Charles Iworah and long snapper Nolan Dowling were named 
honorable mention.

In his first two seasons with the Hilltoppers, the defense and 
special teams were among the conference’s best in nearly every major 
statistical category. He tutored five all-conference performers, including 
cornerbacks Wonderful Terry and Cam Thomas, who is with the Buffalo 
Bills.

In 2013, WKU led the Sun Belt Conference and finished 
14th nationally in total defense, while also leading the league in 
interceptions (14), team pass efficiency defense and fewest passing 

yards allowed. Additionally, his kick and punt coverage units were tops 
in the conference.

Brumfield was the special teams coordinator and safeties coach at 
Nicholls State, in 2011-12. His impact on the Colonels’ special teams 
was felt immediately, as they blocked six kicks and ranked 14th in the 
Football Championship Subdivision in kick return average, while punter 
Cory Kemps finished sixth nationally with a 42.8 average in 2011.

The New Orleans native got his coaching start in 2001 at Union 
College, where he oversaw special teams and wide receivers for three 
seasons.

Brumfield served as special teams coordinator and wide receivers 
coach at Fairmont State in 2004-10. He helped the Fighting Falcons 
rank among the nation’s best in special teams categories by the end of 
his tenure, including the third-best kick return average in 2009.

In his final season with the Fighting Falcons, his special teams units 
blocked five kicks, forced two turnovers and had a pair of touchdowns. 
Three of his players earned all-conference accolades, including kick 
returner Zack Page, who set Division II career records for kick returns, 
kick return yardage and combined return yards. One of his receivers, 
Perry Baker, was one of a handful non-Division I players to be selected 
to play in the 2010 East-West Shrine Game.

During his time at Fairmont State, Brumfield spent five summers 
assisting with various NFL teams. He tutored wide receivers and special 
teams with the Pittsburgh Steelers in 2007-09 and also spent time with 
the Atlanta Falcons, Buffalo Bills and Green Bay Packers.

Brumfield was a four-year letterwinner and two-year starter at wide 
receiver at Utah State. He helped the Aggies to a pair of Big West 
Conference Championships and a berth in the 1997 Humanitarian Bowl.

Pete Golding is in his second season as UTSA’s defensive 
coordinator and cornerbacks coach. 
In his first season with the Roadrunners, he helped lead the 

program to six wins and its first-ever bowl game, the 2016 Gildan 
New Mexico Bowl. His defense set several school records, including 
single-season standards for tackles (934), tackles for loss (77), sacks 
(27) and quarterback hurries (38). Individually, linebacker Josiah 
Tauaefa broke UTSA’s season record for tackles with 115 en route 
to becoming the program’s first Freshman All-American (Football 
Writers Association of America) and collecting Conference USA 
Freshman of the Year and first-team all-conference honors. Defensive 
end Marcus Davenport and safety Michael Egwuagu were named 
second-team all-conference and safety Jordan Moore was honorable 
mention.

Golding came to the Alamo City following a two-year stint as 
an assistant coach at Southern Miss, where he coached the safeties. 
The Golden Eagles posted a six-win improvement in his second 
season. Southern Miss finished 9-5 overall, won the West Division 
of Conference USA with a 7-1 mark and made an appearance in 
the Heart of Dallas Bowl in 2015.

Prior to his tenure at Southern Miss, the Hammond, La., 
native spent two seasons as Southeastern Louisiana’s defensive 
coordinator. In his final year in 2013, the Lions won a program-
record 11 contests, including a perfect 7-0 mark in Southland 
Conference play en route to their first league title since 1961. 
Southeastern Louisiana advanced to the quarterfinals of the Football 
Championship Subdivision playoffs in its first-ever appearance and 
his defense led the Southland in both total and scoring defense.

Golding served as defensive coordinator from 2010-11 at 
his alma mater, Delta State. A former All-Gulf South Conference 
defensive back, he also coached the team’s secondary.

The Statesmen advanced to the 2010 NCAA Division II 
National Championship Game after winning their third Gulf South 
Conference title in four years with an 11-4 overall record.

That came on the heels of a stint as defensive coordinator and 
defensive backs coach at Tusculum.

The Pioneers became an explosive and record-setting defensive 
unit under his direction. In 2007, Tusculum intercepted a program-
record 14 passes and produced conference-leading marks in sacks 
and forced turnovers en route to an appearance in the NCAA 
Division II playoffs.

Golding has tutored six All-Americans during his 10-year 
coaching career, including 2012 FCS Defensive Player of the Year 
and 2013 second-round National Football League draft pick Robert 
Alford, who was a cornerback under Golding during his senior 
season. Meanwhile, 18 players at Delta State were named to the 
All-Gulf South Conference and All-South Region teams during his 
tenure, while six Tusculum defenders received All-South Atlantic 
Conference accolades.

He began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at 
Delta State in 2006 after being a four-year starter at safety for the 
Statesmen from 2002-05.

Frank Scelfo is in his second season as UTSA’s offensive coordinator 
and quarterbacks coach.

In his first year with the program, Scelfo helped lead the 
Roadrunners to six wins and the program’s first-ever bowl game, 
the 2016 Gildan New Mexico Bowl. His offense set more than 
15 school records, including season standards for points (379) 
and touchdowns (49) and single-game marks for total offense 
(532 vs. Southern Miss), rushing yards (339 vs. Southern Miss) 
and passing yards (414 vs. Charlotte). Offensive tackle Jevonte 
Domand and wide receiver Josh Stewart earned honorable mention 
All-Conference USA accolades.

A coaching veteran of more than 30 years, Scelfo came to the 
Alamo City from the Jacksonville Jaguars, where he served as senior 
offensive assistant in 2015 after two years as the quarterbacks 
coach for the NFL franchise.

Scelfo helped oversee one of the NFL’s most prolific passing 
offenses in 2015, as Jacksonville ranked 10th in the league with 
256.8 yards per game. Blake Bortles threw for 4,428 yards and 35 
touchdowns, which was tied for second in the NFL. The Jaguars also 
boasted a pair of 1,000-yard receivers in Allen Robinson (1,400) 
and Allen Hurns (1,031).

He played a key role in the development of Bortles, the No. 3 
overall pick in the 2014 draft, who tossed for 2,908 yards and 11 
TDs in his rookie season.

Scelfo worked closely with veteran quarterback Chad Henne in 
2013. Henne started 13 of 15 games and completed a career-high 
305 passes while throwing for 3,241 yards and 13 touchdowns.

Prior to his time with the Jaguars, Scelfo spent two seasons 
(2010-11) as quarterbacks coach at Arizona, where he tutored 
Philadelphia Eagles 2012 third-round pick Nick Foles and Tom 
Savage, a 2014 fourth-round selection by the Houston Texans. 
Foles finished his college career as the school’s all-time leader in 
passing yards (10,011), touchdowns (67), attempts (1,369) and 
completions (933). As a senior in 2011, Foles threw for a school 
single-season-record 4,334 yards and 28 touchdowns, while also 
setting school marks for attempts (560) and completions (387).

In 2010, Scelfo worked with Foles, Matt Scott and Bryson 
Beirne. Foles earned honorable mention All-Pac 10 honors after 
throwing for 3,191 yards and 20 touchdowns. Scott engineered 
two victories as the starter and Beirne appeared in three games 
with a 221.4 pass efficiency rating. The Wildcats averaged 307 
passing yards per game, one yard shy of the school single-season 
best, and posted a combined 68 percent completion rate to go 
along with 25 TDs.

Prior to joining Arizona, Scelfo spent three seasons (2007-09) 
as offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at Louisiana Tech.

In 2008, Scelfo directed the Bulldogs offense to a win in the 
Independence Bowl, the school’s first bowl victory in three decades. 
The team ranked 27th nationally in rushing, with Daniel Porter 
leading the way with 1,164 yards. The Bulldogs had six games of 
30 or more points and Scelfo mentored a sophomore quarterback, 
Ross Jenkins, as a first-time starter. Porter also became Louisiana 
Tech’s all-time rusher with 3,352 yards.

Scelfo entered the collegiate coaching ranks at Tulane where 
he spent 11 seasons (1996-2006) including the final eight seasons 
as offensive coordinator. He coached tight ends and was recruiting 
coordinator for the Green Wave in his first three seasons from 
1996-98. With Scelfo on the staff, the Green Wave were ranked 
in the top 30 nationally in passing five times, including the third-
most passing yards in 2000. In 1998 the club finished with a 12-0 
record, one of only two undefeated FBS (formerly D-1A) teams, and 
a win in the Liberty Bowl.

During his tenure at Tulane, Scelfo tutored four quarterbacks 

that went on to the NFL in Patrick Ramsey, J.P. Losman, Lester Ricard 
and Shaun King. Each of the players finished their careers ranked 
in the top five in school history in career passing yards. A total of 
eight Tulane offensive players were selected in the NFL Draft during 
Scelfo’s tenure.

The Abbeville, La., native produced Tulane’s all-time passing 
leader (Ramsey), all-time rushing and all-purpose yardage leader 
(Mewelde Moore), all-time touchdown receptions leader (Roydell 
Williams) and all-time scoring leader (Seth Marler). Moore also 
became only the second player in NCAA history to produce 4,000 
career rushing yards and 2,000-plus receiving yards during his time 
under Scelfo.

Scelfo began his coaching career on the high school level with 
stops in Louisiana at Prairie View (1982-83), Jesuit (1984) and River 
Oaks (1985-86) and in Texas at Vidor (1987), Orangefield (1988), 
Chapel Hill (1989-91) and Galena Park North Shore (1995). He 
also spent three seasons on the staff at Kilgore College (1992-94).

Scelfo played baseball at Louisiana-Monroe (formerly Northeast 
Louisiana) and was named the school’s 1981 Athlete of the Year as 
a senior.

He earned his bachelor’s degree in 1981 and his master’s 
degree two years later at Louisiana-Monroe.

Scelfo is married to Holly Kingery and the couple has two sons, 
Anthony and Jordan. Anthony played quarterback and baseball at 
Tulane and was selected by the Tampa Bay Rays in the 2008 Major 
League Baseball draft.

W idely considered one of the top defensive line coaches in the 
country, Bo Davis is in his first season at UTSA.

A former defensive line coach at Alabama, Texas and in 
the NFL, Davis has been a part of three national championship 
teams and has produced numerous All-Americans, all-conference 
performers and NFL players.

A native of Magee, Miss., he was the defensive line coach at 
Alabama for two seasons (2014-15) under Nick Saban, his second 
stint with the Crimson Tide. Alabama appeared in back-to-back 
College Football Playoffs, winning the 2015 national title with a 
45-40 victory against Clemson after falling to Ohio State in the 
semifinals the previous year. The Tide posted a 26-3 record during 
his last tenure and were 68-13 overall during his six total seasons 
in Tuscaloosa.

In 2015, Alabama led the country by allowing just 75.7 yards 
per game on the ground while ranking third nationally in sacks with 
3.53 per contest. The Tide also ranked third in both total (276.3 
ypg) and scoring (15.1 ppg) defense.

Davis’ defensive line that season was led by Jarran Reed, 
A’Shawn Robinson and Jonathan Allen. Robinson was a first-team 
All-American and an Outland Trophy finalist after posting 46 tackles 
with 7.5 TFLs, 3.5 sacks, two pass breakups and a team-high 10 
quarterback hurries. Allen registered 36 tackles, including 14.5 
TFLs and 12 sacks, and Reed recorded 57 tackles with 4.5 for loss, 
eight quarterback hurries and two pass breakups, as both earned 
All-Southeastern Conference (SEC) accolades.

The previous season, Davis’s position group helped the Alabama 
defense rank fourth nationally against the rush, surrendering just 
102.4 yards per game. The Tide also led the nation by allowing 
just five rushing touchdowns on the season, while recording 32 
sacks. Allen was named first-team All-SEC, while Robinson was a 
second-team all-conference selection and Reed earned honorable 
mention honors.

Davis was a defensive intern with the Jacksonville Jaguars in 
2016 prior to coming to the Alamo City.

Prior to his second stint with Alabama, Davis coached the 
defensive tackles at Texas under Mack Brown in 2011-13.

In his first season on the 40 Acres, the Longhorns were 11th in 
the nation in total defense, sixth in rushing defense and 10th in pass 
efficiency defense while leading the Big 12 in each category. Tackle 
Kheeston Randall garnered first-team All-Big 12 honors that season 
and was drafted by the Miami Dolphins.

Texas was fifth nationally in sacks in 2013 (3.1) and 22nd in 
tackles for loss (7.0). The Longhorns played in the 2011 Holiday 
Bowl and 2012 and 2013 Alamo Bowls.

Prior to his time with the Longhorns, Davis spent four seasons 
(2007-10) as the defensive line coach at Alabama. The Crimson 
Tide consistently led the SEC and ranked in the Top 10 nationally 
in several defensive categories. Alabama was 42-10 during his 
first tenure, including 35-4 his final three seasons while finishing in 
the Top 10 each year. The Tide won the 2009 Bowl Championship 
Series (BCS) Championship, beating Texas in the Rose Bowl, and 
also played in the 2007 Independence Bowl, 2009 Sugar Bowl 
and 2011 Capital One Bowl.

In 2010, Alabama was fourth nationally in scoring defense

(244.1) and scoring defense (11.7), all tops in the SEC. Terrence 
Cody was a consensus All-American for the second straight season 
and was a finalist for the Lombardi Award, Nagurski Trophy and 
Bednarik Award.

Everette Sands is in his second season as UTSA’s running backs 
coach.

In his first year with the Roadrunners, he helped guide the team 
to six wins and the program’s first-ever bowl game, the 2016 Gildan 
New Mexico Bowl. His running backs, led by the potent one-two-
punch of Jarveon Williams and Jalen Rhodes, combined to produce 
2,104 rushing yards and 22 touchdowns, helping the offense set 
numerous school records in the process. Williams became the 
program’s all-time leading rusher with 2,393 yards after piling up 
900 on the ground, including four of his UTSA-best eight 100-yard 
games, and eight scores as a senior. Rhodes rushed for 827 and a 
school-record nine TDs in his sophomore campaign.

Sands, who has tutored 1,000-yard backs at four different 
schools, came to the Alamo City after a four-year stint as the running 
backs coach at South Carolina under Steve Spurrier.

During Sands’ tenure with the Gamecocks from 2012-15, he 
mentored a pair of future NFL Draft picks in Mike Davis and Marcus 
Lattimore and recruited five ESPN Top 300 players to the program. 
He helped South Carolina to three bowls victories, back-to-back 
11-win campaigns in 2012-13 and final rankings of No. 6 in 2013 
and seventh in 2012.

In Sands’ first season in Columbia, the Gamecocks rushed for 
19 touchdowns and averaged 139 yards on the ground. Lattimore 
piled up 835 yards from scrimmage (662 rushing) and 11 scores 
before sustaining a season-ending knee injury in the ninth game of 
the season against Tennessee.

In 2013, Davis racked up 1,183 yards on the ground in 
registering the school’s 10th 1,000-yard campaign. He was named 
second-team All-Southeastern Conference by both The Associated 
Press and the league’s head coaches.

In his third year with the Gamecocks, Davis (982) and Brandon 
Wilds (570) each rushed for more than 500 yards and combined 
for 13 rushing touchdowns. Davis fell just 18 yards shy of joining 
Hesiman Trophy winner George Rogers as the only back in school 
history to record multiple 1,000-yard seasons.

Sands spent the 2011 campaign as the running backs coach 
at North Carolina State. In his lone season with the Wolfpack, his 
backs registered four individual 100-yard performances, the first 
time that had happened since 2007.

A native of Conway, S.C., Sands served two stints at The 
Citadel, first from 1999-2000 and again from 2005-10. During his 
second tenure, he coached three Southern Conference All-Freshman 
team selections and all-league performer Tory Cooper, who rushed 
for 1,041 yards and a school record 19 touchdowns in 2007.

Between his stints at The Citadel, Sands coached the offensive 
backs at Ohio from 2001-04. One of his running backs, Chad Brinker, 
rushed for 1,099 yards en route to all-conference accolades in 2002.

Sands got into the coaching profession at the high school level 
in 1995 when he was at Sea Island Academy in Johns Island, S.C. 
At that time, he was considered to be the youngest head coach in 
the history of South Carolina high school football.

His first college coaching position came at Elon from 1996-98.
Sands also was an intern with the Carolina Panthers in 2000

a run to the semifinals of the Football Championship Subdivision

A “representative of UTSA’s athletics 
interests,” or booster, is anyone who:

• Has ever participated in or is 
currently a member of the various 
athletics department support groups;

• Has made a donation to the 
athletics program;

• Has helped arrange summer and/
or vacation employment for student-
athletes; or

• Has been involved, in anyway, 
in the promotion of UTSA’s athletics 
program

Ex tra  Be ne fits
Prospective and current student-

athletes may not receive extra 
benefits. An extra benefit is any 
special arrangement by an institutional 
employee or representative of the 
institution’s athletic interests to provide 
a student-athlete or his/her family 
a benefit not authorized by NCAA 
legislation. Extra benefits would include, 
but are not limited to:

• An employment arrangement for a 
prospect’s relatives;

• Gifts of clothing or equipment;
• Cosigning of loans;
• Providing loans to a prospect’s 

relatives or friends;
• Cash or like items;
• Use of an automobile;
• Any tangible items, including 

merchandise;
• Free or reduced-cost services, 

rentals or purchases of any type;
• Free or reduced-cost housing
• Use of a college’s athletic 

equipment;
• Sponsorship of or arrangement 

for an awards banquet for high 
school, prep school or two-year 
college athletes by a college, athletics 
representative or its alumni groups;

• Employment of a student-athlete at 
a rate higher then the wages paid for 
similar work; and

• Payment to a student-athlete for 
work not performed.

Re cruiting
Only coaches and athletics department 

staff may be involved in the recruiting 
process. Athletic representatives are 
prohibited from contacting a prospective 
student-athlete or members of his/her 
family by telephone, letter, e-mail, or in 
person for the purpose of encouraging 
participation in athletics at The University 
of Texas at San Antonio. This includes 
contacting prospective student-athletes 
on social media (Facebook, Twitter, etc.)  
The prohibition remains in effect even 
after the prospect signs a national letter-
of-intent (scholarship offer). You can do 
your part by forwarding names of any 
potential recruits to the UTSA coaching 
staffs.

Prosp e ctive
Stud e nt-Athle te

A prospective student-athlete is a 
person who has started classes for the 
ninth grade. You can become a prospect 
even if you have not started the ninth 
grade, if a college gives you or your 
relatives any financial aid help or other 
benefits that it does not give others.

Before a prospect can make an official 
visit to UTSA, he/she must present (1) 
a score from a PSAT, SAT or ACT test 
(through an official high school or testing 
agency), (2) an academic transcript, 
and (3) must register with the NCAA 
Eligibility Center and must be placed 
on the institution’s Institution Request List 
with the NCAA Eligibility Center.

Visiting UTSA

Officia l Visit:
An “official visit” is a visit paid in 

whole or in part by the university and 
cannot exceed 48 hours in length. 
A prospect can make a total of five 
official visits, with a limit of only one per 
university.

Unofficia l Visit:
An “unofficial visit” is a visit made at the 

prospect’s own expense. The university 
may provide (a) three complimentary 
tickets to an on-campus athletics event in 
which the university’s team is competing 
and (b) transportation to view off-
campus practice and competition sites 
within a 30-mile radius. Prospects can 
make as many unofficial visits as they 
want.

SAN ANTONIO — Dalton Sturm completed 20-of-25 
passes en route to piling up 326 yards of total offense 
to lead UTSA to a 26-13 win against Alabama State on 
Saturday night at the Alamodome in the debut for head 
coach Frank Wilson.

The Roadrunners improved to 5-1 all-time in season 
openers in what was their first opening game at home since 
the inaugural contest against Northeastern State five years 
ago to the day.

“Winning feels fantastic. I’m so excited for our players, 
our program and this city” Wilson said. “The thing I told 
our team after postgame was be excited, man, we just won 
a game. They are hard to come by, so we’ll take it how we 
can get it.”

Sturm threw for 274 yards and a pair of touchdowns and 
added 52 yards on the ground, highlighted by a 51-yard 
score in the second quarter that put UTSA ahead for good.

Meanwhile, Josiah Tauaefa led the defense with 13 tackles, including nine solo and a 
pair of sacks, while Marcus Davenport also registered two sacks to help the Roadrunners 
set a school record with six as a team.

The game began when Eric Banks forced an Alabama State fumble on the opening 
kickoff that was recovered by Andrew Martel at the Hornets’ 6-yard line. Three plays 
later, Sturm connected with Marquez McNair in the back of the end zone to give the 
home team an early 6-0 lead.

Alabama State answered when Khalid Thomas capped a 13-play, 77-yard drive with 
a 1-yard scoring plunge. The extra point put the visitors ahead 7-6.

The Roadrunners regained the lead with Sturm’s long scamper down the right sideline. 
The Goliad native then found Greg Campbell Jr. on the two-point conversion to make 
it 14-6.

By the end of the first half, Sturm was 10-of-11 through the air.
UTSA extended its lead to start the second half. Jalen Rhodes ended a quick, six-play, 

74-yard scoring march with a 1-yard TD run, but the extra point was wide left, leaving 
the score at 20-7.

The Roadrunners tacked on another score in the fourth when Sturm and Kerry Thomas 
Jr. hooked up on a 25-yard connection. The home team again went for two, but this 
time it failed.

With less than three minutes to play, a 36-yard TD pass from Quinterris Toppings to 
Palmer Graham provided the final 13-point margin.

Dalton Sturm completed 15-of-23 passes for 176 
yards and a pair of TDs, while Jared Johnson added 60 yards on 
5-of-7 passing. Jalen Rhodes hauled in a career-high five catches 
for 54 yards, while Kerry Thomas Jr. added four for 41 and his 
second score, a 10-yarder on UTSA’s opening possession, in as 
many weeks.

The Rams piled up 193 yards on the ground in the first half 
in building a 20-14 lead at the break.

Colorado State got on the board first when Wyatt Bryan 
booted a 38-yard field goal to cap the game’s opening drive.

UTSA responded with a 12-play, 61-yard scoring march on its first offensive 
possession.

Sturm completed 5-of-6 passes, including a 10-yard strike to Thomas Jr. in the 
middle of the end zone on what was the fourth third-down conversion of the drive. Victor 
Falcon’s extra point gave the visitors a 7-3 lead with 5:34 left in the first quarter.

The Rams answered on their next possession.
Dawkins, who rushed for 34 yards on the drive, beat the Roadrunners defense to 

the left pylon on fourth down and goal from the one to put the home side back on top, 
10-7, late in the opening stanza.

After Colorado State pushed its lead to 10 on a 6-yard scoring dash by Izzy 
Matthews with 3:18 left in the half, UTSA closed the gap to 17-14 on the ensuing 
possession. On 2nd-and-19, Sturm found Jarveon Williams over the middle for 28 yards 
down to the Rams 16. On the next play, the junior signal caller connected with Brady 
Jones over the middle for a touchdown with 14 seconds remaining until halftime.

However, the Rams struck quickly before the half, as Faton Bauta found Elroy 
Masters for 45 yards down to the UTSA 20. With two seconds left, two consecutive 
offsides penalties against the Roadrunners on missed field goal attempts gave Colorado 
State a third try from 28 yards out and the third time was the charm, as Bryan split the 
uprights to provide the six-point halftime lead.

Neither team scored in the second half until Bryan drilled a 46-yard field goal with 
2:24 left to make it a two-possession game.

Colorado State held on from there in handing the Roadrunners their first loss of 
the season.

UTSA held the Rams to 61 yards of offense in the second half. Michael Egwuagu 
led the defense with a career-best 12 tackles, while Josiah Tauaefa and Nate Gaines 
pitched in with nine apiece.

San Antonio, Texas (Alamodome)

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — The touchdowns came more 
easily back home in the desert. Down in Texas, the Arizona 
State Sun Devils found themselves in a grinder where every 
yard and score was tough to earn.

Kalen Ballage scored on a 2-yard run with 3:15 to 
play and Arizona State rallied from 16 points down in 
the second half for a rugged 32-28 win over Texas-San 
Antonio on Friday night.

Heavy favorites against a Conference USA program 
still in its infancy, the Sun Devils found themselves down 
early and fighting from behind nearly the entire game a 
week after putting up 68 points in a win over Texas Tech.

“Never give up,” Arizona State linebacker DJ 
Calhoun said, adding his team was probably a bit “cocky” 
after its previous win. “We came in here thinking we could 
just run past this team. We fought. Never give up.”

Arizona State scored two fourth-quarter touchdowns. Ballage, who tied an NCAA 
record with eight touchdowns against Texas Tech, capped the rally when he took a direct 
snap and powered over the goal line. The touchdown was set up by a defensive pass 
interference penalty on third down one play earlier.

Zane Gonzalez kicked four field goals, including two from 54 yards, for Arizona 
State (3-0) and became the Pac-12 career scoring leader.

Manny Wilkins passed for 264 yards and two touchdowns for the Sun Devils. 
Wilkins threw a 27-yard score to N’Keal Harry with 3 seconds left in the first half. His 
45-yard pass to Frederick Gammage in the fourth quarter cut the UTSA lead to 28-25.

Wilkins shook off what looked like a ferocious hit in the first quarter and didn’t 
miss a play.

“I don’t ever sit on the floor,” Wilkins. “I’m going to get up and go to the next play. 
I’ve got a fighter’s mentality.”

Dalton Sturm passed for 229 yards and three touchdowns for UTSA (1-2). He 
also ran for 82 yards, including a 34-yard touchdown in the third quarter that had the 
Roadrunners thinking about a program-changing upset.

“Proud of the effort we had,” Sturm said. “But I felt like everybody else in the 
locker room: It hurts.”

NORFOLK, Va. — Old Dominion scored touchdowns on 
four consecutive possessions, one right before halftime and 
three more in the second half, en route to a 33-19 victory 
against UTSA on Saturday afternoon in the Conference 
USA opener for both teams at Ballard Stadium.

The Monarchs (2-2, 1-0 C-USA) were trailing 7-6 
late in the first half before a 2-yard touchdown run by 
quarterback David Washington with 26 seconds left until 
halftime put them back on top, 13-7.

ODU then reached paydirt on its first three drives of 
the second half in building a 33-19 lead that would stand.

The Roadrunners (1-3, 0-1 C-USA) gave up the 
ball on a fumble in the backfield on their first play from 
scrimmage in the second half. Six plays later, ODU’s 
Jeremy Cox scored his second touchdown of the afternoon 
on a 3-yard rush around left end. The extra-point attempt 
was blocked and returned for two points by UTSA’s Teddrick McGhee, which made the 
score 19-9 in favor of the Monarchs.

UTSA cut the deficit to six points after Victor Falcon drilled a 26-yard field goal 
to cap a six-play, 66-yard drive. It was the Roadrunners’ first field goal attempt of the 
season.

ODU responded with a 13-play, 82-yard scoring march that ended on a 2-yard 
pass from Washington to Jonathan Duhart. The two-point conversion failed, leaving the 
Monarchs’ lead at 25-12.

On their next possession, Old Dominion covered 82 yards in nine plays, the 
last another short scoring connection from Washington, who finished with 207 yards 
passing and another 69 on the ground, to Duhart. Cox found the end zone on the two-
point try to make it 33-19 with 11:55 remaining.

For UTSA, Jarveon Williams rushed for a season-high 93 yards and a score on 21 
carries, while Jalen Rhodes added 68 and another 34 receiving. Josh Stewart hauled 
in a career-best four catches for 80 yards, while Brady Jones added three receptions for 
51 yards and he also threw an 8-yard touchdown to backup quarterback Jared Johnson 
in the third quarter.

Defensively, Josiah Tauaefa posted a career-high 15 tackles, one shy of UTSA’s 
school record, and Ronnie Feist added nine stops.

ODU got on the board first, as Cox’s 5-yard touchdown rush ended a quick three-
play, 58-yard drive. The extra-point attempt was no good.

After a slow start offensively, the Roadrunners took the ground to get things going.
UTSA drove 81 yards on 13 plays — all rushes — on a scoring march that 

was capped with a 7-yard jaunt by Williams. The extra point gave the visitors a 7-6 
advantage with 11:44 left in the second quarter.

San Antonio, Texas (Alamodome)
SAN ANTONIO — Jalen Rhodes and Jarveon Williams each 
had 100-yard games on the ground and UTSA rushed for a school-
record 339 overall en route to a 55-32 victory against Southern 
Miss in Conference USA action on Saturday at the Alamodome.

Rhodes carried 14 times for a career-high 165 yards and 
a school-record-tying three touchdowns en route to becoming the 
third Roadrunner to score three times on the ground in a game. 
The sophomore from Rowlett had a career-best 80-yard TD 
scamper that helped give the Roadrunners (2-3, 1-1 C-USA) a 35-
14 lead midway through the second quarter.

Williams added 122 yards on 15 totes, including the 
longest play in program history, a 92-yarder in the final stanza 
that helped seal the victory.

In fact, UTSA recorded four of the 13 longest plays in school 
annals in piling up a school-record 532 yards of offense on just 47 
plays, including an all-time high of 339 rushing. The Roadrunners 
averaged 11.3 yards per play, also a new program standard, 
and scored their most points against both a Football Bowl Subdivision and conference opponent.

The Golden Eagles (4-2, 2-1) posted 557 yards of offense, 378 through the air, but they 
could not overcome UTSA’s offensive output in falling for the second time in three tries against 
the Roadrunners.

UTSA stormed out of the gates and built a quick 21-0 advantage through the first seven 
minutes, using only 11 plays in the process.

On the third play from scrimmage, Dalton Sturm found a wide-open Kerry Thomas Jr. deep 
over the middle for a 71-yard touchdown pass. 

Sturm, who finished 10-of-12 passing for 193 yards, then hit Josh Stewart for a 77-yard 
pass down to the Southern Miss 3-yard line on the first play of UTSA’s next possession. One play 
later, Williams punched it in to put the Roadrunners up by two scores.

UTSA struck again on their third drive on a six-play, 57-yard march that was capped with 
Rhodes’ first TD of the day, a 4-yard scamper.

After UTSA went up 28-7 on a 6-yard run by Williams near the end of the opening quarter, 
the visitors cut the deficit to two scores on an Ito Smith 1-yard TD run that finished off a 10-play, 
79-yard march highlighted by a 33-yard pass from Nick Mullens to Allenzae Staggers.

The Roadrunners responded with Rhodes’ 80-yard score that came on the first play of their 
next possession, and the home team eventually held a 38-21 lead at the break after Victor Falcon’s 
45-yard field goal as time expired in the first half.

Southern Miss used a 28-yard field goal on its first drive of the second half to pull to within 
38-24, but that was as close as the Golden Eagles got the rest of the game.

Matt Guidry took a jet sweep 20 yards around left end for his first career touchdown on 
UTSA’s next possession to make it 45-24, and Falcon later booted his second field goal of the day, 
this one from 26 yards, to double up the visitors.

Southern Miss made things interesting when Mullens, who threw for 370 yards on 24-of-47 
passing, hit Chase Whitehead on a 33-yard TD pass and then found Julian Allen on the two-point 
conversion to make it a two-possession contest with 6:47 left to play.

The Golden Eagles got the ball back on the UTSA 31 after a 31-yard punt return by 
D’Nerius Antoine, but Josiah Tauaefa stepped in front of a Mullens pass on the goal line three 
plays later to give the ball back to UTSA.

Williams’ 92-yard dash set up Rhodes’ third score of the day and provided the final 
23-point margin.

Tauaefa led the defense with 12 tackles, his third double-digit outing of his redshirt freshman 
campaign, and the interception. Nate Gaines added 10 stops, a pair of pass breakups and a 
forced fumble, while La’Kel Bass turned in eight tackles and a fumble recovery.

The Roadrunners (3-3, 2-1 C-USA) built a 14-6 halftime 
lead, but they had to hold off a furious rally in recording their 
first-ever win at Rice Stadium.

Stewart led the offense with a career-high 103 receiving 
yards to record the Roadrunners’ first 100-yard receiving game 
since David Morgan II at Arizona in the 2015 season opener.

Additionally, Jalen Rhodes rushed for a team-high 79 
yards on 18 carries, while Jarveon Williams gained 40 yards 
on the ground to become the program’s all-time rushing leader 
with 1,786 yards.

The offense was backed by a strong defensive effort led by 
La’Kel Bass’ career-best 12 tackles and another 10 from Josiah 
Tauaefa, the nation’s leading freshman, as the Roadrunners held 
their opponent to its fewest points since a 25-6 win at UTEP on Oct. 3, 2015.

The Owls (0-6, 0-4 C-USA) grabbed an early 6-0 lead when Tyler Stehling drove 
the home squad 75 yards on 13 plays, capped with a 13-yard touchdown run by the 
senior signal caller. However, the extra-point try following the score bounced off the 
upright and the miss proved to loom large throughout the night.

On UTSA’s second possession of the game, quarterback Dalton Sturm found 
Stewart open deep over the middle for a 75-yard touchdown. Victor Falcon’s extra point 
gave the visitors a 7-6 lead.

In the second quarter following a muffed punt that was recovered by JaColbie 
Butler deep inside Rice territory, Sturm hooked up again with Stewart for a 28-yard 
scoring connection in the right corner of the end zone. The point after pushed the 
Roadrunners’ lead to 14-6 with 5:01 left in the first half. It marked the Roadrunners’ fifth 
score (four TDs/one FG) after forcing a special teams turnover this season.

Rice cut the deficit to 14-12 when Samuel Stewart hauled in a 13-yard touch pass 
from Stehling midway through the third quarter. The Owls elected to kick the extra point 
to make it a one-point contest.

UTSA threatened to put the game out of reach late in the fourth.
Sturm, who threw for 209 yards and the two TDs on 17-of-25 passing, hit Larry 

Stephens with a 5-yard pass on second-down-and-goal that gave the visitors the ball at 
the Rice 2-yard line. However, the Roadrunners were stopped short of paydirt on third 
and fourth downs, giving the ball back to the Owls with five minutes remaining.

Rice drove quickly to the UTSA 24, but Haden Tobola’s 42-yard field goal attempt 
missed wide right with 1:27 left.

The Roadrunners ran the time down to 20 seconds before having to punt. Rice then 
put together passing plays of 18 and 19 yards down to the UTSA 27, but time expired 
as the home team was trying to stop the clock.

UTEP 52, UTSA 49 (5OT)

San Antonio, Texas (Alamodome)
SAN ANTONIO — UTEP’s Warren Redix caught a 6-yard touchdown 
pass from Ryan Metz just inside the front corner pylon to help lift the 
Miners to a 52-49 victory against UTSA in five overtimes on Saturday 
night in Conference USA action at the Alamodome.

The five-overtime game was the longest in league history and 
is tied for the fifth-longest in NCAA Football Bowl Subdivision annals.

The Roadrunners (3-4, 2-2 C-USA) took a 49-46 lead in the final 
extra period when Victor Falcon connected on a 33-yard field goal.

Needing at least a field goal to force a sixth overtime, the 
Miners (2-5, 1-3 C-USA) used rushing plays of eight, six and five yards 
to move down to the UTSA six. Metz then rolled out to his right and 
found Redix on the sideline with the game-winning pass.

UTSA took a 28-14 lead midway through the third quarter when 
Jalen Rhodes dashed off left tackle for 28 yards to paydirt.

However, UTEP battled back to knot the score at 28 on a 27-yard 
pass from Metz to Aaron Jones and a 74-yard touchdown connection 
from Kavika Johnson to Walter Dawn late in the third stanza.

A scoreless fourth quarter sent the Roadrunners into their fourth all-time overtime game.
The two teams traded field goals in the first extra period.
UTEP scored first in the second overtime on a 25-yard pass from Metz to Jones, who rushed for 

a game-high 113 yards on 21 carries and added four receptions for 56 yards and a pair of scores.
The Roadrunners answered to tie it at 38 with their own 25-yard TD pass from Dalton Sturm to 

Brady Jones.
Sturm and Kerry Thomas Jr. connected for the second time for paydirt in the third overtime. Forced 

to go for two by overtime rules, UTSA converted on a pass from Sturm to Jones to put the home side 
up, 46-38.

The Miners responded when Dawn took an end-around 12 yards for a score. Metz then found 
Hayden Plinke alone in the end zone for two to tie the score once again at 46.

Sturm finished with 214 yards and three touchdowns on 18-of-34 passing and added 74 yards 
on the ground to help UTSA post 525 yards of offense. Jarveon Williams led the ground game with 
104 yards, his sixth 100-yard game as a Roadrunner, while Rhodes added 84. Thomas Jr. hauled in 
five catches for 89 yards and a pair of scores en route to becoming the school’s career TD receptions 
leader with 10.

Trick plays were the theme of the night.
Midway through the first quarter, the Roadrunners successfully executed the program’s first-ever 

fake field goal when Yannis Routsas hit Jarrod McLin with a 30-yard pass down to the UTEP 3-yard line. 
That set up another trick play when Williams took a direct snap and executed a jump pass to Shaq 
Williams in the back of the end zone for the first score of the night.

The Roadrunners built the lead out to 14-0 when Thomas Jr. caught his first TD pass of the night, a 
53-yarder from Sturm with a little less than three minutes remaining in the opening stanza.

UTEP tied the score after a 41-yard scoring scamper by Jones on the final play of the first quarter 
and an 8-yard scoring run by Dawn with 6:54 left in the half.

Sturm then capped a 16-play, 75-yard drive that ate 6:49 off the clock with a 1-yard quarterback 
sneak to help push the Roadrunners to a 21-14 halftime advantage.

UTSA 31, North Texas 17
San Antonio, Texas (Alamodome)

SAN ANTONIO — Jalen Rhodes and Jarveon Williams 
rushed for 74 yards apiece to help lead UTSA to a 31-17 victory 
against North Texas in Conference USA action on Saturday 
night at the Alamodome.

The running backs led a balanced offensive attack by the 
Roadrunners (4-4, 3-2 C-USA), who registered their third all-time 
win in four tries against the Mean Green (4-4, 2-2 C-USA).

Rhodes piled up his 74 yards on just nine carries (8.2 
avg) and added a pair of touchdowns to increase his team-
leading totals to seven on the ground and eight overall this 
season.

Meanwhile, Williams increased his program-leading 
career rushing-yards total to 1,964.

Quarterback Dalton Sturm completed 10-of-19 passes for 
142 yards and two TDs, pushing his season total to 15.

The defense forced four turnovers (two fumbles/two 
interceptions) and was led by the trio of La’Kel Bass, Marcus Davenport and Nate Gaines, 
who each recorded eight tackles.

UTSA built a 14-0 halftime lead on the strength of big plays and a stiff defense.
On their second possession, the Roadrunners marched 49 yards on 11 plays to break 

the ice.
Sturm hit Kerry Thomas Jr. on a slant route from seven yards out to put UTSA on the 

board and give Thomas Jr. sole possession of the school’s single-season TD reception record 
with six.

UTSA pushed its lead out to 14 when Sturm hit Josh Stewart on a 21-yard touchdown 
pass in the corner of the end zone with 11:27 left in the second quarter. That play was set up 
by a 25-yard scramble by Sturm and an 18-yard completion to Marquez McNair.

The Roadrunners held North Texas to just 44 yards through the first 25 minutes before a 
late drive gave the visitors life.

The Mean Green used a 38-yard pass from Mason Fine to Jeffrey Wilson to move inside 
the UTSA 10-yard line in the final minute. With 11 seconds left and facing third-and-goal from 
the one, defensive tackle King Newton jarred the ball loose from Wilson and safety Michael 
Egwuagu scooped and returned it 59 yards to the North Texas 40 as time expired in the half.

North Texas got on the board on the first play from the scrimmage in the second 
half when quarterback Mason Fine found an open running lane and sped 80 yards for a 
touchdown to cut the deficit in half.

UTSA was held to a three-and-out on its first drive, but the defense came up big with a 
fumble recovery by Jonathan Tuiolosega at the North Texas 36-yard line to help set up Victor 
Falcon’s 33-yard field goal with 10:47 left in the third.

On the Mean Green’s next possession, Chase Dalhquist came up with his first career 
interception and returned it to midfield to set up UTSA for another score. A 31-yard completion 
from Sturm to Stewart set up UTSA inside the North Texas 30. Four plays later, Rhodes dashed 
nine yards up the middle for his first touchdown run of the night to put the home team up 24-7.

After a North Texas field goal made it 24-10, Rhodes found paydirt again on a 19-yard 
scamper with just under 10 minutes remaining to push the lead to 31-10.

The Mean Green made things interesting when Fine hit Kenny Buyers with a 10-yard 
touchdown pass to cap an 11-play, 78-yard scoring drive that made it 31-17 with 5:45 left 
to play.

North Texas then recovered the onside kick near midfield and drove to the UTSA 3-yard 
line before an offensive pass interference call and a sack by Josiah Tauaefa pushed the visitors 
back to the 21 for fourth-and-goal. The UTSA defense held, as the pass went incomplete out 
of the back of the end zone.

UTSA 45, Middle Tennessee 25

Murfreesboro, Tenn. (Floyd Stadium)
MURFREESBORO, Tenn. — Jarveon Williams led a potent ground 
attack with 109 yards and UTSA stormed past Middle Tennessee, 
45-25, in Conference USA action on Saturday afternoon at Johnny 
“Red” Floyd Stadium.

Williams topped the 100-yard mark for the seventh time in his 
career and the program’s all-time leading rusher increased his career 
tally to 2,073. The senior from Converse Judson also scored three 
touchdowns on the ground to tie the school’s single-game record and 
push his career mark to 17.

Fellow running back Jalen Rhodes added 81 yards and a score 
to move the sophomore into a tie atop UTSA’s single-season rushing 
TD list with eight.

All totaled, the Roadrunners (5-4, 4-2 C-USA) registered 270 
yards on the ground en route to scoring their most-ever points in a 
road game.

Meanwhile, the defense held the Blue Raiders (6-3, 3-2 C-USA) 
to 110 yards rushing, forced four turnovers for the second straight 
contest and turned in six tackles for loss, including five sacks (Middle 
Tennessee had surrendered just five for the year coming into Saturday). La’Kel Bass posted a 
team-high nine stops with two sacks, a forced fumble and fumbler recovery, while Michael 
Egwuagu pitched in with his sixth career interception, one of three on the day for the visitors, 
to go along with eight stops.

UTSA built a 28-10 halftime advantage behind a strong running game that piled up 152 
yards and a stingy defense that limited Middle Tennessee to 161 total yards, including just 16 
rushing, in the first 30 minutes.

On the game’s opening possession, the Roadrunners marched 66 yards in 11 plays to 
take an early lead after Williams found paydirt from six yards out.

The Blue Raiders responded with a quick scoring drive, going 75 yards in just a minute and 
25 seconds and only five plays, the last a 16-yard TD pass from Brent Stockstill to Dennis Andrews.

UTSA reclaimed the lead late in the first quarter when Rhodes dashed 26 yards up the 
middle to the end zone to cap a 43-yard drive, all on the ground.

The visitors extended their advantage to two touchdowns in the second quarter after 
Williams punched it in from two yards out to put an end to a 15-play, 70-yard march that burned 
6:55 off the clock, their longest drive of the year by time. In fact, UTSA controlled the time of 
possession throughout with 37:50 to just 22:10 for the Blue Raiders.

Middle Tennessee backup quarterback John Urzua, who was forced into action after 
an second-quarter injury to Stockstill, was picked off by Jordan Moore at the Blue Raiders’ 
40-yard line. Nine plays later, Dalton Sturm found Josh Stewart in the corner of the end zone 
for a 16-yard scoring connection to help put UTSA up 28-7 with less than two minutes to play 
in the second stanza.

The home team cut the deficit to 18 on a 30-yard field goal by Canon Rooker as time 
expired in the half.

The two teams traded touchdowns to start the third quarter.
On the home team’s first possession of the second half, Richie James hauled in a 53-yard 

touchdown pass from Urzua to make it 28-17, but UTSA answered with a 22-yard TD scamper 
by Williams with 10:55 left in the frame.

The Roadrunners extended their lead to 42-17 when Sturm scored on a 1-yard 
quarterback sneak late in the third quarter.

The Blue Raiders cut into the UTSA lead on a 1-yard touchdown rush by Terelle West and 
a two-point conversion pass from Urzua to CJ Windham midway through the fourth quarter, but 
that was as close as Middle Tennessee got the rest of the way.

Victor Falcon booted a 38-yard field goal with 4:10 left to play to provide the final 
20-point margin.

Louisiana Tech 63, UTSA 35
Ruston, La. (Joe Aillet Stadium)

RUSTON, La. — Josh Stewart had his second 100-yard 
receiving game of the season, but Ryan Higgins passed for 
293 yards and four touchdowns to lead Louisiana Tech to a 
63-35 victory against UTSA in Conference USA action on 
Saturday at Joe Aillet Stadium.

The Bulldogs (8-3, 6-1 C-USA) tallied 473 yards 
of offense and a season high in points in downing the 
Roadrunners (5-5, 4-3 C-USA).

Stewart piled up 113 yards on seven catches to break 
the program’s single-season receiving yards record. 

Jarveon Williams nearly turned in his eighth career 
100-yard game on the ground, as the senior rushed for 95 
yards and a pair of touchdowns on 18 carries.

LA Tech got off to a quick start, as Carlos Henderson 
returned the opening kickoff 90 yards for a touchdown, the 
first of three scores for the junior wide receiver.

UTSA responded with a 13-play, 87-yard scoring 
drive that chewed 6:39 off the clock. Dalton Sturm completed passes of 18 and 12 
yards to Stewart and also had a 22-yard scramble that helped set up Williams’ first 
score of the day, a 1-yard plunge.

The Bulldogs then scored 28 unanswered points on four consecutive possessions 
to build a 35-7 advantage late in the first half.

Jarred Craft’s 1-yard TD run provided a 14-7 edge for the home team after the 
first 15 minutes.

Henderson hauled in a 6-yard pass from Higgins for a score early in the second 
quarter and Higgins then found Alfred Smith for a 68-yard scoring connection on the 
Bulldogs’ next possession.

Henderson capped the next drive with a touchdown on a 14-yard reverse to push 
LA Tech’s lead to 28.

UTSA cut the deficit to 35-14 just before the break.
Matt Guidry’s 36-yard kickoff return and a face mask penalty on the play helped 

set up the visitors at the LA Tech 46. Sturm promptly found Stewart on a 20-yard 
completion on third down and a targeting call put the ball at the 17-yard line. Five plays 
later, Williams found paydirt for the second time from one yard out.

The Bulldogs pushed their lead back to 28 after Trent Taylor caught a 5-yard 
touchdown pass from Higgins early in the third quarter.

Neither team scored until Jared Johnson found Kerry Thomas Jr. for a 4-yard TD 
pass on fourth down and goal with 14:48 left to play.

LA Tech answered when Higgins completed a 50-yard touchdown pass to Marlon 
Watts down the sideline. The extra point made it 49-21 with 12:01 on the clock.

Nearly six minutes later, the Bulldogs had a field goal attempt blocked by Kevin 
Strong Jr. and Michael Egwuagu picked up the loose ball and returned it 82 yards for a 
score. Victor Falcon’s extra point pulled the Roadrunners to within 49-28 with just over 
six minutes remaining.

UTSA then cut the deficit to two scores when Johnson hit Marquez McNair with a 
4-yard touchdown pass with 3:32 left.

The Roadrunners then tried an onside kick, which was returned 45 yards for a TD 
to help seal the game for LA Tech.

Marcus Davenport had seven tackles, including a pair of sacks, while Josiah 
Tauaefa also registered seven stops to lead the UTSA defense.

College Station, Texas (Kyle Field)
COLLEGE STATION — Quarterback Jared Johnson came 
off the bench to throw for 186 yards, but it was not enough 
for UTSA in a 23-10 setback at No. 22 Texas A&M on 
Saturday in front of 102,502 fans at Kyle Field.

Johnson completed 15-of-24 passes after coming on 
late in the first quarter for the Roadrunners, who dropped 
to 5-6 on the season.

Five of Johnson’s passes found their way into the 
hands of College Station native Josh Stewart. Playing a few 
miles away from his high school — A&M Consolidated — 
the junior wide receiver hauled in six total receptions for 
75 yards to increase his school-record total to 666. His 
day was highlighted by an acrobatic, one-handed grab 
just inside the sidelines for a 10-yard touchdown early in 
the second quarter.

On the other side of the ball, Marcus Davenport 
registered a career-high 11 tackles, including a sack to push his team-leading total to 
6.5, in leading a defense that held the Aggies (8-3) to 23 points, 13 below their season 
average.

Nate Gaines added 10 stops, while Josiah Tauaefa pitched in with four in just one 
half of action to increase his season tally to a team-high 98, breaking the program’s 
single-season record of 95 set by Brandon Reeves back in 2012.

Texas A&M opened the scoring when Jake Hubenak hit Josh Reynolds on a 16-
yard pass over the middle on their first drive of the day. Hubenak finished with 248 
yards on 19-of-32 passing.

The Aggies pushed their lead to 10-0 when Daniel LaCamera connected on a 
24-yard field goal late in the opening quarter.

UTSA got on the board on Stewart’s highlight-reel touchdown catch with 10:46 left 
in the second stanza, capping a 13-play, 75-yard drive.

LaCamera split the uprights on two more field goals in the opening 30 minutes, 
the second a 37-yard boot as time expired in the half to give the Aggies a 16-7 lead 
at the break.

Texas A&M pushed its lead to 23-7 after Trayveon Williams broke loose up the 
middle for 47 yards and a score midway through the third quarter. Williams finished 
with a game-high 80 yards on 11 carries.

UTSA cut the deficit to 23-10 late in the third when Victor Falcon split the uprights 
from 24 yards out.

The Roadrunners threatened early in the fourth quarter after Johnson hit Shaq 
Williams on a 12-yard pass down to the A&M 22-yard line. However, Myles Garrett 
came up with a sack — one of 4.5 on the day for the defensive end — on the next play 
and a forced fumbled, which was recovered by the Aggies’ Alex Sezer Jr.

UTSA 33, Charlotte 14
San Antonio, Texas (Alamodome)

SAN ANTONIO — UTSA became bowl eligible for the 
first time in program history with a 33-14 victory against 
Charlotte in Conference USA action on Saturday night at 
the Alamodome.

With the historic win, the Roadrunners ended the 
regular season at 6-6 and finished second in the league’s 
West Division with a 5-3 ledger.

UTSA piled up 520 yards of offense and held the 
49ers (4-8, 3-5 C-USA) to just 237 yards in a game that 
saw the home team hold the ball for a season-best 38:21.

Starting quarterback Dalton Sturm completed 18-of-
33 passes for 286 yards and two touchdowns, while senior 
signal-caller Jared Johnson came off the bench in the fourth 
quarter to throw for 128 yards and another score on 5-of-7 
passing.

Kerry Thomas Jr. set a program record with 145 
receiving yards on five catches, including a 73-yard TD on the third play from scrimmage 
to help stake the Roadrunners to an early lead.

The 49ers responded quickly on their first possession, as Austin Duke took a short 
crossing route from Hasaan Klugh 76 yards to paydirt to knot the score at seven with 
barely more than two minutes burned off the clock.

UTSA took a 10-7 lead late in the opening stanza after chewing 7:45 off the 
clock on a 15-play, 74-yard scoring march that was capped by 21-yard field goal from 
Victor Falcon.

The Roadrunners extended their lead to 17-7 in the second quarter after Sturm hit 
Brady Jones on a 13-yard touchdown pass with 3:08 left until halftime.

Falcon split the uprights from 26 yards out to push UTSA’s lead to 20-7 late in the 
third quarter.

The first play of the fourth quarter gave new life to Charlotte, as UTSA mishandled 
the snap on a punt inside its own 5-yard line. The fumble was scooped up by Juwan 
Foggie, who rambled in from three yards for a touchdown that helped bring the visitors 
to within one score.

Johnson engineered a seven-play, 76-yard scoring drive in his first action of the 
night. He hit Jarveon Williams — who finished with 48 yards on the ground and 54 
receiving — on a screen pass that the senior running back took 33 yards down the 
sideline to the Charlotte 23. Three plays later facing third down and seven, Johnson 
found Marquez McNair in the end zone on a perfectly thrown ball for a 20-yard TD 
pass to put UTSA up 26-14.

The Roadrunners put the game out of reach on their next possession, as Johnson 
completed passes of 26 yards to McNair, 14 to Thomas Jr. and 35 to JaBryce Taylor 
to set up Jalen Rhodes for a 2-yard touchdown plunge, his program-record ninth of the 
season. Falcon’s extra point provided the final margin, 33-14.

Josiah Tauaefa led the defense with six tackles, including a sack, while Ben Kane 
also registered a sack as part of his five stops.

New Mexico 23, UTSA 20

Gildan New Mexico Bowl

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (AP) — Richard McQuarley 
ran for two short touchdowns and New Mexico posted its 
second bowl victory in a half-century, topping UTSA, 23-
20, on Saturday in the Gildan New Mexico Bowl.

The Lobos’ only bowl win since taking the 1961 Aviation 
Bowl had been a 2007 victory against Nevada in the New 
Mexico Bowl.

New Mexico (9-4) gave head coach Bob Davie his first 
bowl win, as he lost three times at Notre Dame and also 
last year with New Mexico in this bowl against Arizona.

“You don’t get these experiences a whole lot of times,” 
Davie said. “This afternoon is a great moment.”

Jarveon Williams ran for 125 yards for the Roadrunners 
(6-7), who lost in their first bowl appearance in the 
program’s six-year history.

Despite the hype around New Mexico’s triple-option 
threat and the Lobos leading the nation in rushing, the Roadrunners ran for more yards 
than the Lobos.

“We didn’t make enough plays today,” Williams said after his eighth game of running 
for at least 100 yards.

Lamar Jordan rushed for 81 yards and threw a 34-yard pass to Dameon Gamblin that 
set up McQuarley’s 1-yard burst for a 23-13 lead with 2:22 left.

Dalton Sturm threw two TD passes for UTSA to match the program’s single-season 
record of 20, including a 4-yard toss to JaBryce Taylor with 25 seconds remaining, but 
the Roadrunners failed to recover an onside kick.

Six Lobos combined for 219 yards rushing, which was nearly 142 yards below their 
FBS-leading 360.9-yards-per-game average, and UTSA held them to a season-low 296 
yards.

However, New Mexico was able to keep the Roadrunners big-play receivers mostly 
in check amid windy conditions that saw gusts of nearly 30 miles per hour throughout 
the contest.

UTSA head coach Frank Wilson said although the wind may have played a factor in 
some passes, there were other passes Roadrunners receivers dropped that they normally 
catch.

“We finished second, period,” Wilson said. “The weather didn’t determine the 
outcome of the game.”.
