Roadrunners make Conference USA debut
with three-game series against Florida Atlantic

UTSA TO THIS POINT: The Roadrunners are set to make their Conference USA
debut against fellow 2013 NCAA Tournament team Florida Atlantic beginning a
three-game series Friday at Roadrunner Field. UTSA has won four of its past five
including Wednesday’s come-from-behind effort against Texas-Pan American. Mike
Warren delivered the game-winning walk-off single in the ninth as UTSA scored five
unanswered to pick up the win. The matchup with the Owls features two programs
with similar statistical profiles. Both teams have been equally good in the batters box
as they have on the mound. The Roadrunners hold a slight edge with a .304 batting
average compared to a .290 mark for FAU while the Owls have sported a 2.42 ERA,
slightly lower than UTSA’s 2.49.

SERIES HISTORY: This will be the first-ever meeting between the two programs.
The Roadrunners are 7-14 in conference openers dating back to the 1992 season,
its first as a member of the Southland Conference. In last season’s
