fter completing its 50th year of intercollegiate com-
Apetition, the Western Athletic Conference continues

to evolve and feature some of the nation’s best pro-
grams. One thing that remains unchanged is the persistent
nature of the schools in the WAC to advance their programs
to contend at the top levels of the NCAA.

The WAC provides its student-athletes the chance to travel
to scenic destinations and gain exposure in some of the na-
tion’s most diverse markets. In addition, the WAC's student-
athletes work to achieve the highest levels of success with the
academic support of their respective institutions.

The WAC has experienced tremendous success over the
years. Since 2000, a total of 43 football teams have been
invited to bowl games, including more than half of its teams
in 2008 with a recordtying five. The conference has sent
teams to BCS bowl games three times since 2006. In men's
basketball, the WAC has sent at least two teams to the NCAA
Tournament in 24 of the past 29 seasons. In baseball, the
WAC has boasted two national champions since 2003. In
women'’s basketball, Lovisiana Tech basketball has played in
all but three NCAA postseason tournaments during its history.

In 2001, the WAC partnered with ESPN for coverage of
football and basketball giving the conference national expo-
sure from one of the most respected broadcast entities in the
country. The WAC also officially added WAC.tv in 2006 to
give fans streaming internet access to many of its postseason
championships including volleyball, soccer, swimming and
diving, basketball, softball and baseball.

The WAC is the sixth oldest among the nation’s 11 Divi-
sion I-A conferences. lts history traces back to July 27, 1962,
when the original sixteam league of Arizona, Arizona State,
Brigham Young, New Mexico, Utah and Wyoming began
competition.

The first championship was held in November 1962, when
Arizona won the men’s cross country title and New Mexico
followed with the first WAC football title. Arizona finished sec-
ond in the NCAA College World Series and, less than three
years later, Arizona State claimed the league’s first NCAA title
when the Sun Devils won the College World Series trophy.
Fresno State was the last WAC school to earn an NCAA team
title when it won the College World Series in 2008.

Since 1962, several changes have occurred. UTEP and
Colorado State became members in September 1967, while
Arizona and Arizona State withdrew on June 30, 1978. The
WAC then added San Diego State (1978), Hawai'i (1979)
and Air Force (1980). Before 1990, the WAC sponsored
championships only in men’s sports. However, a merger with
the High Country Athletic Conference formed a single con-
ference under one administrative structure, and the 1990-
91 athletic year was the first in which both men and women
competed under the WAC name. Fresno State was added in
1992, and then in 1996, the women’s programs from Air
Force and Hawai'i along with six new schools (UNLY, Rice,
San Jose State, SMU, TCU and Tulsa) came into the WAC.
Air Force, Brigham Young, Colorado State, UNLV, New Mex-
ico, San Diego State, Utah and Wyoming withdrew on June
30, 1999. Nevada (2000), Boise State (2001) and Louisiana
Tech (2001) were added while TCU withdrew following the
2000-01 season. In 2005, Idaho, New Mexico State and
Utah State joined the WAC after Rice, SMU, UTEP and Tulsa
withdrew. Boise State withdrew prior to the 2011-12 season.
The current membership began on July 1, 2012 when the
WAC added Denver, Seattle, UT-Arlington, UTSA and Texas
State to replace withdrawing members, Fresno State, Hawai'i
and Nevada.

The WAC has had just six commissioners in its history.
Paul Brechler was named the first leader of the conference
and held the position from 1962-1968. He was followed by
Wiles Hallock (1968-71), Stan Bates (1971-80), Dr. Joe Kear-
ney (1980-94), Karl Benson (1994-2012) and current interim
commissioner Jeff Hurd (2012-present).

Presently, the WAC crowns team and individual cham-
pions in 19 sports - eight men’s and 11 women'’s. For the
men, there are championships in baseball, basketball, cross
country, football, golf, tennis, indoor track and field and out-
door track and field. Championships for women are held in
basketball, cross country, golf, gymnastics, soccer, softball,
swimming and diving, tennis, indoor track and field, outdoor
track and field and volleyball.

The WAC office has been located in the Denver area
since the conference’s inception with the exception of a two-
year stay in Phoenix from 1964-66.

He served as Miami’s offensive coordinator and
quarterbacks coach from 1995-2000 and the Hurricanes
won all four of their bowl games during that time.
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Larry Coker guided the Miami Hurricanes to the 2001

National Championship, capping a 12-0 season with
a 37-14 victory over Nebraska in the Rose Bowl.

Lynn Hickey has made student-athlete welfare one of her top
priorities as she continues to work to bring the UTSA Athletics
Department to the upper echelon of the NCAA Division | standings.

Under Hickey's direction since 2000, UTSA has captured two
Southland Conference Commissioner’s Cups as the league’s top
athletics department and two men’s and one women’s all-sports
trophies while consistently winning both team and individual
academic and athletics awards in all 17 sports sponsored by the
university.

One of Hickey's dreams to lead UTSA to the upper echelon
of Division | Athletics was realized on Nov. 11, 2010, when the
university received and accepted an invitation to join the Western
Athletic Conference (WAC) beginning on July 1, 2012. Hickey's
long-term goal of placing UTSA in a major conference was reached
when Conference USA extended an invitation on May 4, 2012. The
Roadrunners will move all 17 sports into that league on July 1, 2013.

Hickey has overseen the addition of three sports during her
tenure. Women's golf and women’s soccer were added in 2005 and
2006, respectively, and both programs have emerged as annual
league championship contenders. On Dec. 18, 2008, UTSA's
Athletics Initiative Business Plan was approved by the UT System
Board of Regents, granting permission to start a football program.
Hickey made a splash with the hiring of the first-ever head football
coach, as twotime National Coach of the Year Larry Coker was
infroduced on March 6, 2009. The program kicked off its first
season against Northeastern State on Sept. 3, 2011, to resounding
success. The Roadrunners set NCAA start-up program records for
inaugural game (56,743) and average home (35,521) attendance
in six games at the 65,000-seat Alamodome.

The 2010-11 academic year will go down in history as
arguably the most successful in school annals, as the Roadrunners
claimed the Southland Commissioner’s Cup and Women's All-Sports
Trophy, five championships and the firstever NCAA postseason
victory. UTSA followed that with four more league titles during the
2011-12 campaign, giving the department 36 total championships
since 2000-01.

Hickey has led the charge for UTSA and its hosting of numerous
NCAA Championship events. Since her arrival on campus, UTSA
has served as host institution for the 2001 NCAA Men'’s Basketball
Midwest Regional, 2002 Women’s Final Four, 2003 Men’s Basketball
South Regional, 2004 Men's Final Four, 2005 Women'’s Volleyball
Championship, 2006 Women’s Basketball South Regional, 2007
Men’s Basketball South Regional, 2008 Men'’s Final Four, 2010
Women'’s Final Four, 2011 Men’s Basketball Southwest Regional
and 2011 Women's Volleyball Championship.

In 2007, Hickey was named to the NCAA Division | Men'’s
Basketball Committee, one of the most prestigious appointments
in all of collegiate athletics. The 10-member committee oversees
administration of the NCAA Division | Men’s Basketball
Championship, including the selection and seeding of teams for the
tournament. Hickey became just the second female ever selected to
the committee, joining UNC Charlotte Athletics Director Judy Rose,
who served from 1999-2003.

Hickey has been honored nationally and locally for her
hard work at UTSA. She was named the National Association of
Collegiate Women Athletics Administrators 2005 Division -AAA
Administrator of the Year. Hickey earned her second national award
in June 2006 as the National Association of Collegiate Directors
of Athletics/GeneralSports TURF  Systems Division -AAA West
Region AD of the Year. The San Antonio Express-News tabbed her
as its 2010 Sportswoman of the Year and she also was selected
to and completed the Masters Leadership Program of San Antonio
and Bexar County. In September 2011, she received the ATHENA
Leadership from the North San Antonio Chamber of Commerce.

“UTSA is very fortunate to have an athletic leader with both
the administrative and coaching experience of Lynn Hickey,” UTSA
President Dr. Ricardo Romo said. “Lynn not only is a leader who
can take our athletic program to the next level, but she is also well
respected nationally and serves as an excellent role model for all
student-athletes at this university.”

In serving as the fourth athletics director in UTSA history, Hickey
assumed the lead athletics role at one of the youngest NCAA Division
| universities in the country (UTSA began athletics competition in
1981). The only female Division | athletics director that oversees
both men’s and women's sports in the state of Texas, she served
as President of the Southland from 2002-04 and as the league’s
representative to the NCAA Championship/Competition Cabinet.
Hickey also was a member of the Women’s Basketball Rules
Committee from 2003-06, spending the last two years as chair.

Hickey came to San Antonio from Texas A&M University, where
she served as senior associate athletics director/senior woman
administrator from 1994-2000. At Texas A&M, her responsibilities
included event management and marketing and promotions for 16
of the university’s 19 Division | sports. She also represented the Big
12 Conference as a member of the NCAA Championship Cabinet.

From 1984.94, Hickey served as head women’s basketball
coach for Texas A&M. She directed the 1993-94 Aggies basketball
team to the NCAA Tournament Sweet 16, becoming the lowest-
seeded team to ever reach that milestone. Texas A&M finished the
year ranked No. 19 in the CNN/USA Today Top 25 poll. Following
the season, Hickey relinquished her coaching duties to accept the
promotion to senior associate athletics director. She finished her
coaching career with an overall mark of 279-167 in 15 years of
collegiate coaching.

Before her stint at A&M, Hickey was head women'’s basketball
coach at Kansas State University from 1979-84. She averaged more
than 23 wins per season in posting a 125-39 (.762) record over five
years and led the Wildcats to five consecutive national tournament
berths. She was inducted into the Kansas State Athletics Hall of Fame
in September 2004.

A native of Welch, Okla., Hickey graduated summa cum
laude from Ouachita Baptist University in Arkadelphia, Ark., with
a bachelor’s degree in education. She was an All-American for
OBU'’s nationally-ranked basketball team and a member of the USA
National Team in 1973. Hickey and her husband, Bill, have one
daughter, Lauren Nicole.

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Ricardo Romo is the fifth president of The University of Texas at San
Antonio, one of the fastest growing institutions of higher education in
Texas and the nation. During his tenure as president, which began in
May 1999, UTSA has become an institution of first choice for students
seeking a university degree.

Under his leadership, student enrollment has risen to more than
31,000, representing 68 percent growth in enrollment. The university
has added numerous programs and facilities to enhance student
life and expand its research capacity. UTSA was named one of the
state’s emerging research universities by the Texas Legislature with
annual research expenditures of $56 million and sponsored program
expenditures of $70 million for fiscal year 2010, representing a six-fold
increase in expenditures during Romo's tenure.

A San Antonio native who grew up on the city’s West Side, Romo
graduated from Fox Tech High School before attending the University of
Texas at Austin on a track scholarship. At UT Austin, he was the first Texan
to run the mile in less than four minutes, a record that lasted 41 years.

He earned a bachelor’s degree in education from UT Austin
(1967) and holds a master’s degree in history from Loyola Marymount
University (1970). Additionally, Romo earned a Ph.D. in history from
the University of California, Los Angeles (1975). A nationally respected
urban historian, Romo is the author of “East Los Angeles: History of a
Barrio,” now in its ninth printing (one in Spanish).

Romo began his academic career teaching social studies from
1967 to 1970 at Franklin High School in Los Angeles. He went on to
teach at the University of California at San Diego (1975-1979) and the
University of Texas at Austin (1980-1999). He was a visiting professor at
University of California, Berkeley in 1985 and visiting scholar with the
Stanford University Center for Advanced Studies in Behavioral Sciences

(1989-1990). In 1993, he became vice provost for undergraduate
education at UT Austin before becoming president of UTSA in 1999.

Romo has received numerous awards and recognitions including
2006 Outstanding Friar Alumnus from the UT Austin Friar Society and
the Isabel la Catolica award, the highest award given to non-Spanish
subjects, bestowed upon him in 2007 by King Juan Carlos of Spain. In
2008, Romo received the Distinguished Alumnus Award from the Texas
Exes Alumni Association.

In 2010, he received the San Antonio North Chamber Gov. Dolph
Briscoe Salute to Excellence Award. In 2011, Romo was presented
the Council for Advancement and Support of Education (CASE) Chief
Executive Leadership Award for transforming UTSA from a regional
campus into an emerging Tier One research university. In February
2012, Romo received the Colonel W.T. Bondurant Sr. Distinguished
Humanitarian Award from the San Antonio Academy of Texas Alumni
Council.

With a strong commitment to serve the community, Romo has served
on a range of regional, national and international boards. He is vice
chair of the Southwest Research Institute Board of Directors and on the
boards of the American Council of Education, Philosophical Society of
Texas, Humanities Texas, Austin Museum of Art and United States-Mexico
Commission for Educational and Cultural Exchange (COMEXUS). In
May 2011, President Barack Obama appointed Romo to the President's
Advisory Commission on Educational Excellence for Hispanics.

Romo is married to Harriett Romo, a UTSA professor of sociology.
She also serves as director of the UTSA Mexico Center and the Bank of
America Child and Adolescent Policy Research Institute (CAPRI). Both
firstgeneration college graduates, the Romos have a son, Carlos, who
earned degrees from Stanford University and the University of Texas
School of Law. Their daughter, Anadelia, a graduate of Princeton
University, received a doctoral degree from Harvard University and
teaches at Texas State University.

The Romos are avid art collectors. Their private art collection is
particularly strong in works on paper by Chicana/o and U.S. Latino
artists with a regional focus on Texas and the Southwest. The collection
includes works by Luis Jimenez, Carmen Lomas Garza, Cesar Martinez
and Vincent Valdez, as well as print suites from Self Help Graphics and
Coronado Studio.

A talented photographer, Romo’s photos have been included in
numerous regional art exhibits including “Havana,” a collection of
photos taken in Cuba, and “South Africa,” a selection of his photos
taken on a trip to rural South Africa. His “Small Town Texas” exhibit
was displayed at the UTSA Institute of Texan Cultures.

An assortment of his photos were featured in China’s most
respected photography magazine, Popular Photography. Consequently,
Romo recently returned from China where he and four other Texas
photographers showed their work in the exhibit “Infinite Horizons:
Visions of Texas,” initiating a Texas-China cultural exchange program.

SAN ANTONIO — Larry Coker resumed his head coaching career with
the quick start that resembled his first job a decade ago.

Coker's UTSA team won its first football game, defeating Northeastern
State, 31-3, on Saturday.

Eric Soza threw for 237 yards and ran for 102 more, accounting for three
touchdowns (2 pass/1 rush), as the Roadrunners scored on their first three
possessions before an NCAA start-up program record crowd of 56,743
at the Alamodome. South Florida held the previous modern record with
49,212 on Sept. 6, 1997, against Kentucky Wesleyan.

Coker won his first 24 games as coach at Miami (Fla.) and led the
Hurricanes to the 2001 National Championship. Saturday looked like 10
years ago when his players emptied a large drink bucket on him as the final
seconds ticked away.

Just seconds after he led his team onto the field, as fireworks showered
with the school’s colors of blue and orange, Coker saw his offense promptly
drive down the field for the program'’s first-ever score.

Coker, who went 60-15 (.800) in six seasons at Miami, witnessed
opening plays that could not possibly have gone any more smoothly for a
firstyear program.

After Kam Jones returned the opening kickoff 37 yards to the UTSA 45-
yard line, Soza ran 14 yards for UTSA's first touchdown, then connected
with Jake Wanamaker for a 6-yard scoring toss and Jones for a 3-yard score
before the first quarter had ended.

UTSA's defense also contributed early.

Strong safety Nic Johnston broke through the line and delivered a hard
hit to stop Northeastern’s Joel Rockmore for a 5-yard loss. The RiverHawks
didn't get a first down until the last play of the first quarter.

Sean lanno kicked a field goal as time expired in the half, giving the
Roadrunners a 24-0 cushion heading info the locker room.

Soza completed 17-0f-29 passes for 237 yards, was not infercepted and
sacked just once.

Northeastern State, a Division Il independent, only managed a 22-yard
field goal by Dylan Beers in the third quarter.

SAN ANTONIO — Sean lanno’s 32-yard field goal in overtime propelled
UTSA to a 17-14 victory against Georgia State on Saturday at the
Alamodome. The Roadrunners (3-5) rallied from an early 14-point deficit for
the first come-from-behind win in program history.

After Christian Benvenuto missed wide right from 48 yards out fo start the
extra session, Evans Okotcha set up lanno’s third field goal of the day with
three rushes for nine yards on what turned out to be UTSA's first and only
possession of overtime.

The Panthers (2-6) jumped out to a 14-0 advantage on a pair of big plays
in the second quarter.

Donald Russell reversed field and raced past the Roadrunners defense
for a 24-yard rushing touchdown with 6:28 remaining in the opening half.

Kelton Hill then connected with Albert Wilson on a 54-yard scoring toss a
little less than three minutes later to silence the announced crowd of 25,977.

lanno connected on his first field goal of the afternoon, a 30-yarder, with
six seconds left on the clock and Georgia State took a 14-3 lead info the
locker room.

After the two teams went scoreless in the third quarter, Chris Johnson
scored from nine yards out to pull the Roadrunners within five and Eric
Soza's pass to Brandon Freeman on the two-point fry made it 14-11.

UTSA got the ball back with 1:59 remaining in regulation and Soza
drove the Roadrunners 50 yards to set up lanno and the Pflugerville native
sent the contest into overtime with a 39-yard field goal with 24 seconds to
go.
Soza was 17-0f-34 for 189 yards, while Kam Jones caught a team-
leading six passes for 52 yards.

Russell led Georgia State with 87 yards on 21 carries, while Hill added
46 on 11 totes in addition to completing 6-of-15 passes for 91 yards.

The Roadrunners allowed just 255 total yards, their best effort of the
season, and Nic Johnston led the way with 11 tackles, two-and-a-half of
which went for loss. Marlon Smith and Mark Waters also were in double
figures with 10 apiece.
