UTSA Postgame Notes 
 
TEAM RECORDS AND SERIES NOTES 

• Today’s game marked the sixth meeting between UTSA and Texas State. 
• The Roadrunners still hold a 5-1 advantage in the all-time series with the Bobcats. 
• UTSA is now 40-15 (.727) under fifth-year head coach Jeff Traylor. 
• The Roadrunners are now 7-7 overall in road openers, 3-2 in the Jeff Traylor era. 
• UTSA is now 35-21 (15-5 under Traylor) all-time against teams from the state of Texas.  
• The Roadrunners are now 9-2 over their last 11 games. 

 
INDIVIDUAL NOTES 

• Sophomore WR Devin McCuin had a team-high six receptions. 
o McCuin leads UTSA 17 catches this season. 

• Senior WR Willie McCoy logged three catches for a team-high 59 yards and his first touchdown of the season. 
o McCoy has a team-best 118 receiving yards on seven grabs this year. 

• In the second half, junior QB Eddie Lee Marburger completed 14 passes for 147 yards and recorded career highs for rushes (5) and 
rushing yards (23). 

• Senior S Ken Robinson led UTSA with seven tackles, including five solo stops and one TFL. 
o Robinson has a team-high 14 stops on the season with 10 solo tackles. 

• Senior ILB Martavius French posted five tackles with one TFL. 
• Senior OLB Jimmori Robinson registered five stops and one sack. 

o Robinson now leads UTSA with two sacks and 2.5 TFLs this season. 
• Senior ILB Brevin Randle logged five tackles to give him nine stops on the year. 
• Sophomore $B Owen Pewee racked up five tackles and broke up a pass. 

o Pewee now has 11 stops and a pair of PBUs in 2024. 
• Junior S Jermarius Lewis made five stops. 
• Junior CB Zach Morris recorded his first interception with the Roadrunners, and second of his career, on the first drive of the game.
