August 2020

Sat 1: Pray that everyone in GRN will keep our
hearts focused on Jesus who is worthy of all praise
and desires everyone in every place to worship Him.
Pray we allow His love to enter our hearts in a
deeper way, and that His love for the lost will moti-
vate us in our ministry.

Sun 2: Thank God for his protection of GRN staff
from Covid 19; pray this protection will continue as
the pandemic is still worsening in Africa, the Middle
East and the Americas.

Mon 3: UK Pray for several recording projects
Kenny has in planning. Our trip to Georgia when
travel restrictions there are lifted. Also three pro-
jects in Russian, Doric and a joint project with an-
other mission to record Mark’s Gospel with com-
mentaries.

Tue 4: UK We give thanks for the use of Zoom online
for our GRNUK Board meeting last month when we
welcomed two new Board membezrs Allyson and
Craig. Steve and Richard have stepped aside due to
other commitments and we are so grateful for their
input over the years.

Wed 5 The GRN Pakistan team have been visiting
Mianwali city; pray that the Lord will strengthen the
faith of Christians there and give them confidence to
share their faith with others. Pray for safety for our
team.

Thur 6: Migrants and refugees continue to flow into
Europe. While GRN can’t do much to improve their

plight, it does have a message of hope to share with
them in their languages. Pray our Europe teams will
find many opportunities to share Christ with people
who are needy on so many levels.

Fri 7: The GRN Pakistan team have been visiting
Mianwali city; pray that the Lord will strengthen the
faith of Christians there and give them confidence to
share it with others. Pray for the team on their out-
reach visits.

Sat 8: Thank the Lord for his help for the USA team in
moving to Arizona; pray for good relationships to de-
velop with churches, missions and individuals in the
area.

Sun 9: Over 155 MP3 players have been distributed
to the Lahu people in Thailand; pray they will be used
to bring many to a knowledge of their Saviour.

Mon 10 Pray for the teams in the Netherlands who
use our materials to reach out to sailors. With many
cruise ships anchored at sea, the sailors are stranded
far from their families. Pray that many will listen to
recordings and read the Bibles provided and that this
will strengthen or give birth to faith in Christ.

Tue 11: GRN team in Nigeria. Once the pandemic
restrictions ease up, the GRN team in Nigeria will re-
sume their ministry of recording and distributing
gospel messages in many languages spoken in their
country. Pray for their protection from militant Mus-
lims who are active in their area.

Wed 12: God’s provision. Praise God for all who pray
and financially support GRN offices in over 20 coun-
tries. Ask for God's blessing upon each ministry part-
ner and upon the GRN teams, and their families,
homes, churches and livelihoods.

Thur 13: Opening new doors. Ask God to open new
doors for GRN to deliver the Gospel to the nations,
especially in the remote and unreached areas. Pray
for a great surge of new workers from the nations
where GRN has a presence.

Fri 14 Terrorism is a constant threat to GRN team in
parts of Africa and Asia, pray for protection in their
daily lives and in travel when they leave the office to
further their work for him.

Sat 15: South Africa The economic situation in South
Africa is getting more precarious; pray for the coun-

try and for protection for Dalene Joubert and her fel-

low workers.

Sun 16 Pray for a great increase in the number of
people who hear the Gospel through the 5fish phone
app, GRN websites and personal encounters. With a
longing to see many won for Christ, pray that GRN
evangelism materials will be shared far and wide.

Mon 17: UK. Thank you Lord for your provision to
enable us to make recordings and distribute GRN
materials to many of our contacts and partners in
countries around the world.

Tue 18: India, PNG and Indonesia. Pray GRN will
make progress in recording the remaining unre-
corded languages. There are several thousand of
them, including those in the language-rich countries
of India, PNG and Indonesia. With so many in every




language group waiting to hear, ask God to send
recording teams and recordist trainers to acceler-
ate recording all languages.

Wed 19: Our 5fish mobile team, who develop the 8
Fish App have to keep up with App stores policies;
pray for them and pray especially that our App will
be available in China, who have their own app
stores and where the political climate is so hostile
to the Gospel.

Thur 20 Pray for our team in Bangladesh and that
the materials they have recorded and distributed

over the years will bear much fruit. Pray for safety
for all our team there.

Fri_21: The Pandemic is rampant in South America.
Pray our GRN staff are kept safe and are able to put
their enforced lock down time to good use.

Sat 22. Pray for the work of Graydon Colville our
International Director as he has to build relation-
ships to support GRN staff across the world through
technology rather than in person due to the virus
situation.

Sun 23 Job 19 v 25-27 “I know that my Redeemer
lives, and that in the end he will stand on the
earth. And after my skin has been destroyed,

yet in my flesh I will see God; I myself will see him
with my own eyes—I, and not another. How my
heart yearns within me!”

Mon 24: We praise God that although the pan-
demic prevents many from going out with the Gos-
pel our materials are available on computers and
phones are able to reach out with the power of the
Holy Spirit if we pray.

Please pray for all our recordists
team in many countries and especially those who are
working in isolated regions. Protect them all in their
travels and give them favour as they meet the lan-

guage helpers and groups they hope to record with.

Sat 29:UK Please pray for the safe arrival of parcels
of Megavoice players, recordings and flip charts
posted to many of our contacts. Currently delivery of
these precious resources is so very slow in reaching
our friends, due to the Covid19 situation.

Sun 30 UK: What a troubled world we live in. The
only peace is through Jesus. Permanent and everlast-
ing peace, amazing Peace. “Come onto me and I will
give you peace and rest”. Lord we pray this prayer
for all those around the world who are suffering and
don’t know the Peace that only you can give.

Mon 31: Nigeria. Ask the Lord to protect Nigerian
Christians from the relentless persecution and comfort
them in their distress. Pray that the schemes of terrorist
groups will not succeed and the government will actively
intervene against extremism.
