The maximum pulling force should not exceed 11kgf.
Dress the cable with moderate to low pressure, ensuring the cable jacket is not pinched.
Never splice, join, or bridge the cable, as this can cause significant transmission issues.
Electromagnetic Interference (EMI):
Keep category cables at least 300mm away from sources of EMI, such as electrical cables,
transformers, and light fixtures. If necessary, cross electrical cables at right angles to minimize
interference.
Testing and Certification:
