IOWA STUNS INDIANA
 Junior Claire Goldenberg topped 
off an impressive performance with 
a goal in the 105th minute to give 
Iowa a 1-0, double-overtime upset 
win over Indiana last Friday.  The win 
gave Iowa its first points in Big Ten 
play and Head Coach Ron Rainey 
his first conference win at Iowa.
 Iowa’s defense was tested but 
only allowed 10 shots (five on goal) 
against a potent Indiana offense.

HAWKEYES EARN DRAW
 Iowa wrapped up a successful 
weekend with a scoreless, double-
overtime draw against Purdue last 
Sunday.  Iowa finished the weekend 
with four points in Big Ten play.
 Iowa had three excellent scoring 
chances in the match, but Purdue 
goalkeeper Lauren Mason made 
three impressive saves to keep the 
Hawkeyes off the scoreboard.
 Hawkeye goalkeeper Ali Becker 
recorded 10 saves in 110 minutes for 
her second-consecutive shutout.

SCOUTING ILLINOIS
 The Illinois Fighting Illini are 
11-6-0 overall and 7-2-0 in Big Ten 
play.
 Ella Masar leads the Illinois of-
fense with six goals and six assists.
