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SCOUTING PURDUE
Purdue has won its last two contests and will be gunning for its fi rst three-game winning streak of the 
season Thursday.  The Boilermakers last won consecutive games in mid-November, capturing victories 
over Valparaiso and Butler in the fi rst two games of the season.
 The Boilermakers cruised to a 52-38 victory over Northwestern Sunday in West Lafayette.  Purdue 
collected a season-high 17 steals and forced 32 Wildcat turnovers.  Additionally, the Boilermakers domi-
nated the glass, out-rebounding Northwestern by seven (37-30) and limiting the Wildcats to only three 
offensive boards.  Junior Natasha Bogdanova recorded her second double-double of the season, total-
ing 13 points and 13 rebounds.  Classmate Danielle Campbell contributed 12 points and fi ve boards.
 Both juniors Lakisha Freeman and Campbell average 12.6 points per contest to pace the Boilermak-
ers.  Campbell also pulls down a team-best 7.9 rebounds per game.  Sophomore FahKara Malone 
averages 7.5 points and a team-best 3.4 assists.  Malone and Bogdanova have combined for 35 of 
Purdue’s 49 triples.  Also, Purdue’s fi ve starters average over 26 minutes per game, while four see over 
31 minutes of court time.
 Purdue is 3-6 in games away from Mackey Arena.  After Thursday’s contest, Purdue will return to 
West Lafayette for a pair of home games against Illinois and Minnesota.
 Sharon Versyp is in her second season (40-15, .727) on Purdue’s sidelines and her eighth season 
overall (157-80, .662) as a head coach.  

LAST MEETING
Iowa lost its seventh consecutive game at Mackey Arena with a 76-52 setback against 15th-ranked 
Purdue.
 A pair of seniors led the Boilermakers on their “Senior Night”. Katie Gearlds, who is the co-Big Ten 
Player of the Week, led all scorers with 28 points.  Classmate Erin Lawless posted her second double-
double of the season scoring 18 points and grabbing a career-high 13 rebounds.  Lawless also collected 
a career-high fi ve steals.
 With Iowa trailing 26-10 midway through the fi rst half, the Hawkeyes went on a 17-6 run in 6:34 to cut 
the 16-point defi cit to fi ve (32-27) at the 3:46 mark.  Purdue took a 38-29 lead into halftime.
 Iowa sophomore Kristi Smith scored all of her team-high 11 points in the fi rst 12:30 of the contest.  She 
made three of her fi rst four 3-point fi eld goal attempts and both free throw attempts. Smith also fi nished 
the contest with a game-high fi ve assists and a team-high three steals.
 Gearlds put her team on her back and went on her own 10-2 run to stretch Purdue’s lead to 15 (53-38) 
midway through the second period.  
 The Boilermakers were able to work their offense and fi nd high-percentage shots, as 20 of their 30 
fi eld goals came in the paint.
 Purdue forced 27 Hawkeye turnovers and converted the Hawkeye errors to 36 points.  The Boilermak-
ers collected a Big Ten-season-high 20 steals en route to victory.
 Iowa junior Krista VandeVenter contributed nine points. Four other Hawkeyes added six points each 
(Jenee Graham, Nicole VanderPol, Lindsey Nyenhuis and Megan Skouby).

Iowa holds a 13-9 advantage in games 
played at Iowa City.
 Purdue has won nine of the last 10 against the Hawkeyes, with the lone 
Iowa victory coming on Feb. 2, 2006, in a thrilling 77-71 overtime game.  The 
Boilermakers won both games against the Black and Gold last season.

IOWA, PURDUE NOTES
• Iowa is in a four-way tie for fourth place in the Big Ten with Michigan, Min-
nesota and Penn State, while Purdue is tied with Indiana for second place.
• Purdue Head Coach Sharon Versyp is coaching at her alma mater.  Ver-
syp, a former Boilermaker point guard, graduated in 1989.
• The Boilermakers boast the fi fth toughest schedule in the nation, while 
Iowa’s schedule strength ranks 34th.
• Both Iowa and Purdue will play four of their last six games on the road.
• Purdue freshman Samantha Woods is from the same high school as 
Hawkeye senior Jenee Graham (Bolingbrook).
• Wendy Ausdemore posted then career highs in points (23), fi eld goals 
made (7) and attempted (14), free throws made (6) and attempted (6) and 
minutes (37) in Iowa’s win over eighth-ranked Purdue, Feb. 2, 2006.
• Kristi Smith has netted 15 points or more a team-best six times this year.
• Iowa will play four of its next fi ve games at home, with the road contest 
being at Northwestern.
• Three Hawkeyes average better than 12.0 points per game against Purdue 
(Megan Skouby, 11.7; Wendy Ausdemore, 13.3; Kristi Smith, 16.7).  
• Iowa has two wins over top-30 RPI rated teams (Penn State, 24 and Min-
nesota, 30).  The Hawkeyes are 52nd in the latest RPI rankings, while Purdue 
is rated 41st, as of Tuesday.
•  Iowa is 112-15 when leading at the half in eight years under Coach Bluder.   
The Hawkeyes have led at half in fi ve of their seven conference games this 
year.  Iowa is 92-19 when holding opponents to 69 points or less, including a 
42-3 mark when opponents score 59 points or less. 
• Point guard Kristi Smith has collected seven assists four times this year 
(Dartmouth, Mississippi State, Western Illinois and Minnesota).
• Iowa has held 10 opponents to 58 points or less this season (8-2).

IOWA RALLYS FOR ROAD WIN AT ILLINOIS MONDAY NIGHT
Down by as many as 11 in the fi rst half at Illinois Monday night, the Iowa 
Hawkeyes rallied to record their largest come-from-behind victory of the sea-
son, 60-58.
 Point guard Kristi Smith made the game-winning basket with 6.7 seconds 
left on an eight-foot bank shot from the left wing.  Smith fi nished with a team-
high 16 points.
 Iowa trailed 51-44 midway through the second stanza, but went on a 10-0 
run to claim a 54-51 cushion.  The Hawkeyes took their fi rst lead at the 8:43 
mark on a 19-foot Smith jumper.  Ilinois was able to tie the game three times 
in the last 8:00 but were unable to ever reclaim the lead.  In fact, the Black 
and Gold limited the Illini to only four points (four free throws) the last 7:56.
 Megan Skouby contributed double fi gures for the third straight game (10 
points), while Wendy Ausdemore netted all of her 10 points in the fi rst stanza.  
Krista VandeVenter controlled a team-high 10 boards, marking the second 
time this season and 20th time in her career she reached double digit re-
bounds.

Iowa captains this season are seniors Johanna Solverson and Abby Emmert.

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir) is in her 
eighth season as head coach at the University 
of Iowa and her 24th season as a college head 
coach.  Bluder, 44, has a career record of 494-
236 (.677), including a 138-94 (.595) record at 
Iowa, a 187-106 (.638) record in 10 seasons 
(1990-2000) at Drake and a six-year mark 
(1984-90) of 169-36 (.824) at St. Ambrose.  
Bluder is Iowa’s second all-time winningest 
coach and trails only C. Vivian Stringer.  She 
has guided the Hawkeyes to six post-season 
tournaments (4 NCAA, 2 WNIT) and four upper-division fi nishes in the 
Big Ten Conference.

In her fi rst season with the Hawkeyes, Bluder transformed a struggling 
program into a 21-game winner.  Iowa fi nished second in the Big Ten, 
won the conference tournament and advanced to the second round of 
the NCAA Tournament.  Bluder became Iowa’s third coach to be named 
Big Ten Coach of the Year.  She was also honored as the College 
Coach of the Year by the Women’s Basketball News Service and was 
named the WBCA District 6 Coach of the Year.  Iowa’s 2001-02 squad 
fi nished fourth in the Big Ten and advanced to the second round of the 
NCAA Tournament for the second consecutive year.  In 2003, Bluder 
guided the Hawkeyes to its fi rst-ever WNIT appearance.  Iowa, which 
had nine underclassmen on its roster, advanced to the quarterfi nals 
before falling to Creighton.  In 2004-05, Iowa fi nished 23-10, starting 
the year 13-0 and were the last Division I undefeated team standing.  
In 2005-06, Bluder mentored a team plagued by injuries to a fi fth-place 
Big Ten fi nish and an NCAA Tournament berth.

In her 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and tradi-
tion to the Bulldog program and established herself as one of the top 
coaches in the country.  She led Drake to fi ve 20-plus win seasons in 
the last six years, including fi ve post-season appearances.  She guided 
the Bulldogs to eight Missouri Valley Conference Tournament appear-
ances, reaching the semifi nals six times and winning the tournament 
four times.  Bluder was also named the Conference Coach of the Year 
three times as Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she coached 
six successful seasons building the Bees into a NAIA powerhouse.  
During her tenure at St. Ambrose, Bluder guided the Bees to four 
straight national tournaments, including two consecutive Final Four 
appearances.  The 1990 St. Ambrose team was ranked No. 1 and 
Bluder was named the NAIA Converse Coach of the Year. 

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, IA, Bluder was a 
three-year starter at Northern Iowa.  She graduated from UNI in 1983 
with a bachelor’s degree in marketing.

Bluder and her husband David have two daughters, Hannah (10) and 
Emma (7) and one son, David (5).

• Iowa improves to 42-16 against Illinois.  Iowa has now won seven of the 
last eight vs. the Illini, including four consecutive at Champaign.  Additionally, 
Iowa improves to 17-10 in contests at Champaign. 
• Monday’s victory moved Iowa into a four-way tie for fourth in the Big Ten.  
The Hawkeyes are tied with Michigan, Minnesota and Penn State.  The Black 
and Gold host third-place Purdue tonight and Michigan Sunday.
• Iowa fi nished the game 7-12 (.583) from 3-point range.  The Hawkeyes rank 
third in Big Ten 3-pointers made and percentage.  Illinois was 8-24 (.333) from 
long distance.
• Iowa trailed by 11 (28-17) late in the fi rst half, but went on a 10-0 run to cut 
the defi cit to one (28-27) with 3:30 left.  Wendy Ausdemore scored eight points 
(two 3-pointers and two free throws) during the 10-point surge.  Ausdemore 
scored all of her 10 points in the fi rst half; the junior sat most of the second half 
with foul trouble.

Reserve guard Lindsey Nyenhuis is out indefi nitely with a stress fracture (left foot).  The injury was 
diagnosed Dec. 19 and she will be in a boot for about a month.  Nyenhuis has missed eight games 
since being injured.

SMITH AND SOLVERSON’S NUMBERS RISE DURING BIG TEN PLAY
Point guard Kristi Smith and small forward Johanna Solverson’s numbers have improved since confer-
ence play.  Smith averaged 11.0 points and 3.2 assists in Iowa’s 11 non-conference games.  In Iowa’s 
seven Big Ten games, she is averaging 15.4 points and 3.6 assists.  Solverson averaged 5.8 points and 
1.8 assists during non-league play and 10.6 points and 3.0 assists during conference action.

IMPROVING DEFENSE
Last season Iowa ranked last in Big Ten scoring defense (71.7) and fi eld goal percentage defense 
(.447).  
 Through 18 games this year, Iowa ranks fi rst in the conference in fi eld goal percentage defense 
(.372), second in 3-point fi eld goal percentage defense (.284) and fourth in scoring defense (58.9).

HOME, AWAY COMPARISONS
For the second straight year, Iowa has a higher free throw percentage on the road than at home.  The 
Hawkeyes have converted 72.2 percent (83-115) of its road foul shots, compared to 69.9 percent (114-
163) at home.  The Black and Gold also have a higher 3-point percentage on the road (.395) than at 
home (.351).  Iowa averages 6.4 more points per game, 3.8 more assists and 4.5 more rebounds at 
home than on the road.

Iowa has been very accurate shooting the ball behind the arc this season.  The Hawkeyes rank second 
in the Big Ten, shooting 37 percent (97-262) from 3-point range.  Three Hawkeyes have combined for 
86 of their 97 triples (Wendy Ausdemore, 41; Kristi Smith, 24; Johanna Solverson, 20).  Iowa has shot 
40 percent or better from 3-point range eight times this year, including a season-best 62.5 percent (10-
16) against Northern Illinois.  Last season, Iowa ranked third nationally in 3-point shooting percentage 
(.402).
 Ausdemore currently ranks fi fth in 3-pointers made for an Iowa junior (41).

BLUDER APPROACHES MILESTONE
Head Coach Lisa Bluder, the dean of Big Ten coaches, is only six victories (493) from reaching her 
500th career win.  Bluder amassed 169 wins at St. Ambrose (1984-1990), 187 victories at Drake (1990-
2000) and 138 at Iowa (2000-07).

SHARP-SHOOTER
Junior Wendy Ausdemore doesn’t get to the free throw line very much, only 1.5 attempts in 77 games 
the last three years, but rarely misses when she toes the line.
 Ausdemore has missed only 11 free throws in her career (.897, 104-116).  The native of Neola, IA, 
broke the Iowa single-season free throw percentage (.902, 55-61) and Big Ten-season free throw per-
centage (.975, 39-40) records her sophomore campaign.

BIG TEN RANKINGS
Iowa ranks fi rst in fi eld goal percentage defense (.372), second in 3-point fi eld goal percentage defense 
(.284) and fi eld goal percentage (.438), third in 3-pointers made (5.39), rebounds allowed (33.7) and 
fourth in scoring defense (58.9), assists (14.61) and assist/turnover ratio (0.84) in Big Ten all games 
rankings.  Individually, Wendy Ausdemore fi rst in 3-point fi eld goal percentage (.432), second in 3-point-
ers made (2.28) and 23rd in scoring (10.6).  Kristi Smith ranks ninth in assist/turnover ratio (1.28), 11th 
in assists (3.33) and scoring (12.7) and 12th in 3-pointers made (1.39).  

SOLVERSON RETURNS FOR SIXTH SEASON
Johanna Solverson has been granted a sixth year of eligibility by the NCAA after missing the last two 
seasons due to consecutive ACL tears in her right knee.  The 6-2 small forward played in all but one 
game her fi rst three seasons. One of Iowa’s most versatile players, she boasts a career average of 8.4 
points, 4.4 rebounds, 2.9 assists and 1.6 steals in 112 games.
 Solverson becomes only the second Iowa women’s basketball player to receive a sixth year from 
the NCAA. Simone Edwards (1993-97) received a sixth year after suffering two season-ending knee 
injuries. Edwards played two full seasons and a partial third with the Hawkeyes after transferring to Iowa 
from Seminole Junior College.

 “This is a large balanced class that covers every position,” said Head Coach Lisa Bluder.
 Draxten, a 6-0 wing player, has been a varsity starter since eighth grade, starting in 104 consecutive 
games for Fergus Falls High School in Minnesota.  She has been the team’s leading scorer all four 
years.  A two-year team captain, Draxten holds the all-time Fergus Falls High School records (boys and 
girls) for scoring (1,830) and rebounding (755).  She has averaged 17.6 points and 7.3 rebounds over 
her career.  Draxten is a two-time Class 3A fi rst team all-state and all-conference honoree.
