LOWA FALLS AT VIRGINIA TECH IN BIG TEN/ACC CHALLENGE

Virginia Tech broke open a halftime tie (38-38) with a 22-3 run over the first 8:53 of the

second half en route to a 79-55 win over the visiting Hawkeyes on Tuesday in Blacksburg.

e Cordell Pemsl posted career bests in rebounds (14) and assists (6).

¢ Tyler Cook nearly posted his first double-double of the season, netting 16 points and
corralling nine rebounds. Cook scored lowa’s first eight points of the second half.

¢ Point guard Jordan Bohannon drained all four 3-point attempts in the first half and
finished the game with 12 points, three assists, and two rebounds. Bohannon leads
the Big Ten, averaging 3.1 triples made per game.

¢ Nicholas Baer returned from injury, playing in his first contest of the season. The junior
forward played 22 minutes off the bench, collecting five points, four rebounds, and a
steal.

¢ |lowa was whistled for 20 personal fouls, compared to 13 for the home squad. The
Hokies (22-0f-28) attempted 18 more free throws than the Hawkeyes (6-o0f-10).

HEAD COACH FRAN McCAFFERY

Fran McCaffery, who is signed through the 2020
season, is in his eighth season as the head basket-
ball coach at the University of lowa and his 22nd
year overall as a college head coach. McCaffery has
reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 11 sea-
sons, including four of the last five years.

McCaffery spent five seasons (2005-10) as the
head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro
(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-88)
before joining the Hawkeyes.

McCaffery has three decades of Division | coach-
ing experience. He completed his 35th season as a
collegiate coach in 2017, which includes 21 years as a head coach and 14 as
an assistant. McCaffery is one of 12 coaches to lead four different Division |
teams to the NCAA Tournament.

McCaffery, 57, holds a career mark of 392-281 (.582) and guided his teams
to 11 postseason appearances (seven NCAA and four NIT). He is 141-104
(.576) at lowa. McCaffery led lowa to NCAA Tournament victories in two of
the last three years (2015 and 2016), the first time Hawkeye teams have won
tournament games in consecutive seasons since 1996-97.

Since taking over the lowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned
six postseason tournament berths (3 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaffery coached lowa
to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program his-
tory. McCaffery has guided five different Hawkeyes to all-conference honors,
including four straight first team honorees. The last time lowa had four con-
secutive first-team all-league honorees was 1945-48.

McCaffery has posted upper division finishes in each of the past five sea-
sons at lowa and 17 of 21 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins or
more eight of the last 11 seasons, including four of the last five years at lowa
(2013, 2014, 2015, and 2016).

McCaffery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of
the most feared arenas to play nationally. Fans have embraced McCaffery
and his team’s style of play with attendance increasing by more than 50 per-
cent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 73-17 (.811) home record the last five
seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.

McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led
the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlantic
Athletic Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances. In
so doing, Siena became the only program in the country to win its regular
season and postseason title 2008-10.

McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five years with the
program. He guided the Saints to four consecutive 20-win seasons.

The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District | Coach of the Year is
the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756). He
is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament wins.
McCaffery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tournament
victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.

In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back
27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC
opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83)
and Lehigh (1983-85). After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent
11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78)
and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his final three sea-
sons (1979-82).

He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn)
in 1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Education from Lehigh in 1985.

* Penn State was edged, 85-78, in its last game at N.C. State played Wednesday evening
in North Carolina. The Nittany Lions were outscored 30-15 via the 3-point shot and
25-15 at the free throw line. Tony Carr paced Penn State with a game-best 29 points.
Josh Reaves tallied nine points and had a game-best five assists and no turnovers.

e Penn State, who returns their entire starting-five from a year ago, has scored 80 points
or more five times (4-1) this season.

¢ Penn State ranks first in the Big Ten in steals (10.6) and is fourth in turnover margin
(+4.0). Tony Carr ranks second in the league in scoring (21.3) and fourth in 3-point
percentage (.577). Mike Watkins is second in field goal percentage (.674) and blocked
shots (3.3), while Josh Reaves is first in steals (2.7).

¢ The Nittany Lions have seven players who are averaging 19 minutes or more.

e Patrick Chambers is in his seventh season as head coach at Penn State (93-111, .456).

lowa holds a 29-15 advantage in the series versus Penn State. The Hawkeyes have won nine
of the last 13 meetings. lowa will have played Penn State in back-to-back conference games
in lowa City, dating back to last season. The Hawkeyes beat the Nittany Lions, 90-79, in the
regular season finale on March 5, 2017, in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

lowa holds a commanding 17-3 advantage in games played at lowa City, with all 20
meetings taking place in Carver-Hawkeye Arena. The Hawkeyes have won 15 of the last
16 meetings, including the last 12, in lowa City. Penn State’s last win (78-73) in lowa City
came in 2001. The Hawkeyes’ margin of victory in the 12 straight wins over the Nittany
Lions in lowa City is 14.5, with nine of the 12 victories coming by double digits.

LAST MEETING

lowa led by as many as 27 points in the second half en route to a 90-79 win over Penn State

at lowa City on March 5, 2017, in the only regular season meeting between the two teams.

e The 90 points are the most scored by lowa in a regular-season home finale since scoring
103 against Wisconsin in the 1988 home finale.

¢ |lowawon its fourth straight game to close the regular season. The four-game win streak
was lowa’s longest during conference play and second longest of the year.

HAWKEYES SHOOTING THE BALL WITH ACCURACY

Other than games against Louisiana and Virginia Tech, the Hawkeyes have been shooting
the basketball well. The Hawkeyes have shot 50 percent or better in four of their seven
games, including shooting a white-hot 60 percent against UAB on Nov. 22. The Hawkeyes
shot 59.6 percent against Chicago State, 54.3 percent versus Grambling State, and 50.9
percent in a loss to South Dakota State. lowa is shooting 47.9 percent from the field.

(Poland), Anthony Clemmons (Kazakhstan), Gabriel Olaseni (Spain), Jarrod Uthoff (NBA G
League: Fort Wayne Mad Ants), Peter Jok (NBA G League: Northern Arizona Suns), Adam
Woodbury (NBA G League: Westchester Knicks), and Aaron White (Lithuania).

Freshman center Luka Garza leads the team in rebounding (7.6 rpg)
and blocked shots (1.85), is second in free throw attempts (31), and
fourth in scoring (8.9).

Garza became just the second Hawkeye in the last 20 years to
register 16 points and five rebounds in their debut (Aaron White
in 2011).

Garza followed up that performance against Chicago State (16
points, 5 rebounds) with a double-double against Alabama State.
The native of Washington, D.C. had 11 points and a game-best 13
rebounds. Garza is the fifth Hawkeye to post a double-double in
either his first or second game over the last 20 years, joining Dean
Oliver, Reggie Evans, Devon Archie, and Aaron White. Garza’s efforts
in those first two wins garnered the forward Big Ten Freshman of
the Week accolades.

Last year as a redshirt freshman playing alongside honorable men-
tion All-American Peter Jok, Isaiah Moss averaged 6.5 points per
game. Through seven games his sophomore campaign, the native
of Chicago is averaging 13.9 points per contest, a +7.4 points per
game improvement.

Moss has netted double figures in six of seven games this sea-
son. He is shooting 45 percent from the field and has missed only
one free throw in 18 attempts.

Tyler Cook is having a solid start to his sophomore campaign. Cook
ranks firstin scoring (14.1) and is second in rebounding (6.6). Cook
has made a team-best 59 percent of his field goal attempts (mini-
mum 50 attempts). The native of St. Louis has grabbed six or more
rebounds in all seven games and had the best game of his collegiate
career against UAB on Nov. 22 (29 points on 8-of-11 shooting from
the field and 13-of-16 from the free throw line).

BOHANNON NAMED CANDIPATE FOR BOB COUSY AWARD

lowa sophomore Jordan Bohannon has been named to the
20-player watch list for the 2018 Bob Cousy Point Guard of the Year
Award. The annual honor recognizes the top point guards in Divi-
sion | men’s college basketball. A national committee comprised
of top college basketball personnel determined the watch list of
20 candidates.

Bohannon joins Minnesota’s Nate Mason and Bryant Mcintosh
of Northwestern as the only Big Ten student-athletes on the na-
tional list.

The native of Marion, lowa, has had a great start to the 2017-18
campaign, dishing out 34 assists to only 11 turnovers, and averag-
ing 14.1 points. He is shooting 49 percent (22-o0f-45) from 3-point
range and 87.5 percent (21-of-24) from the free throw line. His 3.1
assist-to-turnover ratio is fifth best in the Big Ten.

Bohannon, one of five players named to the All-Big Ten Fresh-
man Team, led the Hawkeyes in assists (175) and 3-pointers made

(89), and was third in scoring (10.9 ppg). He was one of only two
freshmen in the country over the last 25 seasons to register 175+
assists and 85+ 3-pointers. His 89 triples shattered lowa’s single-
season freshman record, besting Matt Gatens’ previous mark of
52 set in 2009. Bohannon’s 175 assists are the most by an lowa
freshman and rank eighth-best by any Hawkeye player in a single
season. He finished the season by posting a school-record three
straight double-doubles in points and assists (Indiana, South Da-
kota, and TCU). Bohannon helped lead lowa to a win at nationally-
ranked Maryland, draining eight 3-pointers (8-of-10) -- the most by
a Hawkeye rookie and one shy of Chris Kingsbury’s school record.

CONNOR McCAFFERY TO PLAY FRESHMAN SEASON

Freshman guard Connor McCaffery announced his decision earlier
this month to play his freshman season on the basketball court.
McCaffery will join the baseball team upon conclusion of the bas-
ketball season. A decision as to whether or not McCaffery will red-
shirt baseball this spring will be determined at that time.

However, the guard’s start to his freshman year has been off to a
slow start. After playing in lowa’s two exhibition games, McCaffery
missed lowa’s first seven regular season games. McCaffery sat out
the first two games due to a sprained ankle, while he missed lowa’s
last five outings due to illness (mono).
