WHO STARTED IT?

Three Hawkeyes have started every match this season. Senior MB Becky Walters,
junior OH Megan Eskew and freshman libero Bethany Yeager have started each
of lowa’s 15 contests. Walters leads lowa in kills (146), blocks (47) and service
aces (30); Yeager leads lowa with digs (270) and Eskew leads the team in total
attacks (460).

STEVENS-STEVENS

Six Hawkeyes have recorded double-doubles this season, but none more that ju-
nior Paige Stevens. lowa’s setter has posted six double-doubles, all of which were
of the assist-dig variety. Stevens’ last double-double (36 assists, 11 digs) came in
lowa’s five-set win over Indiana (10/1).

RECORD CHASING

Senior Becky Walters has 30 service aces in 15 matches. At her current rate, she
will finish with 54 service aces, the highest total since Jenny Rees served 55 aces
in 1989 and the highest since the inception of rally scoring in 2001. Freshman
libero Bethany Yeager is on pace to top the record for digs by an lowa freshman.
Since 1982, only Emily Hiza has led the team in digs as a freshman (472, 2005).
Yeager has 270 digs through 15 matches and is pace for 486 saves.

DIGGIN’ IT OUT

The Hawkeyes rank fourth in the Big Ten in digs per set. lowa (15.47) is led by
freshman libero Bethany Yeager, who picks up 4.66 digs per set, the fourth best
total in the conference. Yeager recorded a career-best 33 digs against Creighton
(9/4), a number that ties for the highest single-match total in the Big Ten this
season and the sixth-highest total in program history.

GOING THE DISTANCE

Five times this season lowa has played into the fifth set. The Hawkeyes came out
on top in four of the five matches, including Friday’s 3-2 win over Indiana. The
Hawkeyes rallied from two sets down to top Southern lllinois (8/28), nearly lost
a two-set advantage before topping Creighton (9/4) and rallied from a 2-1 deficit
to beat Saint Louis (9/4). The Hawkeyes’ lone five-set loss came at Drake (9/14).
lowa was 2-1 in five-set matches last season.

HOME SWEET HOME

lowa currently ranks No. 25 in national attendance averaging 1,329 fans through
seven home contests. lowa threatened the school record Sept. 10 against lowa
State when 2,787 fans entered Carver-Hawkeye Arena to watch the first event of
the 2010 Cy-Hawk Series. The attendance figure was short of the record 3,102
set vs. Penn State in 2009. The Hawkeyes ranked 23rd in national attendance a
year ago and have set season attendance records in each of Dingman’s first two
seasons.

IOWA’S FLYING ACE

Hawkeye senior Becky Walters ranks 12th in the country and third in the confer-
ence averaging 0.52 aces per game. lowa’s middle blocker entered the season
with 15 career service aces but has nearly doubled that total with 30 in 2010.
She has recorded at least one service ace in 13 of lowa’s 15 contests. Since the
inception of rally scoring in 2001, the school record for service aces in a season
is 36, set by Sara Meyermann in 2001. In conference games only, lowa ranks No.
4 in aces per set (1.05).

DEEP IN THE HEARTLAND

The Hawkeyes have four freshmen on the roster, including three from the Lone
Star State. Freshmen Bethany Yeager (Brenham, TX), Chante’ Thompson (Hurst,
TX) and Rachael Bedell (Plano, TX) all come from the state of Texas. The trio is
joined by freshman Nikki Dailey (Franklin, WI). lowa’s freshmen quartet repre-
sents a 2010 recruiting class that earned Highest Honorable Mention by PrepVol-
leyball.com.
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Head Coach Sharon Dingman

Sharon Dingman was hired as the
eighth coach in lowa volleyball history
March 21, 2008.

In two seasons at the helm of the
volleyball program, she has led the
Hawkeyes to historical heights.

In 2009, Dingman helped lowa
match the best start in program his-
tory by guiding the Hawkeyes to a 6-0
start. lowa eventually became the first
team in school history to start the season 7-0 on the road.

lowa has set season attendance records in each of Ding-
man’s two years as head coach, including averaging a school-
record 1,632 fans in 2009, the 23rd highest total in the coun-
try.

In her first season she led lowa to its most successful cam-
paign in eight years. The Hawkeyes’ 14 overall victories and
six conference wins were the most by an lowa Volleyball
team since 2000. Dingman also reached a personal milestone
in her inagural Hawkeye season, recording career victory No.
350 November 14 in a five-set victory over Northwestern.

lowa re-established a home-court advantage in Dingman'’s
first season, posting its first winning season at North Carver
since 1998 and setting a program attendance record.

Dingman came to lowa after serving as head coach at lllinois
State from 2000-07, where she compiled a 147-98 record. In
2007, Dingman led the Redbirds to their first at-large berth
into the NCAA Tournament since 1997. Illinois State reached
the championship match of the Missouri Valley Conference
Tournament and finished with a 21-12 overall record.

lllinois State produced winning seasons in seven of the
eight seasons under Dingman and never finished lower than
fifth in the Missouri Valley Conference. Dingman produced
21 all-Missouri Valley Conference selections, including Player
of the Year, Libero of the Year and two Freshman of the Year
honorees.

Dingman started her head coaching career in 1991 at Au-
burn, where she led the Tigers to a 22-13 record in her only
season at the helm. Her 1991 squad become the first Auburn
volleyball tem to receive votes in the national poll and Au-
burn’s fourth place finish in the SEC that season marked the
highest finish ever for Auburn at the time.

She then moved to Butler in 1992, where she served as
head coach for eight seasons. Dingman led the Bulldogs to
four 20 win seasons and three postseason tournaments, in-
cluding an appearance in the NCAA Tournament in 1997 after
capturing the Midwestern Collegiate Conference title. She
was named MCC Coach of the Year in 1997 after compiling a
28-7 record.

Prior to becoming a head coach, Dingman spent seven sea-
sons as an assistant coach at three Division | programs. Af-
ter one season at Northern Michigan (1984), she assisted at
Texas Tech for three seasons (1985-87). Dingman then spent
three seasons at Kentucky (1988-90) and helped the Wildcats
to an SEC Championship in 1988 along with three-straight re-
gional finals appearances in the NCAA Tournament.

PENN STATE

Head Coach Russ Rose is in his 32nd second season at the
helm of the Nittany Lion program. Rose has won a total of
four NCAA Championships, including the last three, and 13
Big Ten titles. Penn State is led by senior Blair Brown and
freshman Deja McClendon. Brown leads the Nittany Lions
with 205 kills while the freshman outside hitter is right be-
hind her with 200 kills. lowa has not defeated the Nittany
Lions in 39 meetings. In 2010, the Hawkeyes stole the third
set, 26-24, to end Penn State’s consecutive set streak. The
Nittany Lions had previously won 141 consecutive regular-
season sets.

OHIO STATE

Head Coach Geoff Carlston is in his third season at Ohio
State. He directed the Buckeyes to a fourth place tie (12-8)
in the Big Ten in 2009 and advanced to the second round
of the NCAA Championship, finishing with a 25-10 overall
record. The Buckeyes are led by senior Katie Dull. The Buck-
eyes’ outside hitter leads Ohio State in both points (4.24)
and kills (3.55) per set this season and ranks second in digs
at 2.02. The Buckeyes lead the all-time series, 49-9. Ohio
State swept the season series a year ago. lowa’s last win
over Ohio State was a four-set victory in Columbus, OH, in
2008.

HAWKEYE CAPTAINS

Senior Becky Walters and junior Megan Eskew are team cap-
tains for the 2010 season. Walters, a fifth-year senior from
Parkersburg, IA, leads lowa with 30 service aces and 47 total
blocks. Eskew missed 2009 with a knee injury but returned
to the court with a bang by earning all-tournament honors
at the season-opening Hawkeye Challenge. Walters and Es-
kew have started every match this season.
