lowa has played 2,369 games since beginning basketball in 1902. Overall lowa's
recordis1,416-953 (.598). That includesan 886-306 (.743) record in home games,
a529-647 (.450) record in games away from lowa City, a 673-656 (.506) mark in
Big Ten games and a 292-80 (.785) record in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

IN THE RANKINGS

lowa is ranked 18th by the Associated Press and 20th in the ESPN/USA Today
coaches poll. lowa has been ranked as high as 12th (AP, 12/5/05), its highest
ranking since early in the 2001-02 season. lowa, that season, moved as high as
seventh (Nov. 26) in the Associated Press rankings and eighth (Nov. 19) in the
coachespoll.

lowa Quick Facts

SteveAlford (pronounced AL L -ford)
is in his seventh season as the head
coach at the University of lowa and
his 15th season as a college head
coach. Alford holdsacareer record of
286-166(.633), indudinga130-89 (.594)
record at lowa, a78-29 (.729) record in
four seasons (1992-95) at Div. Il
Manchester College and a four-year
record (1996-99) of 78-48 (.619) at
Southwest Missouri State. Hehasled
lowa to six straight winning seasons
and three seasons of 20 or more wins.

Alford ranks fourth among lowa's head basketball coachesin
total wins. Heis50-58 (.463) in Big Ten games. Alfordis8-6inthe
NCAA Tournament (3-3in Division | and 5-3in Division11) and
2-4intheNIT. Hisrecord inthe Big Ten Tournament is10-5in six
seasons and his 10 wins rank as the most among all Big Ten
coachesintheevent. lowawon the tournament in 2001, returned
to thetitle gamein 2002 and just missed the championship game
in2005.

Alford led lowa into the second round of the 2001 NCAA
Tournament in his second season and the Hawkeyes returned to
the NCAA Tournament in 2005. lowa advanced to the NIT in
2002, 2003 and 2004.

Alford led Southwest Missouri Stateto the NCAA Sweet 16in
1999 and in 1995 Manchester advanced to the NCAA
championship game before suffering itsfirst defeat of the season.

Alfordisa1987 graduate of Indiana, where heled theHoosiers
to the 1987 NCAA title. Alford wasamember of the1984 U. S.
Olympic team that earned the Gold Medal and he was the 26th
player selected in the NBA Draft following his senior season.
Alford played four seasons in the NBA before beginning his
coaching career.

At Indiana, Alford started 120 of 125 games in four seasons.
He served asteam captain in 1987 when the Hoosierswere 30-4.
Steve concluded his college career as Indiana’s all-time scoring
leader with 2,438 pointsand he holdsthe Indianarecord for career
stealswith 178. Hewasaconsensusfirst team All-American and
theBig Ten MVPasasenior.

Alford isamember of the Manchester College M Association
Hall of Fame and the IndianaUniversity AthleticsHall of Fame.
In 2001 hewas named one of the“ Top 50 Athletes’ in the history
of the state of Indiana and was selected as a member of the 15-
man IndianaUniversity all-Century team. In 2004 he was one of
five players selected to ESPN’s Big Ten Conference Silver
Anniversary team.

Alford is 8-4 vs. Minnesota and Gopher Coach Dan Monson.

HAWKEYES VS. RANKED FOES

lowa has posted an 8-3 record against teams in the top 25
rankingsat thetime of the game, including a2-1 mark against
top 10 teams. The eight wins vs. ranked foes is the highest
total for aSteve Alford-coached Hawkeye team and the most
since the Hawkeyes posted a 6-2 record vs. ranked teams in
1990-91.

Withwinsover 21st-ranked Indianaand 16th-ranked Michi-
gan State in its last two games, lowa has defeated ranked
teams in consecutive games on four occasions under the di-
rection of Coach SteveAlford. Earlier this season, lowa de-
feated No. 11 Indiana and No. 16 Ohio State in consecutive
games. A year ago, lowa defeated 11th-ranked Louisville
and 13th-ranked Texas in the first two rounds of the Maui
Invitational. In 2002-03, lowa recorded back-to-back wins
over 20th-ranked Michigan State and 8th-ranked Illinois.

MINNESOTA COACH DAN MONSON

Dan Monson isin his seventh season at Minnesota and his
ninth season as a college head coach. Monson holds a ca-
reer mark of 164-113 and a record of 112-96 at Minnesota.
Monson posted a 52-17 record in two seasons at Gonzaga,
taking his team to the Elite Eight in 1999 before losing to
eventual national champion Connecticut. Monson was an
assistant coach at Alabama-Birmingham and Gonzaga be-
fore becoming acollege head coach. Monson, a1985 gradu-
ate of the University of Idaho, is4-8 vs. lowa and Hawkeye
Coach Steve Alford.

ALFORD MOVES TO FOURTH

Coach Steve Alford has collected 130 victories as lowa's
head coach, atotal that ranksfourth on lowa'slist of coaches
in career wins. Alford, earlier this season, moved past Bucky
O’ Connor, lowa's head coach from 1952-58 (he also was
lowa's head coach for 11 games in 1950), who earned 114
wins as lowa's basketball coach.

lowa's top three coaches in career wins are Tom Davis
(269), Lute Olson (168) and RallieWilliams (139). Following
isalist of Alford ssignificant career victories:

Minnesota holds a 93-85 advantage over lowain the series
that began with a47-10 Gopher winin 1902. lowawon the
first meeting this season in triple overtime after the teams
split two gameslast season. lowawon both meetingsin 2004
and the Hawkeyes have won eight of thelast 11. The teams
met just oncein 2002 and 2003, with Minnesotawinning both
games.

The Gophers hold a 56-32 advantage in games played at
Minnesota. lowa has won two of the last four and three of
the last seven meetings in Williams Arena, but the Gophers
won 65-57 in Minneapolisayear ago.

® |owa Coach Steve Alford and Minnesota Coach Dan
Monson, who are close friends, are both in their seventh
year in the Big Ten Conference. Only MSU Coach Tom
|zz0 has been in the league longer as a head coach.

® Prior tothe2001-02 season, lowaand Minnesotahad played
two basketball games each season since 1971. Theteams
met only in lowa City in 2002 and only in Minneapolisin
2003. The 2001 season marked the first time the teams
met three times in one season. The third meeting took
place in the Big Ten Conference Tournament.

* Jowa'sroster includes 10 players from the state of lowa
and the Golden Gopher roster includes 10 playersfrom the
state of Minnesota. lowa has four native lowans in its
starting line-up, while the Gophers start three Minnesota
natives.

|OWA TOPS MINNESOTA IN TRIPLE OT

lowa outlasted Minnesota 76-72 in three overtimes Jan. 18
toimproveto 3-1in Big Ten play. The Hawkeyes controlled
most of thefirst half, leading 30-20 with three minutesleftin
the period. Minnesota used a 16-2 scoring run from late in
thefirst half to early in the second, taking a 36-32 advantage
with 17 minutes to play. The game wastied seven timesin
the second half, the last at 58-58 with 1:34 remaining on two
free throws by Erek Hansen. Minnesota had a shot to win at
the end of regulation and at the end of thefirst extra session.



Greg Brunner made one of two free throws with 35 seconds
remaining to tiethe score in thefirst overtime. The Gophers
led by four points in the second overtime before Mike
Henderson scored from the paint and Hansen added two free
throws with 51 secondsto play. Minnesota missed two free
throws and lowa had a turnover in the final 20 seconds.

lowatook afour point advantage in the third overtimeon a
basket and two free throws by Adam Haluska. Following a
Minnesotafree throw, Henderson and Jeff Horner each made
two free shots to give lowa some breathing room and the
Gophers were never closer than four points in the final 40
seconds.

Brunner led lowa with 17 points and a Carver-Hawkeye
Arena record 23 rebounds. Hansen had a career-high 20
pointsto go with six reboundsand five blocks. Haluskaadded
12 points and Horner 10 points and 10 assists.

Minnesota was led by Maurice Hargrow with 16 points,
whileVincent Grier added 15, Adam Boone 14 and Jonathan
Williams 11. Grier and Williams|ed the Gopherswith 10 re-
bounds each.

lowa slast homelosswasa 75-65 decisionto llinoison Feb.
19, 2005. Iowa closes the season with home gamesvs. Penn
State and Wisconsin.

lowasinitial 15-game win streak in the arena began Jan.
25, 1986 with a79-69 win over Indianaand ended with an 80-
76 lossto Ohio Stateon Jan. 24, 1987. The streak began with
Coach George Raveling and ended with Coach Tom Davis.
The current 16-game win streak includes nine non-confer-
ence and seven conference wins.

lowa's current streak ranks as the longest in the Big Ten
and eighth-longest in the nation.

HOME WIN STREAK IS BEST EVER

For the only timein its basketball history, lowa has posted
15 consecutive home wins in a single season. lowa's last
undefeated home season wasin 1965-66 when the Hawkeyes
won all 12 home games. Iowa has won 15 home games or
more in four seasons, and never the initial 15 games. The
record of 16 home winsin a single season was set in 1985,
while lowa also won 15 home gamesin 1989 and 1993.

lowa has never completed a perfect record in Carver-
Hawkeye Arena, which opened in January, 1983. The
Hawkeyes|ost just one home gamein 1993 (15-1) and 1996
(14-1).

LOFTY POSITION FOR FEBRUARY

With a 9-3 Big Ten record, lowa remains at the top of the
league standings. Thismarksthefirst timelowahasbeenin
first place in February since 1981-82. |owa began that sea-
son with a 10-1 league record before suffering its second
conference loss on Feb. 11. Minnesota (14-4) won the 1982
Big Ten title, while lowa (12-6) tied for second. Thisisthe
first season lowa has won nine of its first 12 league games
since 1987, when lowa posted a 14-4 Big Ten record and
finished third.

lowa's 20-6 record through 26 games marks the best start
for a Hawkeye team under Steve Alford, as the Hawkeyes
were 17-5in 2001. Thisis lowa's best record through 26
games since the 1989 Hawkeyes started the season with the
same mark. This is the earliest date lowa has reached the
20-win plateau since 1987, when win No. 20 took place on
Feb. 4.

lowa srecent four-gamewin streak isitslongestin Big Ten
regular season games since the Hawkeyes won their first
four league games in 1999. lowa won five straight games
against Big Ten teams last season, including the final three
regular season games and two in the Big Ten Tournament.
lowawon four straight games against Big Ten teamsin 2001
when it won the Big Ten Tournament.

InBig Ten play, lowaand Michigan State arethe only teams
to remain undefeated at home, while lowa and Ohio State
are the only two teams that have won as many as three road
games and the only two teams that have not suffered con-
secutive losses.

lowa's defense has led the way as the Hawkeyes have
won 20 of 26 games. lowaopponentsareaveraging just 59.5
points per game, shooting 38.4% from the field and 32.3%
from three-point range. Iowa has collected 178 steals and
forced 403 turnoverswhile collecting 130 blocked shots. The
Hawkeyes have held 21 opponents under 70 points and have
won the rebounding battle in 19 games. lowa ranks high
nationally in scoring defense, field goal defense and fewest
fouls per game.

|OWA PROGRAM REACHES 1,400 WINS

The lowa basketball program reached 1,400 wins (now at
1,416) with a 79-46 victory over Texas-San Antonio on Nov.
26. lowais one of 34 NCAA Division | programs with as
many as 1,400 wins. lowa's basketball history includes 72
winning seasons and 23 years in which the Hawkeyes have
won 20 or more games. lowa (with 21) is one of 31 pro-
gramsto earn more than 20 invitations into the NCAA Tour-
nament.

Senior guard Jeff Horner is one of 16 players named as a
finalist for the 2006 Bob Cousy Award.

Horner, a native of Mason City, IA, has played in al but
four gamesthroughout his career, missing four games earlier
thisseason with akneeinjury. Horner isaveraging 13.1 points,
6.1 assists and 3.7 rebounds per game. He has scored over
1,300 career points and has over 500 career assists and 500
rebounds, the only player in lowa history to surpass those
totals.

HAWKEYES HOT IN WIN OVER MICHIGAN

In lowa's 94-66 win over Michigan, the Hawkeyes shot a
season-best 65.3% fromthefield, including 68.4% from three-
point range. lowa started slow, hitting just seven of its first
17 field goal attempts. That all changed midway through the
firsthalf. Over thefinal 7:14 of thefirst half and thefirst 7:15
of the second half, lowa connected on 14 straight field goal
attempts. lowa trailed 25-20 when the streak began and led

Senior guard Jeff Horner became lowa's career assist
leader in the win over Michigan State, collecting 15 points
and six assists against the Spartans. Horner’s pass to Erek
Hansen for lowa's first basket of the second half moved
Horner past Andre Woolridge (575, 1995-97) on lowa's ca
reer list.

With seven three-point field goals in lowa's 77-68 win at
Purdue, Horner became lowa's career leader in made three-
pointers.

Brunner has 11 scoring and rebounding double-doubles
this season while scoring in double figuresin 19 games and
collecting 10 or more reboundsin 14 outings.
