Iowa scored in the fourth
minute when senior Margit Vogele
headed in a corner kick from Jamie
Maltman. The Hawkeyes scored
again in the 11th minute when Su-
san Yagla blasted a deep shot that
glanced off the Creighton goalkeeper.
Iowa scored an insurance goal in the
88th minute when Danielle Oswald
volleyed a ball to Kelsie Full, who
found the back of the net. Britta
Vogele stopped three shots and re-
corded her first win of the season.
