IOWA VS. WISCONSIN
Iowa leads the all-Ɵ me series, 75-8-3, includ-
ing a 37-4-2 all-Ɵ me record in Madison. 
 The Hawkeyes have won the last fi ve meet-
ings and 36 of the last 37 daƟ ng back to 1975. 
Wisconsin’s only win during that Ɵ me was a 
21-14 decision inside Carver-Hawkeye Are-
na on Jan. 27, 2007. The Hawkeyes haven’t 
dropped a dual in Madison since 1945 (L, 18-
16). 
 The series dates back to 1923, an 8-6 Iowa 
win. The teams had met every year from 
1934-2010 before being omiƩ ed from the 
schedule in 2011. 
 Wisconsin head coach Barry Davis is a 1985 
graduate of the University of Iowa. He is one 
of six Big Ten coaches to graduate from Iowa. 
Davis was a four-Ɵ me All-American at Iowa 
and won three NCAA championships for the 
Hawkeyes (1982, 1983, 1985). His wife, Nan, 
won the 1985 NCAA Ɵ tle in the 10,000 meters 
while compeƟ ng for the Hawkeyes. 

BRANDS AND DAVIS ARE 1 2
Wisconsin head coach Barry Davis and Iowa 
head coach Tom Brands rank 1-2 on Iowa’s all-
Ɵ me wins list. Davis won 162 matches from 
1981-85, and Brands won 158 from 1988-92. 
Both wrestlers were four-Ɵ me All-Americans 
and three-Ɵ me NCAA champions. 

ON THE HEELS OF HISTORY
Iowa recorded the largest margin of victory 
against a Big Ten opponent in school history 
its last Ɵ me out against Northwestern on Jan. 
10. The Hawkeyes scored bonus points in nine 
matches -- including fi ve pins and a technical 
fall -- to win 54-0, topping the previous mark 
of 53-0 against Illinois in 1992. The 54 points 
scored are the most against a Big Ten team in 
program history, and the 54-0 win is the larg-
est win in series history (50-0, 1979).

STREAKING THROUGH THE BIG TEN
The Hawkeyes have won 16 consecuƟ ve Big 
Ten duals. Their last loss was a 19-15 at home 
against Minnesota on Jan. 25, 2014.
 Iowa has won 15 straight conference road 
duals.  The Hawkeyes last road defeat was 
Jan. 22, 2012 at Penn State (22-12).

 Iowa is 4-0 in the Big Ten for the seventh 
Ɵ me since 2006-07, Tom Brands fi rst season as 
head coach. The Hawkeyes have started 5-0 six 
Ɵ mes, and each Ɵ me they went on to fi nish with 
an undefeated conference record while win-
ning the Big Ten regular season dual Ɵ tle (2008, 
2009, 2010, 2011, 2013, 2015).
 The Hawkeyes have won or shared seven of 
the last eight Big Ten dual championships, and 
have won or shared the regular season Ɵ tle 
eight Ɵ mes since the conference started recog-
nizing a dual meet champion in 1999. Iowa won 
the Ɵ tle outright in 2000, 2008, 2009, 2010, 
2011, 2013, and 2015, and shared the Ɵ tle in 
2003 and 2014.

HAWKEYES HIT CAREER LONGS
Junior Thomas Gilman, sophomore Brandon So-
rensen, and senior Nathan Burak are all riding 
career best winning streaks. All three wrestlers 
are undefeated this season.
 Sorensen has won 16 straight to open the 
season. He is 12-0 all-Ɵ me in Big Ten duals. 
 Burak has won 14 straight to open the sea-
son, and 15 in a row daƟ ng back to his seventh 
place match at the NCAA Championships. His 
previous career-long win streak was 13, set in 
the fi rst 13 matches of 2014-15. 
 Gilman has won 14 in a row to open the sea-
son. He has won his last 13 Big Ten duals. 

A LITTLE EXTRA
Junior Thomas Gilman has delivered bonus 
points in 13 of 15 matches of the season.
 Gilman, ranked No. 2 at 125, has three tech-
nical falls, three major decisions, and six pins. 
His 53 dual points scored lead the team. 
 Gilman has six falls this season, tying redshirt 
freshman Sam Stoll for the team lead. The six 
pins are a single-season career high. He pinned 
fi ve opponents in 2014-15.

FALLS BIG AND SMALL
Junior 125-pounder Thomas Gilman and red-
shirt freshman 285-pounder Sam Stoll share the 
team lead with six pins.

Junior Cory Clark’s 12-1 record includes a 3-1 
mark against ranked opponents.  
 Clark defeated No. 7 Earl Hall of Iowa State, 
9-2, on Nov. 29, earned a decision against 
No. 15 Brance Simms of SDSU on Dec. 4, and 
scored a major decision over Rutgers’ No. 17 
Anthony Giraldo on Dec. 10.
 He lost for the fi rst Ɵ me this season Jan. 8 
to Illinois’ No. 7 Zane Richards, 5-3. 
 Clark is 26-10 all-Ɵ me and has won eight of 
his last 10 matches against ranked opponents. 
 Clark and Wisconsin’s Ryan Taylor met 
twice in 2014 while compeƟ ng at 125 pounds. 
Clark pinned Taylor at Wisconsin in 2:03, but 
lost a 9-5 decision one week later at the Big 
Ten Championships (also at Wisconsin).

 Sorensen has one career meeƟ ng against 
Wisconsin’s Andrew Crone. He defeated 
Crone, 6-4, in sudden victory in the opening 
round of the 2013 Midlands Championship.

The Hawkeyes share the Big Ten 
dual Ɵ tle with Minnesota and Penn State.
  Clark led 7-2 before decking No. 9 Ryan Taylor in 2:03 at 125. He 
scored a takedown in the opening 20 seconds, exchanged a pair of 
reversals to make the score 4-2, and was working on three nearfall 
points before fi nishing the match with his ninth fall of the year.
 Ramos had to chase Tyler Graff  stand-in MaƩ  Cavallaris around 
the mat for two and one-half periods before fi nally securing the fall 
in 6:23 at 133. Graff , ranked No. 5 at 133, missed his second straight 
match with an injury.
 Ramos recorded seven takedowns and 4:28 of riding Ɵ me before 
securing his team-best 11th fall.

Head Coach 
University of Iowa, 1992

Three-time Big Ten Coach of the Year Tom Brands enters his 10th 
season as head wrestling coach at the University of Iowa. A 1996 
Olympic gold medalist and member of wrestling’s Hall of Fame, 
Brands is only the eighth wrestling coach at the University of Iowa. 
The former Hawkeye wrestler was a four-time All-American and 
three-time national champion (1989-92) at Iowa. He has a 173-16-
1 (.913) overall and 71-6 (.922) Big Ten coaching record at Iowa, 
and a 190-36-1 (.832) career mark.
    In nine seasons as Iowa’s head coach, Brands has led the Hawk-
eyes to three NCAA and four Big Ten team titles, crowning nine 

NCAA champions, 11 Big Ten champions and 50 All-Americans. Iowa has had 70 academic all-Big Ten 
recipients, including a school-record 12 in 2011-12. The Hawkeyes have qualified 82 wrestlers for the 
NCAA Championships in the last nine years, sending the entire 10-man lineup in 2009, 2010, 2014, 
and 2015. Iowa has also won or shared seven of the last eight Big Ten regular season titles. 
 Brands was named 2008 NWCA Coach of the Year after leading the Hawkeyes to their fi rst NCAA team 
title since 2000 and their fi rst Big Ten team title since 2004. He was named Big Ten Coach of the Year in 
2008, 2009 and 2010, becoming the fi rst coach in conference history to earn the honor in three consecutive 
seasons.
 Brands served as head coach at Virginia Tech University for two seasons (2005-06), recording a 17-20 
dual mark. In his fi rst season with the Hokies, Brands led the team to the 2005 regular season Atlantic Coast 
Conference title, set a school record for dual meet wins (16) and had a school-record fi ve wrestlers qualify 
for the NCAA Championships. During his tenure, Virginia Tech crowned fi ve ACC champions and had two 
All-Americans. Senior heavyweight Mike Faust was named 2006 ACC Wrestler of the Year.
 Prior to taking the helm at Virginia Tech, Brands was an assistant coach at Iowa for 12 seasons (1993-
2004). He helped the Hawkeyes to a 177-27 dual record, seven NCAA and eight Big Ten team titles, while 
crowning 23 NCAA champions, 73 All-Americans and 36 Big Ten champions. He was named the National 
Wrestling Coaches Association Assistant Coach of the Year in 2000.
 As a competitor, Brands won the 1996 Olympic freestyle gold medal at 136.5 pounds in Atlanta, Georgia. 
He also won a gold medal at the 1993 World Freestyle Championships in Toronto, two World Cup gold med-
als (1994, 1995) and was the 1995 Pan American Games champion. He won four U.S. National titles (1993-
96) and made four straight U.S. World or Olympic teams (1993-96). Along with his twin brother, Terry, Tom 
was named 1993 USA Wrestling Athlete of the Year, the 1993 John Smith Outstanding Freestyle Wrestler, 
and 1993 Amateur Wrestling News Man of the Year. He was inducted into wrestling’s Hall of Fame in 2001.
 Brands was a four-time All-American at Iowa (1989-92). During his Hawkeye career, he won three NCAA 
titles and was named Outstanding Wrestler of the 1992 NCAA Championships. Also a three-time Big Ten 
champion, Brands won 95 percent of his matches at Iowa. His career mark of 158-7-2 includes an unde-
feated season in 1991 (45-0).
 The Sheldon, Iowa, native was born April 9, 1968. He earned his B.S. degree in physical education from 
Iowa in 1992. He and his wife, Jeni, have three children, Madigan, Kinsee and Tommy.
