Oct. 5, 2019 marked the 90th anniversary
of the first game in Kinnick Stadium, a 46-0 win over Monmouth.

When lowa hosts Minnesota on Nov. 16, it will mark the 130th anniversary of lowa
football. The Hawkeyes played their first football game on Nov. 16, 1889, against Grinnell.

THE SERIES

lowa holds a 50-27-3 advantage in the series that began with a 12-6 lowa victory in 1897.
The Hawkeyes are 24-16-3 all-time in games played in Evanston.

lowa won 21 consecutive games over Northwestern prior to a 31-20 Wildcat win in 1995
in Evanston. The Wildcats hold a 13-9 advantage since snapping that Hawkeye win streak,
and have an active three-game win streak.

FERENTZ MOVES UP BIG TEN CHARTS

Head coach Kirk Ferentz’s 157 wins in all games coached as a
member of the Big Ten Conference rank fifth in league history. He is
one of five coaches in Big Ten Conference history to win at least 150
games as a member of the Big Ten Conference. The top five includes
Woody Hayes (202), Amos Alonza Stagg (199), Bo Schembechler
(194), Joe Paterno (162), and Ferentz (157).

Ferentz has 93 Big Ten wins as lowa’s head coach. The 93
conference wins rank sixth among the conference’s all-time
winningest coaches in Big Ten games.

Ferentz (157-103) became lowa’s all-time winningest coach on
Sept. 1, 2018. The Hawkeyes defeated Northern lllinois, 33-7. It
was Ferentz’s 144th win as lowa’s head coach, one more than his
predecessor, Hayden Fry (143-89-6). Fry coached lowa for 20 years
(1979-98). Ferentz is in his 21st season in 2019.

Both Ferentz (157, 93) and Fry (143, 96) rank in the top six
in overall wins and Big Ten wins. Only lowa and Michigan have
two coaches ranked in the top 10 of both win categories (Bo
Schembechler 194, 143; and Lloyd Carr 122, 81).

lowa is the only school in the country to have just two head
football coaches since 1979.

FERENTZ TOPS IN LONGEVITY

Kirk Ferentzisin his 21st season as lowa’s head football coach. He
is the longest tenured active head coach in college football. Ferentz
was named lowa head coach on Dec. 2, 1998. Gary Patterson of TCU
is No. 2 in coaching tenure. Patterson’s first year with the Horned
Frogs was 2001. Among Big Ten coaches, only Pat Fitzgerald (2006)
and Mark Dantonio (2007) have been at their current schools for
10 seasons or more. lowa is the only school to have just two head
football coaches since 1979.

Defensive coordinator Phil Parker and strength and conditioning
coach Chris Doyle are also in their 21st seasons on lowa’s staff.
Quarterbacks coach Ken O’Keefe was on Ferentz’s original coaching
staff before he left for the NFL following the 2011 season. He
returned to lowa in 2017 to coach lowa’s quarterbacks.

Ferentz is the only Division | coach to coach three sons. Brian
Ferentz, a former Hawkeye letterman and captain (2003-05), enters
his eighth season on lowa’s coaching staff. James Ferentz was a
three-year starter on the Hawkeye offensive line and a team captain
before graduating in 2013. Steven was an offensive lineman and
letterwinner in 2015 and 2016.

Stanley threw for a career-high 2,852 yards in 2018, the seventh-highest single-season
total in school history. He ranks fourth in career passing yards (7,122) and fourth in career
total offense (6,989).

DE A.J. Epenesa leads a defense that ranks fifth in the country in scoring defense (11.6
ppg), eighth in rushing defense (91.1 ypg), and 10th in total defense (275.0 ypg). Those
marks rank fourth, third, and third in the Big Ten, respectively.

lowa’s scoring defense is the lowest total of the Ferentz era (next best is 13.0 in 2008),
and the lowest by any Hawkeye team since 1965 (9.2). lowa’s total defense is the lowest
by any Hawkeye team since 1984 (272.2).

The Hawkeyes have allowed just 98 first downs (14.0 per game), sixth fewest in the
country and second in the Big Ten.

lowa has allowed nine touchdowns in seven games. Among Big Ten schools, only Ohio
State (5), Wisconsin (7), and Penn State (8) have allowed less. lowa is one of five schools
in the country to allow just two rushing touchdowns or fewer.

lowa’s defense allowed just five first downs against Rutgers in Week 2. That ties for the
fewest allowed in the Kirk Ferentz era (Syracuse, 2007). Rutgers’ 125 yards of total offense
ranks as the fifth lowest total in the Ferentz era.

Inits Week 7 win against Purdue, lowa allowed 33 yards rushing, its lowest total against
a Big Ten opponent since 2013.

Epenesa leads lowa with three sacks and eight quarterback hurries. He led the Big Ten
and ranked ninth in the country with 10.5 sacks in 2018. His running mate, DE Chauncey
Golston, has a team-high 5.0 tackles-for-loss (17 yards).

line. Sargent leads the team with three (2, 4, 14). Six more Hawkeyes have one rushing
touchdown: Young (2), QB Nate Stanley (1), FB Brady Ross (1), WR Ihmir Smith-Marsette
(14), QB Spencer Petras (1), Goodson (1).

Young (131) and Goodson (97) rushed for career-highs Week 4 against Middle Tennessee State.
The Hawkeyes rushed for 351 yards in the game, the fourth highest total in the Ferentz era.

Juniors Ivory Kelly-Martin, Sargent, and Young shared the workload in 2018. The trio
combined for 392 carries, 1,723 rushing yards and 16 rushing touchdowns (nine by Sargent,
five by Young, and two by Kelly-Martin). Sargent had 40.6 percent of the carries (159-745),
Young had 34.7 percent of the attempts (136-637), and Kelly-Martin has 24.7 percent of
the carries (97-341).

YOUNG, SARGENT SURPASS 1,000 CAREER RUSHING YARDS

Junior running backs Toren Young and Mekhi Sargent each surpassed 1,000 career
rushing yards in lowa’s win over Middle Tennessee on Sept. 28.

Sargent entered the game with 953 rushing yards and moved past 1,000 for his career
on a 12-yard run late in the first period. He ended the contest with 91 rushing yards. His
career totals include 1,142 yards on 242 attempts. He is the 48th lowa running back to
surpass 1,000 career yards and currently ranks 37th on the all-time list.

Young entered Week 4 with 950 career yards and surpassed 1,000 on a 15-yard run
early in the second quarter, becoming the 49th lowa running back to surpass the century
total. He led the Hawkeyes with a career-high 131 rushing yards against Middle Tennessee.
Young now has 1,160 career yards on 234 attempts to rank 34th on the career list.

Sargent moved over 1,000 career yards on career attempt 207, while Young went past
1,000 yards on career attempt 209.

GRAND THEFT SECONDARY

lowa ranks 22nd in the country and seventh in the Big Ten in passing defense (183.9 yards
per game). DB Michael Ojemudia is tied for third in the Big Ten lead with two interceptions.
He intercepted a pass in each of the first two weeks. LB Djimon Colbert recorded the first
interception of his career in Week 2. SS Geno Stone had one interception in Week 5. CB
Riley Moss had an interception in Week 7.

The Hawkeyes have five interceptions this season. lowa led the Big Ten and tied for
second in the country in 2018 with 20 interceptions. Over the last three seasons, no school
has more interceptions than lowa. The Hawkeyes have 46 interceptions since 2017, one
more than Boston College has over the same period.

Entering this season, lowa has at least one interception return for a touchdown in each
of the last 11 seasons, and 16 of the last 18 seasons.

DUNCAN GETTING HIS KICKS

K Keith Duncan leads the country with 17 field goals made. He is 17-0f-19 on field goal
attempts and 16-of-16 on PAT attempts. He leads the team and ranks second in the Big
Ten, 10th in the country, in scoring with 67 points. Duncan has connected on 9-of-10 kicks
of at least 40 yards. He kicked a career-long 49 yard field goal against Middle Tennessee
in Week 4. He kicked four field goals at lowa State and four field goals against Purdue.

Duncan is seeing his first action since 2016, when he made 9-11 field goal attempts
and 38-39 PAT attempts (one was blocked). That year he kicked a 33-yard field goal as
time expired to lift lowa over #2 Michigan, 14-13.

Duncan was named Big Ten Special Teams Player of the Week and Lou Groza Award
Star of the Week on Sept. 16 following his performance at lowa State. Duncan connected
on a career-best four field goals at lowa State. His final kick from 39 yards provided the
margin of victory with 4:51 remaining in the fourth quarter. He also connected from 25
yards on lowa’s first drive of the game and from 40 yards on the final play of the first half.
He nailed a 42-yarder late in the third quarter.

The Big Ten weekly honor was the second of his career. He was previously recognized
in 2016, earning the weekly honor following lowa’s 14-13 win over Michigan. Duncan
contributed two field goals in that win, including the game-winner from 33 yards on the
final play of the game.

Four former players are on the University of lowa football staff in 2019. Brian Ferentz,
a three-year letterman from 2003-05, is in his eighth year on staff, his third as offensive
coordinator.

LeVar Woods, a three-year letterman from 1998-2000, enters his 12th year on the lowa
staff. Woods was named Special Teams Coordinator in 2017. He coached tight ends from
2015-17 and linebackers from 2012-14. He rejoined the program as an administrative
assistant in 2008.

Kelvin Bell joined the lowa program as a defensive lineman in 2000, but had his career
cut short due to injury. He returned to the program as a graduate assistant and served
as director of on-campus recruiting from 2012-13. He was named recruiting coordinator
and defensive assistant coach in February, 2016, and was named defensive line coach in
2019.

Broderick Binns, a four-year letterman from 2008-11, was named director of player
development in April, 2016. Binns previously served as a graduate assistant in 2014 and
2015, working with Hawkeye special teams.

IOWA FOOTBALL AND THE NFL

The Hawkeyes have had 180 former players in the NFL since 1999, Kirk Ferentz’s first
year as head coach (70 draft picks/110 free agents).

At least one lowa Hawkeye has been selected in every NFL Draft since 1978 (42 con-
secutive years).

TE T.J. Hockenson (eighth overall, Detroit) and TE Noah Fant (20th overall, Denver)
became the first tight ends from the same school to be drafted in the first round of a
single NFL Draft.

DB Desmond King (Los Angeles Chargers), LS Casey Kreiter (Denver), TE George Kittle
(San Francisco), and OL Marshal Yanda (Baltimore) were named All-Pro in 2018.

Over the past 17 years, 150-0f-175 (86 percent) of lowa’s senior starters have been
drafted in the NFL or signed NFL free agent contracts.

Over the past 12 years, lowa has had 44 NFL Draft picks, fourth most in the Big Ten
-- Ohio State (63), Wisconsin (45), and Michigan (45). Since 2010, lowa has had 37
players drafted in the NFL, tied for fourth most in the Big Ten — Ohio State (62), Penn
State (39), and Wisconsin (37).

lowa has had six first round picks in the last nine NFL drafts -- OL Bryan Bulaga, 2010;
DE Adrian Clayborn, 2011; OL Riley Reiff, 2012; OL Brandon Scherff, 2015, TE T.J. Hock-
enson, TE Noah Fant.

lowa had six players drafted in the 2012 NFL Draft, which tied for the most in the Big
Ten and tied for fourth in the country.

Former Hawkeye Marshal Yanda (Baltimore OL) is a seven-time Pro-Bowler (2011-16,
2018) and was named NFL All-Pro in 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016, and 2018.

In NFL 2011 regular season statistics, former Hawkeye linebackers Chad Greenway
(Minnesota) and Pat Angerer (Indianapolis) finished third and fourth, respectively, in
tackles. Greenway was named to the Pro Bowl in 2012 and 2013.

Three former Hawkeyes were involved in the 2012 Super Bowl. DB Tyler Sash played for
the Super Bowl champion New York Giants, while LB Jeff Tarpinian was on the injured
reserve roster of the New England Patriots. Former lowa center Brian Ferentz, now is
his seventh year on staff and first as lowa’s offensive coordinator, was New England’s
tight ends coach.

Former lowa DB Sean Considine and OL Marshal Yanda won Super Bowl rings with the
2012 Baltimore Ravens in the 2013 Super Bowl.

Former lowa LB James Morris (injured reserve) earned a Super Bowl ring with the New
England Patriots in 2015. Former TE Tony Moeaki played for the Seattle Seahawks in
the same game.

Former center James Ferentz was a member of the 2016 Super Bowl champion Denver
Broncos.

Former DT Jonathan Babineaux played for the Atlanta Falcons in Super Bowl LI. Former
DE Adrian Clayborn and former DB Charles Godfrey were on the Atlanta injured reserve
roster.

Former OL Cole Croston was on the New England Patriots roster in Super Bowl LII.
Former C James Ferentz and WR Riley McCarron were on the Patriots practice squad.
Former DL Adrian Clayborn (active), OL James Ferentz (inactive), WR Riley McCarron
(injured reserve), and OL Cole Croston (practice squad) earned Super Bowl rings as
members of the New England Patriots in Super Bowl LIII.

Entering the 2019 season, every lowa senior starting tight end (14) under Kirk Ferentz
has been drafted in the NFL or made an NFL team. The NFL has employed 16 lowa tight
ends since 1999 (11 drafted/5 free agents).

All 11 members of lowa’s starting defensive unit in 2008 were either drafted or signed
to NFL free agent contracts following the draft.

IOWA PROGRAM NOTES

The Hawkeyes have earned bowl eligibility in 17 of the last 18 seasons. lowa is 8-8 in bowl
games since 2001. Only Ohio State (9) and Wisconsin (8) have more bowl! wins among
Big Ten teams since 2001. The Hawkeyes are 16-15-1 in 32 bowl games. lowa has won
five January bowl games under Ferentz.

lowa is the only school to have two head football coaches since 1979. Hayden Fry took
over prior to the 1979 season and coached through the 1998 season, posting a record of
143-89-6. Current coach Kirk Ferentz (156-102) replaced Fry and is in his 21st season in
2019. Ferentz also served as lowa’s offensive line coach from 1981-89 under Fry.

lowa played in the Big Ten title game for the first time in program history on Dec. 5, 2015.
lowa earned Big Ten Conference championships in 2002 and 2004 and placed second in
2009. lowa (8-0, 2002; 8-0, 2015) is one of three Big Ten teams to post a perfect mark in
conference play since 1998 (BCS era), joining Michigan State (1) and Ohio State (5).
lowa has ranked in the top 10 in the final Associated Press and CNN/USA Today coaches
polls five times since 2002, including a ranking of seventh in both polls at the conclusion
of the 2009 season. lowa ranked eighth in 2002, 2003 and 2004. The Hawkeyes finished
2015 ranked ninth in the AP poll and 10th in the USA Today Coaches Poll. In the Big Ten,
only Ohio State has more top 10 finishes since 2002.

Since 1936 when the first AP poll was released, lowa has appeared in the poll 327 times,
the fifth highest total in the Big Ten (Ohio State, Michigan, Wisconsin, and MSU). lowa
has been the top-ranked team in the country 11 times.

lowa set a school record with 12 wins in 2015. The Hawkeyes won 11 games in 2002 (11-
2), and 2009 (11-2). In 2009, lowa started 9-0 and won 10 regular season games for just
the fourth time in school history.

lowa won 10 or more games in three consecutive years (2002-04) for the first time in
school history.

Kirk Ferentz has been named Big Ten Coach of the Year four times (2002, 2004, 2009,
2015) and was named National Coach of the Year in 2002 and 2015. Only Michigan’s Bo
Schembechler (6) has more conference coach of the year honors. lowa’s Hayden Fry and
Penn State’s Joe Paterno both won the award three times.

lowa has had 10 individual national award winners under head coach Kirk Ferentz. They
include Brad Banks (2002 Davey O’Brien, Top Quarterback; 2002 Associated Press National
Player of the Year); Dallas Clark (2002 Mackey, Top Tight End); Nate Kaeding (2002 Groza,
Top Kicker); Robert Gallery (2003 Outland, Top Lineman); Shonn Greene (2008 Doak
Walker, Top Running Back); Brandon Scherff (2014 Outland, Top Lineman), Desmond King
(2015 Jim Thorpe), Josey Jewell (2017 Lott IMPACT), T.J. Hockenson (2018, Mackey, Top
Tight End).

lowa’s offensive line earned the Joe Moore Award in 2016, an honor bestowed upon the
top offensive line unit in the country.

lowa’s football record in the 2000 decade was 80-45 (.640), a record that ranks as the
best decade in lowa football history, based on total wins. lowa posted a record of 77-
40-4 (.652) during the 1980’s and the Hawkeyes were 62-53-2 (.538) in the 1990’s. lowa
is 69-46 (.596) since 2010.
