The Hawkeyes rank within the top 100 nationally in several categories, ac-
cording to the most recent release from the NCAA on Sept. 16. lowa is 11th
in digs per set (17.59), 61st in service aces per set (1.56), 74th in assists per
set (12.59) and 83rd in kills per set (13.34). Bethany Yeager ranks 61st in digs
per set (4.71), while Alex Lovell is 67th in kills per set (3.78) and 91st in points
per set (4.13).

B1G RUNDOWN

lowa ranks fifth in Big Ten Standings with an 8-2 record as of Sept. 15, 2013.
The Hawkeyes pace the conference in digs with a 17.59 per set average and
are fourth with a 1.56 service ace per set average. The team is seventh in
assists averaging 12.54 per set and ranks eighth in kills with a 13.34 per set
average. Alex Lovell is seventh in the Big Ten in kills with 155 (3.78 per set)
and points with 169.5 (4.13 per set), while Alessandra Dietz is 10th with a
.360 hitting percentage. Libero Bethany Yeager leads the conference in digs
with 193 (4.71 per set), and Alyssa Klostermann is fourth with 15 service aces
(0.37 per set).

The latest release of the AVCA Division | Coaches Top 25 Poll on Sept. 14,
2013 included eight Big Ten Conference affiliates. Penn State obtained the
No. 1 ranking, while No. 9 Minnesota and No. 10 Michigan were included in
the top 10. Rounding out the poll were No. 12 Nebraska, No. 13 Ohio State,
No. 14 Michigan State, No. 16 lllinois and No. 21 Purdue. Wisconsin dropped
out of the poll, but still received votes in week three.

Others earning all-tournament recognition this sea-
son include: Alessandra Dietz (Chanticleer Invitational and Valpo Popcorn
Classic) and Alex Lovell (Valpo Popcorn Classic). Dietz was also named most
valuable player of the Chanticleer Invitational.

YEAGER’S HARDWARE

Senior libero Bethany Yeager earned the first Big Ten weekly honor of her ca-
reer when she was named Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week on Monday,
Sept. 2. She helped the Hawkeyes accomplish a 3-0 mark and Chanticleer In-
vitational championship opening weekend. Yeager paced the team in digs in
each match tallying 26 against Wofford, 30 against Youngstown State and 23
against Coastal Carolina. Yeager’s award marks lowa’s first Defensive Player
of the Week honor since Christina Meister received the nod in 2009.

TARGETING THE TOP

The Hawkeyes have defeated a ranked team in four of Dingman’s five sea-
sons. lowa will have plenty of opportunities to continue that trend starting
with its matchup against No. 25 lowa State on Mediacom court in Carver-
Hawkeye Arena on Sept. 21. lowa’s top 25 victories since 2008 include: No.
18 Wisconsin (3-0, 2008); No. 18 Michigan State (3-0, 2009); No. 16 Michigan
(3-0, 2010); No. 12 Purdue (3-0, 2012).

CAREER UPDATES

Senior libero Bethany Yeager, who began the 2013 season ranked sixth in
career digs, has moved up to third all-time with a total of 1,715 digs. Junior
outside hitter Alex Lovell has moved up to 19th all-time in kills with a total of
849. She was 20th heading into the Hawkeye Challenge. Senior Nikki Dailey
remains sixth all-time in assists with a total of 2,760.

Sharon Dingman was named the eighth coach in
the history of University of lowa volleyball March
21, 2008. In five seasons at the helm of the volley-
ball program, she has imposed a winning attitude.

The Hawkeyes faced another challenging slate in
2012, facing 16 eventual NCAA tournament teams,
after taking on 18 in 2011. Dingman led a young
lowa team -- with only one senior -- to eight non-
conference victories. Five Hawkeyes garnered all-
tournament honors. She led lowa to conference
wins at Indiana on Oct. 5 (3-1) and at 12th-ranked
Purdue on Oct. 6 (3-0). The victory in West Lafay-
ette, Ind., marked lowa’s first win at Purdue and
first sweep of the Boilermakers since Nov. 10, 2000.
It also marked the fourth win over a ranked foe for Dingman, and her first vic-
tory over a ranked team on the road. No. 12 Purdue is the highest-ranked team
the Hawkeyes have defeated during her tenure and the program’s highest since
defeating No. 11 Michigan at home in 2007 (Sept. 28). It also marked the first
time lowa won two-straight league contests since 2008 and consecutive league
road matches since 2005. Purdue was one of seven Big Ten teams selected to the
NCAA Tournament. Six league foes advanced to the Sweet 16 and two (Michigan,
Penn State) represented the conference in the NCAA Final Four.

ON DECK

lowa volleyball gets a chance to defeat its first ranked op-
ponent of the 2013 season this weekend against lowa
State. The match is slated for 7 p.m. CT on Sept. 21 and
will take place on Mediacom Court in Carver-Hawkeye
Arena. Following the match against the lowa Corn Cy-
Hawk series foe, lowa opens Big Ten action. The team
begins on the road with matches at lllinois and North-
western before returning to lowa City for a pair against
Wisconsin and Minnesota. lowa is scheduled to be home
every other weekend and will face each Big Ten team
twice, except for Penn State and Ohio State.

Dingman coached sophomore Alex Lovell to Big Ten Player of the Week honors on
Oct. 8 for her efforts in the back-to-back league road victories. It marked lowa'’s
first Player of the Week honor since Sept. 18, 2006, when Melanie Meister re-
ceived the recognition. It was also the Hawkeyes’ first weekly honor since Chris-
tina Meister was tabbed Defensive Player of the Week on Sept. 7, 2009. The
Leonard, Mich., native equaled junior Rachael Bedell with a team-best 37 kills
in the two wins.

Lovell finished the year with a team-high 382 kills, the most in a single season
since Catherine Smale posted 441 in 2005. Junior Bethany Yeager totaled a ca-
reer-best 533 digs in 2012 -- the most in a season since 2006, when Emily Hiza
registered 545. Yeager became the 14th Hawkeye in program history to surpass
1,000 career digs in lowa’s season-opening sweep of Chicago State. She is fifth in
program history with 1,522 career digs, moving up nine spots on the all-time list
during the season.

In 2011, the Hawkeyes used their second of consecutive nationally recognized
recruiting classes to continue building a program that will, in time, ascend up
the Big Ten standings. Four Hawkeye freshmen combined to start 59 matches,
and those four freshmen combined with four sophomores to total 62-percent
of lowa’s starting lineup. The Hawkeyes’ youth flourished in the nonconference I 1
season, racing to a 10-3 record and a pair of tournament championships.

In 2010, lowa’s four freshmen combined for 67 starts. The Hawkeyes started their KILLS
freshman quartet four times, more than any other Big Ten school. lowa kicked Team: 68 vs. Youngstown State (8/3 1)

off the season with consecutive tournament championships and made program o
history by starting the season 3-0 for the second consecutive year. lowa knocked Player' 26, Alex Lovell vs. Youngstown State (8/31)

ASSISTS

In 2009, Dingman helped lowa match the best start in program history by guiding
the Hawkeyes to a 6-0 start. lowa eventually became the first team in school his-
tory to start the season 7-0 on the road. The Hawkeyes captured five conference
wins in 2009, raising Dingman’s two-year Big Ten win total to 11, the highest two-
year stretch for an lowa volleyball team since 2000-01.

Dingman led the Hawkeyes to their most successful campaign in recent memory

in her first season at the helm. lowa’s 14 wins in 2008 were tied for the most since
2000, and its six conference victories are the most since 2000. Dingman guided
the Hawkeyes to a ninth place finish in the competitive Big Ten Conference, which
was the highest finish for a Hawkeye squad since 2000.

Dingman’s team set or snapped many streaks in a successful first season. lowa
won seven-straight matches, tying the fourth-longest winning streak in school
history. The Hawkeyes also swept every opponent during the winning streak and
won 15-straight sets. That was the longest set-winning streak since 1990. lowa
opened the conference season with wins over No. 18 Wisconsin and Northwest-
ern, marking only the fifth time in school history that a Hawkeye team started 2-0
in Big Ten play. The Hawkeyes also had a winning record inside Carver-Hawkeye
Arena for the first time since 1998.

The Hawkeyes also snapped conference losing streaks in Dingman’s first season.
lowa defeated Ohio State for the first time in 39 tries, dating back to 1988. That
win also broke an 18-match losing skid on the road in Big Ten play. lowa’s upset
win over No. 18 Wisconsin snapped a 26-match losing streak against the Badgers,
which dated back to 1994.

Dingman set a personal milestone at Northwestern on Nov. 14 when she record-
ed her 350th career win in lowa’s five-set victory. Her career record stands at
391-316 in 22 seasons as a head coach. lowa’s match at Michigan State on Nov. 2,
2012, marked Dingman'’s 700th as a head coach.
