PSU COACH ED DECHILLIS

Ed DeChillis is in his third season as Penn State's head
coach and his 10th year overall as a college head coach.
DeChillisis 30-54 at Penn State and his career mark stands
at 135-147. He posted a 105-93 record in seven years asthe
head coach at East Tennessee State. A Penn State graduate,
DeChillis led East Tennessee State to the Southern Confer-
ence Tournament championship in 2003, earning aspot inthe
NCAA Tournament. East Tennessee State then lost to No.
two seed Wake Forest by a narrow 76-73 margin.

DeChillis began his coaching career as a graduate assi stant
at Penn State, and later was an assistant coach at Salem
College in West Virginia. He returned to Penn State as an
assistant coach for 10 seasons before taking over at East
Tennessee State. As a PSU assistant, DeChillis helped the
Nittany Lions advance to post-season play in four straight
seasons (1989-92), while posting an 87-40 record in that time.

DeChillisis0-3vs. lowaand Hawkeye Coach SteveAlford

DECHILLIS AS AN ASSISTANT

Ed DeChillis served as a Penn State assistant coach from
1986-96, during the time that Penn State moved from the At-
lantic 10 Conference to the Big Ten. During his last two
seasons as an assistant there, PSU posted a 42-18 record,
advancing to the NIT in 1995 and the NCAA Tournament in
1996. During his time as a Penn State assistant DeChillis
helped PSU post a 4-3 record against lowa.

ALFORD MOVES TO FOURTH

Coach Steve Alford has collected 130 victories as lowa's
head coach, atotal that ranksfourth on lowa'slist of coaches
incareer wins. Alford, earlier this season, moved past Bucky
O’ Connor, lowa's head coach from 1952-58 (he also was
lowa's head coach for 11 games in 1950), who earned 114
wins as lowa's basketball coach.

He missed the 1996-97 season due
to aback injury and missed all but five gamesin 1997-98
dueto akneeinjury, earning amedical hardship and asixth
season. In the games he played, Earl helped Penn State
post a4-2 record vs. lowa, including a67-64 win in lowa
City in the quarter-finals of the 1995 NIT.

THE SERIES

lowa holds a 17-8 advantage in the series that began with
an 82-53 lowa win in 1955. The Hawkeyes have won the
last five meetings, nine of thelast 11, 10 of thelast 13 and 12
of the last 16.

lowa defeated the Nittany Lions 80-76 in State College on
Jan. 14 and won the only meeting last season, 78-56 in State
College. lowascored a77-58 win in lowa City in 2004, and
won both meetingsin 2002-03. Theteamssplit two gamesin
2002 and lowawon two of three meetingsin 2001, including
a 94-74 win in the semi-finals of the Big Ten Conference
Tournament.

lowaholds an 8-3 advantage in games played in lowa City,
with all 11 meetingstaking placein Carver-HawkeyeArena.
The Hawkeyes have won six of the last seven meetings in
lowa City.

Three of the 25 meetings in the series have been in post-
season action. Thefirst meetingin 1955 wasin thefirst round
of the NCAA Tournament in Evanston, IL, with lowa win-
ning 82-53. Penn Statewon 67-64inlowaCity in 1995inthe
semi-finals of the NIT and lowawon in the Big Ten Tourna-
ment in 2001. lowas67-48 winin 1962 took placeinthefirst
round of the Quaker City Tournament in Philadelphia, PA.

|OWA WON FIRST MEETING AT PSU

Despite holding the upper hand throughout most of the con-
test, lowa had to come from behind in the closing minutesto
take an 80-76 win at Penn State on Jan. 14. lowashot 51.9%
fromthefield inthefirst half, leading by asmany as 10 points.
The Hawkeyesled 40-34 at intermission after Adam Haluska
scored 21 pointsin the opening half. 1owamade 9-18 three-
point attemptsin the opening 20 minutes.

lowa maintained control in the early portion of the second
half, holding a66-59 advantage with six minutesto play. From
there Penn State scored nine straight points to take a 68-66
advantagewith 3:52 left. Theteamstraded basketsuntil Erek
Hansen converted a rebound basket and added a free throw,
giving lowa a 72-70 advantage with 1:51 to play. Two free
throws by Greg Brunner gave lowa a 74-73 advantage with
48 seconds remaining and Jeff Horner added a pair of free
shots after a Penn State turnover. Hansen came up big on
thedefensiveend, collecting hissixth blocked shot of thegame
with 25 secondsleft and | owaleading by three points. Haluska
added a pair of foul shots and Horner hit afree throw in the
final seconds to secure the road win.

Haluska ended the game with a career-best 29 points, sur-
passing 1,000 career points. He hit 6-10 treys and 5-6 free
throws. Horner added 17 pointsand nine assistsand Brunner
had 13 points. Hansen, who made key plays at both endsin
the closing minutes, had seven points, six rebounds and six
blocks. Doug Thomas led lowa with seven rebounds.

HAWKEYES VS. RANKED FOES

lowa has posted an 8-4 record against teams in the top 25
rankingsat thetime of the game, including a2-2 mark against
top 10 teams. The eight wins vs. ranked foes are the most
ever for a Hawkeye basketball team in one season.

Theeight winsisthehighest total for aSteve Alford-coached
Hawkeye team and the most since lowa posted a 6-2 record
vs. ranked teamsin 1990-91.

Withwinsover 21st-ranked Indianaand 16th-ranked Michi-
gan State in the last two weeks, lowa has defeated ranked
teams in consecutive games on four occasions under the di-
rection of Coach SteveAlford. Earlier this season, lowa de-
feated No. 11 Indiana and No. 16 Ohio State in consecutive
games. A year ago, lowa defeated 11th-ranked Louisville
and 13th-ranked Texas in the first two rounds of the Maui
Invitational. In 2002-03, lowa recorded back-to-back wins
over 20th-ranked Michigan State and 8th-ranked Illinois.

HAWKEYES IN NATIONAL STATS

In NCAA statistical rankings, lowais 10thin field goal de-
fense (39.0), 12th in fouls per game (15.4), 26th in scoring
defense (60.4) and 35th in blocked shots (4.9).

Individually, Jeff Horner is 15th in assists per game (6.0),
Erek Hansen is 17th in blocked shots per game (2.7) and
Greg Brunner is 18th in rebounds per game (9.9).

LOFTY POSITION FOR FEBRUARY

lowawas in first place in the Big Ten standings from Jan.
28toFeb. 25. Thismarksthefirst timelowahasbeeninfirst
place in February since 1981-82. |owa began that season
with a10-1 league record before suffering its second confer-
ence loss on Feb. 11. Minnesota (14-4) won the 1982 Big
Tentitle, while lowa (12-6) tied for second.

lowa's 20-8 record through 28 games marks the best start
for a Hawkeye team under Steve Alford, as the Hawkeyes
were 18-9 in 2001. Thisis lowa's best record through 28
games since the 1996 Hawkeyes started the season with a
21-7 mark. Feb. 14 isthe earliest date |owa has reached the
20-win plateau since 1987, when win No. 20 took place on
Feb. 4.
