QWA HISTORY

lowa has played 1,012 games, since beginning basketball in 1974. lowa’s overall record is
615-397 (.608). That includes a 309-151 (.672) mark in regular season Big Ten contests and
a 288-86 (.770) mark in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

Drake leads the all-time series, 24-17, but lowa has won the last seven contests, including
last year’s game in Des Moines (71-53).

Drake also holds a 10-9 record in contests played in Carver-Hawkeye Arena, but lowa has
won the last three games in lowa City.

The Bulldogs won 19 of the first 20 matchups in the series, which started in 1974. The
Hawkeyes then won nine of 10 games between 1986-97.

2COUTING DRAKE

The Drake Bulldogs are 6-2, and are currently on a four-game winning streak.

Drake defeated North Dakota, 70-58, last Sunday in Des Moines. Monique Jones and Ra-
chael Hackbarth each scored 14 points to lead the Bulldogs. The Bulldogs held North Dakota
without a bucket for 8:12 late in the first half to help build a 32-19 lead. Drake shot .453 from
the floor, and forced 19 turnovers, scoring 22 points off the turnovers.

Jordann Plummer leads the team with 15.8 points per game. Kristin Turk is averaging 12.1
points per game, while Jones is the team’s leading rebounder at 6.9 per contest. As a team,
Drake is shooting .456 from the floor, including .372 from distance.

Drake’s head coach is Amy Stephens, who is in her seventh year. She entered the 2009-10
season with a 300-127 overall record, including a 103-84 record at Drake.

¢ |owa Head Coach Lisa Bluder coached 10 successful seasons (1990-2000) at Drake before
joining the Hawkeyes.

¢ |owa Associate Head Coach Jan Jensen and Assistant Coach Jenni Fitzgerald both played
and coached at Drake. Jensen is one of only two Drake women'’s basketball players to have
her uniform retired. Both Jensen and Fitzgerald received the Drake Double D Award, which
is the highest honor Drake bestows on its student-athletes.

Four Hawkeyes scored double figures and lowa turned 20 Drake turnovers into 20 points
en route to a 71-53 road win at Drake.

Wendy Ausdemore (20), JoAnn Hamiln (14), Megan Skouby (12) and Kachine Alexander
(11) all reached double figures.

The Hawkeyes used a 21-2 run in the first half to claim a lead they never relinquished.

lowa State made 16 three-pointers en route to an 85-66 win over
lowa last Thursday in Ames. The Cyclones netted 21 second chance
points and 29 points off turnovers for the win.

The Hawkeyes were led by freshman Jaime Printy, who scored 14
points. Freshman Morgan Johnson added a double-double, with 13
points and 11 rebounds.

QH.20 CLOSE

Three of lowa’s five losses have been by five points or less, with
two of those being by three points.

The Hawkeyes had a three-point attempt at the buzzer against
West Virginia fall short, that would have sent the game to overtime.

Against Boston College, lowa missed a three-pointer with seven
seconds left that would have tied the game.

Against Michigan, lowa missed the front-end of a one-and-one
from the free throw line with both 27 and 11 seconds left, each time
trailing by only one point.

{QHNSON EMERGING IN THE PAINT

Freshman Morgan Johnson has had four solid games in a row for
the Hawkeyes in the paint.

Johnson notched her first career double-double in lowa’s win
over Columbia, scoring 18 points and grabbing 12 rebounds. She
followed with a 16-point, six-rebound performance against Boston
College. She added 12 points and seven boards against Michigan,
and collected her second-career double-double with 13 points and
11 rebounds at lowa State.

Johnson had only scored in double figures twice in lowa’s first six
games, but has had four-straight games with at least 10 points.

Sophomore Kamille Wahlin has filled lowa’s scoring role since Ka-
chine Alexander, the team’s leading scorer, went down with an in-
jury.

Wahlin is averaging 17.7 points (.455 FG%, .420 3PT%, .917 FT%)
in the seven games since Alexander’s injury. She has also played an
average of 37.6 minutes in those six games.

NOT PLAYING LIKE A FRESHMAN

Freshman Jaime Printy has started all 10 games for the Hawkeyes,
and hasn’t looked like a rookie on the court.

Printy has scored double figures in seven of her 10 starts, and is
averaging 11.6 points per game and has played 32.3 minutes per
contest.

The Marion, IA, native has also secured at least five rebounds
in nine games, and has had at least three assists in all but three
games.

LOGGING MAJORMINUTES

Due to injuries, lowa’s roster has been forced to play a large
amount of minutes so far.

Head Coach Lisa Bluder

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir) is in her
10th season as head coach at the University
of lowa and her 26th season as a college head
coach. She is a two-time Big Ten and WBCA
Regional Coach of the Year, most recently earn-
ing honors a year ago in 2007-08.

Bluder, 47, has a career record of 530-256
(.674), including a 174-114 (.604) record at
lowa, a 187-106 (.638) record in 10 seasons
(1990-2000) at Drake and a six-year mark
(1984-90) of 169-36 (.824) at St. Ambrose. Bluder is lowa’s second
all-time winningest coach and trails only C. Vivian Stringer. She has
guided the Hawkeyes to six post-season tournaments (4 NCAA, 2 WNIT)
and six upper-division finishes in the Big Ten Conference, including
winning a share of the league championship in 2008 and tying for
second place in 2009.

In her first season with the Hawkeyes, Bluder transformed a strug-
gling program into a 21-game winner. lowa finished second in the Big
Ten, won the conference tournament and advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament. Bluder became lowa’s third coach
to be named Big Ten Coach of the Year. She was also honored as the
College Coach of the Year by the Women’s Basketball News Service
and was named the WBCA District 6 Coach of the Year. lowa’s 2001-
02 squad finished fourth in the Big Ten and advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament for the second consecutive year. In
2003, Bluder guided the Hawkeyes to their first-ever WNIT appearance.
lowa, which had nine underclassmen on its roster, advanced to the
quarterfinals before falling to Creighton. In 2004-05, lowa finished 23-
10, starting the year 13-0 and was the last Division | undefeated team
standing. In 2005-06, Bluder mentored a team plagued by injuries to
a fifth-place Big Ten finish and an NCAA Tournament berth.

In her 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and tradi-
tion to the Bulldog program and established herself as one of the top
coaches in the country. She led Drake to five 20-plus win seasons in
her last six years, including five post-season appearances. She guided
the Bulldogs to eight Missouri Valley Conference Tournament appear-
ances, reaching the semifinals six times and winning the tournament
four times. Bluder was also named the Conference Coach of the Year
three times at Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she coached
six successful seasons, building the Bees into a NAIA powerhouse.
During her tenure at St. Ambrose, Bluder guided the Bees to four
straight national tournaments, including two consecutive Final Four
appearances. The 1990 St. Ambrose team was ranked No. 1 and Bluder
was named the NAIA Converse Coach of the Year.

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, IA, Bluder was a
three-year starter at Northern lowa. She graduated from UNIin 1983
with a bachelor’s degree in marketing.

NEVER RIDING THE PINE

Sophomores Kelly Krei and Kamille Wahlin have both played all 40 minutes in back-to-back
games this season.

Krei never left the court in consecutive games against Illinois State (Nov. 15) and Kansas
(Nov. 18). Wahlin did the same against Boston College (Dec. 2) and Michigan (Dec. 6).

RBRAINING FROM DISTANCE AND THE LINE

The Hawkeyes lead the Big Ten in three-pointers made (78, 7.8), rank second in free throw
percentage (.774, 106-137) and rank third in three-point percentage (.368, 78-212). lowa
also 16th in free throw percentage and 19th in three-pointers made per game, nationally.

Individually, sophomore Kamille Wahlin is leading the conference in three-pointers made
(2.7 per game) and minutes played (36.5). She also ranks fifth in scoring (16.1). Nationally,
Wahlin ranks 46th in three-pointers made per game.

Freshman Morgan Johnson is tied for fourth in the Big Ten and 33rd nationally in blocked
shots (2.1 per game).

INJURY UPDATE

Senior JoAnn Hamlin is out for the season after having a blood clot removed from her right
leg.

Junior Kachine Alexander is expected to miss approximately two weeks with a stress frac-
ture in her right leg. She has missed the last seven games with the injury.

ALEXANDER'S NUNBERS WILL BE MISSED

Junior Kachine Alexander had a solid start to the season. Alexander recorded a double-
double in each of lowa’s first three games, and was averaging 21 points and 15.7 rebounds,
before suffering a stress fracture in her right leg.

lowa’s freshmen and sophomore class are putting up big numbers for the Hawkeyes this
season.

Hawkeye underclassmen are responsible for 88 percent of the teams’ points, 72 percent
of rebounds, 87 percent of minutes played, 89 percent of assists, 85 percent of steals and 91
percent of blocks.

lowa’s freshmen class alone are responsible for 63 percent of the team’s points, 62 per-
cent of rebounds, 64 percent of minutes played, 66 percent of assists, 65 percent of steals
and 89 percent of blocks.

Junior Kachine Alexander was named co-Big Ten Player of the Week Nov. 16 after earning
MVP honors at the KCRG-TV9 Hawkeye Challenge.

Alexander recorded double-doubles in each of lowa’s first two games. She tied a Hawkeye
Challenge tournament record by grabbing 18 rebounds (nine offensive, nine defensive),
along with netting 19 points in lowa’s season-opening win over Santa Clara. Both her 19
points and 18 rebounds were game highs.

Alexander followed on Sunday with a 21 point, 12 rebound (nine offensive, three defen-
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sive) performance in the championship game against lllinois State.
Alexander was clutch down the stretch at the free-throw line, mak-
ing 13-16 attempts from the charity stripe.

ERINTY NAMED BIG TEN FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK

Jaime Printy was named Big Ten Freshman of the Week, after her
performances against William & Mary, West Virginia and Columbia.

Printy averaged 16.3 points, 6.7 rebounds and 5.3 assists, as the
Hawkeyes posted a 2-1 record last week. Printy recorded her first-
ever 20-point game against William & Mary, adding nine rebounds
with five assists. Against West Virginia in the first round of the Nug-
get Classic in Reno, Printy netted 16 points with four boards and five
assists in the close, three-point loss. The Marion, |A, native scored
lowa’s first eight points against the Mountaineers, and made her first
four shots, including a perfect 3-3 from distance.

Printy saved her best for last in lowa’s win over Columbia. She
scored 12 points with five rebounds and three assists in the thrill-
ing win. Printy nailed a three-pointer with 52 seconds left to tie the
game, giving lowa a chance to win on its next possession.

She followed
with 18 points, including the game-winning three-pointer with 10
seconds left, to go along with three points and four assists against
Columbia in the consolation game.

Jade Rogers has signed a National Letter of Intent to attend the Univer-
sity of lowa next fall.

“We are eager to have Jade Rogers join our team,” Bluder said. “Jade

is a tremendous kid that loves the game, and has grown up as a Hawkeye
fan. Jade will be a versatile player that can play a number of positions. She
can post up or she can shoot the long ball. She is also a good rebounder.
Jade has had a great career at Cedar Rapids Kennedy, and is looking for-
ward to continuing her career as a Hawkeye.”
Rogers, a 5-11 forward, is from nearby Hiawatha, 1A, and attends Cedar
Rapids Kennedy High School. She led the state in scoring (22.3) and re-
bounding (13.4) as a sophomore, and was named the Missouri Valley Con-
ference Player of the Year. She also earned first team all-state, all-district,
all-metro and all-conference honors.

Rogers suffered an ACL injury during the summer of the 2008, but re-
turned to the court and helped lead Kennedy to the semifinal round of the
state tournament. Rogers played in 17 games as a junior and averaged
17.9 points and 10.6 rebounds. She was named first team all-state, all-
district, all-metro and all-conference, along with being named to the state
tournament all-tournament team.

As a freshman, Rogers earned second team all-state honors, along with
first team all-district, all-metro and all-conference recognition.

Rogers currently has 1,089 points (18.5 per game average), which is
fourth on the all-time scoring list at Kennedy. She also holds school records
for single-game rebounds (20), single-season rebounds per game (12.6)
and is on pace to become Kennedy's career rebounding leader. Rogers is
also a three-time team captain.
