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SCOUTING AUSTIN PEAY:

lowa will take on Austin Peay in a
three-game series this weekend in
Clarksville, TN.

The Governors are 2-5 after getting
swept by Lamar in four games to start
the season. Since then, Austin Peay
has beaten Tennessee and Cleveland
State. They are currently 1-1 at home.

Governor shortstop, Greg Bachman,
leads the team with a .333 batting av-
erage. Cleanup hitter Trey Lucas also
swings the bat well and has five dou-
bles in six game.

Austin Peay’s pitching is led by start-
ing RHP Ryne Harper, who is 1-0 on
the season with a 0.00 ERA and 11
strikeouts in 14 innings pitched.

lowa leads the all-time series, 1-0.

LAST WEEKEND IN DELAND:

The Hawkeyes went 0-3 in DeLand,
FL. lowa fell to Stetson at Conrad Park
on Friday, 11-0. The Hawkeyes gave
up five in the first and couldn’t recover.
Senior Justin Toole had both lowa hits
stealing two bases and drawing a walk
in the loss.

The Hawkeyes were defeated by
South Alabama at Conrad Park on
Saturday, 11-9. lowa played a solid
defensive game however, was unable
to get its offense going against crafty
left-handed pitcher Lance Baxter until
the seventh inning. lowa made a last
effort rally in the bottom of the ninth,
scoring six runs--however an eight-run
deficit to begin the inning proved to be
too much. The game featured 10 extra
base hits.

lowa lost to Southern lllinois at Con-
rad Park on Sunday, 8-3. Due to arain
delay, the Hawkeyes started an hour
late and were only able to play an eight-
inning contest--due to travel. Toole fin-
ished the weekend going 8-for-10 with
two RBI and two runs scored.

Toole continued to have a monster
weekend going 2-for-3 with an RBI.
Zach McCool also hit well, going
2-for-3 with a run scored and RBI.
Ryan Durant went 3-for-4 with a run
scored and Chett Zeise went 1-for-2
with an RBI.
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MULLER UPDATE:
Sophomore Kurtis Muller missed last
weekend’'s games due to aninjury. The
status of Muller according to Coach
Dahm for this weekend:

“Kurtis will be day-to-day but | want
to be smart with him because it is a
long season and we do not want this
to linger all year long.”

JT IS STREAKING:

Justin Toole has caught fire the past
four games for the Hawkeyes. De-
spite a rocky start, the pre-season all-
American has gone 10-for-14 with four
RBI and only one strikeout.

Toole took over the three-spot this
weekend due to a Kurtis Muller injury
and drove in two runs.

In the Big Ten, Toole ranks ninth in
batting average (.435).

ZEISE CONTINUES TO SHINE:
Chett Zeise made his first career start
as a Hawkeye against Georgetown and
has played in every game since. The
versatile freshman (who can play infield
and outfield) is hitting a solid .286 on
the year with five RBI.

HOEF FILLS FILL IOWA’S “HUMAN
PINATA” ROLE:

The senior career hit-by-pitch leader
continued to take a beating from oppos-
ing pitchers last week in DeLand, FL.
Kevin Hoef was hit by three in just two
games, increasing his season total to
six. He leads the Big Ten by three.

HIPPEN MAKES IMPACT:

Freshman southpaw Jarred Hip-
pen has been throwing well for the
Hawkeyes on the mound. The lowa
reliever has going 4.2 innings and is
second on the team with a 1.93 ERA.

TRANSFER SWINGS THE BAT:
lowa Central Community College ju-
nior transfer, Ryan Durant, has made
a difference in the lowa batting lineup--
with the second best batting average
on the team (.353).

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2009 BRINGS CHANGES:
Beginning with the 2009 season, Big
Ten baseball series shall consist of
three nine-inning games.

If weather or travel problems prevent
play on the originally scheduled days,
the teams may mutually agree to play
on different days.

All games must be completed to nine
innings unless the final game of the
series is stopped because of rain or
darkness. In that case, the last game
will count if it has become regulation
(four and one-half or five innings).

If a game is stopped before comple-
tion, it will become a suspended game
and completed the following day. The
suspended game must be played to its
nine-inning conclusion before a new
game can begin.

If Game 1 is not played on the first
day, two nine-inning games shall be
played on the second day. If Game 2
has not started on the second day, two
nine-inning games shall be played on
the third and final day.

ON THE TUBE:

The Hawkeyes will be on the Big Ten
Network five times in 2009. The five
scheduled dates tie for the most of any
Big Ten school along with Michigan
and Ohio State.

Jack Dahm completed his fifth season as head coach of the University of
lowa baseball team. He has compiled an 408-434-2 overall record and is
125-158 at lowa. Dahm coached in his 800th career game on March 30th

Last season, lowa took another step forward by recording its best record
|| in 14 years with a 31-23 mark. The Hawkeyes placed fourth in the Big
Ten Conference at 17-13. lowa earned its second trip to the conference
tournament in the last three years -- this after going just once the previous

In Dahm’s 14 years as a head coach, he has produced 23 first team all-conference perform-
ers, seven freshmen All-Americans and two All-Americans. In his four years at lowa, Dahm has
coached 19 all-Big Ten selections, including seven first teamers.

Before coming to lowa City, Dahm spent 18 years as a member of the Creighton Bluejay base-
ball program. He left the Bluejays as the winningest coach in school history, having compiled
283 wins against 276 losses in 10 seasons as a head coach.

Twenty-seven of Dahm’s players have been selected in the MLB Draft, while four have gone
on to play in the major leagues. In the past three years, nine Hawkeyes have inked contracts
with professional teams, including three last spring.

In the classroom, lowa is in the 90th-percentile in the NCAAs Academic Progress Report,
placing them in the top 30 baseball programs, academically. During his lowa tenure, Dahm has
seen 33 players named academic all-Big Ten, including a team-record ten players in 2006. That
is the best four-year total in the history of the program.

The 42-year old Dahm and his wife, Lynn, have been married for 15 years. The couple has
three children - sons Casey and Tyler and daughter Lyndsey.

360 all-Tournament team. Freie ended
the weekend going 2-for-8 with four
runs scored, a homerun, two RBI and
three walks.

SUPER SOPHOMORE:

After Kurtis Muller’s tremendous
freshman season ended with a Ping!
freshman all-America bid it is fair to
say watch out to this potential super
sophomore.

Muller set a true-freshman record
with 47 RBI, breaking John Knapp’s
school record of 43 RBI by a true
freshman, which was established in
1984. He will be taking over standout
Caleb Curry’s spot in the lineup --
hitting third and will also roam center
field.

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LAST SEASON:
The lowa baseball team finished its
season 22-33 overall and 10-22 in
conference play.

lowa’s Big Ten triumphs included a
series win over Indiana, taking three
from the Hoosiers in Bloomington. lowa
finished as the fourth-best hitting team
in the conference with a .316 average,
fifth in fielding with a .960 and ninth in
pitching with a 6.63 ERA.

Nationally, the team was third in sto-
len bases, 19th in hit by pitches, 29th
in triples, 39th in sacrifice flies and 44th
in batting average.

One of the biggest triumphs of 2008
was a victory against No. 5 Vander-
bilt on the Commodores’ home field,
12-9.

Another season highlight was mid-
week games. lowa went 7-4 during
these non-conference games.

As a team, the Black and Gold broke
a couple school records. lowa stole
138 bases, which are the most in a
single-season by a Hawkeye team,
the previous record of 127 was set in
1981.

The team also set a record with a
team total of 86 hit-by-pitches, breaking
the previous record of 83, which was
set last season.

THE ASSISTANT COACHES:

Head Coach Jack Dahm is assisted
by coach Ryan Brownlee and coach
Chris Maliszewski, along with volun-
teer coach Kris Welker.

Ryan Brownlee embarks on his sixth
season as lowa’s hitting, infield instruc-
tor and recruiting coordinator.

Over the past eight seasons, Brown-
lee has had 16 players he coached or
recruited drafted; two more signed
free agent contracts.

Last season, Brownlee’s expertise
on stealing bases and hitting helped
establish several team and individual
records. lowa stole 138 bases, which
are the most in a single-season by a
Hawkeye team; the previous record
of 127 was in 1981. The team total
ranked third in the nation. On top of
that, lowa knocked out 436 singles for
a new single-season record and wore
86 pitches to set a single-season
team record in hit-by-pitches.

Brownlee’s recruiting was a suc-
cess in 2008. The incoming class was
ranked the 49th-best class accord-
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ing to Perfect Game Cross Checker.
lowa’s ranking of 49 is the highest of
any Big Ten team.

Chris Maliszewski is starting his
first season as assistant coach for the
Hawkeyes, replace Nick Zumsande.

Maliszewski returns to his alma mater
after serving two seasons as the outfield
and catching instructor and recruiting
coordinator at Valparaiso University.

Prior to joining Valparaiso’s staff,
Maliszewski was a volunteer assistant
coach for Dahm and the Hawkeyes
in 2005 and 2006. Working with the
pitching staff in 2005, he helped lead
the Black and Gold to one of their most
successful seasons in the program’s
history, posting a 19-13 Big Ten mark.

Maliszewski has also coached in the
Northwoods League, a top collegiate
summer league.

Kris Welker is in his third season as
the team’s volunteer assistant. Welker
works with the lowa catchers and out-
fielders, prepares scouting reports,
coordinates team travel, coaches first
base and is lowa’s camp coordinator.

As a player, Welker was a key
member of the Hawkeyes in 2004 and
2005. As a senior, Welker earned
third team all-Big Ten honors, help-
ing lowa to a third-place finish in the
Big Ten and a trip to the conference
tournament. He lead the team with a
.354 batting average, 46 RBI and 16
doubles.
