IOW A BASEBALL 
G UDEX  G ETS TW O W INS IN IOW A SW EEP 
 
IOW A CITY  – The University  o f Io w a baseball team  sw ept a Saturday  do ubleheader ag ainst the 
M innesota G o lden G o phers at Banks F ield, 3-1 and 10-9. Io w a ups its reco rd to  23-23 o verall 
and 14-9 in the Big  Ten. M innesota falls to  24-22 and 13-10 in the co nference. Io w a is no w  in 
so le po ssessio n o f sec o nd place in the Big  Ten. 
 
Haw key e clo ser Tim  G udex earned the victo ry  in both g am es, upp ing  his rec o rd to  9-3 o n the 
y ear. He is 7 -0 in Big  Ten play , w hich is to ps in the co nference. 
 
Like the first g am e o f the series, g am e o ne o n Saturday  w as a classic p itcher’s dual, w ith each 
starter w o rking  deep into  the g am e. Jeff M aitland threw  five stro ng  inning s fo r Io w a and 
allo w ed just five hits, w hile M innesota co unterpart Co le DeVries allo w ed six hits o ver six 
inning s in taking  the lo ss. 
 
In the botto m  o f the fifth, Jeff Eng el reached o n a perfect drag  bunt do w n the first base line and 
w as replaced by  p inch runner L.J. M im s, w ho  pro m ptly  sto le seco nd. Andy  Ly tle ripped a 
sing le to  center that plated M im s and g ave Io w a a 1-0 lead. 
 
The G o phers tied thing s up in the to p o f the sixth w ith a o ne-o ut RBI sing le o ff the bat o f Andy  
Hunter, but Io w a cam e rig ht back to  re-take the lead in the botto m  o f the inning . Sky ler M oss 
led o ff w ith a bunt sing le and Nate Y oho w alked to  g ive Io w a a pair o f runners. A fielder’s 
cho ice by  Dusty  Nap oleon put runners at the co rners, and Andy  Cox’s hit by  p itch lo aded the 
bases fo r p inch hitter Travis Sw eet. The freshm an cam e thro ug h, cho pp ing  an infield sing le to  
third that allo w ed M o ss to  sc o re. Napo leo n cam e aro und to  sc o re w hen G o pher third basem an 
David Hrnc irik’s thro w  to  first w ent into  the dug o ut, g iving  Io w a the 3-1 lead. 
 
G udex, w ho  entered the g am e in the to p o f the sixth, shut thing s do w n in the seventh to  end the 
g am e and earn his eig hth w in o f the seaso n.  
 
G am e tw o  w as a w ild o ne, w ith each team  trading  the lead seem ing ly  every  inning . Io w a ended 
up o n to p w hen Co x ripped a tw o -run do uble in the botto m  o f the sixth to  g ive the Haw key es a 
10-9 lead. 
 
The G o phers cam e o ut firing , taking  a 3-0 lead in the to p o f the first w ith tw o  RBI sing les and a 
sacrifice fly . The Haw key es chipped aw ay  in the botto m  o f the seco nd, g etting  a run w hen Luis 
Andrulonis lined a sing le to  center that bro ug ht ho m e Kris W elker. 
 
M innesota g o t the run rig ht back in the to p o f the third w hen To ny  Lesem an blasted a so lo  ho m e 
run o ver the left field fence. Io w a landed a tw o -run co unterpunch in the botto m  o f the inning , 
g etting  an RBI sing le fro m  Y o ho  and a w arning -track sacrifice fly  by  Co x to  cut the lead to  4-3. 
 



 

After the G o phers to o k a 6-3 lead in the to p o f the fo urth, Io w a cam e sto rm ing  back w ith three 
runs o ff fo ur hits and a co stly  M innesota erro r to  tie thing s up. M innesota respo nded in the fifth 
w ith their sec o nd so lo  ho m e run o f the g am e. 
 
Io w a to o k the lead in the botto m  o f the fifth, g etting  a pair o f runs w itho ut a hit. Io w a used a 
sacrifice fly  fro m  Napo leo n and another co stly  G o pher erro r to  take the 8 -7  advantag e. Once 
ag ain the G o phers cam e back w ith a pair o f runs to  reg ain a 9-8  lead w ith a do uble o ff the to p o f 
the w all in centerfield and an RBI g ro undo ut. 
 
The Haw key es w ill g o  fo r the series w in ag ainst the G o phers Sunday  at 1 p.m .
