Senior Becky Walters enters Saturday’s contest with 497 career kills. Walters has
176 kills in 2010, five short of her career high set in 2009. She needs three kills to
reach the 500 mark and six kills to set a single-season career high.

CLEANING THE FLOOR - IT’S A ROOKIE JOB

Freshman libero Bethany Yeager is on pace to top the record for digs by an lowa
freshman. Since 1982, only Emily Hiza has led the team in digs as a freshman
(472, 2005). Yeager has 340 digs through 20 matches and is pace for 493 saves.
She has picked up at least 20 digs seven times this season, including 24 vs. Wis-
consin (10/22), 32 vs. Indiana (10/1), 21 vs. Saint Louis (9/4), 33 vs. Creighton
(9/4), 20 vs. Wake Forest (9/3), 21 vs. Green Bay (8/29) and 23 vs. Southern II-
linois (8/28).

SERVING UP A RECORD

Senior Becky Walters has 31 service aces in 20 matches. At her current rate, she
will finish with 45 service aces, the highest total since Jenny Rees served 55 aces
in 1989. Since the inception of rally scoring in 2001, the school record for service
aces in a season is 36, set by Sara Meyermann in 2001. Walters ranks fourth in
the conference averaging 0.41 aces per game. lowa’s middle blocker entered the
season with 15 career service aces but has more than doubled that total with 31
in 2010. She has recorded at least one service ace in 14 of lowa’s 20 contests.

FOUR ON THE FLOOR

The Hawkeyes have started four freshmen in a single match three times this sea-
son, more than any other Big Ten team. Rachael Bedell, Nikki Dailey, Chante’
Thompson and Bethany Yeager have started at Northern lllinois (9/19), vs. Min-
nesota (10/6) and at Northwestern (10/8). Yeager has not missed a set while
starting every match at the libero position. Dailey has eight starts under her belt
and OH Rachael Bedell has started 13 matches, including the last four. Chante’
Thompson made her first career start at Northern Illinois and contributed a ca-
reer-best six kills against the Huskies.

WHO STARTED IT?

Three Hawkeyes have started every match this season. Senior MB Becky Walters,
junior OH Megan Eskew and freshman libero Bethany Yeager have started each
of lowa’s 20 contests. Walters leads lowa in kills (176), blocks (71) and service
aces (31); Yeager leads lowa with 340 digs and Eskew leads the team in total at-
tacks (605).

STEVENS-STEVENS

Six Hawkeyes have recorded double-doubles this season, but none more than
junior Paige Stevens. lowa’s setter has posted seven double-doubles, all of which
were of the assist-dig variety. Stevens’ last double-double (25 assists, 12 digs)
came in lowa’s five-set loss to Illinois (10/23). Other Hawkeyes to record dou-
ble-doubles include Megan Eskew (5), Nikki Dailey (3), Mallory Husz (1), Tiffany
Nilges (1) and Becky Walters (1).

DIGGIN’ IT OUT

The Hawkeyes rank third in the Big Ten in digs per set. lowa (15.01) is led by
freshman libero Bethany Yeager, who picks up 4.53 digs per set, the fourth best
total in the conference. Yeager recorded a career-best 33 digs against Creighton
(9/4), the second highest single-match total in the Big Ten this season and the
sixth-highest total in program history.

GOING THE DISTANCE

Six times this season lowa has played into the fifth set. The Hawkeyes have
been victorious in four of the six matches. The Hawkeyes rallied from two sets
down to top Southern Illinois (8/28), nearly lost a two-set advantage before top-
ping Creighton (9/4) and rallied from a 2-1 deficit to beat Saint Louis (9/4). The
Hawkeyes have lost five-set decisions at Drake (9/14) and vs. Wisconsin (10/22).
lowa was 2-1 in five-set matches last season.

PROGRAM FIRST

For the first time in program history, the lowa volleyball team started 3-0 in con-
secutive seasons. lowa swept through the Hawkeye Challenge to post its 3-0 re-
cord this year. In 2009, the Hawkeyes matched the best start in program history
by winning their first six matches. The Hawkeyes’ 5-1 start matches the second-
best start in program history. Only the 1978, 1988 and 2009 teams started the
season with a better record (6-0).
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Head Coach Sharon Dingman

Sharon Dingman was hired as the
eighth coach in lowa volleyball history
March 21, 2008.

In two seasons at the helm of the
volleyball program, she has led the
Hawkeyes to historical heights.

In 2009, Dingman helped lowa
match the best start in program his-
tory by guiding the Hawkeyes to a 6-0
start. lowa eventually became the first
team in school history to start the season 7-0 on the road.

lowa has set season attendance records in each of Ding-
man’s two years as head coach, including averaging a school-
record 1,632 fans in 2009, the 23rd highest total in the coun-
try.

In her first season she led lowa to its most successful cam-
paign in eight years. The Hawkeyes’ 14 overall victories and
six conference wins were the most by an lowa Volleyball
team since 2000. Dingman also reached a personal milestone
in her inagural Hawkeye season, recording career victory No.
350 November 14 in a five-set victory over Northwestern.

lowa re-established a home-court advantage in Dingman'’s
first season, posting its first winning season at North Carver
since 1998 and setting a program attendance record.

Dingman came to lowa after serving as head coach at lllinois
State from 2000-07, where she compiled a 147-98 record. In
2007, Dingman led the Redbirds to their first at-large berth
into the NCAA Tournament since 1997. Illinois State reached
the championship match of the Missouri Valley Conference
Tournament and finished with a 21-12 overall record.

lllinois State produced winning seasons in seven of the
eight seasons under Dingman and never finished lower than
fifth in the Missouri Valley Conference. Dingman produced
21 all-Missouri Valley Conference selections, including Player
of the Year, Libero of the Year and two Freshman of the Year
honorees.

Dingman started her head coaching career in 1991 at Au-
burn, where she led the Tigers to a 22-13 record in her only
season at the helm. Her 1991 squad become the first Auburn
volleyball tem to receive votes in the national poll and Au-
burn’s fourth place finish in the SEC that season marked the
highest finish ever for Auburn at the time.

She then moved to Butler in 1992, where she served as
head coach for eight seasons. Dingman led the Bulldogs to
four 20 win seasons and three postseason tournaments, in-
cluding an appearance in the NCAA Tournament in 1997 after
capturing the Midwestern Collegiate Conference title. She
was named MCC Coach of the Year in 1997 after compiling a
28-7 record.

Prior to becoming a head coach, Dingman spent seven sea-
sons as an assistant coach at three Division | programs. Af-
ter one season at Northern Michigan (1984), she assisted at
Texas Tech for three seasons (1985-87). Dingman then spent
three seasons at Kentucky (1988-90) and helped the Wildcats
to an SEC Championship in 1988 along with three-straight re-
gional finals appearances in the NCAA Tournament.

ABOUT NORTHWESTERN

The Wildcats are led by 11th-year head coach Keylor Chen
and a pair of veteran front row attackers. Senior Naomi
Johnson leads Northwestern with a team-best 232 Kkills.
Graduate student Sabel Moffett is a close second with 225
kills and leads the Wildcats with 115 blocks. Northwestern
leads the all-time series 34-26-1. The teams split the season
series a year ago, with each team defending its home court.
lowa swept the Wildcats in lowa City on Oct. 23 (25-23, 27-
25, 25-21).

HAWKEYE CAPTAINS

Senior Becky Walters and junior Megan Eskew are team cap-
tains for the 2010 season. Walters, a fifth-year senior from
Parkersburg, IA, leads lowa with 30 service aces and 47 total
blocks. Eskew missed 2009 with a knee injury but returned
to the court with a bang by earning all-tournament honors
at the season-opening Hawkeye Challenge.

DEEP IN THE HEARTLAND

The Hawkeyes have four freshmen on the roster, including
three from the Lone Star State. Freshmen Bethany Yeager
(Brenham, TX), Chante’ Thompson (Hurst, TX) and Rachael
Bedell (Plano, TX) all come from the state of Texas. The trio
is joined by freshman Nikki Dailey (Franklin, WI). lowa’s
freshmen quartet represents a 2010 recruiting class that
earned Highest Honorable Mention by PrepVolleyball.com.

HUFFMAN SIDELINED

Senior Aimee Huffman continues to rehab from a right
should injury and will miss the 2010 season. Huffman was
an Academic all-Big Ten honoree in 2009 and was expected
to be lowa top returning scorer. Last season, the Poth, TX na-
tive ranked among the team leaders in kills (second), assists
(third), blocks (third) and digs (third). Huffman started the
first 26 games of 2009 before missing the final six matches
due to illness. She was named MVP of two preseason tour-
naments and earned all-tournament honors at last year’s
Hawkeye Challenge.
