Iowa is looking to complete an undefeated regular season for the fifth time in school 
history, and first time since 1922: (1899, 8-0-1; 1900, 8-0-1; 1921, 7-0; 1922, 7-0).  

The Hawkeyes are 11-0 for the first time in school history. Iowa has won a school-
record 11 games for the third time in program history (2002, 2009).

Iowa (11-0, 7-0) is one of two remaining unbeaten teams in FBS (Clemson 11-0, 8-0 ACC). 
The Hawkeyes are ranked No. 3 in the AP Poll, their highest ranking since Dec. 8, 2002, 
when they were also third.  Iowa was ranked fourth in the BCS rankings twice in 2009.

The Hawkeyes are 4-0 on the road with a pair of wins over ranked opponents 
(#18 Wisconsin; #20 Northwestern). Iowa is one of only four schools with multiple road 
wins over ranked opponents: Alabama (3), Michigan State (2) and UCLA (2).  

Iowa leads the Big Ten and ranks fifth nationally with a plus-11 turnover margin. Iowa 
has scored 76 points off turnovers and leads the Big Ten with 13 interceptions. The 
Hawkeyes have turned the ball over only once since Oct. 31.

The Hawkeyes have scored 30-plus points in five straight Big Ten games for the first time 
in school history. No Iowa team has ever scored 30 points or more in six straight games 
(conference or non-conference).  

Junior QB C.J. Beathard is 12-0 as Iowa’s starting quarterback. He is the only quarterback 
in school history to win his first 12 career starts. He is 5-0 on the road, 7-0 at home, and 
8-0 in the Big Ten. 

Junior DB Desmond King leads the country with eight interceptions. His eight interceptions 
tie the single-season school record (Lou King, 1981; Nile Kinnick, 1939). The eight picks are 
the most by a Big Ten player in a single season since Wisconsin’s Jim Leonard had 11 in 2002.

Jordan Canzeri (256), Akrum Wadley (204), and LeShun Daniels (195) have each rushed for at 
least 195 yards in a single game this season, making Iowa the first FBS team since LSU in 1997 to 
have at least three different players rush for 195-plus yards in a single game in the same season.

Iowa has scored a touchdown on its opening possession three straight weeks, and has 
outscored its opponents 71-23 in the first quarter.

	 Iowa and Nebraska are playing “The Hy-Vee Heroes Game” Friday, with the winner 
claiming the Heroes Trophy. The trophy game between the Hawkeyes and Cornhuskers, 
established in 2011, is the latest trophy game for the Hawkeyes, who also play trophy 
games with Iowa State (Cy-Hawk Trophy), Minnesota (Floyd of Rosedale) and Wisconsin 
(Heartland Trophy).  Iowa gained possession of the trophy for the first time with a 38-17 
win at Nebraska in 2013. The Huskers are currently in possession of the Heroes Trophy. It 
is the only rivalry trophy not in Iowa’s possession. 

	 THE SERIES
	 Nebraska holds a 29-13-3 advantage in the series that began with a 22-0 Iowa victory 
in 1891. The visiting team has won the last three meetings.  
	 Nebraska holds a 15-3-1 advantage in games played in Lincoln, but the Hawkeyes won 
the most recent meeting, 38-17, in 2013. It marked Iowa’s first win in Lincoln since 1943 
(33-13), and the 38 points scored are the most Iowa has scored in the series. 
	 The 1999 Iowa-Nebraska game in Kinnick Stadium marked Coach Kirk Ferentz’s first game 
as Iowa’s head coach.  
	 The first 10 games in the series were played in either Omaha (eight games) or Council 
Bluffs (two games). The series was even at 4-4-2 in those 10 meetings.  Here are the series 
results:

•	 Ferentz is eighth with 126 overall wins as a member of the Big Ten 
Conference. He has 75 Big Ten wins, which ranks eighth all-time. 

•	 Named the 2002 Associated Press and Walter Camp National 
Coach of the Year and AFCA Regional Coach of the Year.

•	 Iowa has made two BCS bowl appearances, including a 24-14 win 
in the 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl.  

•	 Iowa has played in seven January bowl games with four January 
bowl victories (2004 Outback Bowl, 2005 Capital One Bowl, 2009 
Outback Bowl and 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl).  

•	 Iowa has posted a 117-64 (.646) overall mark and a 70-46 (.603) 
Big Ten record since 2001. Ferentz has placed in the top one-half of 
the conference 10 times, including  Big Ten titles in 2002 and 2004, 
a second-place finish in 2009, and a West Division title in 2015.

•	 At Iowa, Ferentz holds an overall record of 126-85 (.597) and a 
75-60 (.556) mark in Big Ten games.

	 In each of the last eight years, an eventual NFL first-round draft 
pick started on the offensive line.

The 
88-yard interception returns by Bower and King tie for the seventh longest interception 
returns in school history. Iowa ranks 12th in the country with three defensive scores this 
season.
	 Iowa has at least one interception return for a touchdown in each of the last eight 
seasons, and 13 of the last 15 seasons. 

	 POWER OF THREE
	 Three Hawkeyes (Jordan Canzeri, 256, Akrum Wadley, 204; LeShun Daniels, 195) have 
combined for eight 100-yard rushing games this season: Canzeri (4x), Wadley (twice), and 
Daniels (twice). The last time the Hawkeyes had three different players rush for over 100 
yards in a game in the same season was 2005: Albert Young (8x), and Shonn Greene and 
Damian Sims once each.
	 The Hawkeyes also have three receivers with 100-yard receiving games: Matt VandeBerg 
(1), Tevaun Smith (1), and Jerminic Smith (1). It is the first time since 1995 three different 
Hawkeyes recorded 100-yard receiving games: Tim Dwight (2x), Demo Odems (1), Scott

	 REMOVE THE REDSHIRT
	 Four true freshmen have played in 2015. OL James Daniels, WR Jerminic Smith, and 
WR Adrian Falconer all saw action in the season opener. LB Jack Hockaday saw his first 
action Week 7 at Northwestern. 
	 Smith started at Wisconsin, becoming the first Iowa freshman to start at wide receiver 
since Matt VandeBerg started two games in 2013. Daniels made his first career start at 
Northwestern, becoming the first true freshman to start on the offensive line since Bryan 
Bulaga in 2007. Daniels joined the Iowa program last spring and participated in spring 
practice.

	 QB C.J. BEATHARD (JR., 6-2, 209)
	 Career Games Played/Starts: 25/12
	 Junior QB C.J. Beathard is the only quarterback in school history to win his first 12 
career starts. He is one of only four Power 5 quarterbacks to win each of their first 12 
career starts since 2010. The others include Heisman Trophy winner Cam Newton, Auburn; 
Oregon’s Darron Thomas; and Heisman Trophy winner Jameis Winston, Florida State.  
	 Beathard ranks fifth in the Big Ten in total offense with 2,537 yards. He has 2,257 yards 
passing and 280 yards rushing.

	 Junior CB Desmond King is one of 16 semifinalists for the Jim Thorpe Award, given 
annually to the best defensive back in football, and one of 15 Players to Watch for the 
Walter Camp Player of the Year Award.  King tied the single-season school record with 
his eighth interception in Week 9 at Indiana (Nile Kinnick 1939, Lou King 1981). He has 
at least one interception in six games, including two games with multiple interceptions 
(Pitt, Wisconsin). His seventh interception of the season against Maryland was returned 
88 yards for his second career touchdown. 
	 King was named Big Ten Conference Co-Defensive Player of the Week and Jim Thorpe 
national Player of the Week after recording a pair of interceptions at Wisconsin. 
	 Five of his eight interceptions this season have resulted in Iowa scores (3 TDs, 2 FG).

He totaled 180 
return yards against North Texas (71 punt and 109 kickoff), becoming the fourth Big 
Ten player in the last 20 seasons with 100-plus kickoff return yards and 70-plus punt 
return yards in a single game.

 	 Senior DE Drew Ott is out for the season after suffering a torn ACL against Illinois in 
Week 6. He recorded one sack and two tackles-for-loss before leaving the game with an 
injury.
	 Ott left the Iowa State game in Week 2 with an injury and saw limited snaps Week 3 
against Pitt. Ott’s streak of 15 consecutive starts at defensive end ended Week 3 vs. Pitt.

•	 Five Iowa graduates are active offensive tackles in the NFL, more than any other school 

(Virginia also has five).
•	 At least one Iowa Hawkeye has been selected in every NFL Draft since 1978.
•	 Kirk Ferentz has produced seven first-round draft picks, tied for ninth most among ac-

tive college coaches. 
•	 Since 2011, Iowa has had 22 players drafted in the NFL. Among Big Ten teams, only 

Ohio State matches Iowa’s NFL total. Iowa has had five first round picks in the last six 
NFL drafts, tying Wisconsin (5) for the league lead.

•	 Iowa had 22 players drafted from 2010-15, including four first round picks (OL Bryan 
Bulaga, 2010; DE Adrian Clayborn, 2011; OL Riley Reiff, 2012; OL Brandon Scherff, 2015).

•	 Iowa and Alabama were the only two college football programs to have a first round 
draft selection following the 2009, 2010 and 2011 seasons.  

•	 Iowa had six players drafted in the 2012 NFL Draft, which tied for the most in the Big 
Ten and tied for fourth in the country.

•	 Former Hawkeye Marshal Yanda (Baltimore OL) is a four-time Pro-Bowler (2011-14) 
and was named NFL All-Pro in 2012, 2013, and 2014.

•	 In NFL 2011 regular season statistics, former Hawkeye linebackers Chad Greenway 
(Minnesota) and Pat Angerer (Indianapolis) finished third and fourth, respectively, in 
tackles. Greenway was named to the Pro Bowl in 2012 and 2013. 

•	 Three former Hawkeyes were involved in the 2012 Super Bowl.  DB Tyler Sash played for 
the Super Bowl champion New York Giants, while LB Jeff Tarpinian was on the injured 
reserve roster of the New England Patriots.   Former Iowa center Brian Ferentz, now is 
his fourth year as Iowa’s offensive line coach, was New England’s tight ends coach.

•	 Former Iowa DB Sean Considine and OL Marshal Yanda won Super Bowl rings with the 
2012 Baltimore Ravens in the 2013 Super Bowl.

•	 Iowa and Ohio State are the only teams in the Big Ten to win 

their first nine games to start a season more than once since 
2000 (Ohio State six times; Iowa twice).

•	 The Hawkeyes have earned bowl eligibility in 14 of the last 15 
seasons. 

•	 Iowa will play in the Big Ten title game for the first time in 
program history on Dec. 5. Iowa earned Big Ten Conference 
championships in 2002 and 2004 and placed second in 2009. 
Iowa (8-0, 2002) is one of four Big Ten teams to post a perfect 
mark in conference play since 1998 (BCS era).

•	 Iowa has ranked in the top 10 in the final Associated Press and 
CNN/USA Today coaches polls four times since 2002, including 
a ranking of seventh in both polls at the conclusion of the 2009 
season. Iowa ranked eighth in 2002, 2003 and 2004 and the 
Hawkeyes were also 20th in 2008.

•	 Since 1936 when the first AP poll was released, Iowa has ap-
peared the poll 305 times, the fifth highest total in the Big Ten 
(Ohio State, Michigan, Wisconsin, and MSU). Iowa has been the 
top-ranked team in the country 11 times.

•	 Iowa has matched its school record with 11 wins (2002, 11-2) 
and (2009, 11-2).  In 2009, Iowa started 9-0 and won 10 regular 
season games for just the fourth time in school history.

•	 Iowa won 10 or more games in three consecutive years (2002-
04) for the first time in school history.

•	 Kirk Ferentz has been named Big Ten Coach of the Year three 
times (2002, 2004 & 2009) and he was named National Coach 
of the Year in 2002. Ferentz joins Michigan’s Bo Schembechler 
(four), Iowa’s Hayden Fry (three) and Penn State’s Joe Paterno 
(three) as the only coaches to be honored in more than two 
seasons.

•	 Iowa has had national award winners in: Robert Gallery (2003 
Outland, Top Lineman); Brad Banks (2002 Davey O’Brien, Top 
Quarterback; 2002 Associated Press National Player of the Year); 
Dallas Clark (2002 Mackey, Top Tight End); Nate Kaeding (2002

•	 Iowa’s football record in the 2000 decade was 80-45 (.640), a 
record that ranks as the best decade in Iowa football history, 
based on total wins.

•	 Part of the Hawkeyes’ long term success is due to the stability 
in the program. Iowa has had just two head coaches since 1979. 
Hayden Fry took over prior to the 1979 season and coached 
through the 1998 season, posting a record of 143-89-6. Current 
coach Kirk Ferentz replaced Fry, leading the program for the 
17th season. Ferentz also served as Iowa’s offensive line coach 
from 1981-89 under Fry.

	 Iowa Coach Kirk Ferentz is featured on “Hawk Talk with Kirk 
Ferentz” each week. The 90-minute radio call-in show is hosted 
by Gary Dolphin, the play-by-play voice of the Iowa Hawkeyes. The 
show airs each Wednesday evening at 6:30 p.m. (CT) from Carlos 
O’Kelly’s in Iowa City.

	 IOWA BOWL NOTES
	 Iowa has appeared in 28 bowl games with a record of 14-13-
1 (.518). The Hawkeyes have competed in the Rose (five times), 
Outback (four), Alamo (four), Holiday (three), Orange (two), Peach 
(two), Sun (two), Insight (two), Gator/TaxSlayer (two), and the 
Capital One, and Freedom bowls once.
•	 Iowa has played 12 bowl games under Kirk Ferentz (6-6).
•	 Iowa has been bowl eligible 14 of the last 15 seasons under 

head coach Kirk Ferentz and his staff.
•	 Iowa ranks third in Big Ten bowl appearances. Ohio State has 

received a conference-best 45 bowl bids, followed by Michigan 
(43), Iowa (28) and Wisconsin (26). 

•	 During the BCS bowl era (1998-2013), the Big Ten qualified 27 
teams for BCS bowls, more than any other conference.  Eight 
different Big Ten programs played in BCS bowl games, including 
two appearances by Iowa (1-1).

	 Iowa coach Kirk Ferentz has two of his three sons involved in the 
Iowa program again in 2015. Brian, a former Hawkeye letterman 
and captain (2003-05), is in his fourth season as Iowa’s offensive line 
coach. Steven is an offensive lineman who is in his fourth season 
as a redshirt junior. James Ferentz was a three-year starter on the 
Hawkeye offensive line and a team captain before graduating in 
May 2013.  He is currently playing for the NFL’s Denver Broncos.  
Ferentz is the only FBS coach ever to coach three sons at the same 
school.

	 Freshmen Landan and Levi Paulsen are the sixth set of twins 
to play football at the University of Iowa.

    	 MORE THAN ONE
    	 Eleven high schools have contributed more than one player to 
the current Iowa football roster. Dowling Catholic HS in West Des 
Moines, Iowa; and Providence Catholic HS in Homer Glen, Illinois 
each graduated three current Hawkeyes. The schools with two 
current Hawkeyes include DeMatha Catholic HS (Washington, D.C.), 
Harding HS (Warren, Ohio), Regina HS (Iowa City, Iowa), Solon HS

	 Junior QB C.J. Beathard gained 111 yards but lost 34 yards 
rushing against Iowa State on Sept. 12. His net gain of 77 yards 
threatened his career-high of 82 set at the 2015 TaxSlayer Bowl. 
The last Iowa quarterback to rush for 100 yards in a single game 
was Butch Caldwell, who ran for 109 yards on 12 attempts against 
Michigan State on Nov. 24, 1973 in Iowa City.

	 In his third career start, the Franklin, Tennessee, native 
completed 15-of-25 passes for 215 yards and three touchdowns 
as the Hawkeyes scored 21 unanswered points in the second half 
to earn the road victory.

He completed 15-of-25 attempts for 215 yards 
and three touchdowns with no interceptions. He also rushed 10 
times for 77 yards, including runs of 44 and 57 yards. His scoring 
strikes covered three, 14, and 25 yards, with the 25-yard score 
giving Iowa the lead with 2:14 remaining in the fourth quarter.
	 The Big Ten weekly honor was the first for Beathard. He is the 
first Hawkeye to win the offensive honor since former WR Marvin 
McNutt, Jr., following a win over Indiana in 2011.

	 Junior defensive back Desmond King is one of 15 “Players to 
Watch” for the Walter Camp Football Foundation 2015 Player of 
the Year.  The award is the fourth-oldest college football award in 
the nation.
  	 The Player of the Year Award is voted on by the 129 Football 
Bowl Subdivision head coaches and sports information directors.
King leads the nation with eight interceptions.  King has multiple 
interceptions in two games, with two thefts in wins over Pittsburgh 
and Wisconsin.  The eight interceptions tie the Iowa single-season 
record (Lou King, 1981; Nile Kinnick, 1939).  King has 11 career 
thefts, which ties for eighth best at Iowa.
	 King has recorded 27 solo tackles and 16 assists, with one tackle 
for loss.  He leads the Hawkeyes with seven pass break-ups.  Iowa 
ranks among national leaders in turnover margin (7th), takeaways 
(10th), rushing defense (9th), and interceptions (17th).
	 King was named the Jim Thorpe national Defensive Player of the 
Week and Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week following Iowa’s 
win at Wisconsin.  He is also the first Hawkeye with multiple multi-
interception games in a season (Pittsburgh and at Wisconsin) since 
Tyler Sash in 2009.
	 King is also Iowa’s primary kickoff and punt returner.  He 
averages 12.7 yards on punt returns and 25.1 yards on kickoff 
returns to rank third in the Big Ten in both categories.

	 The Big Ten honor is the second for King. He was named 
Freshman of the Week on Oct. 21, 2013, after recording 12 tackles 
in a 34-24 loss at No. 3 Ohio State.
	 King led Iowa’s defensive effort in the win at Wisconsin as the 
Hawkeye defense held the Badgers to two field goals in snapping 
Wisconsin’s 10-game home winning streak. King’s first interception, 
and 15-yard return, led to the only touchdown in the game as Iowa 
took a 7-3 advantage. He recorded his second interception at the 
Iowa 11-yard line to stop Wisconsin’s opening drive of the third 
quarter. 
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	 King also had five solo tackles, four assists and two pass break-
ups against the Badgers. On special teams, King had three kick 
returns for 65 yards.

	 KING NAMED SEMIFINALIST FOR JIM THORPE AWARD
	 DB Desmond King is one of 16 semifinalists for the 2015 Jim 
Thorpe Award, given to the top defensive back in college football. 
The junior leads the country with eight interceptions. King has 
multiple interceptions in two games, with two thefts in wins over 
Pittsburgh and Wisconsin.
	 King was named the Jim Thorpe national Defensive Player of 
the Week and Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week following 
Iowa’s win at Wisconsin. His seven interceptions are the most for 
a Hawkeye in a season since Kerry Burt had seven in 1987. He is 
also the first Hawkeye with multiple multi-interception games in 
a season since Tyler Sash in 2009.

	 MEIER NAMED TO HENDRICKS AWARD WATCH LIST
	 DE Nate Meier was one of 32 players named to the midseason 
Watch List for the 14th edition of the Ted Hendricks Award.
Meier is a senior from Tabor, Iowa (Fremont-Mills HS). He ranks 
fourth on the team with 68 tackles, including 28 solo tackles and 
40 assists. Meier leads Iowa in sacks (6.5-44) and tackles for loss 
(10-51). He has forced one fumble and recovered one fumble, 
to go with one pass break-up. His eight quarterback hurries lead 
the team. 
	 The final Mid-Season Watch List will be announced in late 
November. The 2015 winner will be announced on Dec. 9.

	 CANZERI EARNS CONFERENCE HONOR
	 RB Jordan Canzeri was named Big Ten Conference Offensive 
Player of the Week for his performance in Iowa’s 29-20 win over 
Illinois. The Big Ten honor was the first for Canzeri.
Canzeri led Iowa’s offense with 256 rushing yards on 43 attempts. 
He also had two receptions for 15 yards. He scored twice, including 
a 17-yard reception in the second quarter and a 75-yard run in the 
third period.
	 Canzeri was at his best in the fourth quarter against Illinois, 
rushing on 11 consecutive plays for 59 yards. Iowa used 6:53 of the 
quarter to set up a Marshall Koehn field goal after Illinois pulled 
within 23-20. Following a fumble recovery, Canzeri added three 
additional rushing attempts before Koehn sealed the victory with 
his third field goal of the game.
	 Canzeri established an Iowa record for rushing attempts in a 
game, passing the previous mark of 42, which was held by Sedrick 
Shaw (at Michigan State, 1995). The 256 rushing yards ranks third 
best for a single game at Iowa.

	 WADLEY NAMED B1G OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK
	 RB Akrum Wadley was named Big Ten Conference Offensive 
Player of the Week for his performance in Iowa’s 40-10 win at No. 
20 Northwestern. 
	 Wadley led Iowa’s offense with 204 rushing yards on 26 
attempts. He tied a single-game Iowa record with four rushing 
touchdowns, becoming the seventh Hawkeye to accomplish the 
feat. The 204 rushing yards ties as the 14th best single-game total 
in school history, as Wadley established career bests in rushing 

attempts, yards and touchdowns.  
	 The Big Ten honor is the second weekly honor for Wadley. He 
was recognized as Big Ten Freshman of the Week on Nov. 3, 2014, 
after rushing 15 times for 106 yards and a touchdown in a 48-7 
win over Northwestern in Kinnick Stadium.

	 JOE MOORE AWARD COMES KNOCKING
	 Iowa’s offensive line has been named a semifinalist for the Joe 
Moore Award, which honors offensive line units that display a high 
level of toughness, effort, teamwork, physicality, tone setting and 
finishing. The Joe Moore Award winner will be announced after 
the conclusion of the regular season. 
	 The Hawkeyes earned a “Game Ball” from the Joe Moore Award 
following wins at Iowa State and against Pitt.
	 At Iowa State, Iowa’s offense rushed for 260 yards, averaging 
5.8 yards per rushing attempt. Iowa controlled the fourth quarter 
with 10:55 in possession time, scoring two touchdowns in the final 
2:14 to earn the road win.
	 Against Pitt, the Hawkeyes owned more than a five minute 
advantage in time of possession and allowed just one sack, allowing 
QB C.J. Beathard to throw for then-career bests in completions 
(27), attempts (40), and yards (258).
	 Iowa has rushed for over 200 yards in seven games.   The 
Hawkeye offense has six touchdown drives over 90 yards and 18 
touchdowns drives over 75 yards. Iowa has scored over 30 points 
in five straight games for the first time ever.	
	 Iowa’s offensive line includes center Austin Blythe, tackles Cole 
Croston, Boone Myers and Ike Boettger, and guards Sean Welsh 
and Jordan Walsh. Blythe and Walsh are seniors, while Myers, 
Boettger and Welsh are sophomores. True freshman James Daniels 
has rotated in at the guard positions, and filled in at right tackle 
vs. Illinois. 
	 The Joe Moore Award is named after Joe Moore, widely 
regarded as one of the best offensive line coaches in college football 
history, and is the only major college football award to honor a 
unit.

	 KOEHN EARNS BIG TEN HONOR
	 Senior K Marshall Koehn was named Big Ten Conference Special 
Teams Player of the Week for his performance in Iowa’s 27-24 win 
over Pittsburgh on Sept. 19. 
	 The Big Ten honor is the first for Koehn (6-foot, 200-pounds), a 
senior from Solon, Iowa (Solon HS). He is one of two Hawkeyes to 
earn a weekly conference honor this season (QB C.J. Beathard vs. 
Iowa State).  He is the first Iowa kicker to earn the special teams 
award since Mike Meyer was recognized following a 19-16 double 
overtime win at Michigan State in 2012.
	 Koehn delivered the winning margin against Pittsburgh as 
he booted a 57-yard field goal as time expired. The kick tied the 
Kinnick Stadium record for longest field goal (Lee Pistor, Arizona, 
1977) and ranks as the second longest in Iowa history (58 yards, 
Tim Douglas at Illinois, 1998). With a 52-yard kick in the 24-20 win 
at Pittsburgh in 2014, Koehn now has two of the nine longest field 
goals in Iowa history.  It was the first walk-off field goal for Iowa 
football since Rob Houghtlin connected from 41 yards to win the 
1986 Holiday Bowl.



Iowa State Trooper and Nurse to Be Recognized at Hy-Vee Heroes Game for  
Saving a Man's Life in the Middle of Interstate 35  

“Citizen Heroes” will be recognized during halftime of the  
Iowa Hawkeyes versus Nebraska Cornhuskers football game 

  
DES MOINES, IA, Monday, November 23, 2015 — An Iowa State Trooper and a nurse will be 
honored Friday, November 27, for putting their lives at risk to save a stranger’s life in the middle 
of Interstate 35 near Des Moines. Trooper Tracy Bohlen of Waukee and Nurse Jane McCurdy of 
Ankeny will be recognized as Iowa’s 2015 “citizen heroes” during halftime of the Hy-Vee Heroes 
Game this Friday, when the Iowa Hawkeyes take on the Nebraska Cornhuskers at Memorial 
Stadium in Lincoln, Nebraska. Bohlen and McCurdy will be joined on the field by Kassee Jones 
of Bennington, Nebraska, who will be recognized as Nebraska’s 2015 “citizen hero.”  

Trooper Tracy Bohlen and Jane McCurdy: On April 26, 2015, Patrick Roark started having a 
seizure while driving through Iowa on Interstate 35. His 15-year-old son was somehow able to 
put the car in park. Iowa State Trooper Tracy Bohlen, not knowing what to expect, rushed to the 
scene and pulled Roark out of the vehicle to give him CPR in the middle of the busy interstate. 
Nurse Jane McCurdy happened to be driving by when she saw the incident and quickly ran over 
to assist. McCurdy not only helped at the scene, but she comforted the driver’s son when his 
dad was taken to the hospital. McCurdy remained with the boy until his mother arrived from 
Oklahoma. Roark has since recovered, thanks to the actions of Iowa State Trooper Tracy 
Bohlen and Nurse Jane McCurdy.  
 
Kassee Jones: On June 15, 2015, Kassee Jones spent the first day of summer camp working 
as a lifeguard at Camp Legacy in Omaha. Kassee noticed a 6-year-old boy not moving in the 
south end of the pool. Jones, an American Red Cross trained lifeguard, quickly responded. She 
pulled him out of the water and performed five to six rescue breaths to save his life. Jones’ 
father, a volunteer firefighter, was the first responder to the incident. The boy was transported to 
Children’s Hospital & Medical Center in Omaha and was later released to go home to his family.  

“Tracy, Jane and Kassee exemplify what it means to be a hero,” said Leslie Schaffer, Regional 
Executive for the American Red Cross serving Greater Iowa. “Their life-saving actions define 
why the American Red Cross, Hy-Vee, the University of Iowa and the University of Nebraska 
partner together each year to showcase remarkable people in both states.”  

Trooper Bohlen, McCurdy, Jones and members of their families will be guests of the Hawkeyes 
and the Huskers at Friday’s game and will participate in a variety of special pregame activities. 
Randy Edeker, chairman, CEO and president of Hy-Vee, Inc., will present a $100,000 check to 
the American Red Cross just before kickoff to help support the important work of the Red Cross 
in Nebraska and Iowa.
