lowa has played 1,079 games since beginning basketball in 1974. lowa’s overall record is
659-420 (.611). That includes a 329-165 (.666) mark in regular season Big Ten contests and
a 314-90(.777) mark in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

2C0UTING MISSISSIPRI VALLEY STATE

The Mississippi Valley State Devilettes hold a 2-5 overall record.

The Devilettes are making their second trip to the state of lowa this season. In its last
game on Dec. 11, Mississippi Valley State was defeated by lowa State in Ames, 77-47. lowa
State limited the Devilettes to a .271 (16-59) field goal percentage. Ka’Neshia Smith led the
Devilettes with 11 points and nine rebonds, while Brittney Lakes added 10 points and five
boards.

QPPONENTS IN THE RANKINGS
Five lowa opponents are ranked in the AP or ESPN/USA Today polls: Texas A&M (10/10),

Ohio State (11/13), Penn State (16/16), Purdue (20/21) and Nebraska (24/RV).
In addition, Northwestern, Michigan and Kansas State are receiving votes.

HAWKEYES DOWN DRAKE, 71-46

lowa used a solid defensive effort and a strong shooting night to defeat intra-state rival
Drake, 71-46 Tuesday night inside Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

The Hawkeyes held Drake to just a .345 (20-58) field goal percentage, including a .240 (6-
25) percentage in the first half. lowa forced 22 turnovers and turned them into 18 points.

lowa made its first five shots and six of its first seven to take an early 14-4 lead. The
Hawkeyes led by as many as 27 points early in the second half.

Jaime Printy led lowa with 16 points. Samantha Logic added 12 points, six rebounds and
four assists.

LOHNSON NAMED BIG TEN PLAVER OF THE WEEK

Junior Morgan Johnson was named Big Ten Player of the Week after a career night at Brad-
ley (Dec. 17).

Johnson notched new career highs in points (37), field goals made (13), free throws made
(11) and free throws attempted (12). Her 37 points were also a Renaissance Coliseum record
and are the most scored by any player in the Big Ten, so far, this season.

Johnson’s 37 points were the most for an lowa center since Megan Skouby netted 33 at
Kansas in 2008. Skouby finished the game 10-17 from the field and 13-14 from the free
throw line.

The award was Johnson's first Big Ten Player of the Week honor. She was named Big Ten
Freshman of the Week once during her first season at lowa.

CHARITY STRIPE SUCCESS

The Hawkeyes have cashed in from the free throw line so far this
season.

lowa is 194-236 from the charity stripe and their .822 free throw
percentage ranks first in the Big Ten and ranked second-best in the
NCAA entering the week.

Individually, Jaime Printy’s .903 free throw percentage is second-
best in the Big Ten and 27th-nationally entering the week.

NOT MISSING FROM THE CHARITY STRIPE

lowa finished 27-30 (.900) from the free throw line at Bradley
(Dec. 17), which is believed to be a school record for free throw per-
centage (minimum 30 attempts).

Morgan Johnson was 11-12 from the line, while Melissa Dixon was
5-6. Kelly Krei was 2-3 and Kamille Wahlin, Kalli Hansen, Theairra
Taylor and Virginia Johnson were all 2-2. Samantha Logic was also
1-1.

WAHLIN LENDING A HELPING HAND

Kamille Wahlin has been unselfish in lowa’s last three games,
while holding on to the ball.

Wahlin has a combined 14 assists to just four turnovers in lowa’s
last two contests. She finished with five assists and zero turnovers
against Western Illinois (Dec. 9) and followed with six assists and just
two turnovers at Bradley (Dec. 17).

Wahlin had three assists and two turnovers against Drake (Dec.
20).

SIALS DON'TLIE

In all seven of lowa’s victories this season, the Hawkeyes have re-
corded a higher field goal percentage than their opponents.

In all five of lowa’s losses, the Hawkeyes have had a lower shoot-
ing percentage than their opponents.

The Hawkeyes are 6-1 when recording a higher three-point per-
centage and just 1-4 when their opponents have a better percentage
beyond the arc.

LQHNSON FROM THEFIELD

Junior Morgan Johnson has atttempted at least 10 shots in six of
lowa’s 12 games this season. In five of those games, Johnson has
shot .500 or better.

Johnson was 5-10(.500) vs. Harvard, 9-13 (.692) at Northern lowa,
6-11(.545) at Kansas State, 5-10 (.500) at lowa State and 13-20 (.650)
at Bradley

The only game Johnson failed to shoot .500 with 10 or more shots
was vs. Virginia Tech (8-21, .381).

CONSISTENT STARTS

Two Hawkeyes have recorded consistent starts in certain statistical
categories through 11 games this season.
e Junior Jaime Printy has scored at least 15 points in all but four
games, including four 20 point performances.
¢ Freshman Samantha Logic has grabbed at least five rebounds and
dished out at least four assists in eight of lowa’s 12 games.

Head Coach Lisa Bluder

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir) is in her
12th season as head coach at the University
of lowa and her 28th season as a college head
coach. She is a three-time Big Ten and two-
time WBCA Regional Coach of the Year.

Bluder, 48, has a career record of 574-279
(.673), including a 218-137 (.614) record at
lowa, a 187-106 (.638) record in 10 seasons
(1990-2000) at Drake and a six-year mark
(1984-90) of 169-36 (.824) at St. Ambrose.

Bluder is lowa’s second all-time winningest coach and trails only C.
Vivian Stringer. She has guided the Hawkeyes to 10 post-season tour-
naments (8 NCAA, 2 WNIT) and eight upper-division finishes in the Big
Ten Conference, including winning a share of the league championship
in 2008 and tying for second place in 2009.

In her first season with the Hawkeyes, Bluder transformed a strug-
gling program into a 21-game winner. lowa finished second in the Big
Ten, won the conference tournament and advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament. Bluder became lowa’s third coach
to be named Big Ten Coach of the Year. She was also honored as the
College Coach of the Year by the Women’s Basketball News Service
and was named the WBCA District 6 Coach of the Year. lowa’s 2001-
02 squad finished fourth in the Big Ten and advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament for the second consecutive year. In
2003, Bluder guided the Hawkeyes to their first-ever WNIT appearance.
lowa, which had nine underclassmen on its roster, advanced to the
quarterfinals before falling to Creighton. In 2004-05, lowa finished
23-10, starting the year 13-0 and was the last Division | undefeated
team standing. In 2005-06, Bluder mentored a team plagued by in-
juries to a fifth-place Big Ten finish and an NCAA Tournament berth.

In her 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and tradi-
tion to the Bulldog program and established herself as one of the top
coaches in the country. She led Drake to five 20-plus win seasons in
her last six years, including five post-season appearances. She guided
the Bulldogs to eight Missouri Valley Conference Tournament appear-
ances, reaching the semifinals six times and winning the tournament
four times. Bluder was also named the Conference Coach of the Year
three times at Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she coached
six successful seasons, building the Bees into a NAIA powerhouse.
During her tenure at St. Ambrose, Bluder guided the Bees to four
straight national tournaments, including two consecutive Final Four
appearances. The 1990 St. Ambrose team was ranked No. 1 and Bluder
was named the NAIA Converse Coach of the Year.

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, IA, Bluder was a
three-year starter at Northern lowa. She graduated from UNIin 1983

with a bachelor’s degree in marketing.

MOVING UP CAREER CHARTS

Four Hawkeyes are currently working their way up the career records lists at lowa.
e Kamille Wahlin ranks fourth in career three-pointers made (182), ninth in career assists
(348) and 19th in career scoring (1,193). She needs four more three-pointers to move past
Kristi Smith into third place, six more assists to move past Jolette Law for eighth place and 30
more points to past Jaime Printy for 18th place.
* Morgan Johnson ranks second in career blocks (183) and needs 53 more to move past
Tangela Smith for first place.
e Jaime Printy ranks fifth in career three-pointers made (173), 18th in career scoring (1,222)
and 17th in career assists (254). She needs 10 more three-pointers to move past Wahlin for
fourth place, nine more points to move past Lisa Long for 17th place and nine more assists
to move past Leah Magner to move into 16th place.
e Kelly Krei ranks eighth in career three-pointers made (135) and needs four more to move
past Kristi Faulkner into seventh place.

WINNING BIG

lowa’s 53-point winning margin over Western lllinois (Dec. 9) was the fourth-largest in
school history. It was also the largest margin of victory for a Hawkeye team since an 89-34
win (55 points) over Boise State in 1996.

EVENMORE BENCH POINTS

The Hawkeyes scored 37 points off the bench against Western Illinois (Dec. 9), which were
the most for an lowa team since scoring 49 against Northern lllinois in 2007.
Earlier this season, lowa netted 26 bench points, which were tied for the most since 2008.

HITTING 20

lowa’s 98 points vs. Western lllinois (Dec. 9) are the most for an lowa team since scoring
99 points, also against Western lllinois, in 2000.
The Hawkeyes have now scored 90 or more points in 49 games.

REACHING DOUBLE FIGURES

lowa’s game vs. Western lllinois (Dec. 9) marked the fifth time this season that at least
three players have scored 10 or more points.

The Hawkeyes had four players in double figures against Northern lowa, Kansas State and
Western lllinois. Three players reached double digits against Harvard and Albany.

NODOUBLE FIGURES NO PROBLEM

lowa had just one player (Morgan Johnson) score double figures in a win over Virginia Tech
(Nov. 30).

The last time an lowa team won a game with just one player in double figures was Dec. 2,
2007 vs. Detroit when Kristi Smith netted 10 points.

Since the game vs. Detroit in 2007, lowa teams have only had one player score 10 or more
points just seven times. The Hawkeyes lost all seven of those contests.

ERINTY STREAKSNAPPED

Junior Jaime Printy had converted 30-straight free throws, dating back to lowa’s game vs.
UNLV (Nov. 13), before a miss from the charity stripe against Texas A&M (Nov. 26).

Printy went 8-8 against UNLV (Nov. 13), 9-9 against Albany (Nov. 16), 4-4 vs. Northern lowa
(Nov. 19) and 8-8 vs. St. John’s (Nov. 25). She made her first attempt against Texas A&M,
before missing the first of two free throws in the second half.

Printy’s latest streak is the second time she has made at least 30-straight free throws. She
made 32-straight free throws last year, one shy of lowa’s record for consecutive free throws
(33 by Lindsey Meder).

She followed with 15 points and four rebounds against Western lllinois.

Dixon played a total of 39 minutes and did not commit a turnover.

BACK-TO-BACK CAREER NIGHTS FOR HANSEN

Senior Kalli Hansen has been a spark off the lowa bench, recording career highs in points
and rebounds in two-straight games.

Against Kansas State (Dec. 3), Hansen recorded career-highs in points (11), field goals made
and attempted (4-6), three-pointers made and attempted (2-3) and assists (2).

She followed with a career-best 10 rebounds at lowa State.

LOGIC COLLECTS DOUBLE-DOUBLE

Freshman Samantha Logic scored 10 points and grabbed 11 rebounds at Northern lowa
(Nov. 19) for her first career double-double.

Logic’s double-double was the first for an lowa freshman since the 2009-10 season. Morgan
Johnson had 16 points and 11 rebounds vs. Purdue (Jan. 31, 2010).

KREIHITTING THE GLASS
Kelly Krei recorded her third career double-double vs. Albany (Nov. 16) with 13 points and

10 rebounds.

Krei’s first double-double came at home vs. Indiana as a sophomore (14 points and 13 re-
bounds). Her second was in the season opener vs. Southern in the Islander Tip-Off Classic,
hosted by Texas A&M Corpus Christi, as a junior (20 points and 10 rebounds).

ERINTY NAMED TO WATCH LISTS

Junior Jaime Printy has been named to the “Wade Watch,” Wooden Award and Naismith
Trophy Watch Lists. The “Wade Watch” List is made up of the top 25 preseason women’s bas-
ketball players, the Wooden Award includes 30 student-athletes and the Naismith Trophy list
has 51 players.

The three awards are considered the most prestigious awards in NCAA women’s college
basketball.
