Iowa is in the FBS top 10 in rush defense (5), scoring defense (6), turnover margin 
(6), total defense (7), defensive scoring (7), red zone defense (8), and time of pos-
session (10).

The Hawkeyes are 8-0 for the first time since 2009, the second time under Kirk 
Ferentz, and the second time in school history. Iowa started 9-0 in 2009, its best 
start in school history. 

Iowa has two road wins over ranked opponents (Wisconsin and Northwestern) for the 
first time since 2002 (at No. 12 Penn State, 42-35; at No. 8 Michigan, 34-9). Alabama is 
the only other school with two road wins over ranked opponents this season.

Iowa leads the Big Ten and ranks sixth in the country with a plus-10 turnover margin. 
Iowa has scored 71 points off turnovers, and leads the Big Ten with 12 interceptions. 

The Hawkeyes are the only team in the country to allow just one rushing touchdown. 
The Hawkeyes yield an average of 85.8 rushing yards per game, second best in the Big 
Ten and fifth nationally.

Junior QB C.J. Beathard is the first quarterback in school history to win his first nine 
career starts. He is 4-0 on the road, 5-0 at home, and 5-0 in the Big Ten. 

Junior DB Desmond King leads the Big Ten and is tied for the NCAA lead with seven 
interceptions. He is one interception from tying the school record (Lou King, 1981; 
Nile Kinnick, 1939).

Iowa is ranked 10th in the AP Poll. It is the Hawkeyes’ highest appearance in the AP Poll 
since being ranked ninth on Sept. 12, 2010.  

Iowa is 4-0 in the Big Ten for the third time under Kirk Ferentz. Iowa opened 4-0 in the 
Big Ten in 2009 (5-0) and 2002 (8-0).

Iowa ranks third in the Big Ten with 12 scrimmage plays of 40-plus yards. The Hawkeyes 
had 12 scrimmage plays of 40-plus yards all of last season, and 13 such plays in 2012 
and 2013 combined.

	 The Hawkeyes are the only team in the country to allow just one rushing touchdown. 
Iowa yields an average of 85.8 rushing yards per game, second best in the Big Ten and fifth 
nationally.
•	 Iowa limits its opponents to 2.8 yards per carry -- fifth best in the country. 
•	 Iowa has held six of eight opponents to under 100 yards rushing.

	 6 THE OTHER WAY
	 Iowa leads the Big Ten and with 12 interceptions. The Hawkeyes have returned three 
interceptions for touchdowns (Josey Jewell, 34; Bo Bower, 88; Desmond King, 88). The 88-
yard interception returns by Bower and King tie for the seventh longest interception returns 
in school history. Iowa ranks seventh in the country with three defensive scores this season.
	 Iowa has at least one interception return for a touchdown in each of the last eight 
seasons, and 13 of the last 15 seasons.

	 For the first time in school history, Iowa had a different running back rush for 200 yards in 
consecutive games (Akrum Wadley at Northwestern and Jordan Canzeri vs. Illinois).

	 Iowa has been honored with five Big Ten weekly awards this season. QB C.J. Beathard 
earned the offensive award following Iowa’s win at Iowa State, PK Marshall Koehn was the 
special teams winner following Iowa’s last-second victory over Pittsburgh, DB Desmond 
King earned co-defensive honors for his play in Iowa’s win at Wisconsin, RB Jordan Canzeri 
earned the offensive honor for his play in a win over Illinois, and RB Akrum Wadley earned 
the offensive honor following Iowa’s road win at Northwestern. 
	 Iowa’s three offensive award winners are the most for the program since 2002, when 
QB Brad Banks was recognized three times and TE Dallas Clark was honored once. The last 
time three different offensive players earned weekly conference honors was 1997 (Tavian 
Banks, Tim Dwight, and Rob Thein).
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Kirk Ferentz (pronounced FAIR-rintz, 
rhymes with parents) is in his 17th season 
as head football coach at Iowa and the dean 
of Big Ten Conference football coaches.

Conference. He has 72 Big Ten wins, which ranks ninth all-time.

Coach of the Year and AFCA Regional Coach of the Year.

•	 Iowa has made two BCS bowl appearances, including a 24-14 win 
in the 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl.  

•	 Iowa has played in seven January bowl games with four January 
bowl victories (2004 Outback Bowl, 2005 Capital One Bowl, 2009 
Outback Bowl and 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl).

•	 Kirk Ferentz has been named Big Ten Coach of the Year three 
times (2002, 2004 & 2009) and he was named National Coach 
of the Year in 2002.

•	 Iowa’s football record in the 2000 decade was 80-45 (.640), a 
record that ranks as the best decade in Iowa football history, 
based on total wins.   Iowa posted a record of 77-40-4 (.652) 
during the 1980’s and the Hawkeyes were 62-53-2 (.538) in the 
1990’s. 

•	 Part of the Hawkeyes’ long term success is due to the stability 
in the program. Iowa has had just two head coaches since 1979. 
Hayden Fry took over prior to the 1979 season and coached 
through the 1998 season, posting a record of 143-89-6. Current 
coach Kirk Ferentz replaced Fry, leading the program for the 17th 
season.  Ferentz also served as Iowa’s offensive line coach from 
1981-89 under Fry.

	 Senior K Marshall Koehn has 25 touchbacks, the third highest total in the conference. 
	 Koehn also dabbles in the punt game, rugby-style. He has punted four times for an 
average of 46.5 yards per punt. Two of his four punts have been downed inside the 
opponent’s 10-yard line. 
	 He was named Big Ten Special Teams Player of the Week following his game-winning 
57-yard field goal against Pitt on Sept. 19.
•	 Has made 11-of-14 field goal attempts, and 6-of-7 from 40-plus yards this season.

•	 Iowa and Alabama were the only two college football programs to have a first round 
draft selection following the 2009, 2010 and 2011 seasons.  

•	 Iowa had six players drafted in the 2012 NFL Draft, which tied for the most in the Big 
Ten and tied for fourth in the country.

•	 Former Hawkeye Marshal Yanda (Baltimore OL) is a four-time Pro-Bowler (2011-14) 
and was named NFL All-Pro in 2012, 2013, and 2014.

•	 In NFL 2011 regular season statistics, former Hawkeye linebackers Chad Greenway 
(Minnesota) and Pat Angerer (Indianapolis) finished third and fourth, respectively, in 
tackles. Greenway was named to the Pro Bowl in 2012 and 2013. 

•	 Three former Hawkeyes were involved in the 2012 Super Bowl.  DB Tyler Sash played for 
the Super Bowl champion New York Giants, while LB Jeff Tarpinian was on the injured 
reserve roster of the New England Patriots.

	 In his third career start, the Franklin, Tennessee, native 
completed 15-of-25 passes for 215 yards and three touchdowns 
as the Hawkeyes scored 21 unanswered points in the second half 
to earn the road victory.

Iowa State).  He is the first Iowa kicker to earn the special teams 
award since Mike Meyer was recognized following a 19-16 double 
overtime win at Michigan State in 2012.
	 Koehn delivered the winning margin against Pittsburgh as he 
booted a 57-yard field goal as time expired. The kick tied the Kinnick 
Stadium record for longest field goal (Lee Pistor, Arizona, 1977) and 
ranks as the second longest in Iowa history (58 yards, Tim Douglas 
at Illinois, 1998). With a 52-yard kick in the 24-20 win at Pittsburgh 
in 2014, Koehn now has two of the nine longest field goals in Iowa 
history.  It was the first walk-off field goal for Iowa football since 
Rob Houghtlin connected from 41 yards to win the 1986 Holiday 
Bowl.

	 Junior DB Desmond King was named Big Ten Conference Co-
Defensive Player of the Week for his performance in Iowa’s 10-6 
win at Wisconsin on Oct. 3.  He was also named the Jim Thorpe 
national Player of the Week.
	 The Big Ten honor is the second for King. He was named 
Freshman of the Week on Oct. 21, 2013, after recording 12 tackles 
in a 34-24 loss at No. 3 Ohio State.
	 King led Iowa’s defensive effort in the win at Wisconsin as the 
Hawkeye defense held the Badgers to two field goals in snapping 
Wisconsin’s 10-game home winning streak. King’s first interception, 
and 15-yard return, led to the only touchdown in the game as Iowa 
took a 7-3 advantage. He recorded his second interception at the 
Iowa 11-yard line to stop Wisconsin’s opening drive of the third 
quarter. 
	 King also had five solo tackles, four assists and two pass break-
ups against the Badgers. On special teams, King had three kick 
returns for 65 yards.

	 KING NAMED SEMIFINALIST FOR JIM THOPRE AWARD
	 DB Desmond King is one of 16 semifinalists for the 2015 Jim 	
Thorpe Award, given to the top defensive back in college football. 
The junior leads the country with seven interceptions. King has 
multiple interceptions in two games, with two thefts in wins over 
Pittsburgh and Wisconsin.
	 King was named the Jim Thorpe national Defensive Player of 
the Week and Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week following 
Iowa’s win at Wisconsin. His seven interceptions are the most for 
a Hawkeye in a season since Kerry Burt had seven in 1987.  He is 
also the first Hawkeye with multiple multi-interception games in 
a season since Tyler Sash in 2009.
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	 MEIER NAMED TO HENDRICKS AWARD WATCH LIST
	 DE Nate Meier is one of 32 players named to the midseason 
Watch List for the 14th edition of the Ted Hendricks Award.
	 Meier is a senior from Tabor, Iowa (Fremont-Mills HS).  He ranks 
third on the team with 49 tackles, including 21 solo tackles and 
28 assists.  Meier leads Iowa in sacks (6.5-44) and tackles for loss 
(9-50).  He has forced one fumble and recovered one fumble, to 
go with one pass break-up.
	 Meier is a key member of the Iowa defense that ranks fifth in 
the nation in rushing defense (85.8), sixth in scoring defense (15.2), 
and seventh in total defense (287.6).  Meier has started 21 straight 
games over the past two seasons.
	 The final Mid-Season Watch List will be announced in late 
November. The 2015 winner will be announced Dec. 9.

	 CANZERI EARNS CONFERENCE HONOR
	 RB Jordan Canzeri was named Big Ten Conference Offensive 
Player of the Week for his performance in Iowa’s 29-20 win over 
Illinois. The Big Ten honor was the first for Canzeri.
	 Canzeri led Iowa’s offense with 256 rushing yards on 43 
attempts.  He also had two receptions for 15 yards. He scored 
twice, including a 17-yard reception in the second quarter and a 
75-yard run in the third period.
	 Canzeri was at his best in the fourth quarter against Illinois, 
rushing on 11 consecutive plays for 59 yards.  Iowa used 6:53 of 
the quarter to set up a Marshall Koehn field goal after Illinois pulled 
within 23-20. Following a fumble recovery, Canzeri added three 
additional rushing attempts before Koehn sealed the victory with 
his third field goal of the game.
	 Canzeri established an Iowa record for rushing attempts in a 
game, passing the previous mark of 42, which was held by Sedrick 
Shaw (at Michigan State, 1995).  The 256 rushing yards ranks third 
best for a single game at Iowa.

	 WADLEY NAMED B1G OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK
	 RB Akrum Wadley was named Big Ten Conference Offensive 
Player of the Week for his performance in Iowa’s 40-10 win at No. 
20 Northwestern. 
	 Wadley led Iowa’s offense with 204 rushing yards on 26 
attempts. He tied a single-game Iowa record with four rushing 
touchdowns, becoming the seventh Hawkeye to accomplish the 
feat. The 204 rushing yards ties as the 14th best single-game total 
in school history, as Wadley established career bests in rushing 
attempts, yards and touchdowns.  
	 The Big Ten honor is the second weekly honor for Wadley. He 
was recognized as Big Ten Freshman of the Week on Nov. 3, 2014, 
after rushing 15 times for 106 yards and a touchdown in a 48-7 
win over Northwestern in Kinnick Stadium.

	 HAWKEYES GETTING HELMET STICKERS
	 Iowa football has been recognized four times on ESPN’s College 
Football Final, with hosts Joe Tessitore and Joey Galloway. Former 
Hawkeye defensive back Brett Greenwood earned a helmet sticker 
after leading serving as Honorary Captain and leading the Hawkeyes 
on the field prior to the 27-24 win over Pittsburgh. Junior defensive 
back Desmond King was awarded a sticker for his play in Iowa’s win 
at Wisconsin. Senior running back Jordan Canzeri was recognized 
after rushing 43 times for 256 yards in a 29-20 win over Illinois, 
and sophomore running back Akrum Wadley earned a sticker after 
rushing for 204 yards and four touchdowns at Northwestern.

	 Iowa’s offensive line is one of 14 across the country to be named 
to the Joe Moore Award Honor Roll, which honors offensive line 
units that display a high level of toughness, effort, teamwork, 
physicality, tone setting and finishing. The foundation announced its 
second quarterly honor roll Oct. 21. Semifinalists will be announced 
Nov. 16, with five finalists determined Nov. 30. The Joe Moore 
Award winner will be announced after the conclusion of the regular 
season. 
	 The Hawkeyes earned a “Game Ball” from the Joe Moore Award 
following wins at Iowa State and against Pitt.
	 At Iowa State, Iowa’s offense rushed for 260 yards, averaging 
5.8 yards per rushing attempt.  Iowa controlled the fourth quarter 
with 10:55 in possession time, scoring two touchdowns in the final 
2:14 to earn the road win.
	 Against Pitt, the Hawkeyes owned more than a five minute 
advantage in time of possession and allowed just one sack, allowing 
QB C.J. Beathard to throw for then-career bests in completions 
(27), attempts (40), and yards (258).
	 Iowa’s offensive line has been a center Austin Blythe, tackles 
Boone Myers and Ike Boettger, and guards Sean Welsh and Jordan 
Walsh.  Blythe and Walsh are seniors, while Myers, Boettger and 
Welsh are sophomores.
