President
University of Iowa
Bruce Harreld became the 21st president of 
the University of Iowa on November 2, 2015. 
He received a Bachelor of Engineering degree 
from Purdue University and a Master of Busi-
ness Administration degree from Harvard 
University.

President Harreld served on the faculty of Har-
vard Business School from 2008–2014, with 
dual appointments to the entrepreneurial 
and strategy units. He was faculty chair of the 
Building New Businesses in Established Organizations program. As a faculty 
member, he taught in numerous executive programs in Cambridge, Qatar, 
Mumbai, and Shanghai. He also has been an adjunct professor at Northwestern 
University in the Kellogg School of Management, developing the first-ever 
MBA course on Strategic Use of Information Technology.

President Harreld has served in several corporate leadership positions. As 
senior vice president and division president of Kraft General Foods, he led 
the strategic unit that formulated strategy and executed acquisitions for this 

multibillion-dollar company. As president and board member of Boston Market 
Company, he, along with five other partners, led the organization from 20 
stores in the Boston area to over 1,100 stores nationally. As senior vice presi-
dent of IBM, President Harreld worked with the CEO and senior management 
team to chart the organization’s transformation from near bankruptcy, led the 
business transformation team that streamlined operations and reintegrated 
the global organization, and led the strategy unit that was responsible for 
the formulation and execution of the company’s overall strategy. President 
Harreld has also served as a consultant, advising public, private, and military 
organizations on leadership, organic growth, and strategic renewal, including 
serving as manager, vice president, and member of the board of the Boston 
Consulting Group.

President Harreld is the author or coauthor of numerous articles and book 
chapters in such journals and magazines as the Harvard Business Review, 
California Management Review, and Financial Executive, and books and 
monographs such as Leading Sustainable Change: An Organizational Perspec-
tive (Oxford University Press, 2015) and Core Curriculum Strategy Reading: 
Executive Strategy (Harvard Business Publishing, 2014). He has also authored 
or coauthored several case studies for Harvard Business Publishing.

President Harreld has received several awards, including the Accenture Award 
for best business article of the year and the Distinguished Industrial Engineer 
and Distinguished Engineering Awards from Purdue University.

President Harreld is married to Mary Gillilan Harreld, an attorney. They have 
four children and six grandchildren.

Gary Barta
Director of Athletics
University of Iowa
Gary Barta is in his 14th year as the direc-
tor of athletics at the University of Iowa, 
where he occupies the Henry B. and Pa-
tricia B. Tippie Director of Athletics Chair. 
The position was recently endowed by 
the Tippies, longtime supporters of the 
University of Iowa and Hawkeye Athlet-
ics. Henry B. Tippie earned his UI degree 
in 1949 and was presented an honorary 
degree in 2009.
	 Barta is in his first year as a member of 
the College Football Playoff (CFP) Selection Committee. He was ap-
pointed to the selection committee by the CFP Management Commit-
tee in February, 2019 and is serving a three-year term.  
	 In 2018-19 Iowa Athletics earned four Big Ten championships: men’s 
outdoor track and field, men’s gymnastics regular season (tie), wres-
tling regular season (tie), and women’s basketball tournament. Iowa 
placed 38th in the Learfield IMG College Directors’ Cup standings, its 
highest ranking since 2000 (29th).

• Win •
Football: Iowa football closed the season with a win over #18 Missis-
sippi State in the 2019 Outback Bowl, posting its ninth win of the sea-
son. Iowa football has earned eight or more wins in each of the last 
four seasons. The Hawkeyes have won 37 games over the past four 
seasons, matching the third-best three-year win total in school his-
tory. Head coach Kirk Ferentz has earned 152 career victories at Iowa, 
becoming the winningest football coach in school history. Along with 
the Outback Bowl victory, Iowa also won three of four rivalry trophy 
games. Three Hawkeye players were named Player of the Year at their 
position in the Big Ten Conference, while tight end T.J. Hockenson 
earned the John Mackey Award as the top tight end in the nation.

Women’s Basketball: Iowa made history in 2018-19, earning the pro-
gram’s first Elite Eight appearance since 1993. Head coach Lisa Bluder 
led the Hawkeyes to a 29-7 overall record, matching a program-record 
for most wins in a single season. Iowa also won its first Big Ten Tour-
nament title since 2001, defeating Indiana, Rutgers, and No. 8 Mary-

land on consecutive days in Indianapolis. The Hawkeyes ended the 
year ranked in the top-15 nationally in seven categories: field goal per-
centage (1st; 51.5), assists per game (2nd; 21.5), total assists (3rd; 775), 
and assist/turnover ratio (4th; 1.55). Following the season, Bluder was 
named the Naismith College Coach of the Year, and senior Megan Gus-
tafson earned Consensus National Player of the Year (Naismith, USBWA, 
AP, ESPNW) recognition.

Men’s Basketball: Head coach Fran McCaffery has led Iowa to postsea-
son tournaments seven of the last eight seasons (4 NCAA, 3 NIT). This 
past season the Hawkeyes amassed 23 victories, the program’s second-
highest total in 13 seasons, and won an NCAA Tournament game for the 
third time in five years. Iowa recorded five wins over ranked opponents 
with only one senior on its squad, a total that matched the most by an 
Iowa team in 13 seasons. McCaffery coached four Hawkeyes to post-
season recognition in 2018-19: Tyler Cook earned second-team All-Big 
Ten laurels, Jordan Bohannon was named to third-team all-conference, 
Luka Garza was an honorable mention selection, while Joe Wieskamp 
became the sixth Hawkeye since 2010 to be voted to the All-Big Ten 
Freshman Team. McCaffery and the Hawkeyes have registered first-divi-
sion finishes in the Big Ten six of the last seven seasons; only Michigan 
State (7) has more upper division finishes than Iowa (6) and Wisconsin

Men’s Golf: The men’s golf team, under fifth-year head coach Tyler Stith, 
advanced to NCAA postseason play for the 10th time in 11 seasons. Ju-
nior Alex Schaake became the third Hawkeye to be named men’s golf 
Big Ten Player of the Year. Schaake and junior Benton Weinberg were 
All-Big Ten and Ping All-Midwest Region honorees.

It 
marked the 11th time in the last 12 years the Hawkeyes won a team 
trophy at the national tournament. Sophomore Spencer Lee won the 
125-pound NCAA title. Sophomore Alex Marinelli won the 165-pound 
Big Ten championship. Marinelli, redshirt freshman Jacob Warner, 
sophomores Austin DeSanto and Kaleb Young, and junior Pat Lugo 
also earned All-America honors. The Hawkeyes won the Dan Gable 
Traveling Trophy for the ninth consecutive year by running their win 
streak against Iowa State to 15 duals. Iowa shared the Big Ten regular 
season championship, and led the nation in attendance for the 13th 
straight year. 

Rowing: Sixth-year head coach Andrew Carter led Iowa to its third 
consecutive NCAA Championships appearance in 2019, placing 13th 
overall with 63 points. Carter guided Iowa’s I Varsity Eight to its highest 
national finish in program history with a 9th place finish in the country. 
At the Big Ten Championships, the Hawkeyes named three All-Big Ten 
honorees in Contessa Harold (first-team), Hunter Koenigsfeld (second-
team), and Hannah Greenlee (second-team). The Hawkeyes have been 
nationally ranked a program-best 29 straight weeks, peaking at No. 8.

Field Hockey: Iowa reached the NCAA Tournament for the first time 
since 2012. Fifth-year head coach Lisa Cellucci guided Iowa to a 14-7 
overall record, marking the most wins for the program since 2011. 
Five Hawkeyes earned postseason awards, including two All-America 
honorees in sophomore Maddy Murphy (third-team) and junior Katie 
Birch (second-team). Following the season, Iowa’s coaching staff was 
named the West Region Coaching Staff of the Year. 

Track & Field: The University of Iowa track and field team closed the 
2019 outdoor season with the men’s Big Ten title, three individual 
titles, and one relay title. The Hawkeyes had seven first-team All-Big 
Ten honorees and added six second-team All-Big Ten selections. Ju-
nior Laulauga Tausaga won Iowa’s first individual NCAA Outdoor 
Championship title in 34 years when she threw a school record discus 
mark, leading the Hawkeyes to their second consecutive top-25 fin-
ish. Tausaga recorded three of the Hawkeyes seven school records, in-
cluding discus, shot put, and hammer. Tausaga was named USTFCCCA 
Midwest Region Female Field Athlete of the Year, Big Ten Female Field 
Athlete of the Year, and Big Ten Female Field Athlete of the Champi-
onships, and director of track and field Joey Woody was named UST-
FCCCA Midwest Region Men’s Head Coach of the Year and Big Ten 
Men’s Coach of the Year. Individual Hawkeyes made movement on the 
all-time record list 49 times (25 women and 24 men). The women won 
their first Hy-Vee Cup at the Drake Relays, bringing home the Hawk-
eyes’ third trophy in as many years (men 2017, 2018).

Men’s Gymnastics: The Hawkeyes garnered three upset wins during 
the Big Ten regular season (No. 3 Michigan, No. 7 Nebraska, No. 5 Penn 
State) to clinch a share of the first-ever Big Ten regular season title. 
Three Hawkeyes earned All-America honors in 2019, including senior 
Jake Brodarzon, freshman Stewart Brown, and junior Andrew Herra-
dor. Head coach JD Reive earned Central Region Head Coach of the 
Year, while assistant coaches Tom Buese and Ben Ketelsen captured 
Central Region Assistant Coaches of the Year honors. 

Baseball: Rick Heller and the Iowa baseball team posted its sixth 
straight 30-win season, finishing 31-24 in 2019. The Hawkeyes quali-
fied for the Big Ten Tournament for a record sixth straight season. Junior 
Grant Leonard broke the single-season saves record with 14, and senior 
Cole McDonald became the third straight Iowa Friday night starter to 
be taken in the top-16 rounds of the MLB First-Year Player Draft.

Swimming & Diving: The Iowa men’s swimming and diving team had 
five NCAA Championships qualifiers.

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BIG TEN CHAMPIONSHIP TEAMS

1986-87 (26-5, 17-1)
The 1986-87 team won its first Big Ten Championship 
when the Hawkeyes claimed a share of the title with 
a 17-1 conference record. The team would go on and 
advance to the Elite Eight in the NCAA Tournament.

1987-88 (29-2, 17-1)
The 1987-88 Hawkeyes won their first outright Big Ten 
Championship with a 17-1 regular season conference 
mark. The team finished the season ranked No. 2 in the 
final Associated Press poll.

1988-89 (27-5, 16-2)
In 1988-89, the Hawkeyes claimed a share of the Big 
Ten Championship with a 15-3 mark. This group of 
Hawkeyes would extend its home winning streak to 41 
games, the second-longest in the nation at the time.

1989-90 (23-6, 15-3)
During the 1989-90 season, the Hawkeyes won a share 
of the Big Ten Championship with a 15-3 conference 
record. The Hawkeyes finished the season ranked No. 
10 in the final Associated Press poll.

1991-92 (25-4, 16-2)
The 1991-92 Hawkeyes won the Big Ten Championship 
outright with a 16-2 conference record. Iowa finished 
the season ranked No. 7 in the AP poll.

1992-93 (27-4, 16-2)
With a 16-2 conference record, Iowa claimed a share of 
the Big Ten title during the 1992-93 season. This special 
group of Hawkeyes would go on to become the only 
Iowa team to advance to the Final Four.

1995-96 (27-4, 15-1)
The 1995-96 Hawkeyes finished with a 15-1 mark to 
win their seventh Big Ten title. This group of Hawkeyes 
finished the season ranked No. 7 in the AP poll.

1997 Big Ten Tournament (18-12, 9-7)
The 1996-97 Hawkeyes finished fourth in the Big Ten 
during the regular season and needed to win the Big 
Ten Tournament in order to advance to the NCAA Tour-
nament.  Iowa defeated Northwestern, Indiana and Il-
linois to win its first Big Ten Tournament title.

1997-98 (18-11, 13-3)
Iowa’s 1997-98 squad finished the regular season with 
a 13-3 conference mark to secure its eighth Big Ten 
Championship. The team finished the season ranked 
No. 24 in the final Associated Press poll.

2001 Big Ten Tournament (21-10, 12-4)
In Lisa Bluder’s first year at Iowa, the 2000-01 Hawkeyes 
finished second in the Big Ten.  The Hawkeyes knocked 
off Indiana, Illinois and Purdue to win the first Big Ten 
Tournament crown under Bluder.

2007-08 (21-11, 13-5)
In 2008, Iowa won a share of the Big Ten regular season 
championship, its ninth in school history. The Hawk-
eyes won a Big Ten-season-best eight-straight during 
league play.

2019 Big Ten Tournament (29-7, 14-4)
In 2019, the Hawkeyes won their second Big Ten Tou-
nament title under head coach Lisa Bluder. The team 
finished second in the regular season and knocked off  
Indiana, Rutgers, and No. 8 Maryland in the tourna-
ment.

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CONSENSUS ALL-AMERICANS

Michelle Edwards (1984-88)

A native of Boston, and a Class of 2014 Women’s Basket-
ball Hall of Fame inductee, Michelle Edwards is one of 
the most decorated players in Iowa women’s basketball 
history. The 5-foot-9 guard, nicknamed “Ice”, amassed a 
career record of 97-22 from 1984-1988. During her four 
years, Edwards led the Hawkeyes to three NCAA Tourna-
ment appearances and two Big Ten titles.  In 1988, she 
was named the Champion Products National Player of the 
Year, the highest honor in women’s collegiate basketball. 
Edwards garnered several other honors that year includ-
ing being named a Kodak All-American, a Naismith All-
American, a USBWA All-American, the Big Ten Player of 
the Year, and the University of Iowa Athlete of the Year. In 
her senior season, Edwards also led Iowa to its first ever 
national No. 1 ranking, along with a record of 29-2 overall 
and 17-1 in the Big Ten. She paced the Hawkeyes, aver-
aging 20 points, 4.8 rebounds, 4.5 assists, and 2.9 steals. 
The three-time first team All-Big Ten selection is the only 
Hawkeye to have her jersey retired (No. 30). Edwards ranks 
high in several Iowa statistical categories, including third 
in career assists (431), fourth in career scoring (1,821), and 
third in career steals (235). She also ranks second among 
single season scoring leaders (621). Edwards -- inducted 
into the University of Iowa Athletics Hall of Fame in 2000 
-- played in the National Olympic Festival in 1985 and was 
a member of the U.S. Select Team in 1986. In 1991, she 
was part of the United States Pan American Team, and 
she also competed in the U.S. Olympic Trials in 1988 and 
1992. Upon graduation, Edwards played professionally in 
Italy for nine seasons before joining the WNBA during its 
inaugural year in 1997. She then spent three seasons with 
the Cleveland Rockers and two seasons with the Seattle 
Storm.

Franthea Price (1986-90)

Franthea Price -- a 2013 National Iowa Varsity Club Athlet-
ics Hall of Fame inductee -- played for the Hawkeyes from 
1986-1990, and in her senior season, she became the sec-
ond Kodak All-American in school history. The four-year 
starter from River Rouge, Mich., had an impressive career 
at Iowa, which began with her being named the Big Ten 
Freshman of the Year in 1987. Price was named first team 
All-Big Ten in 1988 and 1990, and second team All-Big Ten 
in 1989. In her senior year, Price earned the honor of Big 
Ten Player of the Year and led the conference in scoring at 
19.8 points per game. The 5-foot-9 forward led the Hawk-
eyes in several statistical categories that year including 
scoring (21.2), rebounding (7.1), steals (2.9), and 3-point 
field goals (47). A consistent contributor, Price scored 
in double figures in 34 of her last 35 games.  She holds 
the school record for career steals with 321, and is tied 
for first for most steals in a single game with nine. Price 
also ranks sixth in career scoring (1,742), eighth in career 
assists (387), and 11th in career rebounds (726). Outside 
of Iowa, Price was a member of the U.S. World Junior Na-
tional Team in 1986 and competed in the National Olym-
pic Festival in 1985 and 1986.   In 1987, Price won a gold 
medal as part of the United States William R. Jones Cup 
team, and she was a member of the United States Select 
team in 1989.  Price also competed in the U.S. Olympic Tri-
als in 1988.  After finishing her career at Iowa, Price played 
professionally in Spain for several years before joining the 
WNBA’s Sacramento Monarchs in 1998.

Toni Foster (1989-93)

A 6-foot-1 forward from Chicago, Toni Foster was named 
a Kodak All-American in 1993 and was a finalist for Cham-
pion Player of the Year. Foster played for the Hawkeyes 
from 1989-1993, and led the team in both scoring and 
rebounding for three consecutive years, a feat accom-
plished only once previously.  A three-time first team 
All-Big Ten selection, Foster was named the Big Ten 
Player of the Year in 1993.  She was also named the 1993 
SportsChannel Player of the Year.  During her senior sea-
son, Price led Iowa in scoring (15.7), rebounding (8.2), and 
blocked shots (1.3). She collected 27 double-doubles dur-
ing her illustrious career, including nine in her senior year. 
In Iowa’s career statistical categories, Foster ranks third in 
rebounds (887) and fifth in blocks (145).  She also ranks 
seventh in scoring (1,606) and 13th in steals (167). Foster 
competed in the National Olympic Festival in 1987 and 
1991. When the WNBA was formed in 1997, Foster was 
the seventh overall pick and was selected by the Phoenix 
Mercury. She spent two seasons with the Mercury before 
joining the Seattle Storm in 1999 by way of an expansion 
draft.
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CONSENSUS ALL-AMERICANS

Samantha Logic (2012-15)

Samantha Logic, a four-year starter for the Hawkeyes from 
2012-15, became the fourth consensus All-American in 
Iowa women’s basketball history in 2015. Logic, the only 
player in NCAA history to accumulate at least 1,500 career 
points, 800 rebounds, 800 assists, and 200 steals, earned 
All-America accolades from the WBCA, Associated Press, 
USBWA, and ESPN after leading the Hawkeyes to their first 
Sweet Sixteen appearance since 1996 and the program’s 
sixth overall. The Racine, Wisconsin, native was named to 
the Oklahoma City Regional All-Tournament Team after 
recording her sixth career triple-double against No. 5 Bay-
lor (13 points, 10 rebounds, 14 assists); the feat marks only 
the 14th triple-double in the history of the NCAA Tourna-
ment and her 14 assists are an Iowa NCAA Tournament re-
cord. Success continued off the court for Logic, who was 
named a Capital One Academic All-American, won the 
Senior CLASS Award, and received the Big Ten Medal of 
Honor in 2015. She also earned three Academic All-Big Ten 
honors. Logic ends her career second in assists in Big Ten 
history (Samantha Prahalis of Ohio State is first (901)) and 
11th in NCAA History. She ranks first in program history in 
career assists and starts (135), second in steals (260) and 
rebounds (922), and 10th in scoring (1,546). Logic led the 
Big Ten in assists in league play in each of her last three 
seasons. Her six career triple-doubles mark the second-
highest total in the history of NCAA women’s basketball, 
and the most by any player as a member of the Big Ten. 
She recorded 33 career double-doubles (third-most in 
program history), dished out double-digit assists 28 times 
in her career (the most in program history), and started all 
135 games of her Hawkeye career. Logic, one of 12 play-
ers in the country to be invited to attend the 2015 WNBA 
Draft in person, was selected as the 10th pick in the first 
round by the Atlanta Dream. She spent a few months with 
the Dream before joining the San Antonio Stars. Logic is 
the second first round WNBA draft pick in program his-
tory and the 12th Iowa draftee overall.

Megan Gustafson (2015-2019)

Megan Gustafson ended her career as the most deco-
rated Hawkeye in program history. She is the first Big 
Ten student to be named consensus national player of 
the year (Associated Press, ESPN, Naismith, USBWA). She 
was also named the Honda Sport Award winner for bas-
ketball and was one of three finalists for the Honda Cup.  
Her resume includes the Lisa Leslie Award, SeniorCLASS 
Award, Big Ten Women’s Basketball Player of the Year, Big 
Ten Athlete of the Year, unanimous first team All-Big Ten 
selection, Most Outstanding Player of the Big Ten Tour-
nament, and consensus first team All-American (Associ-
ated Press, U.S. Basketball Writers’ Association, ESPNW). 
She was a Wade Trophy finalist, John R. Wooden Award 
finalist, and Naismith Defensive Player of the Year final-
ist. During her senior season (2018-19), Gustafson netted 
1,001 points to become just the fourth Division I female 
student-athlete, and the only post player, to eclipse 1,000 
points in a single season. The Port Wing, Wisconsin, na-
tive owns 16 Iowa school records, including career marks 
for points (2,804) and rebounds (1,460). Gustafson led 
the nation in five categories as a senior, including points 
per game (27.8), field goal percentage (69.9), total points 
(1,001), and double-doubles (33). She also holds confer-
ence career records for rebounds (1,460), field goal per-
centage (.657), and double-doubles (88). Gustafson’s No. 
10 jersey was retired in April 2019.
