 As a team, the Spartans lead the Big Ten in field goal percentage defense (.346), rebound-
ing (43.6) and blocked shots (7.09).

HAWKEYES NEARLY PULL UPSET AT NO. 8 OHIO STATE
 Iowa gave the No. 8 ranked Ohio State Buckeyes all they could 
handle Thursday in Columbus, but couldn’t come away with the up-
set, as the Buckeyes escaped with an 86-82 win.
 Iowa jumped out to an early 13-6 lead after Kelly Krei nailed two 
long-distance shots, along with a Kamille Wahlin trey.  The Hawkeyes 
led by as many as nine in the first half, but Ohio State trimmed the 
Iowa lead to just one point heading into halftime.
 The Buckeyes eventually regained the lead in the second half, con-
verting from the free throw line.  Ohio State took 17 trips to the char-
ity strip in the second half, converting 15.  The Buckeyes also turned 
11 Iowa second half turnovers into 11 points.
 The Hawkeyes kept the game close in the final minute, trailing by 
only four points with 12 seconds left.  Ohio State managed to hit two 
crucial free throws in the final 12 seconds to seal the win.
 Iowa was led by Jaime Printy, who scored a game-high 22 points 
on 9-11 shooting, including a perfect 4-4 from behind the arc.  Ka-
chine Alexander added another double-double with 20 points and 
10 boards.  Kamille Wahlin added 18 points.
 Ohio State’s Samantha Prahalis had 22 points, while Jantel Laven-
der had 18 points and nine rebounds.

PRINTY SETS FRESHMEN THREE-POINTERS RECORD
 Jaime Printy became Iowa’s all-time leader for three-pointers 
made by a freshman Feb. 4 at Ohio State.  Printy’s four treys against 
the Buckeyes gave her 50 for the season, which is one better than 
the previous record of 49, held by Lindsey Meder (1998-99).

IOWA AT OHIO STATE TIP-INS
• Iowa’s 82 points against Ohio State tied the season-high in points 
scored. The Hawkeyes also scored 82 points against South Dakota 
State Dec. 22. 
• Thursday marked the first time under Coach Bluder that the 
Hawkeyes took a lead into halftime at Value City Arena. 
• The Hawkeyes tied a school record for three-pointers made in a 
Big Ten game Thursday at Ohio State, with 11 made treys. The pre-
vious record was 11 vs. Purdue Feb. 8, 2001 and at Penn State this 
season (Dec. 28, 2008). 
• Iowa set a new opponent record at Value City Arena Thursday 
by making 11 three-pointers. The previous record was 10, held by 
Wayne State in 2002, Florida A&M in 2003 and Boston College in 
2006.

YOUNGSTERS IN IOWA HISTORY
 Jaime Printy is looking to be just the third freshman in Iowa history 
to lead a team in scoring.
 Printy, who currently leads the team with 332 points (15.1 per 
game), can join Cindy Haugejorde (1976-77) and Lisa Becker (1983-
84) as the only Hawkeye players to lead a team in scoring as a fresh-
man.
 
DOUBLE TROUBLE
 Kachine Alexander collected her ninth double-double of the sea-
son at Ohio State Feb. 4.  Alexander scored 20 points and recorded 
10 rebounds. Alexander now has 18 career double-doubles. 
 Alexander had double-doubles in each of Iowa’s first three games, 
before missing the next seven games with a stress fracture.  Despite 
missing seven games, Alexander still ranks third in the Big Ten in dou-
ble-doubles, behind Illinois’ Jenna Smith (14) and Ohio State’s Jantel 
Lavendar (14), who are both post players.

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir) is in her 
10th season as head coach at the University 
of Iowa and her 26th season as a college head 
coach.  She is a two-time Big Ten and WBCA 
Regional Coach of the Year, most recently earn-
ing honors a year ago in 2007-08.

Bluder, 47, has a career record of 536-262 
(.672), including a 180-120 (.600) record at 
Iowa, a 187-106 (.638) record in 10 seasons 
(1990-2000) at Drake and a six-year mark 
(1984-90) of 169-36 (.824) at St. Ambrose.  Bluder is Iowa’s second 
all-time winningest coach and trails only C. Vivian Stringer.  She has 
guided the Hawkeyes to six post-season tournaments (4 NCAA, 2 WNIT) 
and six upper-division finishes in the Big Ten Conference, including 
winning a share of the league championship in 2008 and tying for 
second place in 2009.

In her first season with the Hawkeyes, Bluder transformed a strug-
gling program into a 21-game winner.  Iowa finished second in the Big 
Ten, won the conference tournament and advanced to the second 
round of the NCAA Tournament.  Bluder became Iowa’s third coach 
to be named Big Ten Coach of the Year.  She was also honored as the 
College Coach of the Year by the Women’s Basketball News Service 
and was named the WBCA District 6 Coach of the Year.  Iowa’s 2001-
02 squad finished fourth in the Big Ten and advanced to the second 
round of the NCAA Tournament for the second consecutive year.  In 
2003, Bluder guided the Hawkeyes to their first-ever WNIT appearance.  
Iowa, which had nine underclassmen on its roster, advanced to the 
quarterfinals before falling to Creighton.  In 2004-05, Iowa finished 23-
10, starting the year 13-0 and was the last Division I undefeated team 
standing.  In 2005-06, Bluder mentored a team plagued by injuries to 
a fifth-place Big Ten finish and an NCAA Tournament berth.

In her 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and tradi-
tion to the Bulldog program and established herself as one of the top 
coaches in the country.  She led Drake to five 20-plus win seasons in 
her last six years, including five post-season appearances.  She guided 
the Bulldogs to eight Missouri Valley Conference Tournament appear-
ances, reaching the semifinals six times and winning the tournament 
four times.  Bluder was also named the Conference Coach of the Year 
three times at Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she coached 
six successful seasons, building the Bees into a NAIA powerhouse.  
During her tenure at St. Ambrose, Bluder guided the Bees to four 
straight national tournaments, including two consecutive Final Four 
appearances.  The 1990 St. Ambrose team was ranked No. 1 and Bluder 
was named the NAIA Converse Coach of the Year. 

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, IA, Bluder was a 
three-year starter at Northern Iowa.  She graduated from UNI in 1983 
with a bachelor’s degree in marketing.

 Alexander needs just six more rebounds to reach the 500-career rebound plateau at Iowa.  
She would be the 19th player in Iowa history to reach 500 career rebounds.

CLIMBING THE RECORDS LADDER
 Sophomore Kamille Wahlin and freshmen Jaime Printy and Morgan Johnson are putting 
their names in the Hawkeye records book this season.
• Printy already broke the freshmen record for three-pointers made in a single season at 
Iowa with 50. 
• Printy’s 332 points rank seventh among Hawkeye freshmen.  She trails Jennie Lillis by one 
point (333 during 2000-01 season).  Printy needs to average 12.1 points over the next seven 
games to break the freshmen scoring record.
• Johnson’s 50 blocks are the second-most for an Iowa freshmen.  Tangela Smith (73) is in 
first place.  Smith’s 73 blocks also rank first all-time in Iowa history.

The Platte 
City, MO, native netted 16 points and 11 rebounds, and finished 7-8 from the field.  She made 
her first seven shots of the game before missing her final attempt at the 2:10 mark in the sec-
ond half.  Johnson added two blocks in 24 minutes of action.
 Johnson’s Freshman of the Week honor is the fourth for Iowa this season.  Jaime Printy has 
earned the award three times.

IT’S BEEN A WHILE
 In Iowa’s win against Purdue Jan. 31, both Morgan Johnson (16 points, 11 rebounds) and 
Kachine Alexander (16 points, 10 rebounds) recorded double-doubles.
 The last time Iowa had two players record double-doubles, in the same game, was Feb. 19, 
2005 in Iowa’s 78-59 win at Michigan.  Johanna Solverson finished with 18 points and 10 as-
sists, while Jamie Cavey ended with 19 points and 14 rebounds.

 The Hawkeyes picked up wins over Illinois State, Northern Iowa, William & Mary, Columbia, 
South Dakota State, Illinois, Northwestern and Penn State, when four or more players netted 
10 or more points.

TAKING ADVANTAGE OF FREE THROWS
 Iowa, under Head Coach Lisa Bluder, is proving to be one of the best free throw shooting 
teams in the country.
 The Hawkeyes have ranked in the top 30 in the nation four of the past five seasons.  Iowa 
finished the 2005-06 season ranked 10th (.760), 2006-07 ranked fifth (.788) and also ranked 
fifth (.792) last season.
 The 2009-10 campaign is no different.  Iowa currently ranks 26th in free throw percentage 
across the NCAA (.747).  The Hawkeyes are led by freshman Jaime Printy, who is a blistering 
.892 from the charity stripe.  Sophomore Kamille Wahlin is also shooting an impressive .880 
from the line.

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 Jade Rogers has signed a National Letter of Intent to attend the Univer-
sity of Iowa next fall.
 “We are eager to have Jade Rogers join our team,” Bluder said.  “Jade 
is a tremendous kid that loves the game, and has grown up as a Hawkeye 
fan.  Jade will be a versatile player that can play a number of positions.  She 
can post up or she can shoot the long ball.  She is also a good rebounder. 
Jade has had a great career at Cedar Rapids Kennedy, and is looking for-
ward to continuing her career as a Hawkeye.”
Rogers, a 5-11 forward, is from nearby Hiawatha, IA, and attends Cedar 
Rapids Kennedy High School.  She led the state in scoring (22.3) and re-
bounding (13.4) as a sophomore, and was named the Missouri Valley Con-
ference Player of the Year.  She also earned first team all-state, all-district, 
all-metro and all-conference honors.
 Rogers suffered an ACL injury during the summer of the 2008, but re-
turned to the court and helped lead Kennedy to the semifinal round of the 
state tournament.  Rogers played in 17 games as a junior and averaged 
17.9 points and 10.6 rebounds.  She was named first team all-state, all-
district, all-metro and all-conference, along with being named to the state 
tournament all-tournament team.
 As a freshman, Rogers earned second team all-state honors, along with 
first team all-district, all-metro and all-conference recognition.
 Rogers currently has 1,089 points (18.5 per game average), which is 
fourth on the all-time scoring list at Kennedy.
