The Hawkeyes won 11-straight in the
series from 1984-1990.

The Wisconsin Badgers are 20-8 overall and 10-7 in Big Ten play. The Badgers handled

Penn State, 71-39 in University Park in their last contest. Wisconsin led 40-13 at halftime and
shot .577 from the field, including .438 from distance. The Badgers limited Penn State to just
.273 from the field, including 2-6 (.333) from behind the arc. Rae Lin D’Alie led the way with
21 points, eight rebounds, six assists and four steals in 34 minutes of action.

Alyssa Karel leads the team with 14.1 points per game. Tara Steinbauer is next at 8.8 per
game, while D’Alie is scoring 8.6 per contest. Steinbauer is also Wisconsin’s leading rebound-
er, at 6.4 boards per contest.

e Wisconsin Director of Operations Stephanie Janke was recruited and played two seasons
for Lisa Bluder at Drake, before Bluder moved to lowa.

e Wisconsin junior Alyssa Karel and lowa freshman Theairra Taylor are both from St. Paul,
MN, but attended different high schools. Karel graduated from Cretin-Derham Hall, while
Taylor graduated from St. Paul Central.

e Wisconsin junior Emily Neal and lowa junior Kachine Alexander are also both from Minne-
apolis, MN. Neal went to The Breck School, while Alexander attended Benilde-St. Margaret’s.

LASTMEETING

lowa defeated Wisconsin, 61-51, on New Year’s Eve for its first Big Ten win of the sea-
son.

The Hawkeyes won the game, despite shooting just 9-21 from the field in the second half.
lowa did not score a field goal from the 14:30 mark to the 0:26 mark in the second period,
but still out-scored the Badgers by one point (34-33) in the frame.

lowa knocked off Indiana, 76-64 Thursday to gain a season sweep
over the Hoosiers.

lowa shrugged off a cold start from the field in the first 6:25 of the
game, going just 2-12. The Hawkeyes heated up towards the end of
the half, taking a six point lead to the locker room and finishing the
first period shooting .438 (14-32).

The Hawkeyes led by as many as 16 in the second half, but a tough
Indiana team cut the lead to just three with 6:48 left. Clutch free
throw shooting down the stretch sealed the win, as lowa converted
on all 10 attempts from the charity stripe in the final 6:08.

lowa outscored Indiana, 34-22 in the paint, and netted 12 fast
break points to Indiana’s 4.

Morgan Johnson led the way with 18 points, while Jaime Printy
netted 17. Kelly Krei added 14 points and 13 rebounds, while Kamille
Wahlin chipped in 10 points.

BRINTY BREAKS FRESHMEN SCORING MARK
With 17 points against Indiana Feb. 25, Jaime Printy became

lowa’s all-time freshmen scoring leader. Printy passed Lisa Becker,
who scored 416 points during the 1983-84 season. Printy now has
428 points.

KREILHAS CAREER NIGHT VS, INDIANA

Sophomore Kelly Krei collected her first career double-double
Thursday agianst Indiana, scoring 14 points and grabbing a career-
high 13 rebounds. Krei’s previous career-high for boards was nine.

JQHNSON PICKS UP SCORING

Freshman Morgan Johnson tied a career-high with 18 points
against Indiana Thursday night. Johnson was nearly automatic from
the field, shooting .750 (9-12) from the field.

ELLING UP THE STAT SHEET

Junior Kachine Alexander was just three points and two assists shy
of a triple-double against Indiana. Alexander finished with seven
points, along with 15 rebounds and eight assists.

HOT AT THE RIGHT TIME

The Hawkeyes have won eight of their last 10 games, shooting
.450 from the field and .395 from three-point distance over the win-
ning streak. lowa jumped from last place in the Big Ten (1-6 entering
Jan. 21 game at lllinois), to a current tie for fourth place. With a win
at Wisconsin Sunday, lowa would finish in third place.

In addition, lowa is guaranteed to finish with a winning record for
the 10th time in 11 seasons under Head Coach Lisa Bluder. If lowa
finishes fifth or better, it would be the sixth time under Bluder the
Hawkeyes recorded an upper-division finish in the Big Ten.

KASH IN THE BANK

¢ Junior Kachine Alexander leads the Big Ten and ranks eighth in the
country at 11.1 rebounds per game.

e Alexander is the top rebounding guard in the country, and is one
of only two guards in NCAA Division | basketball averaging a double-
double.

¢ Despite missing seven games with a stress fracture in her right leg,
Alexander still has 13 double-doubles, which is the second-most for
any guard in the country. She also has 22 career double-doubles.

Head Coach Lisa Bluder

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir) is in her
10th season as head coach at the University
of lowa and her 26th season as a college head
coach. She is a two-time Big Ten and WBCA
Regional Coach of the Year, most recently earn-
ing honors a year ago in 2007-08.

Bluder, 47, has a career record of 541-263
(.673), including a 185-121 (.605) record at
lowa, a 187-106 (.638) record in 10 seasons
(1990-2000) at Drake and a six-year mark
(1984-90) of 169-36 (.824) at St. Ambrose. Bluder is lowa’s second
all-time winningest coach and trails only C. Vivian Stringer. She has
guided the Hawkeyes to six post-season tournaments (4 NCAA, 2 WNIT)
and six upper-division finishes in the Big Ten Conference, including
winning a share of the league championship in 2008 and tying for
second place in 2009.

In her first season with the Hawkeyes, Bluder transformed a strug-
gling program into a 21-game winner. lowa finished second in the Big
Ten, won the conference tournament and advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament. Bluder became lowa’s third coach
to be named Big Ten Coach of the Year. She was also honored as the
College Coach of the Year by the Women’s Basketball News Service
and was named the WBCA District 6 Coach of the Year. lowa’s 2001-
02 squad finished fourth in the Big Ten and advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament for the second consecutive year. In
2003, Bluder guided the Hawkeyes to their first-ever WNIT appearance.
lowa, which had nine underclassmen on its roster, advanced to the
quarterfinals before falling to Creighton. In 2004-05, lowa finished 23-
10, starting the year 13-0 and was the last Division | undefeated team
standing. In 2005-06, Bluder mentored a team plagued by injuries to
a fifth-place Big Ten finish and an NCAA Tournament berth.

In her 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and tradi-
tion to the Bulldog program and established herself as one of the top
coaches in the country. She led Drake to five 20-plus win seasons in
her last six years, including five post-season appearances. She guided
the Bulldogs to eight Missouri Valley Conference Tournament appear-
ances, reaching the semifinals six times and winning the tournament
four times. Bluder was also named the Conference Coach of the Year
three times at Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she coached
six successful seasons, building the Bees into a NAIA powerhouse.
During her tenure at St. Ambrose, Bluder guided the Bees to four
straight national tournaments, including two consecutive Final Four
appearances. The 1990 St. Ambrose team was ranked No. 1 and Bluder
was named the NAIA Converse Coach of the Year.

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, IA, Bluder was a
three-year starter at Northern lowa. She graduated from UNIin 1983
with a bachelor’s degree in marketing.

Feb. 18 vs. Minnesota. Wabhlin finished with five made three-pointers, which gave her 67 on
the year.

Kamille Wahlin and Jaime Printy are proving to be a potent one-two punch from behind the
three-point arc.

The duo ranks first and second in the Big Ten in three pointers made per game. Wahlin
leads the league with 2.63 per game, while Printy is second at 2.46.

lowa’s freshmen and sophomore class are putting up big numbers for the Hawkeyes this
season.

Hawkeye underclassmen are responsible for 81 percent of the teams’ points and minutes
played.

JAKING ADVANTAGE OF FREE THROWS

lowa, under Head Coach Lisa Bluder, is proving to be one of the best free throw shooting
teams in the country.

The Hawkeyes have ranked in the top 15 in the nation four of the past five seasons. lowa
finished the 2005-06 season ranked 10th (.760), 2006-07 ranked fifth (.788) and also ranked
fifth (.792) last season.

The 2009-10 campaign is no different. lowa currently ranks 12th in free throw percentage
across the NCAA (.758). The Hawkeyes are led at the charity stripe by Kamille Wahlin (.900)
and Jaime Printy (.873).

HITTING 70 POINTS

If the Hawkeyes score 70 or more points, chances are they will walk away with a win.
Fourteen of lowa’s 16 wins have come when the team scores 70 or more points. The
Hawkeyes are 12-1 when scoring between 70-79 points, and 2-1 when reaching 80 points.

Alexander’s 17 made free throws are also the most by a single player in a Big Ten game.
The 20 attempts are the third-most by a Big Ten player in conference history.

Alexander has scored 115 of her total 324 points from the free throw line, and is averaging
seven trips to the charity stripe per game.

lowa dominated the glass at Indiana Feb. 11, out-rebounding the Hoosiers by 24 (53-29).

Feb. 11 was the first time since March 20, 2003 that lowa held a rebounding margin of that
size. lowa out-rebounded St. Louis in the first round of the WNIT by 30 (57-27).

is a tremendous kid that loves the game, and has grown up as a Hawkeye
fan. Jade will be a versatile player that can play a number of positions. She
can post up or she can shoot the long ball. She is also a good rebounder.
Jade has had a great career at Cedar Rapids Kennedy, and is looking for-
ward to continuing her career as a Hawkeye.”
Rogers, a 5-11 forward, is from nearby Hiawatha, 1A, and attends Cedar
Rapids Kennedy High School. She led the state in scoring (22.3) and re-
bounding (13.4) as a sophomore, and was named the Missouri Valley Con-
ference Player of the Year. She also earned first team all-state, all-district,
all-metro and all-conference honors.

Rogers suffered an ACL injury during the summer of the 2008, but re-
turned to the court and helped lead Kennedy to the semifinal round of the
state tournament. Rogers played in 17 games as a junior and averaged
17.9 points and 10.6 rebounds. She was named first team all-state, all-
district, all-metro and all-conference, along with being named to the state
tournament all-tournament team.

As a freshman, Rogers earned second team all-state honors, along with
first team all-district, all-metro and all-conference recognition.

Rogers currently has 1,089 points (18.5 per game average), which is
fourth on the all-time scoring list at Kennedy.
